Hunt, who was not 
wearing a seat belt accord­
ing to the police report, 
was pronounced dead at 
the scene by Pike County 
Deputy Coroner Zebu 
Hampton. 

Duty was airlifted to 
Cabeii-Huntington Hospital 
where he was treated and 
has since been released. 
His wife and child were 
taken to Pikeville Medical 
Center and were also treat­
ed and released. 

The accident remains 
under investigation by 
Kentucky State Police 
Trooper Jimmy Anderson. 
No charges have yet been 
filed.

Eymard is 
scheduled to appear for arraignment on 
the charge in Ashland's federal court 
on Sept. 29 at 10 a.m. before Judge 
Edward B. Atkins. 

According to federal court records, 
the 27-year-old has been indicted in 
four prior federal indictments, bringing 
his total to five indictments in various 
federal jurisdictions. 

Eymard was indicted in United 
States District Cour! in Pikeville 
Thursday on a single count of assault 
with intent to murder. 

According to the grand jury charges 

Eymard, 27, is currently scheduled 
for a projected release date of 2028, 
according to Federal Bureau of Prisons 
records. 

While incarcerated in the Federal 
Processing Center for inmates in 
Oklahoma City, Okla., a November 
2006 federal indictment stated Eymard 
assaulted another inmate in April of 
that year with a toothbrush with the

Drug court holds graduation

Nine people sat in the court­
room of Floyd County District 
Judge Eric Hall on Thursday. 
Nine people, all of them facing 
at least a year in prison for drug 
related charges. But this court­
'room appearance was a time for 
celebration, and the only reason 
that any of the nine were ner­
vous is because they had to do a 
little bit of public speaking. 
These nine people were all grad­
uates of the drug court program, 
giving them a new chance at 
life. 

"Everyone here has complet­
ed the terms of their probation," 
Hall said. "As soon as they are 

eligible, their prior criminal 
charges can be expunged and 
their record can be wiped 
clean." 

The drug court program lasts 
no less than 14 months, and 
those enrolled in the program 
must attend three Narcotics 
Anonymous meetings per week, 
meet with Judge Hall three times 
per week, and have three drug 
screenings per week among 
other requirements. 

According to Hall, drug court 
is the most successful method of 
dealing with drug offenders that 
he has been a part of. 

"There:s nothing that comes 
close to drug court as far as suc­
cess,'' Hall said. "We've have 
zero felony convictions from the 

people that have graduated drug 
court. The recidivism rate is 
very, very low. I want to com­
mend all of our graduates, 
because it is a tough program to 
get through." 

Hall got to know all of the 
graduates through his involve­
ment with drug court, and he 
introduced each of them with 
kind words about their individ­
ual personalities and strengths. 

"This is such a fantastic 
group of people," Hall said. 
"I'm so proud of all of them." 

Deputy Chief Ju!>tice Will T. 
Scott praised Judge Hall, the 
drug court program, and the 
graduates.

To mosl or us, energy policy means figuring out how much $4-a-gal­
lon gas to put in the tank and still have money left over to buy school 
clothes for the kids. It means paying higher prices for just about every­
thing, including food, because the cost of shipping has gone through the 
roof. It means working harder to not fall behind and worrying that it 
won't be hard enough. 

Our leaders' task is to recognize and somehow address those very 
real and wrenching human situations while, at the same time, addressing 
the momentous, long-term energy challenges facing Ame1ica and the 
world. 

The U.S. House of Representatives addressed them this week in its 
vote approving an expansion of offshore oil drilling for the first time in 
decades. If that bill eventually becomes law, it could aftect the psycho! 
ogy of the international oil market and at least restrain the growth of 
prices, even if it can't produce immediate and dramatic drops. 

The bill also addressed big-picture energy problems. It would provide 
funding for long-term development of alternative energy technologies. 
That, not more drilling, .is what offers true hope for solutions to our 
many-faceted energy problems. 

