The case involves con­
struction contractor 
Leonard Lawson, former 
Transportation Secretary 
Bill Nighbert and Lawson 
aide Brian Russell Billings. 

_, The three were indicted 
Sept. 3 on charges of con­
spiracy, misapplication of 
property and obstruction of 
justice after a yearlong FBI 
probe into the awarding of 
state highway construction 
contracts. They entered 
not guilty pleas. 

Todd also prohibited the 
public release of a tape 
recording that prosecutors 
unintentionally gave the 
defense and asked to 
have returned. Todd 

"warned that violations 
would be dealt with 
severely.

Murder charge ftled after wreck at Harold

HAROLD -A Pikeville woman is 
dead and one man has been charged 
with murder following a two-car col­
lision along U.S. 23 late Friday night. 

At just after 11 p.m. Friday night, 
Jonathan Pente, 37, of Harold, pulled 
onto Route 979 from U.S. 23 when 
his 2000 Chevrolet pickup truck ran 
head-on into a southbound 2003 
Dodge van driven by Christopher 
Boley, 21, of North Mayo Trail in 
Pikeville. 

According to reports from 
Kentucky State Police officers inves­
tigating the accident, a passenger in 

Boley's vehicle, Loretta G. Elswick, 
63, Boley's grandmother, was pro­
nounced dead at the scene by Floyd 
County Coroner Roger Nelson. 

According to media reports short­
ly following the accident, Elswick's 
death was the result of broken verte­
brae and massive internal injuries. 

Also passengers in Boley's vehicle 
were Pikeville residents Todd 
Elswick, 36, and Brent Elswick, 
whose age was not listed on police 
reports. 

Boley and all three of his passen­
gers were all listed as having the 
same address in Pikeville.

Sewer plant opens 
Monday at Easlem

EASTERN - The residents 
of Eastern now have a new 
sewer plant to alleviate the 
long-standing sewage issues in 
the area. 

The plant officially opened 
on Monday, and county offi­
cials are happy to see it up and 
running. 

"This is something that has 
certainly been long overdue," 

said Judge-Executive R.D. 
"Doc" Marshall. "I saw a great 
need for it not only as the 
judge, but as the chairman of 
the health department. Due to a 
lot of the septic systems in the 
area failing, something had to 
be done, and it had to be done 
quickly. In approximately 10 
months we have completed this 
project, and I'm thankful that 
the fiscal court was able to help 
the citizens of Eastern. In reali­
ty. we shouldn't even be dis-

cussing this. This is the 21st 
century, and we should have 
water and sewage for every­
body in Floyd County." 

Gary Blankenship, opera­
tions manager with Southern 
Water and Sewer, believes that 
the new plant will greatly 
improve the sewage situation in 
the community. 

"We've actually hooked up 
39 new customers," said

• llion loan. And all of this took place against the backdrop of a 
·esidential election that is just a month away. 
In a normal week, any one of these stories would have dominated 

e news. In the week just passed. they fell one after another, like 
uster bombs in a shock-and-awe campaign. And there was no 
,ace to hide. 

That didn't stop 228 members of the House of Representatives 
from trying to find one. They voted "no" on the first iteration of the 
financial rescue plan negotiated by the Bush administration and con­
gressional leaders. That sent the plan down to defeat on Monday, 
leading to a 778-point drop in the Dow Jones industrial average and 
a further choking of the credit markets. 

Cooler heads prevailed in the Senate. The upper chamber recon­
figured the package to include a 10-year, $150 billion package of 
tax cuts and a temporary increase in federal bank deposit insurance 
limits. The good news: Middle-class taxpayers who could get clob­
bered by the alternative minimum tax got a renewed waiver. The 
bad news: Special interests (among them owners of auto race tracks, 
the rum industry, the woolen industry and - incredibly - the 
wooden-arrows-for-children industry) got tax breaks. 
1 In the meantime, House members who voted "no" were hearing 
from businesses back home that they couldn't get credit. They were 
learning that the $700 billion is largely an accounting figure, not an 
actual immediate cash payout.

date Sen. Barack Obama of Illinois, stepped in. So did Republican 
candidate Sen. John McCain of Arizona, although McCain's bona 
fides as a born-again regulator remain highly suspect. 

' Both men now have an obligation to soothe the nation's jangled 
nerves. Wall Street and Washington may be able to settle the fight 
between Wells Fargo Bank and Citigroup for control of Wachovia. 
And the federal government will have to rescue - of all people -
the one-time action hero Arnold Schwarzenegger, the governor of 
cash-strapped California. 

