ATV wreck kills 
man at Dana

DANA- A Betsy Layne man 
was killed Tuesday after wreck­
ing his all-terrian vehicle along 
Justice Branch in Dana. 

Police say Mark Kidd, 35, of 
Luke Kidd Lane in Betsy Layne, 
was operating his 2008 Honda 
TRX500 ATV northbound on 
Justice Branch when he lost con­
trol and left the roadway. 

He was the son of former 
Betsy Layne Fire Depart.ment 
firefighter Luke L. Kidd. 

Kentucky State Police 
Trooper Chris Hicks, who is 
investigating the accident, said 
after Kidd left the roadway he hit 
a series of posts situated in the 
yard of a residence along Justice 

Branch and was then thrown 
from the ATV into a nearby 
creek. 

Several agencies responded to 
the scene of the accident, includ­
ing numerous members of the 
Betsy Layne Fire Department, 
who reported spending several 
minutes administering CPR on 
the 35-year-old before making 
way for Floyd County Deputy 
Coroner Rodney Rowe to pro­
nounce Kidd dead at the scene

Spokesperson Jfracy Benson 
Kirker confirmed that 26 
employees had been let go this 
past Monday. while company 
officials left 10 employees to fin­
ish the final stages of closing the 
plant for good. 

John~on County officials say 
there had been mention of the 
forward movement on the clos­
ing of the American Standard 
plant m PaintsYille in the past 
week. 

The details. they say, are not 

clear. but v. hen in May an 
announcement was made that the 
plant would be closing this 
month, Johnson County Judge­
Executive Tucker Daniel had 
strong words about the economic 
impact of the closing. 

'The jobs are gone. The tax 
base is not going to be there.' ' 
Daniel said in interviews shortly 
after the announcement. "The 
local governments are going to 
lose taxes, the state will lose tax 
base." 

The closing would send a rip­
ple across the county, Daniel 
said. 

''It affects everybody like a 
trickle down affect." he said.

Pikeville College· cuts staff, spending

PIKEVILLE - A private liberal 
arts college in eastern Kentucky is cut­
ting almost 20 percent of its staff and 
limiting spending to essential expens­
es. 

Pikeville College board Chairman 
Terry Dotson said 25 of its I 05 staff 
positions are bei.ng cut immediately 

and 15 of the 105 faculty posts will be 
eliminated over the next 18 months. 

The college issued a statement say­
ing the cuts are part of a restructuring 
of the undergraduate program. 
Officials said no changes are expected 
at the School of Osteopathic Medtcine. 

'We're just exercising ever) mea­
sure of prudent management. as any 
business would do." Dotson told The 

Appalachian News-Express. "The pur­
pose of the college is the furtherment 
and development of people in the 
region, but the business of the college 
is it needs to be able to pay the bills." 

Dotson said the board of trustees 
has been monitoring the college's 
financial condition closely and decided 
last week that the measures were nec­
essary. He blamed stagnant enrollment, 

the fluctuating stock market and 
increased expenses for items such as 
fuel. power and health care. 

Pikeville College has about 1.100 
students, including the osteopathic 
school.

MORGANTOWN, W.Va. 
- Solar power plants and 
other renewable energy 
sources are real, competitive 
threats that neither the coal 
industry nor the state's politi­
cal and academic leaders 
should dismiss, a consultant 
warned Wednesday al the sec­
ond West Virginia Coal 
Forum. 

While the carbon in coal 
bas many potential applica­
tions, its future as a fossil fuel 
to be burned for electricity is 
limited, said Allan Tweddle. a 
member of the West Virginia 
Public Energy Authority_ 

ln a discussion focused 
mainly on ways to ensme that 
West Virginia coal remains a 
prominent part of the nation's 
energy plan , Tweddle was a 
splash of cold water to the 
face. 

Germany has abandoned 
the coal-to-liquid fuel technol ­
ogy it pioneered, he said, opt­
ing instead to focus on solm.­
power plant<>. South Aflica, 
which has had the world's 
largest continuously operating 
coal-to-liquids plant, is now 
planning lo shut il down. 

Simultaneously, the world­
wide solar cell industry is 
growing 35 percent a year, 
with China spending $3 billion 
a year, Tweddle said. And 
California is looking into on­
demand solar plants that he 
said could produce electricity 
that is price-competitive with 
coal-fired power plants. 

