Train derails 
in Auxier

AUXIER- A minor 
train derailment at Auxier 
Sunday afternoon resulted 
in no injuries, according to 
members of the Kentucky 
State Police. 

This past Sunday, a 
CSX train derailed near 
Auxier when it struck a 
boulder along the tracks. 
The impact forced four 
cars from the tracks, 
reports said. 

As is the routine for 
derailments of any kind, a 
hazardous materials team 
was called to the scene to 
assess any damages that 
might be harmfuL Team 
members reported that 
there was no suspected 
leakage of any dangerous 
material following the inci­
dent that could prove 
harmfuL 

Derailments, even 
minor ones such as the 
one occurring Sunday, are 
somewhat rare, however. 

For instance, one block 
ft of records indicate that 

from 1990 to 1995 there 
were only four derailments 
in Floyd County.

Two of those four 
occurred in the summers 
of 1990 and 1991 and 
resulted in reports spills of 
unknown pollutants or haz­
ardous materials. The oth­
ers occurred in the winter 
of 1993 and summer of 
1995. Both of these result­
ed in closed status and 
involved pollutants. 

Records did not indi­
cate injuries for any of 
these derailments.

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Parents charged with not treating baby

PIKEVILLE - The investigation is 
continuing into a criminal abuse case. 
that alleges the parents of an eight­
month-old boy broke the child's leg. 

Pike County residents Michael 
Norman, 28, and Kathy Massie, 32, 
both with listed addresses of Van Lear 
in Johnson but said to have been living 
at Kimper, are currently being held at 
the Pike County Detention Center on

separate counts of third-degree crimi­
nal abuse. 

Kentucky State Police officers, who 
are investigating the case, arrested the 
couple late last week on warrants hand­
ed down by a Pike County grand jury 

Police say Norman told officers dur­
ing his arrest that he had dropped the 
baby and had broken its leg, but that 
examinations by medical personnel at a 
nearby hospital revealed the child had 
suffered a spiral fracture to the femur 
bone. 

The couple waited three day before 
taking the infant to the hospital, police 
said. 

Kentucky State Police Det. Mike 
Goble said the child's injury and the 
delayed response to the injury were a 
lethal combination. 

"This situation was definitely life­
threatening," Goble said in a statement 
over the weekend. "There's no excuse 
waiting three days to take an infant to 
the hospital, especially when it has that 
serious of an injury." 

Police further said that the couple 
initially tried to say their neighbors had 
hurt their son, but that Norman con­
fessed after being arrested. 

Investigators did not detail the exact 
series of events leading to the couple's 
arrest, but officials with the Kentucky 
Department of Protection and 
Permanency were listed as a second 
agency involved. 1)1e department seeks 
to ensure the safety and stability chil­
dren, primarily by encouraging report­
ing of suspected child abuse.

PRESTONSBURG-A 
former head clinic nurse for 
McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital has filed 
suit against the hospital, 
claiming she was fired after 
voicing complaints two 
years ago. 

Sheree Colley, of 
Prestonsburg, filed her 
complaint in Floyd Circuit 
Court last week, stating she 
was placed on medical 
leave in April 2006 and 
later fired when she issued 
concerns about one physi­
cian's practices. 
Particularly, Colley cited in 
her complaint "unlawful 
activities" involving HIPPA 
laws, or privacy laws, as 
well as Medicare and 
Medicaid laws. 

Prior to being placed on 
leave, Colley also claims 
she was first subjected to 
retaliation in the form of a 
hostile working environ-

ment. 
"[Colley] began to 

report unlawful activities 
on the part of her employer 
to individuals in a position 
to take action regarding cer­
tain unlawful activities," 
the lawsuit, filed on behalf 
of Colley by Prestonsburg 
attorney Jerry Patton, 
states. "[Colley] was- retali­
ated against. Specifically, 
her employer took mea­
sures to make her job more 
difficult and place more 
responsibilities upon her." 

The lawsuit also claims 
that Colley was faced with 
criticism "without factual 
basis" in an attempt to force 
her leave her position. 

According to a letter 
from McDowell ARH 
Chief Executive Officer 
Russell Barker to Patton 
dated Sept. 20, 2006, the 
hospital placed Colley on 
leave without pay status on 
April 25, 2006, "because

Standard, said by the end of 
October, the plant, which 
has been a fixture in 
Paintsville for four decades, 
will close its doors entirely. 

Kirker confirmed last 
week that 26 more employ­
ees were let go on Oct. 12. 
In total, some 40 employ­
ees, many who have 
worked at the plant 30 or 
more years, will have lost 
their jobs.

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Rule advances to ease mining waste dumping 
by H. JOSEF HEBERT

WASHINGTON - The 
Interior Department has 
advanced a proposal that 
would ease restrictions on 

• dumping mountaintop mming 
waste near rivers and streams, 
modifying protections that 
have been in place - though 
often circumvented by mining 
companies - for a quarter­
century. 

