City meets with planning and zoning commission

PRESTONSBURG - As suggested 
last month, the Prestonsburg City 
Council held a special-called meeting 
Monday evening to discuss several 
issues with members of the city's plan­
ning and zoning committee. 

A meeting for discussion was first 
brought up after committee chairman 
Frank Fitzpatrick visited the council 
last month with complaints about atten­
dance, work progress and other issues 
with city employee Bobby Carpenter, 

who functions in several capacities for 
the city, including, and perhaps most 
significantly, fire chief. 

At that time, Fitzpatrick said a great 
deal of work was not being completed 
and that Carpenter had failed to attend 
numerous meetings and had even 
declined an offer to show any paper­
work that might clear up any misunder­
standings.

But during Monday's meeting, 
Fannin again returned to comments he 
previously made concerning plans to 
lessen Carpenter's load by placing 
other city employees in roles handled 
by Carpenter. 

"I met with them about four months 
ago, and I told them again Monday that 
we had figured out some ways to deal 
with this," Fannin said. "We're going 
to be splitting some of the duties, but

By our watch, President-elect Barack Obama's honeymoon ended 

klonday afternoon when President George W. Bush turned aside his 
uggestion for a joint effort to bail out the American auto industry. 

That leaves the industry's problems, which may well be unsolvable, 
quarely in Obama's lap. No Democrat can afford to leave an industry 
-one that accounts for 3 million U.S. jobs, many of them blue-collar 
~ to the vagaries of the marketplace and the mercy of the bankn1ptcy 
~ourts. 

But neither can a president who campaigned on "change" counte­
,ance spending upwards of $50 billion to underwrite more of the same 
1elf-destructive management and union practices that helped bring the 
pdustry to its knees. 

Detroit doesn't need a bailout. Detroit needs a makeover. Detroit 
'oesn't need money to tweak the taillights and grilles on its old models; 
t needs money to finance a complete re-tooling, not just of plants, but 
1f attitudes. Whatever federal help is sent to the Big Three, it must be 
i.ed to fundamental restructuring of the industry. 

In other words, "Chevy, an American revolution" needs to be more 
~an a slogan. 

There's no question that the need is dire. General Motors Corp. 
knowledged Monday that it may run out of cash by year's end and 
at that casts considerable doubt on its "ability to continue as a going 

:oncern." Without federal help, GM is likely to seek shelter in bank­
ruptcy, foisting pension obligations onto the government, shuttering 
)]ants, laying off tens of thousands of workers and emerging in a few 
1ears as a much smaller company. 

Neither Ford Motor Co. nor Chrysler is in much better shape. The 
.. enter for Automotive Research, an industry-funded think tank in Ann 

rbor, Mich., estimates that if the government allowed the Big Three to 
ail, it would cost 3 million jobs in the fust year alone, a loss of $150 
illion in personal income and $25 billion in lost tax revenue. 

The industry has pleaded for help for retooling its plants to make 
iuel-efficient cars, which indicates why it's in the trouble it's in. Any 
rvell-run organization would have been planning and budgeting for 

tooling years ago, but instead, Detroit fought improvements in 
"Ieage standards and milked big trucks and SUVs for profits as long 
it could. The alltoworkers union was content to ride the wave as long 
salaries and benefits weren't cut too drastically. 
Now comes the industry saying, in effect, save us from ourselves. 
Congress should consider help for the industry, but not in the form 

~fa blank check. At least one of the Big Three, probably Chrysler, the 
mallest, may have to merge with GM. The managers and boards of 
lirectors should be pushed out the door, and not with any federally 
nanced golden parachutes strapped to their backs. Existing labor and 

•upply contracts should be renegotiated, and that includes pension guar­
~tees and benefits for retirees. 

Every federal dollar should be directed at producing new generations 
f fuel-efficient vehicles. It would be an abomination for tax dollars to 
mderwrite gas-guzzlers. Detroit should be forward-looking, aware that 

has to compete in a global marketplace in an era of diminishing fossil 
el resources. 
If the auto industry is so crucial to the economy - and it is -

ongress should consider creating an Office of Automotive Recovery, 
eaded by a "Car Czar" with the mission of managing the bailout pro­
am and getting the industry back on its feet in accordance with 

ational economic policy. If the Big Three wants federal money, it 
auld come with federal oversight. 
Given the power of corporate and union lobbyists, we're not opti-

. stic that Congress will have the backbone to insist on revolution. 
~embers are far more likely to beat their breasts, and then only throw 
nore money at the problem. 

