PRESTONSBURG - An Allen man was handed 
down a two-year jail entence after admining to sex­
uall) abu!>ing and 1mpri oning a nunor Wednesday in 
Floyd Circuit Court. 

Sean Bobo. 37. of Allen. pleaded guilt) to two 
counts of fir t-degree exual abu e and one count of 
unlawful impri onment by Circuit Judge Danny P. 
Caudill. All counts, which were cia C felonie in 
the original indictment, were amended to class D 
felonie as pan of the plea agreement. 

Bobo, who told Caudill during the hearing that he 
bad only completed the eventh-grade, admitted to 
engaging in sexual intercourse with the minor, who 
wa 11 years old at the time of the offen e in May of 
thi year. 

From April 26 to May J 9 of this year, according 
to the indictment, Bobo said he engaged in exuaJ 
intercourse with the minor. He admitted the same 
when que tioned by Caudill during Wednesday 's 
hearing 

"What exactly did you do?" Caudill a ked Bobo 
before taking the recommendation from the com­
monwealth' attorney's office. 

'"Fooled around with a young girl," Bobo said 
flatly, and then when pre ed further, added in a 
clipped tone, "Had ex."

Community is more 
than just geography 

Thesday marked a fir~t for us in the news business. It was 
the first time that we've gone to cover a public meeting for 
which the public completely failed to show. 

The occasion was Gov. Steve Beshear's kickoff of a pu ·h 
to increase the number of children enrolled 1n the tate' · 
KCHTP program. And although the main event was held in 
Frankfort. a. ate11ite teleconference wa. held locally at Big 
Sandy Community and Technical College. 

With health care such an important topic these days, and 
with tightening economic times making it tougher than ever 
for families to afford health insurance, we considered this 
event to be one of importance to our reader and certainly 
worthy of coverage. 

So imagine our surprise when our reporter walked in the 
door, only to find he was the only per on to . how up. 

Now. we're not talking about a lack of attendance from the 
general public. We've grown accu tamed to attending various 
public forums and finding we're the only representative of 
the common man. It's not a good thing, but it happens. But at 
least at those, there are various public officials and other 
interested parties present, if only because their employer 
mandates it. 

No, we're talking about showing up for a public event to 
find that our reporter i. the only living, breathing mammal in 
the room. That'. quite a different story. and a sad one at that. 

Now, it would be simple for us slam out 500 fiery words. 
taking everyone to task for this civic failure and bemoaning 
the shamefulness of it all. Simple, but probably not very 
effective. 

Instead, we will sheath our poi ·on pen and offer a stern but 
gentle reminder of the importance of public participation. 

It is quite well documented that the health of any commu­
nity is tied directly to the level of civic involvement of its 
members. Communities thrive and prosper where resident 
take an active role in ::.haping their bared direction. But 
when residents are too concerned with their own lives to get 
involved, those communities wither and. if not die, then lan­
guish. 

Now. Floyd County might not have ever had some of the 
advantages available to other parts of the country, but at least 
we have always had each other. You can see that in the Floyd 
County Rescue Squad, which was borne out of tragedy and 
grew to become a vital commuruty re ource. You can sec it in 
the throngs of volunteer::. who acrifice their evenings and 
weekend. a. the backbone behind childhood memories of 
ba eball, basketball, football and soccer. 

And that is precisely why we cannot under. tand the appar­
ent complete disinterest jn providing health car to as many 
children a.s possible. We can understand if the Average Joe 
cannot take off in the middle of a workday to attend an 
admittedly self-congratulatory address by the governor. But 
to see no attendance from those involved in health care, edu­
cation or social service? It is perplexing and di turbing.

According to John Turner,

aspirin. lt helps my pai11, but it hurts 
my smmaclz enough thm I ca11 'r con­
rimu! to take it. Wlrat causes costo 
chondritis, a11d what can I do for it 
since l can 't take aspirin ? 

A Che. t pain rrom variou caus­
es ts a common symptom. 
Male · will orten assume they 

arc having a heart problem and 
female may think they have breru.l 
cancer. These arc normal reactions. 
and it's ah' ay-; a good idea to get 

unidentified che-.t pain checked out 
promptly. If you arc found to have 
co ·tochondrili , like our reader. you 
arc fortunate. Though ir can make 
you mightily uncomfortable, it ts not 
life threatening and is what we doc­
tors call a '' ·elf-limiting" condition. 

Tn ~>hort, costochondrili'\ i a 
painful inflammation of tbe JUnction.,; 
where the ribs join with the cartilage 
that holds them to the breastbone. lf 
lhc pain is accompanied by swelling, 
it's referred to as Tietze syndrome. 

Let me explain this a little more 
clearly widl a brief anatomy les<;on. 
Our rib are an important part of the 

human bo<.ly. They form a prolecti"e 
cage around the viral organs 'within dle 
chest In addition to their protecl!ve 
role, tl1c ribs als must move sort of 
bke the side · of a bellow., - to help 
force air tnto and out or Lhe lung~. 
Accommodating these two role · po ·es 
some mechanical dilemma<,. The best 
protective rib cage would he rigid. 
while the hesl "bello~ s" action 
requires movement. Creatures with a 
bony ·keleton, including humans. are 
designed solve this problem in a simi­
lar way. 

Ribs are rigid hecau ·e they are 
bone. and thls ngtdlty provtdes an 
eKcellent protective cage as well as a 
finn stmcmrc for the attachment of 
muscles. Each rib is attached to the 
vertebra of the backbone with a type 
of JOint that allow · a gltdmg motwn. 
TI1c situation is a little different in the 
front of the chest where mo ·t rib · are 
aum:hetl to the breastbone wllh a "ec­
tion of tlextble cartilage that bend · to 

accommodate rib motion instead of 
gliding as mo. t joint. do. Only the 
11th and 12th rib pair · are not attached 
to the hr astbonc m this manner. 

ostochondnti!; occurs mo ·t often 
to the cartilage that connel!lS the sec­
ond and third ribs to the breastbone -
either on one or on hoth !>ide~ ol' the 
chest Ribs move with rc~prrallon, par­
ticularly with the deep breathing or 
exercise. and arc also attached to some 
of the muscles that move the neck and 
shoulder. As you might assume from 
this arrangement. costm:homhit:is can 
tum simple acllvtliei> like taking a 
deep bre<~th or rea~.:hing to retrieve a 
can rrom the pantry shell' into diflicult 
and painful cxpencnces. 

The symptoms of costochondritis 
usually clear up without treatment in a 
few month ·• but that probably seems 
like a long time to wair for the pain to 
go away. There is no specific medica­
lion or treatment that works best lor 
tlus problem, and we have found no 

treatment that shortens the length or 
rhe illness. Pain medication, anti­
inflammatory drugs including aspirin. 
and heat can ca~c the discomfort and 
make it more bearable while you wail 
llntil your body and lime can do lhe 
healing. That's why I recommend that 
you talk to your doctor abuuL an anti­
inflammatory medication that Ls less 
irritating to your stomach than aspirin.
