Board member Carol Stumbo asked 
the board to pull out the review of the 
tobacco policy from the list of action 
by consent items so it could be dis­
cus ed.

that uses speakers to alert the smoker 
that they are being watched.

·U.S. health 
system fails 
chr~nically ill 

Americans who have such chronic illnesse a heart disea ·e, 
diabete and depre sian are le s likely to get the care and treat­
ment they need than people in even other advanced countrie . 
And when American do get medical care, they pay ubstantially 
more for it. 

A new urvey from the nonparti. an Commonwealth Fund pro­
vide the latest evidence of the dy functionality of the United 
States health care system. It was published this month in the 
journal Health Affairs. High cost , wa teful treatment and lack of 
access are signs of a sy tern in utgent need of reform. 

Tht;t tudy urveyed people with chronic illne se including 
heart di ease, high blood pres ure, depres ion, diabetes and can­
cer. It compared the health care experiences of American patients 
to tho e of residents of Australia. Canada. France, Germany. the 
Netherland , New Zealand and the United Kingdom. 

The mo t glaring difference, of course, i the percentage of 
unin ured people. Other developed countrie cover all of their 
citizens and pend considerably les doing it. In contra t. about 
30 percent of the Americans surveyed were unin ured for at least 
part of the prior year. That's about double the rate for all 
Americans. But it make ense. Many people with seriou chron­
ic illnes es can't afford to buy health in urance that covers their 
condition. In many c es, their health conditions prevent them 
from working full time. which means they probably don't qualify 
tor health in ·urance through their job. 

Bu even Americans who are insureo skipped recommenae 
e t or treatments because of costs. the study found. One likely 

rea on is that Americans with in urance still pay higher out-of­
pocket fees for health care than resident of the other countries. 

Germany, which has the highest deductibles and co-payments, 
limits patient co ts to 1 percent of income for omeone with a 
chronic illnes and 2 percent for everyone else. 

Compare that to the United State . in which the average per­
person deductible is $1 ,001 , according to a . rudy released this 
week by Mercer, a New York-ba ed benefit consulting firm. 
And that's just the point at which coverage tart . Total out-of­
pocket spending tends to be much higher, often many thousand 
of dollar for someone with a erious illne . 

None of the health system examined in the Commonwealth 
Fund study was perfect. The authors found what they called 
"opportunities for improvements" everywhere. Nor did the 
U rtited States perform poorly by every mea ure. 

For example, American reported shorter waits to ee a spe­
ciali l than re ident of other co.untrie . American also were less 
likely to be discharged from a ho pital without getting clear 
instructions on what ymptoms to watch for and when to seek 
additional treatment. 

But given how much we pend a a nation for health care and 
how often Americans struggle to receive even the basic recom­
mended te ts and treatments, the overall picture is that of a sys­
tem that desperately needs to change. 

Politicians may say that we have the world' s best health sys­
tem. The mountain of accumulating evidence uggests a very d if­
ferent reality.

House week 
in review

The cience of clean coal technolo­
gy ha added a few new buzz words to 
America' vocabulary in recent years. 
Who in our rep.ion e. pecjally hasn't 
heard ol ~:oat-to- liquid fuel or carbon 
eque tration on the local new or tn 

area newspapers in the last year or o'? 
More of us than you'd think. 

This is coal country. and finding 
more uses for coal means more jobs 
and a better life for all of us. But we 
know that coal face a lot of chal­
lenges today, hke the cappmg of car­
bon emi ions nov. being considered 
in Washington that would require 
bu i ne es to buy and sell "carbon 
credit '' in order to meet propo ed 
environmental guideline . While mo t 
of us care about the environment. we 
do not yet know the full extent of how 
the propo ed credits would hurt a 
mining industry that provides over 
54,000 mine-related job. , good wage 
and cheap power 5.43 cent per 
kilowatt - to our state. 