The "drill. baby, drill" mantra that has become a Republican cam­
paign slogan is a dangerous fantasy when it comes to achieving genuine 
American energy independence. No matter how many times the slogan 
is repeated. the numbers cannot be made to work: 

Americans usc about 20.7 million bmTcls of oil every day. We pump 
roughly 5 million hancls from domestic wells. If, say. the entire Arctic 
National Wildlife Refuge were opened up to drilling, in 10 years or so 
we could boost that to about 7 million barre~s. The additional 2 million 
barrels of supply might produce somewhat lower gas p1ices, but only if 
the rest of the oil produet:ion in the world - and consumption levels -
remained the same. The nations of OPEC. which are determined to keep 
oil prices high, simply could cut production by 2 million barrels a day. 

The more likely scenario is that by that time, global demand would 
have increased so substantially -with millions of newly minted mid­
dle-class families i~ Tndia and China buying into an American-style 
energy-intensive good lire- that a 2 million-barrel increase in supply 
simply would prove meaningless. 

Puliver Pri1.e-winning journalist ll1omas Friedman argues that we're 
entering a new age in which renewable clean-energy technology will 
transform the world economy the same way information technology 
transfom1cd it dming the 1980s and 1990s. 

America either can lead the way into this new age by capitaJizing on 
our innovative strengths and the jobs it will create- or get in line 
behind the countries that do it sooner and better. lf we lead, we secure 
our economic future. If we follow, we cede world economic leader-;hip 
to others. 

Whatever the political maneuvering behind it, the House energy bill 
approved this week is a step in the right direction, even though it falls 
far short of ushering in the new energy age. 

With just two weeks until Congress adjourns, the Senate now takes 
up the challenge. The frrst thing it needs to do is extend the $17 billion 
in clean energy tax incentives that are set to expire at the end of the 
month. They are crucial to maintaining the momentum of the young 
American solar and wind power industries as they work to become eco­
nomically competitive with older technologies. 

Even if the Senate extends those incentives and approves something 
resembling the House bill, there are questions about whether President 
George W. Bush would sign it into law. Bush has argued that it doesn't 
go far enough to encourage orrshore drilling. But killing the hill would 
do nothing but cripple our progress toward a sustainable energy future. 
and it certainly wouldn't help working families. 

The longer we regard oil drilling as an energy policy, the longer we'll 
remain at the mercy of oil-producing states that arc fundamentally 
opposed to American nationaJ security and economic interest'>. 

The House bill, imperfect as it is, at leasr keeps us from backsliding 
toward the unsustainable oil-based energy systems of the past.

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I recently purchased a used '06 

Subaru Outback. It was a rental car 
that came from the Tahoe, Nev., area. 
I have noticed water coming out of 
my tailpipes, and there is a lot of it. 
At times, it looks like rain. Should I 
be concerned? I live in Iowa and did­
n't know if the change in altitude 
would cause something like this, or if 
it might be something else. -
Shannon 

TOM: Shannon, what the heck are 
you doing snooping around behind 
your car? Cut it out! 

RAY: Yeah. No good can possibly 
come from it, Shannon. Especially if 
the neighbors catch you. 

TOM: Actually, the water is noth­
ing to worry about. Water is a natural 
byproduct of combustion, and seeing 
it come out of the tailpipe means that 
the engine is running nice and clean. 

RAY: The water might be most 
noticeable after a series of short trips. 
Short trips allow water to condense in 
the cooler exhaust system and accu­
mulate in the muffler. 

TOM: On a four-cylinder car, the 
water will sometimes spray out in 
spurts that coincide with the firing of 
the cylinders. I'm assuming that's 

what you mean when you say it looks 
like rain. If you're actually seeing a 
torrential downpour with little bolts 
of lightning that go from the tailpipe 
down to the ground, then you may 
want to get a second opinion. 

RAY: But in general, having water 
come out of the exhaust pipe is per­
fectly normal. Unlike whatever 
you're doing snooping around back 
there. 