But the nation as a whole is looking to Obama and McCain for 
reassurance, not platitudes, sound bites or empty theatrical gestures. 
Back on that overworked synecdoche called Main Street, Americans 
want to know things are going to calm down, that the country will 
play fair with them, that their jobs and families will be safe, that the 
bailout won't leave them holding the bag for fat cats.

--ecuring a 

greener future for 
Kentucky

Sweden recently set on a path to 
become the world's first •·<Ji.l-free 
economy" within 15 years by replac­
ing all fossil fuels with renewables. 

As a result, entrepreneurs rushed to 
develop new ways of generating ener­
gy from the wind. sun and tides, from 
wood ch1ps. agricultural waste. and 
garbage. Econom1c growth rates 
climbed. We learned that when 
nations "decarbonizes," their 
economies reap immediate rewards. 

In recent weeks we· ve heard sig­
nificant announcements in solar 
breakthroughs, from gigantic generat­
ing plants to new ways to store solar 
energy. We are on the threshold of the 
day when nearly every Kentucky 
home nd business could be generat­
ing ell ···ity and hot water. 

With . nology changing so fast, 
with rene :,]e energy poised to 
deliver sign mt levels of power on 
a cost-compc · ·e basis, Gov. Steve 
Beshear was to ask the Energy 
Cabinet to devl new comprehen-
sive energy plan ugh Kentucky's 
current plan is ju~ ,1 \ years old, it 
relies heavily on co, 1 does more 
to reinforce old powct th energy 
production and the ,Jitically 
entrenched) than to transh rm our 
economy. 

A good plan will not only cleanly 
generate the energy . needed to meet 
the needs of Kentuckians, it will also 
improve our quality of life. "With 
good policies and strong investments 

that prepare people who most need 
work for the work that most needs to 
be done, green jobs can fight poverty 
and global warming pollution at the 
same time," a University of 
Massachusetts report pointed out. 

Kentuckians For The 
Commonwealth offers three standards 
by which we will judge a new energy 
plan. 

Fi t, it must do no more harm and 
work to stop the harm now being 
done. The same week Gov. Beshear 
asked for a new energy plan the city of 
Louisville issued several air quality 
alerts. These air-borne toxins hurt 
people and put some in the hospital. 
Rural areas arc also hardly immune to 
these dangers. Mammoth Cave is the 
fifth most polluted national park, 
largely because of coal power plants 
in western Kentucky. 

On the other end of the coal cycle, 
more mining with the continued lack 
of effective enforcement of mining 
laws means unabated destruction of 
mountains, forests and streams. More 
coal might feed the fren7y for short­
term energy, but do so at the cost of 
our ecological health and economic 
well-being. The state ignores its own 
Division of Water reports about the 
degradation of water quality resulting 
from radical strip mining and contin­
ues allowing the intentional destruc­
tion of streams - another example 
that the "energy at any cost" mentali­
ty still rules in the state capitol. 

Second, any plan must make sure 
affordable energy remains accessible 
to all Kentuckians. Kentucky's past 
and present dependence on coal for 
electricity in a carbon constrained 
future looms as a menacing financial 
and env1ronmcntal liability. New coal 
plants arc expensive and will continue 
the upward spiral of electricity rates. 

Experimental coal sequestration tech­
nology, decades away, could increase 
the cost of electricity another 50 to 80 
percent. Clearly, this path is making 
electricity less accessible to lower 
income farnilies and creating a burden 
for small businesses. 

Energy accessibility and security 
demand that we look toward sources 
Lbat provide the greatest price and 
<>upply stability. J b 

Third, we must take advantage of 
the growmg green economy or we 
face being left behind. A recent Apollo 
Alliance report showed that invest­
ment in a clean and efficient economy 
would "lead to over 3 million new 
green-collar jobs, stimulate $1.4 tril­
lion in new GDP, add biJiions in per-~ 
sonal income and retail sales, produce 
$284 billion in net energy savings, all 
while generating sufficient returns to 
the U.S. treasury to pay for itself over 
10 years." How much of this will 
Kentucky capture, or will it go to 
other states while we're still mired in 
old dirty power? 

The state currently offers only $76 
million in incentives to Integrity 
Manufacturing for 1,000 new jobs 
building electric cars compared to 
$250 million to Peabody Energy to 
create 500 coal gasification jobs. This 
may be circumstantial, but it is a clear 
indication of how our priorities mus 
change. 

Visionary leadership will see this 
moment as an opportunity to move 
Kentucky into the future that we have 
the power to create. But it will require 
breaking away from the old mindsets. 
the old political alliances and fossil­
fuel subm1ssion. We have no time to 
waste.