All that growth is lowering 
the cost of silicone, a key 
ingredient that had made solar 
power more expensive, 
1\vcddlc said. 

"The state has got to pay

attention to these serious 
trends," he warned. ''I hear toc1 
much dismissal of these tech­

While he supports a str.ong 
coal industry, Tweddle said, "I 
want to be on those trains. 
too." 

Imagine West Virginia, a 
nonpartisan policy group 
formed in 2006. held the 
forum for ahout 50 
researchers, lobbyists and 
industry represenlali ves at 
West Virginia Univcr~ity's 

National Research Center for 
Coal and Energy. 

The group issued 10 recom­
mendations earlier this year, 
urging the state's universities 
to be more aggressive about 
coal-related research and call­
ing for those efTons to include 
min<! safety and environmental 
issues. 

lt also said universities 
should develop a new graduate 
degree or mid-career executive 
program to help produce the 
next generntion of industry 
leaders, and that wrnmunity 
and technical col leges should 
develop work force training 
programs. 

The recommendations arc 
built on the premise that while 
clean, rencwahlc energy may 
be coming. it's not here yet 

and coal must continue to fill 
the gap. 

Even if Gem1any. ror exam­
ple, does manage to produce 
30 percent of its power rrom 
solar sources by 2030, "we 
want to supply the other 70 
percent,'' said William P. "Pat" 
Getty. a member of Imagine 
West Virginia's board of direc­
tors. 

Hi~ group say~ the state 
should also: host at least one 
large-scale, carbon-capture 
project in which greenhouse 
gases are slored underground; 
create a team of business and 
higher education leaders to 
build tics with China, Russia, 
Australia ~md other global coal 
producers; and work with fed­
eral agencies to help advance 
and commercialit.e new tech­
nologies.

bon dioxide into rock or 
underground formations could 
help make the production and 
use of coal a less-polluting 
prospect. But Tweddle warned 
that carbon sequestration 
could be many years from 
commercial viability because 
of "huge and unresolved" legal 
issues over the land involved 
in such projects. 

Randy Huffman, secretary 
of' the state Department of 
Environmental Protection, 
said Gov. Joe Manchin envi­
sions Wesl Virginia finding a 
larger role as an energy state in 
which coal remains a key -
but not the only - resource. 

That's why the DEP is 
interested in exploring former 
mine sites for new uses like 
solar, wind or even fuel -pro­
ducing grass farms.

Seymour Durst. a Manhattan real estate developer, erected the 
sign in 1989 to focus eyeballs on what was then a $2.7 trillion 
debt. In 2008 dollars. 1989's red ink would come to $4.8 trillion.

We have all probably heard and 
read dozens of times oYer the past 
several weeks that this is the most 
serious financial crisis since the 
Great Depression. Our sto<:k market · 
and confidence in the banking system 
are allegedly on the brink or a 1929-
style collapse. 

But what is fascinazing and some­
what alarming is how our collective 
perception or the economy has -;hift­
cd in the past 75 years. ln the early 
20th Century, agriculture wa~ the 
backbone of the country. When com­
modity prices went. south, people suf­
fered . And the effects went well 
beyond the farm gate because farm 
income provided the capital ror busi­
nesses in rural communities all over 
the country. The lack of jobs and 
farm income resulted in poverty aM 
hunger. 

Now, instead of an economy built 
on the labor of farmers and manufac­
turing, the backbone is perceived to 
be Wall Street. Debt and financial 
instrumenL<> are the new wheat and 
com. TI1c 1ising costs of housing, 
food and gasoline ha\e been a con­
cern for a few years, hut ir took the 
collapse of financial institutions to 
create a national panic. 

The proposed solutions to this cri 
sis by Congrelis and the Bush admin­
istration arc much different from the 

response in the 1930s. 
Seventy-five years ago, the New 

Deal focu~ed on gening people back 
to work and getting fanners a fair 
price for their commodities. 
Nowadays. the solutions largely 
revoh e around assuring adequate 
assets in financial market~. and bol­
stering domestic and global confi­
de~ee tn our linancial institutions. 
r m glad that a poor tarm economy. 
like lhe downturn in the lute l9':JO~ 

and early 2000s. no longer dcnstatc~ 
the country, but perhaps we've drift­
ed too far from a 1\lain Street focus to 
a Wall Street focu!>. 