The department's Office of 
Surface Mining issued a final 
environmental impact analysis 
Friday on the proposed rule 
change, which has been under 
consideration for four years. It 
has been a top priority of the 
surface mining industry. 

It sets the stage for a final 
1!1 regulation, one of the last 

major environmental initia­
tives of the Bush administra­
tion, after 30 days of addition­
al public comment and intera­
gency review. 

• 

The proposed rule would 
rewrite a regulation enacted in 
1983 by the Reagan adminis­
tration that bars mining com­
panies from dumping huge 
waste piles - k.iiown as "val­
ley fills"- from surface min­
ing within 100 feet of any 
intermittent or perennial 
stream if the disposal adverse­
ly impacts water quality or 
quantity. 

The revisions would 
require mining companies to 
minimize the debris they dump 
as much as possible, but also 
would let them skirt the 100-
foot protective buffer require­
ment if compliance is deter­
mined to be impossible. 

"The new rule will allow 
coal companies to dump mas­
sive waste piles directly into 
streams, permanently burying 
them," warned Joan Mulhern 
of Earthjustice, among the 

environmental groups that 
have fought the practice 
known as mountaintop 
removal mining widely used in 
Appalachia, especially in West 
Virginia, Kentucky and parts 
of Virginia and Tennessee. 

Mining companies remove 
vast mountaintop areas to 
expose the coal. While they 
are required to restore much of 
the land, the removal includes 
many tons of rocks, debris and 
other waste that are trucked 
away and then dumped into 
valley areas. including stream 
beds. 

Despite the I 00-foot buffer 
requirement, environmental­
ists estimate hundreds of miles 
of streams have been impact­
ed, some of them obliterated, 
because of lax enforcement of 
the 1983 restrictions or differ­
ent interpretat10ns of the feder­
al rule. 

This proposed rule "legit 
imizes mountaintop removal 
and its most damaging effect 
which is putting valley fill and 
sludge into streams," Mulhern 
said. 

Jason Bostic, vice president 
of the West Virginia Coal 
Association, said the group 
was disappointed about the 
proposal to require companies 
to minimize waste. But he said 
of the l 00-foot stream buffer 
revision: ''We're relieved that 
the rule clearly enunciates 
congressional intent that val­
ley fill construction and coal 
refuse construction can take 
place in intermittent and 
perennial streams."

.) busy with my job I forget what 
it is like to experience those 
moments myself. 

T do, however: vividly 
remember a cold winter night 
in 1996, when my friend Ben 
Malphrus and I set up a tele 
·cope to do some stargazing. I 

as living in Morehead at the 
ime, working on my master's 

degree and working as Ben's 
graduate assistant at Morehead 
State. The temperature that 
night was bitterly cold, but it 
made the sky extremely clear 
and the lack of rising heat 

• made the stars shine as 
unflickering. bright pinpoints 
of light. 

Ben and I had spent a little 
while looking at objects we 
were familiar with: the Orion 
Nebula, Mizar and Alcor in the 
handle of the Big Dipper, and 
other objects. But I was mov­
ing the telescope through a 
part of the sky I was not as 
familiar with and came upon a 
cluster of stars I did not recog­
nize. I pulled out a star map 
and, noting where the tele­
scope was pointing, began to 
orient myself. 

I The cluster of stars at which 
I was gazing appeared to be in 
the constellation Auriga. As I 
began to move the telescope 
around the constellation, a sec­
ond cluster came into view. 
just as brilliant as the first. 
After looking at it for a few 
minutes I resumed my scan-

by the French 
astronomer Charles Messier in 
the late 1700s. Did the fact that 
Messier had seen them first 
lessen my excitement or the 
joy in seeing those star clusters 
for the first time? Not in the 
least. and whenever I look at 
those star clusters now, the bit­
ter cold of that night, the crys­
tal clear sky and the thrill of 
my personal discovery comes 
back each time. 

The title of this column 
"Through the Lens" says a lot 
about where I want to go and 
what I hope you will want to 
read. With "Through the 
Lens," I intend to take a look 
at the world around us through 
the scientific lens. Why is the 
sky blue? Why is grass green? 
How do seatbelts really work? 
Why does UK bother to play 
football? (Well maybe science 
cannot explain that one.) The 
possibilities for topics in a col­
umn like this are almost infi­
nite in number. I will do my 
best to write about not just 
what I find interesting, but 
what you will find interesting 
also. Along the way I hope you 
will join me on an exploration 
of our universe, our planet and 
ourselves, and be encouraged 
to make some discoveries of 
your own.

Williams said that McConnell 
woultl defend c.:on.,ervatiYe val­
ues. including gun-ownership 
rights.

Video your vote for 
YouTube? Not in Kentucky

FRANKFORT- It sounds 
like a great idea. but first-time 
voters who want to record and 
share their experiences in the 
polling place via YouTube 
can't do it in Kentucky. 

"Video Your Vote," a 
national YouTube project with 
PBS. encourages voters to 
video themselves in action 
Nov. 4, including as they cast 
ballots. 