That's where Obama comes in. If this election was about change, 
is is where it starts.

Seniors can also use the Plan Finder to

Area officials along with 
healthcare, mental health, and 
substance abuse professionals 
and researchers, gathered at 
the Buckhorn State Resort 
Park last Wednesday and 
Thursday to discuss the health 
disparities in Appalachia when 

• ompared to the rest of the 
country and the coal producing 
counties in particular. 

The summit was held to 
raise awareness about the dis­
parities and to begin dis­
cussing possible remedies. 

"Taken as a whole our 
region is experiencing major 
health disparities and we who 
live and work here must begin 
to be informed and plan to stop 
this progression. We must 
begin to heal ourselves," Chris 
Gooch with Kentucky River 
Community Care (KRCC) 
Board of Directors, said. 

·• \ Leaders at the summit 
believe one avenue through 
which this can be obtained is 
through research and the 
health disparities in 
Appalachia have already 
attracted attention from a 
national research group. 

"We've known for a long 
time that we've had problems, 
but now there is data to sup­
port this," Jim McDaniel, 
Ph.D., an associate professor 
of psychology at Southeast 
Community and Technical 

1. College in Letcher County, 
~aid. 

The study, which was com­
missioned by the Appalachian 
Regional Commission (ARC), 
was conducted by the National 
Opinion Research Center 
(NORC) at the University of 
Chicago. It showed that there 
are disparities in mental health 
and drug abuse in not only the 
coal producing communities 
of Appalachia. but in the 
Appalachian Region, a 410-
county area that makes up all 
or parts of 13 states as deter-

ned by the ARC, as a whole 

when compared to the rest of 
the country. 

It looked at the 
Appalachian Region versus 
non-Appalachian Region 
along with the coal producing 
areas while also breaking 
down the region according to 
economic development. 

Michael Meit, Deputy 
Director of the Walsh Center 
for Rural Analysis and Senior 
Research Scientist for the 
NORC at the University of 
Chicago, was on hand to pre­
sent the study's findings. 

In his findings he pointed 
out that there seemed to be a 
mental health issue within the 
region that was independent of 
the substance abuse problem, 
which was an unexpected find­
ing because mental health dis­
orders seem to exist on their 
own in the Appalachian 
Region, he said. 

Alcohol topped the list of 
most abused substance, as is 
the case everywhere he said, 
but in Appaiachia it was found 
more commonly to be the pri­
mary reason for admission, 
which was almost double the 
rest of the nation. This was not 
the case for methamphetamine 
use though as it was lower in 
Appalachia than the rest of the 
nation as a whole. However, 
the abuse of opiates and syn­
thetics were much greater in 
the Appalachian Region. 

"Abuse of other opiates and 
synthetics such as oxycontin 
and other prescription drugs 
are the primary substance of 
abuse. It is much greater in 
Appalachia than the rest of the 
nation. The central part of the 
Appalachian Region is where 
the abuse of other opiates and 
synthetics, pain killers seem to 
be most pronounced," he said. 

In their coal mining analy­
sis they looked at the entire 
population of counties with 
coal under the ground. All the 
counties analyzed had the 
potential to produce coal

regardless of if they were at 
the time of the study or not. 

The study showed that 
heroin abuse in Appalachia is 
less of a problem than in the 
rest of the nation, but a spike 
in abuse between 2000 and 
2005 caused that number in 
coal producing counties to 
jump above the US average. 
Abuse rates of opiates and 
synthetics are also higher in 
coal producing counties than 
in other areas of Appalachia 
and the rest of the country, 
Meit said. 

In terms of treatment, find­
ings showed that in the coal 

. mining areas, proportionately 
more admissions were in dis­
tressed or at risk counties than 
in other areas and fewer 
admissions were in competi­
tive or attainment counties 
than other areas. Fewer admis­
sions were made by full-time 
employed workers in the coal 
mining area than other areas 
and more admissions were 
made by unemployed persons 
in coal mining areas than in

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other areas 'as well, Mcit 
noted. 

Those at the summit hope 
that it will raise awareness 
about the health disparities in 
Appalachia so they can be 
addressed. 