Another challenge facing mining i 
a drop in production in Kentucky over 
the past 13 year~. In 1997. our state 
produced around 155,000 short ton 
of coal, the most produced in the 
Commonwealth in the decade 
between 1995 and 2005. By 2003, that 
amount had dropped to approximately 
115.000 ton while production in the 
Wyoming-then producing around 
375,000 tons a year-continued to rise. 
We have increased production at 
about the same rate as West Virginia 
since Lhen, but there is no doubt that 
the Ea tern U.S. is lo ing the produc­
tion battle to Wyoming's low sulfur 
Powder River Ba in. 

The reasons that Kentucky has 
truggled With production in recent 

year are many: in Ea t Kentucky. 
smaller mine and thinner seams are 
problems, while both East and West 
Kentucky suffer not just from compe­
tition but an increasingly difficult 
mining permit proce s. Budget cuts, 
increasing regulation and fee and the 
snail's pace at which some permit are 
approved are huning our mines. min-

- ing- advocates tell us, and we k;10w it. 
orne thing we hope we can remedy. 

but others are out of our hand . The 
fact that it takes clo e to a year to get 
a fill pem1it from the Army Corp of 
Engineers. for instance, is something 
that Kentucky lawmaker are hard 
pres cd to change. 

That does not mean that we believe 
the current ystem should be left 
untouched, and neither should the fed­
eral gO\cmment. After alL why would 
the tate want to hamper growth of an 
industry that has poured $36 million 
into state coffers so far thi year 
through severance tax receipts? Thi. 
.is one area that is ure to get a full 
heanng in our legislative discussions 
on energy and may even be addre ed 
in some fom1 of legislation during the 
upcoming legislative ses ion. 

o, yes, our mining industry is hav­
ing some hard time . But if there's one 
thing that Kentuckians kno\\ how to 
do, tt's mine coal. We were the coun­
try's number one coal producer from 
1972 until Wyoming took the honors 
in 1988, and we are determined to stay 
near the top in term of production as 
long a there i coal to mine and a 
market for our product. 

Lucki ly, th re i , and it's the 
demand for power in Kentucky and 
acros~ the nation. Coal burning power 
plants provide an incredible 49 per­
cent of the electricity used m the 
United States and 92 percent of 
Kenrucky's electrical power. Given 

those percentag s, it is hard to ee the 
market for coal di appearing anytime 
oon in thi country. ~ 

The only real problem with coal\ 
(and economic one, a power compa­
nies are di covering) is environmen­
tal. Coal unfortunately create~ more 
carbon dioxide than cleaner-burning 
fuel like natural ga . even though it 
much less expensive to produce ener­
gy with coal than natural ga . We mu. t 
tind out ho\.\ to burn coal · ner and 
that 1s where clean coal hno ogy 
supported by the General A sembly 
that is at work here in Kentucky and , 
acros the globe come in. 

Carbon sequestration, one of the 
buzz words I talked about, and other 
method can help power companies 
burn coal cleaner while technology 
like turning coal into liquid trans­
portation fuel (a we are preparing to 
do here in Muhlenberg County) will 
expand the market. II we as 
Kentuckian ha\.e to do is share in the 
creation of the e technologic ·, as 
recent tate law are helping us to do, 
and keep producing coal just l1ke we. 1 

have for over 180 year~. 
The production challenges our 

state faces remain, but we are soldier­
ing on. making marked improvement 
in ju r the pa r year. After a pretty 
rough 2007 in which coal production 
dropped by 8.1 percent in Ea t 
Kentucky. our number are up.

Speakers call upon educators to embrace 
technology to combat budgetary constraints

In the face of mounting tate 
budget cub, Eastern Kentucky 
Univcrsiry President Dr. Doug 
Whitlock challenged nearly 
300 attendees at a tatewide 
educallon technology confer­
ence 10 Somerset last week to 
utilize innovative technology in 
order to improve the uccess 
rate of underprepared student 
in the state's colleges and uni-

ersities. 
"The key is interaction at the 

elementary, middle chool, and 
high school levels," Whitlock 
told educat9rs. librarians, and 

. technology support specialists 
during the opening sess1on of 
the Kentucky Convergence · 
2008 conference, held Nov. 13 
and 14 at The Center for Rural 

•velopment in Somerset. 
'That task," he continued, 

"Is impossible without infor­
mation technology as a way to 
increase our links with school 
systems throughout the state." 