Did cables get crossed on jump­
start? 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
Can you use a hybrid vehicle to 

jump-start another car? Recently 
when my girlfriend was visiting me 
in Cleveland from D.C., her car 
wouldn't start. The first thing I tried 
was jump-starting it from my hybrid. 
Before I knew it, there was smoke 
coming out of both cars! Naturally, I 
panicked and quickly disconnected 
the cables. I soon realized that the 
insulation on the cable's pincers was 
melting and generating the smoke. 
I'm sure the cables were connected to 
both 12-volt batteries correctly. Any 
idea what II).ight cause this? Did I do 
something wrong? Nobody I talked 
to knew, and I hoped the Car Talk 
guys would know the answer. Happy 
ending: Eventually, we got my girl-

friend a new battery, and she was 
safely on her way home to D.C. -
Tim 

TOM: Tim, you might be sure that 
you hooked up the cables correctly, 
but we're not. 

RAY: Actually, we DO believe 
you, Tim. If you mixed up the posi­
tive and negative terminals, there 
would not only be smoke, but proba­
bly fire, too. And you didn't report 
any fire. 

TOM: Plus, your girlfriend drove 
away under her own power, and she's 
still talking to you. Neither of those 
would have been the case had you 
crossed the cables. You would have 
fried a bunch of important electronics 
in her car - and yours too. So, I 
think we can eliminate human error 
as the cause of the smoke. 

RAY: Which leads us to believe 
that you used a cheap set of jumper 
cables. If you use really thin cables 
and send lots of current through 
them, they're going to get hot. There 
are ways in which you can exacerbate 
the situation and make them get 
VERY hot. 

TOM: If your girlfriend's car is 
much bigger than yours, her battery 
will try to draw a lot of current from 
yours. That'll generate extra heat. So 
will a failing starter motor; if her 

starter is giving out, it will keep try­
ing to draw current until it either 
starts, melts or fries the wiring, 

with plus and minus signs, under the 
hood, to allow the car to jump-start or 
be jump-started.

FRANKFORT - Cooling 
weather sends both deer and 
hunters into their fall patterns. 
Although many bowhunters 
haven't climbed into their tree 
stands yet, as temperatures 
drop into the 70s and below, it 
starts to feel more like archery 
season. 

Bachelor groups of bucks 
are beginning to break up, as 
shorter days trigger hormone 
changes in deer. This means 
that even hunters who scouted 
during pre-season must do 
some additional homework 
now. 

"In summer they're keyed 
in on crops and green fields. 
As summer progresses into 
fall, acorns are starting to 
drop and deer are changing 
their feeding and bedding pat­
terns," said Chris Garland, 
assistant director of the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources' 
Wildlife Division. "A lot of 
patterns you observed in sum­
mer have changed. Now is the 
time to update your stand 
sites." 

Garland recommends 
hunters search for natural fun­
nels where deer travel, such 

as a saddle between tWo 
ridges, an overgrown 
fencerow between two forest­
ed areas, a power line right­
of-way or a river corridor. 
''Even small changes in 
topography can create an area 
where a deer feels comfort­
able travelling," he said. 

Look for rubs where bucks 
are signposting, or marking 
their territory. "Lots of early 
season rubs are found in open 
areas or along field edges and 
'Serv~ to remove the velvet 
from ·antlers," Garland said. 
"The rubs found this time of 
year and into October are 
related to bucks marking their 
territories and letting does 
know they are there." 

Be careful when you scout 
this time of year, however. 
Tina Brunjes, Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife's big game pro­
gram coordinator, cautions 
that hunters may spook deer if 
they spend too much time 
walking in the woods. 

"Scouting may consist of 
glassing fields from your 
truck, or just sitting in a tree 
stand with your bow, finding 
out what's going on," said 
Brunjes. 'This time of year, 
when you see a deer trail, you 
shouldn't be walking down it 
to where it goes. You 

should already know where it 
goes, from doing your pre­
season scouting. You're look­
ing to see if it's being used 
now." 

Set up your stand close to 
areas where you've observed 
deer sign, but don't put the 
stand right where you think 
deer will travel. "Back off of 
the area about 30-50 yards," 
Garland advised. "When deer 
come to scent-check the area, 
this will still put you in posi­
tion for a shot instead of being 
detected by your scent." 