Belcher, 61, a retired educa­
tor, was a Democrat from 
Shepherdsville who was seek­
ing re-election in a race against 
Republican Trina Summers. 
He served in the state House 
from 1999 to 2002 when he ran 
for a Senate seat but lost that 
race. He was re-elected to the 
House two years ago and had 
served since then.

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.Financial rescue plan looms over Senate race . .

LONDON - If he had a 
vote. cattle farmer Robert Hail 
might have stamped a thumbs­
down brand on the $700 bil-

• lion fir.ancial industry bailout 
that Republican Mitch 
McConnell helped steer 
through the Senate. 

"I'm not sure if that's just 
throwing good money after 
bad," Hail said at a recent 
gathering of Laurel County 
cattlemen and their families in 
the heart of Republican terri to-

• ry in southeastem Kentucky. 
Hail said McConnell's sup­

port for the rescue plan hadn't 
shaken his faith in the senator. 
Several others said they also 
plan to vote for McConnell. 
but one supporter said he 
detected growing unrest as the 

' country contends with a daunt · 
ing financial crisis. 

"A lot of people I talk to 
want to clean house," said 
John Childers, a retired rail­
road electrician. 

McConnell's vote on the 
bailout plan could loom as an 
issue in the final weeks of his 
re-election campaign. 
McConnell, the Senate's top 
Republican leader, is trying to 
fend off Democrat Bruce 
Lunsford amid the nation's 
gloom over plunging stock 
markets, tightening credit and 
job worries. 

Lunsford distanced himself 
from the bailout Friday after 
the package cleared Congress 
and was signed by President 
Bush. Lunsford, a wealthy 
Louisville businessman, said 
he would have had a "hard 
time" voting for the bill, say­
ing Wall Street will benefit the 
most while average taxpayers 
are "left holding the bag, 
.again." 

McConnell enjoys the 
advantage of being a four-term 
incumbent. A statewide poll 
released in recent days, how-

ever, showed a tie with 
Lunsford among likely voters, 
with each getting 41 percent. 

I .arry Sabato. director of 
the Center for Politics at the 
University of Virginia, 'Arote 
on his Web site that an upset is 
"within the realm of possibili­
ty" following the results or 
The Courier-Journal's 
Bluegrass Poll. 

"The rotten national envi­
ronment for Republicans and 
the financial meltdown on 
Wall Street have boomeranged 
especially hard on a legislative 
leader like McConnell:· 
Sabato said. "Kentucky is a 
conservative state, but it has a 
populi~! streak in times like 
this." 

Democratic strategist 
Danny Briscoe said 
McConnell took a "principled 
stand" in supporting the 
bailout plan that will allow the 
government to spend billions 
of dollars tJ buy bad assets 
from banks and other institu 
tions to shore up the financial 
industry. But McConnell's 
vote carries political peril, 
since it was cast "in the face of 
a lot of people that are against 
tbe bill," he said. 

Public response to the 
bailout could be a key in 
deciding the race, he said. 
McConnell's challenge is to 
"convince the people who 
don't like it why he did it and 
why it was in their best inter­
ests," he said. 

In defending the rescue 
plan, McConnell said in a 
Senate speech that the after­
shocks from the tremors shak­
ing the financial system were 
already being felt by ordinary 
Kentuckians. 

Small business owners 
wrote his Senate office report­
ing that rising interest rates are 
putting their operations at risk, 

he sal<.!. Others worry that their 
retirement savings will vanish. 

"The current crisis may 
have its roots in the actions of 
a few," McConnell said. "But 
its effects could potentially 
reach into every single home 
in Kentucky. and every other 
home in America." 

In Louisville, business 
owner Rollo Fox said the 
financial crisis on Wall Street 
hit home when his interest rate 
skyrocketed on an industrial 
revenue bond that helped 
finance constructJOn of a new 
facility. The rate, reset weekly, 
jumped from about 2.5 percent 
or 2.7 percent to I 0 percent. 

"That has a huge financial 
impact," said Fox, who 
employees about I 00 at his 
business, Parts Unlimited Inc., 
which makes interiors "for clas 
sic cars. 

Fox said he hopes the res­
cue plan loosens credit mar­
kets. and in tum lowers inter­
est rates. He said if borrowing 
costs remain so inflated, the 
added costs will "wipe out 
profits for a lot of companies.'' 