Tn the long term. maybe the finan­
cial crisis could be allcYiatcd by 
using some of the new ideas that are 
driving change in our food '-YStcrn -
and making that food system more 
resil1enl. Not long ago. the \Usl 

majority of Americans had little 
choice hut to consume a diet domi­
nated by industrially produced food. 
But em iron mental groups mised 
concerns about the chemicals used in 
agriculture and the impad those 
chemicals had on soiL water and 
health. ··Foodies" ;;ought heirloom 
varielle,; of vegetables. heritage 
breeds of livestock, pasture-raised 
animal<., locally produced roods and 
other culinary treasures. Community 
leaders recugnired the quality or li re 
benefits of agricultural open space. 
f<umers markets and localized food. 
systems. 

We still have a food system domi­
nated by the centralired, indu~trial 

production model. but we also have 
lo~al foo<.l. organi~ food, ~low fnod, 
and many other labels and initiatives. 
People now have more choice in the 
food marketplace. And this greater 

di\er!>ily, with an empha:,is on paying 
a fair Ya!ue and keeping money in the 
local community, is the first step 
toward a su·onger system. 

Money, on the other hand. is 
rarely thought of in ~uch lofty tcm1s. 
It is perceived to be simply a vehicle 
for f1cilitating commerce. Perhaps 
the looming tinannal collapse will 
create new rclation">hips "'ith money 
and more opportunities for people 
who want to a\·oiu supportmg the 
bizarre moneymaking schemes of 
Wall Stree t. Just as con!)umers now 
have a hettcr oppnrtumty to buy into 
local food systems, the time is ripe 
for a more localired money system 
that re-circulate~ money within the 
community. Sinular to the tremen­
dous growth in fanners markets. will 
I suon be able tu purchase a mort­
gage. 1n..,urance policle'-, and car 
loam with assurance that my loans 
and investment~ are being used to 
help others locally? , 

. lt is hard to kno"' whether using 
$700 billion to prop up Wall Street is 
the beo;t way of avoiding a financial 
crisis But ir is striking how much the 
current focus is on a top down 
approach or fixing global markets 
rather than the pre' ious grassroots 
approach of getting adequate income 
hack into the pocket<> of people and 
wmmunities. With such an emphasi& 
on financial indicators such as stock 
prices, cunency valuations and inter­
est rates rather than focusing on the 
well-being of workers and families, 
the 21st Century Ne\\ Deal may be

State reports a record 
number of registered voters

FRANKFORT - A record 
number of Kentuckians are 
registered to vote in the gener­
al election, which includes the 
hislOric presidential 'show­
down between John McCain 
and Barack Obama, the secre­
tary or state said. 

Nearly 3 million residents 
are registered to vote in the 
Nov. 4 election. That includes 
1.7 million Democrats and JUSt 
more than 1 million 
Republicans, Secretary of 
State Trey Grayson said in a 
Wednesday press release. 

"These healthy registration 
figures are an indication or a 
potentially strong turnout on 
election day," Grayson, a 
Republican, said. 

Kentucky has seen a net 
increase of nearly 50,000 vot­
ers since the May primary, in 
which Hillru·y Clinton tallied 
about 100,000 more votes than 
McCain and Obama com 
bined. The May primary set 
the previous record for voter 
registration in the state, with 
more than 2.8 mil.lion people 
on the rolls then. 

Besides the presidential 
race this fall , voters will be 
deciding a hitter race between 
U.S. Sen. Mitch McConnell, 
the Republican floor leader, 
and challenger Bruce 
Lunsford. a Democrat. All 100

Your symptoms of runny nose, 
sneezing, and watery eyes arc among 
the most common symptoms of a 
latex allergy. Many people aiM) get a 
contact rash on their hands. This can 
happen immediately or be delayed 
several hours. 

In severe cases, an anaphylactic 
reaction can occur. This t)-lJC of reac­
tion is on the extreme end of the aller­
gic spectrum.

affected. with symptoms developing 
within minutes to several hours of 
exposure.