But Kentucky law forbids 
people from bringing cameras 
a d recordmg dev1ees into 
polling places Secretary or 
State Trey Grayson said. 
Those caught recording cml!d 
be slapped with a misde­
meanor. 

"1 think it's a great u-;c of 
technology to record that for 
posterity," Grayson told the 
Lexington Herald-Leader on 
Friday. " I like that pan of the 
program. But it's like they 
came up with the idea of 
recording your vote without 
thinking of the consequem:es." 

Kentucky's Legislature out 
Jawed vtdeo recording, cell 
phones and cameras in 2005 to 
avoid intimidating voters.

Grayson said voters should 
be encouraged to record a 
video diary ahout the experi­
ence at the polls after thcy·rc 
away from their voting 
precinct at least 300 feet 
away.

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Appali.chia grows beyond impoverished mountains

CARLISLE - Tabbatha 
Tubbs laughs at the thought of 
Washington politicians decree­
ing her hometown 
Appalachian. After all, there's 
not a mountain in sight from 

• this gently rolling countryside 
best known for its thorough­
bred horse farms. 

This is picturesque 
Bluegrass country: Black 
wooden fences surround graz­
ing thoroughbreds. Golden 
stalks of tobacco hang from 
tiered barns. And herds of fat 
beef cattle mow their way 
across fields of green grass. 

It's hardly the heart of 
Appalachia, the rugged hills 
where President Lyndon B. 
Johnson declared war on 

-+- poverty some 44 years ago. But 
• like it or not, Tubbs and her 

neighbors are now residents of 
the impoverished region, at 
least in the eyes of the federal 
government. 

"It's fUnny, I think," Tubbs 
said last week, glimpsing out at 
the landscape from the window 
of her Carlisle beauty salon. 

Folks in the heart of 
Appalachia aren't amused that 
President Bush, with the stroke 
of his pen, has redrawn 
Appalachia's geographic 
boundaries in a way that could 
take federal money away from 

_, some of the poorest communi­
' ties in the United States. 

Bush signed a measure Oct. 
9 that gives 10 additional coun­
ties in Kentucky, Ohio, 
;I'ennessee and Virginia a cut of 
about $87 million in federal 
money set aside this year for 
poor mountain communities to 
pay for economic improve­
ments. The money will be dis­
tributed by the Appalachian 
Regional Commission, a feder­
al agency that has been fighting 
poverty in the mountain region 
for more than 40 years. 

~ Dee Davis, head of the 
Kentucky-based advocacy 
group Center for Rural 
Strategies, said the ailing 
national economy hac; spread 
financial misery beyond 
Appalachia, and political lead­
ers are looking for help from 
the ARC. 

"Given the current state of 
affairs, they may want to 
stretch Appalachia all the way 
to Chicago," Davis said.

When Congress created the 
ARC in 1965, its territory 
stretched across 360 counties 
from Alabama to Pennsylvania 
with its core in the remote and 
rugged region where Kentucky, 
Tennessee and West Virginia 
converge. Political leaders in 
other states quickly recognized 
the benefits. 

Later that year, Sen. Robert 
Kennedy added 13 New York 
counties to the ARC's tctTitory. 
In 1967, 20 mostly hilly 
Mississippi counties were 
included. Since then, it has 
been expanded to include 420 
counties spanning 200,000 
square miles, portions of 
which, like the horse-farm dot­
ted Carlisle, aren't traditionally 
or geographically Appalachian. 

Poverty indicators show the 
contrast between counties in 
the heart of Appalachia and the 
new additions. For example, 
the federal government sent 
more than $12 million worth of 
food stamps in 2006 to 
Kentucky's Harlan County, 
according to the U.S. Bureau of 
Economic Analysis. Nicholas 
County, where Carlisle is locat­
ed, received just $1.1 million. 

Annual jobless rates in 
Harlan County ranged from 13 
percent in 1997 to 9.1 percent 
last year. In Nicholas County 
the range was 4.4 percent to 6.4 
percent for the same pe1iods. 

The redrawn map upsets 
Karen Phillips, a teacher in a 
community where 75 percent 
of children qualify for free or 
reduced-price school lunches 
because their families are con­
sidered poor. Other areas of the 
country face economic hard­
ships, Phillips conceded, but 
not like central Appalachia. 

"The poverty here is so 
much worse than anywhere 
else," Phillips said. "You see 
that in the housing, in the age of 
cars people drive, in the cloth­
ing that kids wear to school." 

U.S. Sen. Mitch McConnell, 
the Senate minority leader, 
defended the expansion, saying 
each of the additional 10 coun­
ties face similar economic 
problems and therefore "meet 
the criteria" to receive more 
financial support. 

The Appalachia served by 
the ARC is political, not geo­
graphical, said Ron Eller said, 
an Appalachian scholar and 
former director of the 
University of Kentucky's

"With only eight electoral 
votes, there's no reason for 
either candidate to spend any 
time or money here," Rose 
said. 