"Hopefully out of a summit 
like this, not only will people 
become more aware in our 
region, but that people from 
the Washington D.C. area can 
become more familiar with it 
and help us do more studies to 
find out why the disparities 
exist and how we can address 
the disparities so people can 
have a greater quality of life in 
our region," McDaniel said. 

Other issues that were 
addressed during the summit 
included mortality, health and 
the ecohOmy, and the role that 
housing played in developing 
healthy communities. The two 
day summit was hosted by the 
Kentucky River Area 
Development District 
(KRADD) and KRCC.

Judge lifts county's bum ban 
and 6 a.m. snowfall of the year. by SHELDON COMPTON

PRESTONSBURG - A 
county-wide bum ban was lift­
ed Monday by Floyd County 
Judge-Executive R.D. "Doc" 
Marshall. 

"Due to recent rains, I am 
suggesting that the burning 
ban issued in Floyd County be 
lifted until further notice," 
Knott wrote in a memo to 
Marshall's office Monday. 

Fire season runs from Oct. 
1 to Dec. 15 and Feb. 15 to 
April 30. During this time, 
there is no burning permitted 
from 6 a.m. until 6 p.m. 
Residents can, however, bum 
when needed between 6 p.m. 

When burning, residents 
should not do so within 150 
feet of any woodland or brush 
except between the allowed 
hours or if there is snow on the 
ground. Also, if a bum pile 
happens to start a wildfire, the 
resident may have to pay for 
the cost of putting it out, 
according to Knott. 

Since Nov. I, there have 
been eight fires in Floyd 
County, with the largest burn­
ing away 36 acres of land. This \• \ 
number is lower than last year 
and Knott attributed the drop

WHEREAS, the City of Wayland, Floyd County, Kentucky, is incorporated under the 
prov1sion of the Kentucky Revised Statutes, and desires to grant a franchise for an 
electric power company to own, maintain, construct and operate 1ts electric power 
transmission and distribution lines upon, along, over and under the streets, thor­
oughfares, alleys, sidewalks, bridges, public ways and other public places of the City 
of Wayland, Floyd County, Kentucky; and, 

WHEREAS, there exists a public necessity for adequate service of electric power 
and energy to the citizens of the City of Wayland, Floyd County, Kentucky, and 

WHEREAS, it appears that it is in the interest of the public that a franch1se be 
advertised and sold, granting and entitling the grantee to use the streets, thorough­
fares, alleys, sidwalks, bridges, public ways and public places for the erection, oper­
ation and maintenance of lines for the transmission and distribution of electric power 
to the citizens of Wayland, Floyd County, Kentucky, and to persons, firms and corpo­
rations beyond the limits of the City of Wayland. Floyd County, Kentucky. 

THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF WAYLAND, FLOYD COUNTY. 
KENTUCKY, DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION I 
That there be sold at public auction, to the highest and best bidder, the franchise, 

privilege, right and authority to acquire. mamtain. construct and operate in, above. 
under, across and along the streets, thoroughfares, alleys. sidewalks, bridges, public 
ways and other public places (as the same now exist or may hereafter be laid out) of 
the City of Wayland, Floyd County, Kentucky, lines. poles, and equipment for the dis­
tribution of electric energy, either by means of overhead or underground conductors, 
with all necessary or desirable appurtenances for the purpose of supplying electric 
energy to said City and the inhabitants thereof, and persons and corporations beyond 
the limits thereof, for light, heat, power. and other purpose or purposes for which elec­
tric energy is now and may hereafter be used, and for the transmission of the same 
within, through or across said City. 

SECTION 2 
Said lines and appurtenances shall be constructed so as to interefere as tittle as 

possible with the traveling public in the use of the streets, thoroughfares, alleys, side­
walks, bridges and public places. 

SECTION 3 
The franchise, privilege, right and authority shall be in full force and effect for a peri­

of twenty (20) years from the date of the passage of the ordinance granting it. 

Sj:CTION 4 
The grantee of this franchise shall save the City harmless from any and all liability 

arising, in any way, from negligence of the grantee in the erection, maintenance or 
operation of said lines and appurtenances. 