Whitlock challenged educa­
tors to focus on increasing stu-

en! enrollment through online 
courses and other technology­
driven learning programs. He 
al o encouraged educators to 
be better prepared to identify 
and assist student who come 
to college underprepared for 
college work. 

In an effort to tackle that 
i sue and more, Whitlock 
explained that EKU is partner­
ing with several leading 
Kentucky colleges and univer­
sitie and private in titutions to 
meet the region' teward hip 

' ccds a~ outlined public higher 
education policies. EKU, based 
in Richmond, serves 22 coun­
ties in Central, South Central, 
and Southea tern Kentucky. 

"Serving the regional stew­
ardship needs of those counties 
is bigger than any one in titu­
tion," Whitlock said. 

After hi keynote addre ·s. 
Whitlock . aid introductory 
meetings have been held with 
col laborative partners in the 
different area of the state to 
begin finding ways "to do a 

berter job of erving school sys­
tems. meeting economic devel­
opment needs. encouraging 
healthy lifestyles, and collabo­
rating on community leader­
ship building." 

Whitlock - an EKU alum­
nus, former teacher, and admin­
i tralor - was named the un;­
ver ity 's ll th pre ident in 
August. 

The Center, a leading up­
porter of youth leadership pro­
gram , will be involved in the 
collaborative efforts to addre s 
regional stewardship needs, 
Whitlock added. 

During the two-day confer­
ence, educators attended a 
serie of breakout essions on 
innovative uses of technology 
in the clas room. Conference 
theme included E-learning, 
library infonnation services, 
faculty development, and sev-
eral "cross-track.. es ion 
involving more than one 
theme. 

Rimas P. Buineviciu , chair­
man and chief executive officer 
of Sonic Foundry, delivered the 
keynote luncheon address on 
Thursday and discussed current 
trends of technology and the 
u. e of media product to 
improve student outcomes. 

In the area of online learn­
ing, Buinevicius aid a recent 
study by the Tennessee Board 
of Regents showed summer 
enrollment for online cour e 
in 2008 wa up 29 percent from 
the previous reporting period in 
2007. 

"As gas prices climbed to 
nearly $4 a gallon, summer 
enrollment climbed as well for 
distance learning programs," he 
said. 

Buinevicius noted national 
trend indicate many students 
will continue their education or 
return to college in an attempt 
to ride out a lackluster econo­
my and boo L their career 
potential when the job market 
improves. Distance learning, he 
said, is one of the most viable 
means for students to accom­
pli h those goals. 

Buineviciu i a recognized 
figure in the media industry 
focused on the convergence of 
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technology, digital media, and 
entertainment He joined Sonic 
Foundry in 1994 as general 
manager and director of mar­
keting. He was named chrur­
man of the board and chief 
executive officer three years 
later. 

"This year' program wa a 
great ucces thanks to the par­
ticipation of Kentucky' col­
lege. and universitie and our 
corporate partners," Larry 
Comb , Convergence confer­
ence director and director of 
business services for The 
Center, said. "In addition to our 
many pre entations, we were 
fortunate to have Doug 
Whitlock and Rima 
Buinevicius at our conference .

THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF WAYLAND, FLOYD COUNTY,

The franchise, privilege, right and authority shall be in full force and effect for a peri­

of twenty {20) years from the date of the passage of the ordinance granting it. 

SECTION 4 
The grantee of this franchise shall save the City harmless from any and all liability 

arising, in any way, from negligence of the grantee in the erection, maintenance or 
operation of said lines and appurtenances. 