Don't put your stand in a 
place where you will be sil­
houetted against the sky. To 
conceal yourself from deer. 
try to find a tree that provides 
leaf cover and make sure 
there i~ foliage or other cover 
behind the tree to break up 
your outline. If you clear 
shooting tanes near your 
stand. Garland advises not to 
alter the landscape too much, 
as deer may notice the 
changes and avoid the area. 
Finally, pay attention to 
where you set up your stand 
in relation to nearby hills. You 
don't want to end up sitting a.t 
eye-level to an approaching 
deer. 

There are a wide variety of 
scent-blocking products 

available to hunters nowa­
days. Both Garland and 
Brunjes emphasize that while 
these products may help. 
nothing substitutes for being 
still and paying attention to 
the wind. 

"With camo and scent pro­
tection, how much you need 
is in direct proportion to your 
ability to sit still," said 
Brunjes. "As far as scent, if 
the wind isn't blowing 
towards the deer, the deer 
isn "t going to smell you. 
You've just got to know what 
the wind is doing." 

Scouting. good tree stand 
placement and hunting 
according to the wind will all 
increase your chances in the 
woods during bow season. 
Add plenty of practice with 
your bow, and you' ll be ready 
when the first deer steps out 
in front of your stand. 

Kentucky's archery deer 
season is open now statewide 
and continues until January 
19, 2009. For complete sea­
son regulations, including bag 
limits, licensing and hunter 
education requirements, pick. 
up a copy of the 2008-09 
Kentucky Hunting & 
Trapping Guide, available at 
fw.ky.gov and wherever hunt­
ing licenses are sold.

"Both 
Coach Wells and Coach Wright 
won Kentucky high school state 
championships. And Coach 
Mason has established himself 
as one of the top coaches in 
NCAA Division III."

Major League Baseball 
made the announcement on 

Thursday at Great American 
Ball Park. The Reds' game 
against the Chicago White Sox 
on June 20 w!ll :-;erve as the 
fir<>t one to be held during the 
season, followed by another to 
he played in Cincinnati in 
2010. 

The lirst two Clvil Righls 
Games. intended to raise 
awarenes~ of the civil rights 
movement and baseball's part 
in it. were held before the sea· 
son in Memphis, Tenn. 

"When we went to 
Memphis, we always knew 
we'd grow this into a major 
league game," Jimmie Lee 
Solomon, executive vice presi­
dent or baseball operations in 
the commissioner's office, said. 

MLB started looking at 
potential -;ites in July and decid­
ed on Cincinnati in late August, 
Solomon ~aid. One of the main 
reasons Cincinnati was chosen 
was the National Underground 
Railroad Freedom Center, 
which is locaLed next door to 
the hallpark and wa<; a major 
part of the Reds' presentation . 

"lt's pretty exciting that 
they're having the game here, 
e!>pecially ""hen you· ve got the 
Freedom Center right next door 
and the history of the town," 
said Reds manager Dusty 
Baker. who is black.

Dallas vs. Green Bay: Cowboys 
get to see Rodgers again

Green Bay was trailing 
Dallas 27-10 last Nov. 29 
when Brell Favre injured his 
right clhow and separated his 
left shoulder early in the sec­
ond quarter. In came Aaron 
Rodgers for his first signifi­
cant action as a pro, and a little 
more than a quarter later, the 
Packers were wilhin three 
points in a game Dallas finally 
won 37-27. 

With Favre gone to the Jets, 
Rodgers starts Sunday night in 
Green Bay against the only 
team that's already had a good 
look at him. Just as it was last 
season, ifs a marquee 
matchup - the teams were 
I 0-1 when they met last sea­
son and each are 2·0 now. 