McConnell promised strict 
oversight in carrying out the 
rescue plan, and said failed 
financial executives would be 
held accountable and taxpay­
ers could expect to recoup 
most, if not all, the money 
spent 

Vance Carpenter, a retired 
federal worker who attended a 
recent rally for Lunsford in 
Berea, said he doubts taxpay­
ers will get the money back. 
He said retirees get only slight 
increases in Social Security 
benefits. while the government 
backs pumping billions into 
bailing out big financial insti­
tutions 

"We don't get any raises 
that amount to anything. and 
then you see $700 billion

Coffey said the beneficia­
ries will be financial compa­
nies that made money off 
high-interest, risky loanc;. 

"Now they want the tax­
payers to bail them out," he 
said. 

Lunsford, who formerly ran 
a nursing home and hospital 
company, blames the financial 
meltdown on a lack of finan­
cial industry regulation - a 
policy he said was embraced 
by McConnell and Bush 

Lunsford declined to take a 
stand on the bailout as it 
wound through Congress, say­
ing he didn't create the prob-

I em and wasn't 111 a position to 
shape the lcgJslatwn. His 
response drew scorn from 
McConnell's campaign. At 
one point, McConnell cam­
paign manager Justin Brasell 
-.aid Lunsford was "either too 
frightened or too uninformed 
to tell Kentuckians where he 
stand~ on the most important 
issue facmg America.'' 

After the bailout won final 

passage. Lunsford weighed in. 
He said it was a short-term fix 
at best and said he would have 
"fought for a better deal for 
taxpayers." 

"It doesn't include stron 
enough provisions to make 
sure this kind of meltdown 
never happens again, and it 
does little to help the people 
who are really hurting," 
Lunsford said.

We see that repressive 

spirit here, too, in the school 
superintendent who doesn't 
want board members to talk 
to teachers, the city council 
that wants to stifle comments 
at meetings, judges who issue 
unneeded gag orders, com-
missioners who want to work 
it all out behind the scenes 
and have every vote unani-
mous. There are officials at 
every level of government 
who resist the free flow of in-
formation. They think they 
know better. 

They don't get it. Newspa-
pers fight this battle every 
day, at every level, because 
the free flow of information 
is ultimately what guarantees 
our freedom. 

Much is said about posting 
public notices on the Internet.

Billy Breeding, manager for

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Drug companies: No cold medicines for kids under 4

WASHINGTON 
Children under 4 should not be 
given over-the-counter cough 
and cold remedies, drug com­
panies said Tuesday in a con­
cession to pediatricians who 
doubt the drugs work in kids 
and worry about their safety. 

The voluntary changes 
came less than a week after 
federal health officials said 
they also saw little evidence 
that the drugs work, but feared 
that parents would give kids 
adult medicines if the products 
were taken off store shelves. 

In addition, the drug mak­
ers said they will add a warn­
ing to their products that par­
ents should not give children 
antihistamines to make them 
sleepy. These are allergy-relief 
medications often found in 
medicines that combine sever­
al ingredients to treat a variety 

of symptoms. 
The new measures "reflect 

industry's overall commitment 
to the continued safe and 
appropriate use of children's 
oral OTC cough and cold med­
icines," Linda Suydam, presi­
dent of the Consumer 
Healthcare Products 
Association, said in announc­
ing the changes on behalf of 
the companies. 

"We are doing this volun­
tarily our of an abundance of 
caution," she added. The new 
instructions will appear on 
products distributed for the 
coming cold season. 

Pediatricians, who have 
been calling for a ban on mar­
keting cough and cold reme­
dies for children under 6, wel­
comed the shift by the indus­
try. 

"It's a huge step forward," 
said Dr. Joshua Sharfstein, 
Baltimore's health commis­
sioner. "There is no evidence 
that these products work in

case gathering

FRANKFORT - Online 
gambling advocates say 
Kentucky's governor is enter­
ing potentially dangerous ter-
itory with his administra­
ion's attempt to enforce a 
tate law against Web sites 

based across the globe. 
Groups opposed to Gov. 

Steve Beshear's ongoing civil 
awsuit that seeks control of 
·elected Internet domain 
ames say Kentucky doesn't 
ave jurisdiction and is violat­

ing constitutional due process 
rights. They say the state is 
seeking to stifle competition 
and question whether the gam­
bling activity that occurs is 
even illegal. 

"We're going to fight this 
one strongly," said Rich 
Muny, president of the 
Kentucky chapter of the Poker 
Players Alliance. 

The Kentucky Justice and 
Public Safety Cabinet is 
attempting to block 
Kentuckians' access to online 
casinos, including some of the 
most popular in the world. 
State officials claim state law 
gives them authority to take 
"illegal gambling devices," in 
this case domain names. 