As a health care worker, you arc 
likely to come into contact with many 
products containing latex . This 
repeated exposure puts you at &>reater 
risk or becoming allergic to latex. 
And, the fact you have hay fever puts 
you at even greater risk. This is 
because about 25 percent of health 
care workers who have hav fever will 
develop a latex allergy, as. you appar­
ently have. Besides health care work 
ers, people with rood allergies and 
people who have had many surgeries 

are at increased risk for developing 
latex a11ergics. 

Some people use antihistamines to 
help decrea~e their reactivity, but 
there is no treatment for a latex aller­
gy except avoidance. Therefore, T 
recommend you avoid latex products 
as much as possible during your work 
day' and reduce your exposure to the 
many household products that con 
tain latex around your home.

There are other substitute gloves that 
do offer rhe same protection as latex, 
but they tend to be more expensive. 
Also, some people find they get relief 
if they use non powdered latex 
glove~. Ask a knowledgeable person 
at your oftice what would be the be~t 

type of glove for you. 
Finally, wear a medical alert 

bracelet. This will make it possible 
for your l'elluw health care workers to 
give appropriate tirst aid if you ever 
have a ~>evere reaction to latex.

Championship C·hase: Gordon, 
Kenseth searching for wins

CHARLOTTE, N.C. 
There will be no fiftb champi­
onship this year for Jeff 
Gordon, who came heart­
breakingly close last ·year 
before losing to teammate 
Jimmie Johnson. 

Matt Kcnseth, the last dri­
ver to 'win a title under the old 
points system, also will fail to 
win the Sprint Cup under the 
four-year-old Chase for the 
championship format. 

All is not lost for the two· 
former champions: They each 
have five races left to make it 
to Victory Lane and extend 
lengthy winning streaks. 
Kenseth has won at lea<st one 
race every year since 2001, 
and Gordon's streak stretches 
all the way back to his 1993 
rookie season. 

But both arc cuncntly 
mired in long losing streaks. 

Kenseth hasn't won in 3 1 
races, dating back to last 
year's finale at Homestead. 
Gordon just hit the one-year 
anniversary of his last victory, 
which came la~t October at 
Lowe's Motor Speedway. 

"Tt's a big deal to win, and 
ifs really hard to win," 
Kenseth said. "H we don ' t win 
a race this year, 1'11 be really 
disappointed in that. But I 
can't do anything special to 
try to get a win. I race as hard 
as T can race every single 
race.'' 

Kenseth, wht> is 11th in the 
12-driver championship field, 
has never been a consistent 

winner. He won a career-best 
five races in 2002 and added 
four wins in 2006. but his 
other five seasons were just 
one- and two-win years. 

Gordon ·s predicament is 
more surprising. He's had 14 
consecutive multiple-win sea­
sons, including two 10 win 
years and 13 victories in 1998

Speed ready for Cup debut after crazy ARCA finish

LOUiSVILLE - Scott 
Speed is ready for the pain. 

The former Formula One 
driver will make his NASCAR 
Sprint Cup debut this weekend 
in Martinsville in Red Bull 
Racing's No. M Toyota know­
ing the cramped conditions 
will test his patience and his 
sanity. 

'·People go away from that 
u·ack mad at at least a handful 
of people," Speed said. "We're 
going with the attitude that 
we' re going to get abused, and 
we' re going to let it slide ... 

Even if it's not in Speed's 
nature to let things go so easi 
ly. 

The 25-year-old was on the 
cusp of an ARCA series cham­
pionship last weekend in 
Toledo, needing a decent lin­
ish to wrap up the points title. 
Things were going smoothly 
until Ricky Stenhouse Jr., sec­
ond to Speed in the season 
standings, repeatedly hit 
Speed in the rear fender as 
they ran near the l'ront. 

The banging eventually 
sent Speed into the wall, crip­
pling his car. Speed pitted 
brief1y and limped back onto 
the track. Rather than try to 
grind it out and win the title, 
Speed decided to get even, 
intentionally turning into 
Stenhouse and totaling hoth 

cars, opening the door for 
Justin Allgaier to take the sea 
son crown . 

Even so Speed doesn't 
*regret his decision, 

"Yo11 can't fix stupid,'' 
Speed said. '"(Stenhouse) obvi­
ousi:y wanted the champJ­
on,ship very badly. He was not 
going to win it like that. That"s 
just ridiculous. I did my best to 
make sure he didn't win ir. lt"s 
as simple as that." 