Both recent Kentucky pres­
idential campaign visits were 
to overwhelmingly 
Democratic Louisville, the 
state's largest city, where near­
ly 12,000 people had voted or 
requested absentee ballots as 
of a week ago. Jefferson 
County had 293,072 
Democrats registered and 
159,643 Republicans regis­
tered as of Sept. 15. 

Absentee voting also is up 
in a number of smaller 
Republican communities as 
well. Laurel County, in south­
eastern Kentucky, has had 664 
people vote or request ballots. 
That county had 28,980 
Republicans registered as of 
last month and 9,952 
Democrats. 

Appalachian Center. 
Eller said Johnson recog­

nized that when in 1965 he 
agreed to add portions of New 
York to get enough votes to 
push the Appalachian Regional 
Development Act through 
Congress. The geographical 
expansiom have helped the 
ARC politically by increasing 
its clout in Washington. 

The legislation signed this 
month not only expands 
Appalachia's boundaries, but 
also calls for $510 million to be 
spent in the region over the 
next five years to build roads, 
install water lines, fund educa­
tional improvement projects, 
encourage economic develop­
ment, even purchase computers 
for poor children. The proposed 
spending total is a $64 million 
increase over the last 5-year 
allotment. 

That could have meant more 
money for core Appalachian 
counties, Eller said, if politi­
cians hadn't opted to spread it 
across a larger area. "When you 
continue to expand the coun­
ties, ultimately it creates a 
smaller pool of resources for 
use in the most severely dis­
tressed areas of the region." he 
said. 

Nicholas County's top elect­
ed administrative official, 
Judge-Executive Larry Tincher, 
has heen lobbymg for the past 
seven years to get the commu­
nities he represents declared 
part of Appalachia so that they 
can tap into the funding source. 
He said job losses in 
Kentucky's textile industry 
have hit Carlisle hard over the 
past decade. The state has lost 
more than 7,000 jobs since 
2001 in apparel manufacturing. 

"We're not trying to take 
money away from anybody," 
Tincher said. "We're not in it to 

take anything away from any­
body. We're just trying to 
improve the lifestyles of our 
families." 

Herbie Smith, a Kentucky 
filmmaker who has document­
ed the Jives of Appalachian res­
idents for more than 40 years, 
said the region has "some deep 
and serious problems" and fed­
eral funding needs to be target­
ed there. Smith said splitting 
available federal funding with 
counties outside the mountam 
reg10n harms Appalachian 
communities that have strug­
gled through decades of pover­
ty. 

Eller doesn't dispute that the 
additional counties have eco­
nomic problems that may even 
rival conditions in the heart of 
Appalachia. But, he said, the 
core Appalachian counties have 
had long-standing problems. 

"Most of the severely dis­
tressed counties in Appalachia 
have been persistently dis­
tressed for more than a half 
century if not longer," Eller 
said. "In many cases, the coun­
ties being added have gone 
through a more recent cycle or 
decline. and have not been per­
sistently distressed in that way 
over time." 

The ARC has pumped more 
than $11.7 billion into the 
region to build highways and 
expand the economy over the 
past 43 years, and Davis said 
people along the edges of 
Appalachia want to tap mto 
tho~e funds, even it means 
embracing a region and culture 
that has carried a stigma in the

Kirker says those 
last 10 wiJI have to complete 
the closing in the next week­
and-a-half. 

American Standard 
announced the plant would be 
closing in May, saying then the 
company could no longer 
afford to operate at the loca­
tion any longer. 

Kirker said the 120-acre 
plant is located 75 miles from 
the interstate, making shipping 
"difficult and costly," and 
cited several external factors 
in the company's decision, 
including energy costs, the 
collapse of the new home con­
struction market, excess hous­
ing inventory and negative 
sales trends at major cus­
tomers. 

Company officials said dur­
ing the May announcement 
that American Standard was 
"committed to assist in easing 
the transition for employees"

and that management would 
'·fully comply with all of its 
contractual and legal obliga­
tions." 

Since the announcement, 
there has been a rumbling 
from both former employees 
and county officials about the 
impact the closing might have 
on the local economy during 
such pinched times. 

Johnson County Judge­
Executive Tucker Daniel said 
the closing would have a 
"trickle down affect," on the 
rest of the county, especially 
where the local and state tax 
base was concerned.

"Whenever students ca 
communicate to each other the 
message to lead better more 
informed lives it's so much 
more powerful than if an adult 
gets up to talk to them about 
it," she said.

Forum on cancer in 
Appalachian Kentucky 
held at Renfro Valley 
Local meeting 
to be held Nov. 5 

A setting for country and 
mountain music since it was 
founded in 1939, historic 
Renfro Valley Entertainment 
Center near Mt. Vernon, 
Kentucky hosted a gathering 
of a different sort on Sept. 17, 
when leaders from six area 
development districts gathered 
for the Kentucky Appalachian 
Forum on Cancer. 