SECTION 5 
The grantee of this franchise shall have the right and privilege to take up such por­

tion or part of any pavement and make such excavation in the streets, thoroughfares, 
alleys, sidwalks, bridges, public ways and other public places of the City of Wayland, 
as may be deemed necessary for the construction and maintenance of its lines, wires, 
or cables, but whenever the grantee of the franchise shall begin the erection of any 
lines or other equipment, it shall promptly and diligently prosecute the work to com­
pletion and leave the streets, thoroughfares. alleys, sidewalks, bridges, public ways, 
and other public places where such work is done in as good condition of repair as 
before such work was commenced. 

SEC N 
Wherever in this franchise , e1ther the City of Wayland, or the grantee thereof is 

referred to, it shall be deemed to include the respective successors and ass1gns of 
either, and all rights. privileges and obligations contained in this franchise shall be 
binding upon and inure to the benefit of the respective successors and assigns of said 
City, and said grantee whether so expressed or not. 

SECTION 7 
The grantee of this franchise may make such rules and regulations covering the fur­

nishing of said electric energy as may be fair and reasonable and consistent with the 
standard practice of the grantee. Said grantee may charge such rates for electric 
services as shall be fair and reasonable. The said grantee shall render service under 
said franchise of like quality that is adequate. efficient and reasonable to that now 
being rendered in sa1d City. 

SECTION 8 
The consideration paid by the successful bidder for the franchise, privilege, right and 

authority provided for herein shall be complete compensation and consideration for 
said franchise, privilege and right, and for the use and occupancy of the streets, 
avenues, alleys, sidewalks, bridges, public ways. and other places of the City in lieu 
of any street or alley rental, or to the charge for the use or occupancy of said streets, 
avenues, alleys, sidewalks, bridges, thoroughfares, public ways or public places of 
said City and in lieu of any pole tax or meter tax. 

SECTION 9 
Sharon Anderson, City Clerk of the City of Wayland, Floyd County, Kentucky, is 

hereby appointed Special Commissioner to sell said franchise, privilege, right and 
authority hereby ordered sold, and said Special Commissioner is directed to offer said 
franchise for sale at public auction and shall sell same to the highest bidder at the 
front door of the City Building in Floyd County, Kentucky, at 10 o'clock a.m .. on Dec. 
4, 2008, after she has advertised the time, terms, conditions and place of sale, pur­
suant to law, by inserting a Notice of Sale in the Floyd County Times, Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, a newspaper of general circulation in Wayland, Floyd County, Kentucky, 
once a week for three (3) consecutive weeks prior to the date of said sale, said adver­
tisement to include this Ordinance. 

SECTION 10 
Bids and proposals for the purchase and acquisition of the franchise, privilege, right 

and authority hereby granted shall be in writing and shall be delivered to the Mayor 
upon the date and at the time fixed by the Special Commissioner in said advertising 
for receiving bids.

mitted facility, failure to notify 
of a petroleum relea e into the 
environment and endangering 
the public welfare.

Harry Caudill remained as still as possible 
while the nuclear imaging machine scanned his 
bones. 

"Do I make a good corp e?" Caudill joked, as 
images of his skeleton started to appear on multi­
ple screens. 

CaudiU's canning process was on display for 
a crowd of onlooker that attended an open hou e 
event for the Nuclear Medicine Department at 
Saint Jo eph's Hospital of Martin on Monday. 

The radiological staff at the ho pital started

"The main thing about nuclear medicine is that 
it looks at function more than anatomy," aid San1 
For yth, RT(R). "It allows u to see precur ors to 
cancer and the early stages of other disea es." 

Caudill, 82, underwent a total body bone scan 
during his visit, with three hours of preparation 
prior to the scan. The scan itself only lasted 25 
minute .

• it was the planet whose path changed. 

As a matter of fact the word planet mean 
"wanderer" in the Greek language. 

Throughout history we have tried to 
under tand the planets and their motions. 

fJ The ancient Greeks thought that the earth 
was the center of the universe. As a mat­
ter of fact the Greek Ptolemy authored a 
book in the econd century A.D. that used 
geometry to predict planetary positions. 
The "Almagest" wa used for 13 centuries 
after its publication as the authoritative 
work on planetary prediction . 

In the 16th century our views of the 
- planets and our place in the univer e 
: began to change. With the work of 
... 

notable mathematicians ·uch as Nicholas 
Copernicus, Johannes Kepler, and 
observer such as Tycho Brahe our move 
from an Earth centered universe to a sun 
centered solar system began. 