SECTION 5 
The grantee of this franchise shall have the right and privilege to take up such por­

tion or part of any pavement and make such excavation in the streets, thoroughfares, 
alleys, sidwalks, bndges, public ways and other public places of the City of Wayland, 
as may be deemed necessary for the construction and maintenance of its lines, wires, 
or cables, but whenever the grantee of the franchise shall begin the erection Of any

This fteld trip wa to the historical 
Middle Creek Battlefield of Eastern 
Kentucky. ln the time of January 10, 
1862 Middle Creek was the largest 
and most significant civil wat battle 
of Eastern Kentucky. 

On this ite 1,100 union troops 
under James Garfield defeated the 
2,000 Confederate Troops under 
Humphrey Mar hall. The Union lo s­
es were three killed and 18 wounded, 
but the Confederate losse were 12 
killed and 15 wounded. 

We were taught a lot about the his­
tory of the banle ticld while we were 
there, like the reason for the battle. 
Kentucky remained neutral for a time 
in the civil war but then, new legisla­
ture voted to suppres. the rebellion 
while federal marshals began arrest­
ing men on charges of treason. [n the

month of September 1862, Floyd 
County became a sanctuary for tlce­
ing Confederates. 

Not only did we learn about the 
hi~tory of the bottle field but aL o of 
the land Hsclt·.

<mmes. While on these trails we plot­
ted pomt on a GP (Global 
Positioning ystcm ). The reason for 
our trip was to mark the trails, plot 
points. learn ht~torical data. auJ gath -

er more infornmt10n about the layout 
of the land. so that our info could be 
ta~en and u. ed to make better map 
of the area in order to plan future 
usage of the site. such as the museum 
they were thinking of making there.

I.!. that will make life better here on

That last question seems to 
catch most people off guard.

This IS the 
less visible side of the space 
program, the part that affect~ us

ASA, the technology u ed in 
the development of cordless 
drills, screwdrivers, saw·, and 
other tools we now use at work 
and around our homes started 
with NASA. When the Apollo 
astronauts went to the moon in 
the late 1960s. Lhey needed a 
batlcry~powered drill to extract 
core sample · from the lunar sur­
face . The Black & Decker 
Company met the challenge to 
provide the drill . and used the 
experience and knowledge they 
gained to develop and market a 
line of con umcr and commer­
cia l cordless tools including 
their famous "Dustbu. ter" vacu­
um.

Not only do we 
get the pleasure of eating the 
cereal, but is saves us money 
also. By removing the water 
from the fruit, the product shelf 
life is not only extended, but the 
package is just a little bit lighter 
to ship. This means that the 
price you pay does not include 
the cost for shipping the water 
that would have been in the 
fruit. 

The medical field has also 
benefited ~eatly from NASA 
research. The monitoring sys­
tems used in hospital inten ive 
care units can be traced directly 
to the systems u ed to monitor 
the vital sign of the astronaut 
during pace flight . NASA 
technology and re earch is 
embedded in in ulin pumps and 
dialysis equipment used by dia­
betics. It is present in the 
Debakey Ventricular Assi ' t 
device u ed by those awaiting 
heart transplant<;. If you have 
ever had you temperature taken 
in your ear, that too is thanks to 
NASA research and technology 
transferred to the private ector. 

The . pin-offs from NASA's 
research and technological inno­
vations are too numerous to list 
individually. but they do touch 
almost every aspect of our live 
everyday. But there is still one 
more way the space program 
affect us, and it is simply 
"Inspiration". The call to 
"explore what is out there'' and 
surmounting the challenge that 

·it will bring is in piring. 
President Kennedy' call to go 
to the Moon inspired our nation 
to accomplish a great feat. The 
current goal in front of NASA 
and our nation is to return to the 
moon by 2020 and stay th re 
thi time. ln complicated times 
like these I believe that i what 
we need. a goal to reach for. and 
why not the Moon? We were 
able to grab it once before.