Tt 's also a marquee matchup 
of young quarterbacks: 
Rodgers and Dallas' Tol}y 
Romo, who is in his third sea­
son as a starter. Rodgers was a 
first-round draft pick and 
Romo an undraf•ed free agent. 
hut both got their first major 
playing time by being thrown 
in on prime Lime with little 
wcu·ning. Romo did do on a 
Monday night two years ago 
against the Giants when Drew 
Bledsoe v.as pulled. 

After two games this 
month, Rodgers has completed 
70 percent of his passes, hasn't 
thrown an interception in 42 
anempts and has a surerior 
passer rating of 117.8. 

"He's making good deci­
sions and he's being accurate 
with the football ,' ' coach Mike 
McCarthy says. "He hasn't 
taken many chances. and that's 
all part of good quarterback 
play. He needs to continue to 
do that.'' 

Romo. who grew up in 
Wisconsin, has a lot or Fawe 
in him. He can make hig plays 
out of nothing, but he can also 
get himself into trouble, as he 
did,Monday night in the 41-37 
wnl over the Eagles, fumbling 
in his end zone to give 
Philadelphia a touchdown, in 
part because he tried to make a 
play instead of conceding a 
surety. 

He's looking forward this 
week to perfonning in a his­
toric venue. 

"I'm a nostalgic person in a 
sense that I enjoy traditional 
things. 1 enjoy watching great 
players or great sporting 
events at a great atmosphere:· 
Romo said. "Lambeau Field 
obviously has great history 
and it's going to fun ro go up 
there and be part or that a little 
hit." 

Although this is a glcunour 
game, there's not as much 
urgency as last year. when it 
was to decide home field 
advantage in the NFC. As it 
turned out, Green Bay lost, yet 
got the advantage be~ause 
Dallas lost the gan1e that real 
1) counted. its opening playolf 
game. 

But this IS a chance w make 
a statement. 

""You've got to play well i.n 
September to get to 
December," Dallas coach 
Wade Phillips <;ays. ''You can 
look back a£ a lot of teams that 
didn't play well enough early 
and didn't make it. it's not 
only the last few games. Tt's 
the first games that count. too. 
They count them all."

Pittsburgh (2-0) at 
Philadelphia (1-1): A 4-point 
loss in Dallas is no dishonor 
for the Eagles, cspccia11y since 
they outplayed the Cowboys 
for long stretches. They also 
have a deep threat in rookie 
DeSean Jackson, the llrst play­
er since 1940 to :;tart his career 
with two 100-yard receiving 
games. Although Andy Reid 
and h1s staff have to cure him 
of WSS (Widcout Showboat 
Syndrome) before it becomes 
a habit. 

Pittsburgh already is in 
position for another AFC 
North title after winning in 
Cleveland. That v.as one orthe 
weird' weather games the 
Steelers often seem to 
play.although the forecast for 
Sunday in Philly is decent.

Congratulations to John Fox 
for getting tl1rough two games 
against good opposition "'ith­
out Steve Smith, in part 
be<.:ause Jonathan Stewart. one 
of a pack of good rookie run­
ning backs in the NFL. has 
averaged 5.4 yard~ per carry. · 
And because Jake Delhomme 
is back in form after elbow 
surgery. 

The Vikings are in despera­
tion mode, benching 25-year­
old QB Tarvatis Jackson for 
37-ycar-old Gus Frcrotte. 
Bren Favre would have been a 
bener solution ror a team that 
spent millions elsewhere, hut 
kept a youngster at QB. That 
was never going to happen. 

Houston (0-1) ut 
Tennessee (2-0): The Texans· 
enforced week off was hardly 
a vac::nion, thanks 10 
Hurricane lkc. "1 feel very 

lucky;· saitl DE Mario 
Williams, Houston's top 
defensive player. ·'My area is 
very bad. There's tons of trees 
that are down, lots of trees that 
fell through houses, hut thank 
goodness no one was injured." 

The Titans have allowed 
just 17 points in wins over 
Jacksonville and Cincinnati 
and arc efficient enough with 
Kerry Collins that he may 
remain the starter when Vince 
Young is ready. Collins. who 
needs 90 yru.·ds to become the 
15th QB to reach 35,000 yards 
passing, is part of the '90s 
re\'iva1 - Gus Frcrottc and 
Kurt Warner also are starting. 