Kentucky officials have 
asked Franklin County Circuit 
Judge Thomas Wingate to for­
feit control of 141 gambling 
Web sites to the state. A hear­
ing in the case is scheduled for 
Tuesday. 

During his campaign for 
governor last year, BeGhear 
campaigned on a central 
theme supporting legalized 
casino gambling as a way to 
raise state revenue. Beshear 
tried and failed to get the 
General Assembly to put a 
proposed constitutional 
amendment before voters that 
would legalize casino gam­
bling. 

Beshear, in announcing the 
lawsuit last month, said that 
blocking Internet gambling 
sites in Kentucky would pro­
tect the state's "signature 
industry" and called such sites 
"leeches on our communi-

ties." 
"Unlike casinos that oper­

ate on land or on riverboats in 
the United States, these opera­
tions pay no tax revenues, pro­
vide no jobs and yield no 
tourism benefits," Beshear 
said at the time. 

Some groups opposed to 
the state's actions met 
Monday before the hearing. 

Derek Hunter, a spokesman 
for the Media Freedom 
Project, which is related to 
Americans for Tax Reform, 
called the state's move a "dan­
gerous step" that raises consti­
tutfonal Issues about due 
process. Hunter said the gov­
ernment should not regulate 
Internet commerce. 

Joe Brennan Jr., chairman 
of the Internet Media 
Entertainment & Gaming 
Association, claimed 
Kentucky's move was intend­
ed to thwart competition from 
other gambling interests cur­
rently in the state. 

Kentucky already allows 
gambling on horse racing and 
bingo and has a state lottery. 

"These are things that 
should trouble all Americans 
because this was all done in an 
effort to take out the competi­
tion," Brennan said. 

Jeremiah Johnston, a 
spokesman for the 
Washington D.C.-based 
Internet Commerce 
Association, says Kentucky is 
overstepping into what should 
be a federal interstate com­
merce issue. Johnston said the 
precedent set by the case 
could have a "chilling effect" 
on Internet businesses. 

"If all of a sudden your 
company pops up on the radar 
in some state and they can just 
take your address, it's like 
someone swooping down onto 
main street and taking your 
building," Johnston said. 
"You're out of business."

kids, and there is definitely 
evidence of serious side 
effects." 

Problems with OTC cough 
and cold medicines send some 
7,000 children to hospital 
emergency rooms each year, 
with symptoms ranging from 
hives, to drowsiness. to 
unsteady walking. Many kids 
overdose by taking medicines 
when their parents aren't look­
ing. 

Since a majority of the 
problems involve 2- to 3-year­
olds, the industry's new 
instructions, if followed by 
parents, should help. 

"The 2- and 3-year-olds are 
definitely the highest risk," 
said Sharfstein. "More than 50 
percent of the problem is with 
these kids. "If they don't have 
this stuff around the home, 
they're less likely to grab it 
and ingest it." 

Pediatricians still support 
recalling the medicines for 
children under 6, and the Food

and Drug Administration is 
studying their effectiveness for 
children under 12. But it could 
take a year or more for federal 
health officials to reach a final 
decision. 

The industry is also 
expanding an educational 
campaign aimed getting par­
ents to be more careful in giv­
ing their kids cough and cold 
medicines.

"We're certainly happy to

ic today for how to keep the 
other team in the game," 
Saban said. 

Coffee and the Tide (6-0, 
3-0 Southeastern Conference) 
pounded out a 15-play drive 
from their own 17 -yard line to 
set up the clinching field goal. 
Coffee gained 57 yards on 
nine carries on the drive, 
which consumed 8: 10. 

Tiffin, who had missed two

Romo, Cowboys 
fend off Bengals

IRVING, Texas - The 
turnovers, almost blowing all of 
a 17 -point lead and Terrell 
Owens' obvious disappoint­
ment. 

Of course, Tony Romo 
would have preferred the Dallas 
Cowboys having an easier time 
Sunday in their 31-22 victory 
over winless Cincinnati. Yet 
he's certain that ultimately only 
one thing will be remembered. 

"It's going to be a 'W'. It's 
going to be that," Romo said. 
"You'll forget about this game." 

While Romo may be right, 
especially if the Cowboys ( 4-1) 
keep winning, the struggles 
against the NFL's only 0-5 team 
certainly stand out now. 

A week after losing a divi­
sion game at home, then jump­
ing out to a 17-0 lead with 
scores on its first three drives, 
Dallas let that margin shrink to 
one, then had to break up a 2-
point conversion that could've 
tied the game midway through 
the fourth quarter. 

"What you're frustrated 
about and disappointed in ... 
you've got a chance to put them 
away and we didn't do that," 
tight end Jason Witten said. "At 
the end of it, you've got to be 
happy that you've got the win." 