Speed's nonchalance for 
the ARCA season title riled 
some, and he couldn ' 1 car'e 
less. While appreciative of the 
ARCA expe1ience. Speed con 
sidered the series j ust a neces­
sary step toward his ultimate 
goal - Cup racing. 

"The ARCA Series helped 
me prepm·e for the trucks," 
Speed said. "But because 
(ARCA) 1s such an amateur 
series, the competition level 
and the equipment level is 
lower . .. . rve .)aid since the 
beginning 1 could care less 
about winning.'" 

ln a way. the same goes for 
Cup racing, at least for now. 
Although Speed thinks he 's 
made significant strides in 
ARCA and the trucks. he ·~ 

only been in stock cars for a 
year. There are plenty ur 
lessons still to be h:ilrncd, and 
the adjustment pefiod coukl 
get bumpy. 

"It's like being a !-.ketch 
artist and trying to paint on 

canvas."' he said. "1'11 never he 
as good at stock car racing as I 
was at open wheel. l still con­
sHier myselt one of the best 
open-wheel drivers in the 
world. I doubt I'll ever beat 
Jimmie Johnson ... but T think 
1' m going to try and push 
him:· 

Pu.;hing Johnson would be 
a step 1n the right direction for 
Red Bull Racing. Spec<;! is tak­
ing over for A.J. 
Allmendinger, who parted 
ways wtth Red Bull last month 
af'ter middling results this sea­
son. The No. 84 car enters 
Martinsville ranked 55th in 
Sprint C up owner standings.

Speed speaks with a breezy 
confidence when talking about 
his future.

R4 <.:ar nex t year. He wouldn't 
comment on his status for 
~009. Rut he ,,tiJeJ he "will 
alwa\ she with Red Bull, and 1 
tlunk they're very happy with 
me. It"s one of those things 

where it's going to he a long 
process, and we're going to 
take it slowly.'' 

It might be the first time in 
his racing career that Speed 
has slowed down. 

Though he admits he had 
an diccast model of former 
NASCAR driver Ernie Trvan 's 
car when he was a kid growing 
up in California. his tirst love 
was open-wheel racing. He got 
into go-carts before he reached 
middle school and eventually 
reached Formula One, which 
he still considers the pinnacle 
of motorsports. 

Yet he stm ggled in two 
years with Red Bull's Formula 
One program and returned to 
the United States last year 
when Red Bull steered him 
toward their NASCAR pro­
gram. 

''NASCAR is a much better 
form or racing," he said. 
'There's more interaction with 
fans . The business plan of 
NASCAR makes sense. ln 
Formula One, there are a hand­
ful of people with a lot of 
money that can control it,. It's 
very tough going.'' 

The same could be said 
about NASCAR. where super 
teams such as Joe Gibbs 
Racing, Roush Fen way Racing 
and Hendrick Motorsports 
have become dominant. Still , 
Speed docsn ' t think it will take 
long for Red Bull Racing to 
join them.

LEXINGTON 
Kentucky wide rccci vcr 
Dicky Lyons. Jr.. will be out 
for the remainder of the sea­
son after sustaining a knee 
injury during the South 
Carolina game, Coach Rich 
Brooks announced Monday. 

Lyons incurred a torn 
posterior cruciate ligament 
and a torn medial collateral 
ligament in his right knee 
while being tackled early in 
the second quarter of the 
game. After the swelling 
subsides, he will undergo 
surgery and begin rehabili­
tation. He i~ scheduled to 
graduate in December with 
a degree in communications 
and leadership development. 

A senior from New 
Orleans. La., Lyons is 
Kentucky's leading receiver 

this season. Tn six games, he 
caught 33 passes for 264 
yards and two touchdowns. 
He ranks second in the 
Southeastern Conference in 
receptions per game. 

"I feel very bad for 
Dicky," Brooks said. "He 
bas had a great career and 
made some great plays. He 
is a crowd fa-vorite and bas 
meant a lotto this program." 

Lyons has had a stellar 
career with the Wildcats. He 
is fifth in school history in 
career receptions (141), 
fourth in career receiving 
yards (1,752) and tied for 
third in career touchdown 
receptions with 18. 