The forum was hosted by 
the Kentucky Cancer Program 
(KCP) through a grant from 
the Appalachian Regional 
Commission. 

Civic, health and communi­
ty leaders from Cumberland 
Valley, Lake Cumberland, 
Kentucky River, FIVCO, Big 
Sandy and Gateway Area 
Development Districts met to 
discuss the cancer incidence 
and mortality in the central 
Appalachian area and what 
Kentucky communities can do 
to lessen their burden of can­
cer. 

Rep. Danny Ford, from the 
80th District, welcomed the 
attendees. Warren Brunner, 
respected photographer and 
journalist, and his wife from 
Berea, discussed their highly 
acclaimed portrait and photo­
documentary work in the 
mountains. Described as "the 
Norman Rockwell of 
Appalachia", Warren's pho­
tographs characterize the 
strong Appalachian values 
which so influence health and 
social issues in the moun­
tains- particularly the 
region's strong sense of com­
J11Unity, emphasis on faith, and 
family ties. 

Data presented by epidemi­
ologist Jaclyn Nee with the 
Kentucky Cancer Registry put 
five of the six districts consis­
tently in the top five districts in 
the state for all indexes of can­
cer risk - the top four cancer 
sites being lung, colorectal, 
breast and cervix cancer. 
Katie Bathje, program coordi­
nptor for the Kentuck~ Cancer 
qonsortium, discussed 
I{entucky's Cancer Action 
Plan and the need to adapt it to 
include strategies very specific 

to the Appalachian region. 
Four best practice programs 

were presented to the group: 
• A project by Gateway 

District Health Department 
promoting Gardasil vaccina­
tions to girls, through the 
schools, to prevent cervical 
cancer. 

• Faith Moves Mountains 
- a faith-based initiative pro­
moting breast and cervical 
cancer screening and other 
advocacy. 

• Kentucky Homeplace -
an award-winning lay health 
adviser program. 

• The Lung Health 
Program of King's Daughters 
Medical Center in Ashland, 
providing preventative follow 
up on patients with lung health 
issues. 

Forum participants divided 
into discussion groups to 
decide what these four best 
programs had in common that 
makes them so successful in 
East Kentucky and how that 
knowledge can be put to use to 
implement local lung, colorec­
tal, breast and cervix cancer 
interventions. 

Regional District Cancer 
Council Roundtables will con­
vene in October and 
November to share the conclu­
sions of the forum participants 
and discuss specific projects 
which will utilize the knowl­
edge gleaned from the forum. 
The forum in the Big Sandy 
district will be held Nov. 5, at 
the Kentucky Highlands 
Entrepreneur Center in 
Paintsville from 10 a.m. until2 
p.m.

Hartline, Cobb connect for 
2 late TDs in UK victory

LEXINGTON - Freshman 
Randall Cobb looked at the 
dejected faces on the 
Kentucky sideline in the 
fourth quarter and decided to 
take matters into his own 
hands. 

Wearing No. 12 to honor 
Dicky Lyons Jr., the senior 
receiver whose collegiate 
career was cut short after a 
knee injury a week earlier, 
Cobb did his best Lyons 
impersonation. First he 
talked, then he backed it up. 

"I started going to my 
teammates, telling them to 
get their heads up," Cobb 
said. "I went to Mike 
(Hartline) on the sideline and 
said, 'We need to get our stuff 
together.'" 

And so, late in the game, 
Hartline found that the best 
replacement for Lyons might 
be the guy wearing his num­
ber, the guy pushing him for 
the starting quarterback job. 

Hartline and Cobb con­
nected for two fourth quarter 
TDs as Kentucky stunned 
Arkansas 21-20 Saturday. 

"The frustration was at an 
all-time high," Hartline said. 
"We were thinking, 'we need 

to get the football. We need to 
get the football.' And then we 
finally did, and got some 
good things out of it." 

The win was a huge boost 
to the Wildcats (5-2, 1-2 
Southeastern Conference) as 
they need just one more vic­
tory to become eligible for a 
third straight bowl game. The 
defeat for Arkansas (3-4, 1-3) 
was the first ever against the 
Wildcats by coach Bobby 
Petrino, who had a 4-0 record 
against them when he led 
rival Louisville. 

The frustration was evi­
dent for Petrino afterward. 

"We just gave it away," he 
said. "I shouldn't say we gave 
it away. We didn't make the 
plays to win the game, and 
they did in the fourth quarter. 

Kentucky trailed the 
whole garr.e until Hartline 
connected with Cobb from 21 
yards out with just over 2 
minutes left. Cobb cut 
through the middle of the 
field untouched and Lones 
Seiber's extra point was 
good, giving the Wildcats 
that final one-point margin. 

Cobb, the backup quarter­
back, is a fan favorite to take 
over from Hartline under cen­
ter. And although he got a few 
snaps at quarterback, his play 

at receiver boosted the 
Wildcats most. 

A few minutes before 
catching the winning score, 
he ran in from 32 yards out, 
and a Kentucky passing game 
that had been dormant most 
of the year showed life. 