Prior to Nicholas Copernicus' work 
"On the· Revolutions of the Celestial 
Spheres" there had been many auempts 
by learned Greek, Indian, and Muslim 
cholar to move the earth from the center 

of the univer e and replace it with the sun 
centered solar sy tern. But it wa 
Copernicus who was able to mathemati­
cally demonstrate the motions of the plan­
ets and other cele tial objects without 
having the earth at the center of the uni­
verse. 

Tycho Brahe, though not a believer in 
the sun centered solar system was a dedi­
cated observer. At his observatory he col­
lected data on the motion of cele tial 
objects for over 20 years. It was with this 
data that a man he hired by the name of 
Johannes Kepler was unable to develop 
three laws of planetary motion by which 
we currently predict the motion of orbit­
ing objects.

Kentucky to consider energy efficiency and 'smart grid' standards 
FRANKFORT The 

Kentucky Public Service 
CommissiOn Initiated 
Thursday its consideration of 
new electric energy and na[Ur­
al gao; provisions of the federal 
Energy Independence and 
Security Act of 2007 (ElSA 
2007). 

"This proceeding entails a 
wide-ranging look at how 
Kentucky' electric and natur­
al gas utilitie plan for the 
future, set prioritie and 
address the critical issue of 
energy efficiency," PSC 
Chairman David Armstrong 
aid. "We intend to take a 

comprehen. ive look at how 
the implementation of these 
proposed standards would 
affect our tate' utilitie and 
their ratepayers." 

The admini trative case 
will determme whether 
Kentucky should implement 
five new electric energy stan­
dard that EISA 2007 require 
states to consider. They are: 

• Making energy efficien­
cy a component in the plan­
ning process electric utilities 
use to anticipate future genera­
tion and tran mi sion needs 
and giving cost-effective ener-

The first fuur standards 
involve change to the Publtc 
Utility Regulatory Policie Act 
of 1978, or PURPA, which is 
the federal law that sets the 
basic standards for regulation 
of clectnc utilities. EISA 2007 
gives Kentucky and the other 
states until Dec. 19, 2009, to 
decide whether it is appropri­
ate to implement the four 
PURPA related standard . 

A deci. ion on the non­
PURPA standard dealing with 
waste industrial energy mu t 
be made withm six month of 
the receipt of an application 
from a waste energy project 
sponsor. 

Two PURPA standards 
related to natural gas also will 
be considered during the pro­
ceeding. They are: 

• Making energy efficien­
cy a component in the plan­
ning process and adopting 
policie that give priority to 
energy efficiency. 

• Structuring rates to 
encourage energy efficiency 

improvements by customers 
and promote energy effictency 
investment by utilities, includ­
ing creation of incentives for 
utilitie<; to promote reduced 
usage. 

States may decline to 
implement all or some of the 
EISA 2007 tandards, may set 
their own tandards and may 
take into con. ideration exist­
ing state policies in reaching 
their decisions. 

All of Kentucky's regulated 
electric utilitie are being 
made parties to the case. They 
include four inve.tor-o\\ned 
uti lilies. two generation aud 
tran ·mission cooperative and 
19 rural electric cooperatives. 

Although the two genera­
tion and lransmtssion coopera­
tive and evcral of the rural 
electric cooperatives are not 
subject to PURPA, they may 
be subject to any P C deci-
ions ari ing from the proceed­

ing, the PSC said in today's 
order. 

Kentucky's five largest nat-

ural gas distribution utilities 
at o are being made parties to 
the case. 

The Kentucky Office of 
Attorney General and the 
Kentucky Department of 
Energy Development and 
Independence were invited to 
take part in the proceeding. 
The PSC also invited the par­
ticipation of a number of orga­
nizations representing indu -
trial users, low-income con­
~umer and environmental 
activists. 

In today's order, the PSC 
issued request for informa­
tion to the electric and natural 
ga utilities. The responses are 
due Dec. 12. 

Requests to become an 
intervenor, or formal partici­
pant, in the case must be filed 
with the PSC no later than 
Dec. IS. A procedural sched­
ule for the case, including a 
decision on holding a public 
hearing, will be is ued at a 
later date. 

'These proposed standards 

could affect how Kentuckians 
u e energy and how much 
they pay for it," PSC 
Chairman Armstrong said. 
"We invite anyone with an 
interest in this issue to make 
their opinions known to the 
PSC."