Cincinnati (0-2) at New 
York Giants (2 0): The Giants 
have been inconsistent on 
offense. hut have outscored 
Washington and Cincinnati by 
a combined 57-20 and arc get­
ting back the respect they 
earned during their Super 
Bowl run. Eli Manning's pass­
er raLing or 131.4 agamsl St.

Regulation change set for Kentucky commercial fishing license~

FRANKFORT 
: Commcrci11l anglers who fish 
• for roe-bearing species such as 
.raddlcfish and sh(welnose 
!>turgeon mu~t now purchase a 
Roe-Bearing ftsh Harvester's 
Perm1t before the roe-bearing 
commercial fishing season 
opens this fall. 

"This new .rem1il system is 
in conjunction with a set of 

new regulations to better man­
age the paddlefish commercial 
fishery," said Benjy Kinman, 
director of fisheries for the 
Kentucky Deparlment or Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. 
"Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
has worked closely with the 
commercial fishing industry 
on o;;trategies to sustain the har­
vest of the species and simul­
taneously maintain the liveli­
hood of the commercial 

anglers. Most importantly, a 
minimum size limit and har 
vest season have been estab­
lished." 

TI1e permit must be pur~ 

chased in addition to the 
Kentucky commercial fishing 
l~cense. "You must posses~; a 
Roe-Bearing Fish Harvester's 
Pem1it to harvest, transport or 
sell roe-bearing fish or their 
roe," said Gerry Buynak, 
assistant director of fi.sheties 

for the Kentucky Department 
of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. "Without this per­
mit, commercial unglers must 
release all shovelnose sturgeon 
and paddle fish thi4,Y catch.·· 

The permit costs $500 for 
eligible resident commercial 
anglers and $1,500 for eligible 
non-residents. 'These pennits 
v.HI only be sold to eligible 
commercial angler::. between 
October t and November 5,

2008," Buynak said. ''They 
muy be purchased in person at 
the Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife Headquarters in 
Frankfort or mailed in lo us.

"So you are 
driving around, pretty much 
raking your lumps and it sucks 
pretty bad because you want to 
win and mn \\'Cll, and you 
know you ain't got a chance in 
flying hell to do anything like 
that. 

"So you are stuck out there 
all day just tiding it out. know­
ing for the rest or the Chase 
you have to play catch-up." 

The i'irst step toward gelling 
over the disappointment is get­
ting back in a race car, which 
Busch did Tuesday during a 
Goodyear tire test at Atlanta. It 
was there that his Joe Gibbs 
Racing <.:rew showed him what 
happened with the sway bar, 
and the group began to move 
past New Hampshire. 

"The mood was fine. 
Everybody was there working 
and doing their jobs," he said. 
"They ~bowed me what hap­
pened and told me they were 
working on the things that hap 
pened ~o that it won't happen 
aga1n." 

Now the i'ocus turns to 
Sunday's race in Dover. Del., 
where Busch won the Cup race 
in June. lie expect<; his mood 
will be sour all weekend, pos­
sibly even past the checkered 
flag. 

"T know T need to have the 
mind set to forget about it and 
try to concentrate on the task at 
hand, and we're going to a 
place where we won last time," 
he said. "But we were so much 
further ahead over most of the 
competition, and we had a 
great shot at getting way 
ahead, and now it's gone. 

"The pain will be easily 
erased with success, but T've 
got ro find that success first."

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10-minute workout, but does it make a difference? 
by MEGAN K. SCOTT

NEW YORK - Stephen 
Lowrie has gotten the message 
to squeeze in exercise wherev­
er he can. He parks far from 
the entrance, takes the stairs 
- even lifts weights at his 
desk. 

"I don't do all these things 
all the time every day," said 
Lowrie, 47, of Bedford, N.H. 
"If I did I'd be in great shape." 