Romo was 14-of-23 for a 
season-low 176 yards. He had a 
fumble and an interception, 
making it eight straight games 
that he's been picked off. Both 
turnovers led to field goals by 
Cincinnati, but Romo salvaged 

· his day by throwing two of his 
1three lTDs in the fo1,1rth qwutw. 

O~cns h,ad a 57-yardcr with 
12 minutes left that proved to be 
the winning touchdown, lead­
ing T.O. to ecstatically raise his 
arms over his head and clap 
while still grasping the football 
in one of his hands. Then he 
went to the sideline, sat on the 
bench, bowed and put a towel 
over his head to cover his tears.

,; streak, he was not going to be 
denied by a rookie driver 
unaccustomed to the neces­
sary blocking it takes to win 
at Talladega Superspeedway. 

Stewart blocked Regan 
Smith for the final three laps 
Sunday, forcing Smith to dip 
below an out-of-bounds line 
at the bottom of the track to 
make a last-ditch pass that 
NASCAR later ruled illegal. 
It gave Stewart his first win 
of the year and his first 
Sprint Cup Series victory at 
Talladega. 

"I've lost Daytona 500s, 
# I've lost races here at 

Talladega because somebody 
blocked," Stewart said. 
"That's the name of the 
game. There's always been 
people blocking. The nice 
thing is [ was actually on the 
right end of it this time. 

"Trust me, l've got no 
regrets about what I did. I did 
exactly what I needed to do 

to win the race, and it worked 
out." 

Stewart is no stranger to 
the "yellow line rule." He 
was the first driver convicted 
of breaking it when he 
dipped below the stripe at a 
2001 race at Daytona. 

But the rule has grown 
murky over the years, and 
Smith believed the pass was 
legal because Stewart's 
blocking gave him no option 
but to drive below the racing 
surface. Other drivers 
thought Smith was correct 
because of a belief that the 
rule is not in effect on the 
final lap of a race. 

"We've seen in the past 
that they've allowed that to 
happen coming to the check­
ered (flag)," said second­
place finisher Paul Menard. 
"For some reason, they chose 
not to this time." 

Smith was in second and 
trailed Stewart for the final 
three laps, and the rookie 
made one attempt to grab his 
first career victory by duck­
ing inside of Stewart to 
attempt a pass. Stewart 
wouldn't relent, moving with 
Smith down the track until 
Smith dove below the yellow 
line to make the pass. He 

moved back onto the racing 
surface in front of Stewart 
and cruised to the finish line. 

NASCAR, reviewed the 
move and declared it illegal. 
Smith went with D~lle 
Earnhardt Inc. president Max 
Siegel to argue the decision, 
but was rebuffed and 
dropped to 18th in the final 
finishing order. 

"We just watched the tape. 
They can argue about it for 
.five years, they're not going 
to change the decision. 
That's not how NASCAR 
works," Smith said. "I totally 
disagree with them 110 per­
cent. I clearly moved to the 
outside, moved back to the 
inside. Tony made a move to 
the high side and made a 
move to the bottom side. 

"My nose was in there. 
The only other option I had 
was to wreck him." 

The ruling gave Stewart 
his first win since Watkins 
Glen last year and allowed 
him to cross Talladega off his 
list of tracks where he'd 
failed to earn a victory. 
Talladega has taunted him for 
l 0 years, as Stewart finished 
second a maddening six 
times. 

It looked as if he'd again 

come up short in his final 
race here with Joe Gibbs 
Racing, especially after he 
was caught in a Friday acci­
dent when Dale Earnhardt Jr. 
blew a tire. Crew chief Greg 
Zipadelli decided to fix the 
damaged car instead of mov­
ing to the backup, and the 
No. 20 crew workctd late 
Friday night making the 
repairs. 

The car proved to be good 
on Sunday when Stewart 
used flawless strategy that 
helped him avoid a late 12-
car accident and execute a 
perfect restart when Smith 
and two of his DEI team­
mates were lurking behind 
him on the final sprint to the 
finish . 

"I knew with three DEI 
cars behind me, it was going 
to be tough to hoJd on," 
Stewart said. 

Stewart got the jump, but 
smartly made sure he didn't 
pull too far out and give the 
DEI contingent the opportu­
nity to gang up and blow past 
him. Then he blocked Smith 
the rest of the way, only let­
ting up when Smith went 
below the yellow line. 

"Man, it's one thing to get 
back to Victory Lane -but 

to do it at Talladega - this is 
one of four places l haven't 
won a Cup race, and talk 
about one to win," Stewart 
said. "I wanted to win here 
for so long." 