Lyons caught 50 passes 
for 822 yards and nine 
touchdowns during the 2006 
season and followed that 
with 56 catches for 655 
yards and seven TDs in 

2007, he I ping _lead the 
Wildcats to Music City 
Bowl championship~ both 
seasons. 

Lyons' single-game high 
include 12 catches this sea­
son versus Middle 
Tennessee, along with 124 
receiving yards and three 
touchdowns in the 2007 
game versus Florida. 

Lyons is the son of Dicky 
Lyons, Sr.. who played at 
UK from 1966-68 and 
whose jersey is retired as 
one of the most putstanding 
players in school history. 
Lyons Sr. and Jr. arc 
believed to be the only 
father-son combination in 
NCAA history who have 
ea~h caught a touchdown 
pass of 80 yards or more.

Louisville defensive end Earl 
Heyman remembers last 
year-s game against Middle 
Tennessee only too well. 

The Cardinals won 58-42. 
but their inability to stop the 
Blue Raiders from rolling up 
555 yards was a troubling 
sign of things to come as 
Louisville finished a disap­
pm.nting 6-6. 

"Thal game was crazy,'· 
Heyman said. 'They ran up 
and down the lield last year." 

The rematch is Saturday, 
and the Cardinals (3-2) know 
they can't afford to take the 
Blue Raiders (2 4) lightly. 

Louisville is coming off a 

35-28 win over Memphis last 
Friday that might be a head­
scratcher to anyone who only 
saw the final statistics. 

The Cards were outgained 
hy the Tigers 481-299 in total

MOREHEAD - Morehead State Umversity has received the 
annual National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) gradu­
ation success rate report. Which indudcd the current federal 
graduation rates tor each of the athletic department's sports. 

According to the NCAA's graduation success rate (GSR), 
Morehead State graduated 70 per•:ent of its student-athletes who 
entered college in 2001, a three percent impro\emem over the 
prevwus year. The GSR measures graduation rates at Division I 
institutions and includes students transferring into the institu­
tions. The GSR also allows institutions to subtract student-ath­
letes who leave their institution~ prior to graduation a~ long as 
they v.ould have been academically eligible to compete had they 
remained. 

The department's federal graduation rate number of first-time 
freshman obtaining their degree within :si:.;. years was 61 percent, 
a I 4 percent improvement over last year. The federal graduation 
r..tte does not a~.:count for tramters in or out of an athletics depart­
ment. 

The athletics department's graduation rate was suhstantially 
higher than the umversily's graduation rate or 41, percent. 

Nine of the department's 14 programs mea<;urcd in the report 
either maintained their average or showed improvement. Tliat 
included three programs- men's rifle, women's basketllall and 
women's cross country and tnK·k which reponed 100 percent of 
its student-athleles who entered college in 2001 obtained their 
degree. 

Thi.., year marks the -,e\ enth year that GSR dala have been 
collected. The NCAA began eollct:ting GSR data v. ith the enter­
ing freshman das.., of 1995. The late'>l entering class for which 
data arc aYailabk is 2001.

Finding God at a beer festival

DENVER- In the begin­
ning. there was a long line tor 
Judgment Day ale. 

Shortly after the doors 
opened on the 27th Great 
American Beer Festival, a 
crowd congregated at the 
booth oiTering that and other 
pours from The Lost Abbey of 
San Marcos, California, where 
the tap handle is a Celtic cross 
and the legacy of beer-brewing 
monks endures. 

Standing under a banner 
promising "Inspired beers lor 
Sainrs and Sinners Alike," pro­
prietor and former altar hoy 
Tommc Arthur had a confes­
sion: He's using God to sell 
some beer. 

"It's the oldest story ever 
told - the struggle between 
good and evil," said Arthur. 
35, a product of Catholic 
schools in his native San 
Diego. "There 1s a ballle being 
waged between those who 

. make good beer and those who . 
make evil beer." 

Without question; unholy 
excess is in evidence anytime 
18,000 gall~)ns (68,135 liters) 
of alcohol is served to 46,000 
people over three day~. See: 
women in Bavarian maid out­
lits and "'Beer Pong" lables. 

Yet perhaps surprisingly, 
God could be tound at last 
week's Great American Beer 
Festival- in the crassly com­
mercial, in homage to reli­
gion·s long history in hrcv.-ing, 
in needling faith.,; that turn a 
suspect eye on dtinking, and 
(it the prophet of home brew 
ing is to be belie,ed) at the 
bottom of every gla%. 