Marcus McClinton's inter­
ception in the final seconds 
allowed the Wildcats to run 
out the clock. 

"This one hurts," Arkansas 
quarterback Casey Dick said. 
"We thought we had the game 
in control, and the bottom 
line is that we have to find a 
way to play good at the end 
and make plays." 

Hartline completed 17 of 
32 passes for 239 yards, three 
touchdowns and two inter­
ceptions. Besides Cobb, he 
also connected with Alfonso 
Smith for a 71-yard score on 
the Wildcats' longest play of 
the season. 

Smith and Cobb each had 
five catches. 

The comeback ruined a 
huge performance by 
Arkansas' Michael Smith, 
who scored twice and had a 
career-high 1 92 rushing yards 
before leaving with an appar­
ent concussion. After toiling 
two years behind first-round 
NFL draft picks Darren 

McFadden and Felix Jones, 
Smith has distinguished him­
self as the pair's successor 
against some of the SEC's top 
defenses. 

Coming into the game, 
Kentucky had been stingy 
against the run, allowing just 
one rushing score all year. 
But Smith put a quick end to 
that with a 2-yard spin into 
the end zone. 

On the next drive, Smith 
flashed his breakaway speed 
with a 51-yard sprint through 
the middle of the field. He 
showed similar abilities as a 
receiver before halftime, reel­
ing in a pass from Dick in the 
flat and taking it 23 yards 
untouched make it 14-0. 

For the first time all year, 
Kentucky won a game with 
offense, not its potent 
defense. 

In the first 20 minutes of 
the second half, Kentucky ran 
just six plays. Other than that, 
Arkansas chewed up clock 
with a combination of its run­
ning game and several costly 
Kentucky penalties and mis­
takes. The Razorbacks only 
had two field goals to show 
for it. 

"This obviously didn't go 
to script," Kentucky coach 
Rich Brooks said.

LOUISVILLE - Despite a 
losses to rival Kentucky and 
Big East opponent 
Connecticut, Louisville is not 
in a terrible position. The 
Cardinals improved to 4-2 
overall with win over Middle 
Tennessee Saturday, and the 
six-win bowl eligibility stan­
dard and the conference 
championship are within 
reach.

Next weekend the 
Cardinals will host South 
Florida. Louisville is 0-1 in 
the conference. The Bulls are 
1-1 after a win over Syracuse 
on Saturday. 

"Now we race for the 
crown," Louisville coach 
Steve Kragthorpe said 
Saturday after his team's win 
over Middle Tennessee. "It's 
smokin' wide open. 
Everybody's got a chance." 

Louisville and Syracuse 
are both winless in the con­
ference. The other six teams 
have one or two wins each. 

Possible doesn't nearly 
mean easy though. Last sea­
son, South Florida embar-

rassed the Cardinals, 55-17, 
and Louisville quarterback 
Hunter Cantwell has been 
limping around the field with 
a leg injury. 

"Hopefully it will be 100 
percent by South Florida," 
Cantwell said. 

The quarterback also 
threw two interceptions 
against Middle Tennessee on 
Saturday before the 
Cardinals' defense and run­
ning game turned it around 
for the 42-23 win.

The Blue Raiders (2-5) 
took advantage of their 
opportunities after picking 
off Cantwell. Jeremy Kelley 
returned the first one for a 14-

yard touchdown and less than 
three minutes later, an inter­
ception by Ivon Hickmon set 
up a 39-yard pass from wide 
receiver Patrick Honeycutt to 
Phillip Tanner to give the 
Blue Raiders a 14-0 lead. 

Bolen's tough running 
style helped the Cardinals 
sustain drives and eat up the 
clock as he ran for a score 
each in the third and fourth 
quarters. 

And Cantwell's 1-yard 
touchdown pass to Johnnie 
Burns capped a second half in 
which Louisville outscored 
the Blue Raiders 28-6. 

Early in the game, it 
looked like it would be like 
last season's shootout when 
Louisville won 58-42. This 
time the Cardinals defense 
allowed 306 yards, only 93 
in the second half. It didn't 
help the Blue Raiders that 
starting running back 
Desmond Gee didn't make 
the trip after a death in his 
family. The Blue Raiders 
had 105 rushing yards 
against the Cardinals on 
Saturday. 

Louisville had 391 offen­
sive yards, including 247 
rushing. 

With the Blue Raiders up 
14-0, Bolen scored his first 
touchdown on a three-yard 
run up the middle. 

The Cardinals forced the 
Blue Raiders to punt on 
their next series but found 
themselves pinned down on 
their own 12. Anderson's 
88-yard run up the middle, 
the fourth longest in 
Louisville history, on sec­
ond down tied the score at 
14-14. The Blue Raiders 
went into half time with a 
17-14 lead after Alan 
Gendreau's 42-yard field 
goal. 