Perhaps. Lowrie's piece­
meal fitness regimen is some­
thing that's been encouraged 
as even videotaped exercise 
routines shrink to mere min­
utes. But as enticing as such 
programs sound, getting into 
shape is generally going to 
take more than a session of 8-
minute abs, said Jillian 
Michaels, a personal trainer on 
"The Biggest Loser." 

"Ten minutes?'' said 
Michaels. "Forget it. What are 
you going to bum? A hundred 
calories. A pound is 3.500 
calories. I'm so tired of send­
ing Americans a false mes­
sage. 'Hey just take the 
stairs."' 

The American College of 
Sports Medicine and the 
American Heart Association 
recommend for adults under 
age 65 a minimum of 30 min­
utes of moderately intense car­
dia (such as brisk walking) per 
day five days a week or 20 
minutes of vigorously intense 
cardia (such as running) three 
days a week. Strength training 
should be done as part of the 
routine twice a week. 

To lose weight or maintain 
weight loss, 60 to 90 minutes 
of physical activity may be 
necessary, according to the 
Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention. 

Still, micro-workouts are 
everywhere, from Jorge 
Cruise's "8 Minutes in the 
Morning" to Tracey Mallett's 
"Sexy in 6," a fitness program 
with six-minute workouts. 

Studies show that breaking 
workouts into mini sessions is 
as effective as continuous 
workouts. And considering 
time is one of the biggest rea­
sons people give for not exer­
cising, the mini-sessions make 
sense. 

"The key isn't really how 
long the duration or short," 
said Tamilee Webb, best 
known for "Buns & Abs of 
Steel." "It's the intensity and 
the consistency." 

Over the years, efficient 
exercises have shortened 
workouts, said Kathy Smith, 
whose "Tummy Trimmers"

The DVD method has also 
made it easier to package mul­
tiple workouts, said Denise 
Austin, who has more than 80 
DVDs under her belt. People 
don't have to fast forward and 
rewind, she said. And the short 
workout means people can't 
make excuses. 

"The nicest part about it is 
they are ready to do 10 but 
stay and do a little more," said 
Austin, whose newest DVD 

Best Belly Fat-Blasters is a 
series of ab workouts. '"For 10 
minutes I can do this.' The 
next week they can do 20 min­
utes and then they're on their 
way to a healthy habit." 

For Hiu Chung So, 26, of 
Arcadia, Calif., breaking up 
his workouts works. He does 
10 minutes of weights in the 
morning and another 20 to 30 
minutes of cardia in the 
evening. 

"It makes it a lot Jess daunt­
ing compared to saying you 
need to do an hour of exer­
cise," he said. 

F EE S IPP NG 

The American College of 
Sports Medicine doesn't rec­
ommend mini sessions shorter 
than 10 minutes. And David 
Kirsch, author of the "The 
Ultimate New York Diet" 
questions how only 8 minutes 
in the morning is enough to 
increase the heart rate, tone the 
muscles and bring about an 
overall feeling of wellness. 

Ten minutes toning a mus­
cle is long enough, said Ben 
Quist, founder of Form and 
Fitness in Grafton, Wis. But 
for someone who wants to get 
m shape, 10 minutes three 

times a week is probably not 
going to produce the change 
people are hoping to see. 

And once you look closely 
at those 10-minute routines, 
some do require more than 
you'd think. With Mallett's, 
the idea is to do more than one 
6-minute session (three is 
ideal) plus cardia and change 
your diet. Austin herself said 
she does 30-minutes of 
straight cardia. 

"10, 10, 10 is less than 
ideal," said Michaels. "You 
need a longer period of exer­
cise to improve endurance."

Katie Feuer, 35, of Summit, 
N.J. said her 12-minute abs 
routine works. She has been 
doing Denise Austin's "Super 
Stomachs" since high school 
and said when she stops, she 
gains weight. 

"If I get lazy and haven't 
been working out, that's what I 
go back to," said Feuer, a 
mother of two, who also runs 
and bikes. "Maybe it's the 
familiarity of it. I know what 
to expect. When it's only 12 
minutes, that's not bad."