Menard, who said earl ier 
this week he' ll leave DEI at 
the end of the season, was a 
career-high second and was 
followed by rookie David 
Ragan and Chase drivers Jeff 
Burton and Clint Bowyer. 

Bobby Labonte was sixth, 
followed by Scott Riggs, 
Robby Gordon, points leader 
Jimmie Johnson and Elliott 
Sadler. 

A NASCAR-record 28 
drivers led and there were 31 
lead changes. The race also 
featured several tire failures 
and lived up to its reputation 
as the "wild card" of the I 0 
Chase events. Because of its 
white-knuckle racing condi­
tions, Talladega is the one 
Chase race every driver fears 
will ruin his title hopes. 

It most certainly did for 
Denny Hamlin, who was held 
overnight at a Birmingham 
hospital with a possible con­
cussion suffered in an acci­
dent after his tire exploded 
while leading. He finished 
39th and dropped to last in 

• 
the Chase field. 

And it may very well have 
sunk the Roush Fenway 
Racing trio of Carl Edwards, 
Greg Biffle and Matt 
Kenseth , who were at the 
front of a 12-car accident 
with 16 laps to go. It started 
when Edwards tried to give 
~iffle a shove to the front, 
but the bump caused Biffle to 
spin into Kenseth as all three 
Roush Fenway Racing cars 
crashed. 

The carnage spread . to 
Chase drivers Earnhardt, 
Kevin Harvick, and Kyle 
Busch, but John~on deftly 
maneuvered through the 
wreckage and pushed his 
lead in the standings to 72 
points over Edwards. 

Edwards • immediately 
accepted responsibi lity for 
the accident that sunk several 
Chase drivers. 

''I was just pushing Greg 
as hard as I could. This is my 
fault. I apologize to everyone 
caught up in the wreck," 
Edwards said. "It' s my fault . 
I feel had I took my team­
mates out. I know Matt's 
mad, and I'm sure Greg is 
mad. I always worry about 
the 1diots when I come here 
and today it was me." 

smith makes COSIIV wrong move

TALLADEGA, Alabama­
Regan Smith had no choice 
but to duck below the yellow 
line for any shot at winning at 
Talladega. 

At least, that's what the 
rookie Dale Earnhardt Inc. dri­
ver thought. 

NASCAR had different 
ideas. 

Smith went from momen­
tary jubilation thinking he had 
raced to his first career Cup 
victory to the sobering reality 

• that a win was wiped out, and 
instead went to Tony Stewart 
because of a controversial last­
lap pass. 

"I think it's a bad call," 
Smith said outside NASCAR's 
track office. "I think as the 
week goes on, everybody 
that's asked will say it's a bad 
call." 

Smith had managed to 

avoid the wrecks and tire woes 
that knocked out a slew of dri­
vers in the Chase field. He was 
in second place and doggedly 
pursued the two-time Cup 
champion Stewart for the final 
three laps on NASCAR's 
largest track. 

Desperate for a win and 
feeling trapped, Smith slid 
below Stewart and descended 
below the yellow out-of­
bounds line to make the pass. 
That risky move was enough 
to make him believe he had 
won once he returned to the 
track and crossed · the finish 
line first. 

Only problem was, 
NASCAR's rule says a driver 
can only make a pass below 
the line if officials believe the 
driver was forced there. The 
sanctioning body ruled the 
move illegal and whacked 
Smith with a pass-through 
penalty, dropping him to 18th. 

Smith pumped his fists in 

the No. 01 Toyota and later 
complained he should have 
been doing burnouts. Instead, 
Smith was steamed and look­
ing for answers. 

"Anything below the yel­
low line is out of bounds," 
NASCAR . spokesman Jim 
Hunter said. "You can't 
advance your position below 
the yellow line. In our judg­
ment, he improved his posi­
tion." 

. Smith said there was confu­
sion on the rule. He said the 
understanding was that "any­
thing goes" on the last lap. 
However, at the morning dri­
ver's meeting, the entire field 
was told they couldn' t drive 
below the yellow line unless 
they were forced out. 

"We do not feel he was 
forced below the yellow line," 
Hunter said.

CINCINNATI- A group of students, faculty 
and staff from Big Sandy Community and 
Technical College recently participated in a tour 
of the National Underground Railroad and 
Freedom Center in Cincinnati, Ohio.

Halloween . candy causes 
fright for chubby Americans

NEW YORK- It wasn't 
the gruesome costumes or 
gory masks turning up at Lisa 
Bruno' s front door that 
spooked her on Halloween. It 
'VaS the pudge lurking beneath 
the costumes. 