Wh1le alcohol and rehgwn 
don't always mix, no less a 
figure than Benjamin Franklin 
once said: "Beer is living 
prO\)f that God loves us and 
wants us to he happy." 

Charlie Papazian, author of 
''The Complete Joy of 
Homchrewing.'' the undisput­
ed hible of the craft, can cite 
many intersections of beer and 
the divine. Mayan and Aztec 
priests controlled the brewing 
of beer in pre-Columbian 
days, monks in Bavaria 
brewed strong bocks for :-uste­
nancc during Lent and the first 
brewery in the Americas was 
founded by Belgium monks in 
Ecuador in l534. 

Before Louis Pasteur pin­
pointed yeast as 'the culprit in 
the 1850s, brewers didn't 
know what caused fermenta­
tion, said Papazian, president 
of the Boulder. Colorado­
based Brewers AssocHttion. So 
they invented one run-on word 
to dcscJihc the •mystcriou~ 
stuff at the bottom <lf the bot­
tle: '"Godisgood." 

"As you drain a glass of 
beer. look at the yeast at the 
bottom and he reminded that 
God is good, because that's the 
way it feels:· Papazian said. 

Like most business owners, 
brewers tend to avoid politics 
and religion oul or rear or 
alienating customers. At the 
same time. microbrewing has 
hccomc an intensely competi­
tive industry. so putting a saint 
on a bottle can help a guy 
stand out. 

When Brock Wagner was 
looking to name his new brew­
ery in Houston l4 years ago. 
his search took him to the 
library of a local Catholic sem­
inary. There, he round the 
story of St. Arnold of Mctz, 
the French saint of brewers 
and one of many pan·nn saints 
of the brewing arts. 

As the tale goes, Arnold 
(580-640) urged his people. 
"Don't drink the water, drink 
beer" because he believed 
water boileu in beer was safer 
than tainted water sources. 

Centuries later, St. Arnold 
Brewing Co. became Texas· 
first craft brewery, with a 
"divine reserve" single-batch 
beer and 21 fcrrncntcrs named 
for different saints. 

"One purpose or religion is 
the formation of communities. 
and our brewerz kind of has 
thar effect. of bringing people 
together," said Wagner. who 
describes himself as spiritual 
but wary of organized reli~ri.on. 
"Some of our regulars say 
going on our brcv.-'cry tour is 
going to church." 

Jeremy Cowan, the markct­
mg mind behind He'Brew (the 
chosen beer). was absent from 
his company's booth on the 
restival's lirst day; it was Yom 
Kippur, the Jewish day of 
atonement 

Established in 1996 (or 
5757•), Cowan·s Schmaltz 
Brewing Co. uses Jev. ish 
humor. scripture and imagery 
in packaging its beers, all of 
them kosher. l11cre 's Genesis 
Ale ("our first creation") 
Messiah Bold ("lhe one 
you've been waiting for") and 
Jewbelation ("L' Chai m 1"). 

"'1 am passionately Jewish," 
Cowan -;aid. "I don't get a-; 
caught up in lhe legal minuti­
ae. I'm more fascinated in the 
project ol' Judaism as a ci\ i­
lization. This is the way 1 par­
ticipate." 

Some faith traditions reject 
alcohol as an intoxicant that 
invites bad behavior and 
abuse. Ob~ervant Muslims and 
Mormom, among others, 
abstain from drinking on reli­
gwus grounds. 

Last year. un evangelical 
church targeting young adults 
in the St. Louis area got in 
trouble with the Missomi 
Baptist Convention for hold­
ing a church ministry at a 
microbrewery. (The Southern 
Baptist Convention opposes 
making, advertising, disrrihut­
ing and consuming alcohol). 

At Denver·s Great 
Ametican Beer Festival. four 
C\-Mormons \\ ho mel at Utah 
State University ran a booth 

c;elling ··x-Communicatcd 
Mormon Drinking Team·· T­
o;hirl',, sweatshirts and other 
products. 

"'Our busmess model is to 
sell enough T-shirts to pa) the 
cost of a group of our triends 
gelling together and having 
fun for the weekend.'" said 
Mike Hansen.