Louisville's defense 
forced Middle Tennessee to 
punt on seven of eight dri­
ves after the Blue Raiders' 
second touchdown, and held 
the Blue Raiders to 93 yards 
of offense in the second 
half.

"It's either ours or Pe1

guard Jim Cordle said. "We 
like our chances with the 
momentum we've got going 
into it." 

Ohio State dismantled 
Michigan State on the road 
Saturday, starting with four 
unanswered touchdowns and 
going on to win 45-7. 

"I don't know what the 
nation is going to think, but we 
made a statement for our­
selves," receiver Brian 
Robiskie said. "As big of a 
game as this was and to do 
what we did, it definitely helps 
your confidence." 

The victory kept the 
Buckeyes (7-l, 4-0 Big Ten) 
atop the conference standings 
along with the undefeated 
Nittany Lions, who are com­
ing off a 46-17 win at home 
against Michigan. 

Ohio State was ranked No. 
10 Sunday in The Associated 
Press poll, trailing No. 3 Penn 
State. Michigan State fell out 
of the Top 25 after being No. 
20 last week, but was among 
the teams getting votes. 

The stakes alone will be big 
Saturday night at Ohio 
Stadium without a story line 
that will likely be rehashed all 
week and during the nationally 
televised game. 

Freshman quarterback 
Terrelle Pryor chose to be a 
Buckeye after Penn State 
made a late push to keep him 
closer to his home in 
Jeannette, Pa. 

Does Pryor expect to hear 
much about his decision from 
people back home this week? 

"I really don't care," he 
said. "I'm in Ohio now. 
Jeannette is still my home­
town. Don't get me wrong, 
but this is where I'm at. I'm 
not at Penn State. I'm hot in 
Pennsylvania. I'm here to 
make not Penn State happy, 
but Ohio State happy." 

Pryor made many Buckeye 
fans happy at Spartan 
Stadium, where he completed 
all of his passes in the first 
quarter, ran for 62 yards and 
scored twice. 

"When Terrelle is clicking, 
he can do a little bit of every­
thing," said Robiskie, who 
caught Pryor's touchdown 
pass. "He's scary in the open 
field." 

Pryor used his speed to get 
to the outside and sprint up 
the sideline. He also showed 
his strength, stiff-arming 
defenders and running over 
them at times. 

"You'll see more of that," 
Pryor said. 

The Spartans are probably 
thankful they won't see the 6-
foot-6, 235-pound Pryor 
again unless he sticks around 
to play four seasons because 
Ohio State is off their sched­
ule the next two years.

Texas unanimous No. 1

NEW YORK - It's the 
Longhorns in a landslide. 

Texas, coming off a run­
away victory against Missouri, 
was a unanimous No. 1 in the 
AP Top 25 released Sunday. 

The Longhorns received all 
65 first-place votes from the 
media panel, the first team to 
do that in the regular season 
since Ohio State during the 
last four weeks of the 2006 
season. 

Last week, Texas had 39 
first-place votes and Alabama 
received 26. 

But Texas jumped out to a 
35-point, first-half lead on its 
way to a 56-31 rout of 
Missouri on Saturday night, 
and the Crimson Tide hung on 
to beat Mississippi 24-21. The 
voters rewarded the 
Longhorns for their domi­
nance and Alabama remained 
No.2. 

Texas had grabbed the No. 
1 ranking a week earlier with a 
45-35 victory against previ­
ously top-ranked Oklahoma. 

"We told them that every­
body questioned if they could 
win two weeks in a row, ' 
Texas coach Mack Brown said 
after the Missouri game. "I'm 
really proud of the way they 
responded and now we have to 
do it again next week." 

Last weekend was a good 
one for most highly ranked 
teams as only one top-10 team 
lost. The rankings reflected the 
results. The top six remained 
the same. 

Penn State is No. 3, fol­
lowed by Oklahoma, Florida 
and Southern California. 

Big 12 rivals Oklahoma 
State and Texas Tech swapped 
spots. The Cowboys moved up 
to No.7, heading into their big 
game against the Longhorns. 
The Red Raiders dropped to 
eighth. 

Georgia moved up one spot 
to No. 9 and No. 10 Ohio State 
is back in the top 10 for the 
first time since its lopsided 

loss to USC in September. The 
Buckeyes beat Michigan State 
45-7 to set up a Big Ten show­
down with Penn State in 
Columbus on Saturday. 

Texas, Alabama and Penn 
State were also the top three 
teams in the first BCS stand­
ings released Sunday. 

BYU was the lone top- I 0 
team to lose, falling 32-7 on~ 
Thursday night at TCU. The 
previously unbeaten Cougars 
dropped nine spots to No. 18. 
TCU jumped back into the poll 
for the second time this sea­
son, all the way to No. 15. 

LSU was No. 11, followed 
by unbeaten Utah, Boise State, 
South Florida. Missouri 
dropped five spots to No. 16 
after its second consecutive 
loss. Pittsburgh is No. 17, fol­
lowed by BYU, Kansas and 
Ball State. 