"The kids were just so 
huge," Bruno says. 

So five years ago, she wa~ 
scared into changing her holi­
day handouts, giving out toys 
instead of candy. Other house­
holds do the · same. offering 
stickers. pencils, Play-Doh or 
glow sticks, to mixed reviews 
from candy-loving children. 

"I thought, here I am trying 
to take care of my health," 
says Bruno, of Des Plaines, Ill. 
"I felt a responsibility to my 
community to take care. of the 
kids around me." 

Still, there's no doubt that 
come Halloween, millions of 
princesses, sports ' stars and 
other costumed kids will 
scamper from house to house, 
dropping fistfuls of candy into 
their plastic pumpkins and pil­
lowcases and trying to shed 
those wrappers faster than they 
can yell "Boo!" 

Despite the heightened 
awareness of health and nutri­
tion, the fact remains that kids 
(and adults) are tempted with 
sweets at almost every corner 
even without a holiday devot­
ed to sugar. About 30 percent 
of children ages 2 to 19 are 
overweight or obese. 

As the average amount 
.expected to be spent on 
Halloween candy is rising ,AI 
to $20.39 per person, accord­
ing to the National Retail 
Federation ,A1 some parents 
are finding creative ways to 
keep their children from gob­
bling it all in one stomachache 
of a night. 

Halloween is the one night 
when Jennifer Taggart's 5-
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year-old son and 3-year-old 
daughter get to eat whatever 
treats they want. Then they 
decide what's going to be left 
for the "switch witch," who 
comes at night like the tooth 
fairy and takes the kids' candy, 
leaving toys in her wake. 

"The more candy they put 
out, the bigger the toy,'' says 
Taggart, of Los Angeles. "So 
far, my son has put out all of 
his candy every Halloween to 
get the biggest toy." 

The candy goes to Taggart's 
office. so there's no risk of her 
or her husband eating it, or the 
kids finding it. "It's just way 
too much sugar," Taggart says. 

Another tactic has parents 
buying back the candy for 
money or books. 

After her kids enjoy some 
candy while trick or treating, 
Julie Schoerke, of Nashville, 
Tenn., buys back as much of it 
as she can, offering a nickel 
for each p1ece of candy they 
like but don't love, and a dime 
for each piece of somcth4ng 
they love. 

"They could decide how 
much to keep," says Schoerke, 
whose kids are 12 and 15. 
'·Both would rather have the 
money, so they kept very little 
candy. 

"I didn't want them to have 

as much candy as they would 
get," she said. "They got huge 
amounts, and I knew they'd 
consume it until it was gone." 

Rationing is also an effec­
tive method. 

"If I'd let them, they'd have 
a free-for-all," says Shannon 
Nelson, of Lake Ariel, Pa., 
who gives a piece a day to 
each of her four boys. 
"They've understood the 
boundaries and limits, so when 
I place them, they don't argue 
with it." 

A one-night candy splurge 
won't make a child fat, and 
doctors and nutritionists say 
that everybody can enjoy a lit­
tle Halloween candy in moder­
ation, regardless of their 
weight. · 

But experts do suggest 
turning the night into a teach­
ing momerit about portion size 
and limits, lessons can that can 
be reinforced all year. 

"It's important that we as 
parents help them find the bal­
ance between that very tradi­
tional fun activity and a 
healthy lifestyle," says Connie 
Diekman, past president of the 
American Dietetic 
Association. 

The government's food 
pyramid allows about 10 per­
cent of the day's calories for 

most kids to come from extras, 
which includes candy, 
Diekman says. "That's going 
to allow every child to have 
some candy on a daily basis, 
and it really is OK," she said. 

To make that work, it might 
mean that dessert gets taken 
out of the lunchbox on 
Halloween to make room for a 
nighttime candy splurge. 

:relling kids they can't have 
any candy will probably back­
fire. 

"Some families say no, they 
don't allow it, and some fami­
lies have no restrictions and 
it's a free-for-1111," says Dr. 
Sarah Armstrong, a childhood 
obesity expert at Duke 
Children's Hospital. "Both are 
equally poor approaches." 

She suggests families offer 
candy and nonedib1e treats, to 
allow children who come to 
their own doors to make the 
choice. 

Some kids like the alterna­
tives because they have some­
thing to play with that lasts 
beyond Halloween night. But 
for others, candy is still king. 

"They're after candy," said 
April Callis, of East Lansing, 
Mich., of her girls, ages 7, 12 
and 14. "They're not really 
interested in sunflower seed 
coupons."