There was a serious shake 
up at the bottom of the rank­
ings, with five new teams 
moving into the final five 
spots. 

No. 21 Georgia Tech is 
rmked for the first time since 
early last season. No. 22 Tulsa 
(7 -0) is ranked for the first 
time since }991. The G~ 
Hurricane's move i'nto the Top 
25 means Tulsa, Oklahoma 
and Oklahoma State are all 
ranked for the first time in 63 
years. 

On No\. 12. 1945, 
Oklahoma A&M (now

MARTINSVILLE, Va. -

"If you look at other pro 
athletes, there are a few that 
can do it and can stay on top," 
Johnson said Sunday after 
winning the Turns 500 at 
Martinsville Speedway. 

"We all want to be that 
guy, and hopefully I can do it 
and I'm trying to do all that I 
can, and I know my team is. 
But you watch somebody like 
Tiger Woods, Lance 
Armstrong, you go through 

\• guys that have just dominated 
year after year, it's out there. 
.. . I would love to be that guy 

in NASCAR." 
In the minds of many, 

Johnson already is that guy. 
He's won two championships 
in a row and seems a good bet 
to make it three straight, 
which would place him with 
Cale Yarborough as the only 
drivers to accomplish the feat. 

"I'm going to have to 
answer those questions one of 
these days, aren't I?" Johnson 
said of the ones about 
Yarborough, and his increas­
ingly inevitable place in his­
tory. 

It's not as if Johnson is 
playing it safe in his bid for 
No.3. 

He led 339 laps Sunday as 
he and his Hendrick 
Motorsports teammates again 
dominated at Martinsville 
Speedway, and padded his 
lead appreciably. Up 69 
points at the start, he 
increased the advantage to 

149. 
While his closest chasers 

say it isn't over, others gush 
about Johnson's dominance. 

"There's a lot of great 
teams that were huge in the 
sport," said Dale Earnhardt 
Jr., lumping Johnson and crew 
chief Chad Knaus in with his 
father and Richard Petty, both 
seven-time champions, and 
Yarborough, David Pearson 
and Junior Johnson. 

"To pack it in three years 
and just dominate like that, 
there's only a half a dozen 
teams that have ever done 
anything like that, been that 
strong consistently."

Andre 
Carter had a sack for the 
Redskins (5-2), who have won 
five of six and bounced back 
from last week's last-play loss to 
the St. Louis Rams. 
~ "They're the ones who kept 

us in the game," center Casey 
Rabach said. "When the offense 
finally decided to get it right and 
start playing football, we had a 
chance still." 

The Browns (2-4 ), who had 
won two straight, had their point 
production drop from 35 against 
the Giants. Their yards total 
plummeted from 454. Derek 
Anderson went from 310 yards 
passing to 136 (14-for-37) and 
was hurt by several drops.

Coach Romeo Crennel did­
n't think his players "had quite 
the energy they had on Monday 
night" against the Giants. 
Among the culprits was 
Anderson, who was 5-for-22 
before the late rally. 

'This team reverted back to 
some of the things they did ear­
lier in the year," Crennel said. 
"It's hard to blame one particu­
lar guy, but as the quarterback, 
he takes a lot of the blame 
because he is the guy with the 
ball in his hands." 

The game's first 14 posses­
sions ended in 13 punts and a 
missed field goal, but Portis 
kept churning away, breaking a 
scoreless tie with a 3-yard 
touchdown run midway 
through the third quarter. Portis, 
who entered the weekend as the 
NFL's leading rusher, had 27 
carries despite a nagging hip 
flexor that limited him in prac­
tice most of last week.

Jason Campbell went a mod­
est 14-for-23 for 164 yards, but 
he still hasn't thrown an inter­
ception all season. Moss, kept 
quiet the previous two games, 
caught four passes for 75 yards. 
He made two spin moves on a 
35-yard reception that set up 
Portis' touchdown, then spun 
around again at the 1 on his 18-
yard scoring catch that put the 
Redskins ahead 14-3 early in 
the fourth. 

But the Browns nearly 
recovered. Unable to score 
despite a first-and-goal at the 1, 
they got the ball back after 
Portis' fumble and found the 
end zone on Joshua Cribbs' 1-
yard catch and added a 2-point 
conversion. Cleveland then 
forced Washington to punt and 
drove to the Redskins 36 in the 

final minute, but Phil Dawson 
missed what would have been a 
career-long 54-yard field goal 
with 25 seconds to play. 

The scene on the sideline 
was similar to last week, when 
the Redskins lost on a 49-yard 
kick on the game's last play. 

"Very nervous," cornerback 
Fred Smoot said. "Especially 
after last week's field goal, 
which broke my heart. Once I 
saw it go to the right, it was a 
relief."

word he had

come around. 

It was about this time every year, 
too, that the walnut hunter in me 
would sometimes manage to gather 
half a bushel or so, that some of the 
women in the neighborhood would 
buy for 35 or 40 cents, to put in their 
homemade candy.
