five days a week. Stewart 
acted as th ir boss and there 
were hard and fast rule .. such 
as a limit on unexcused 
absence .. 

Chri Abshire, 28. said 
Work Certtfied sounded like a 
deal that "as "too good to pass 
up" when he and his wtfe 
heard radio advertisements 
that explained how program 
participants 'could gci free 
CDL training. 

Abshire . aid he had worked 
in a steady, skilled job for sev­
eral years at a United Parcel 
Service (UPS) facility in 
Loui. ville.

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Schools celebrate progress in 
education and cancer research 

LOUISVILLE 
Representatives from Floyd 
County Schools participated 
with other educator from 
across the state in the third 
annual Dataseam Technical 
Institute last week in 
Louisville. Three days of 
workshops and training classes 
were highlighted at 
Wednesday' lunch attended 
by over 100 uperintendents, 
technicians and univer ity 
leaders including University of 
Louisville President, Dr. 
James Ramsey. 

Dr. John 0. Trent. Director 
of Molecular Modeling at the 
University of Louisville's 
James Graham Brown Cancer 
Center thrilled the crowd as he 
described the results of 
research completed by using 
computers located in schools 
across the state. According to 
Dr. Trent 14 potential drug 
compounds were discovered 

and the computers were sup­
porting the work of 12 
research teams at the Brown 
Cancer Center. 

While Dr. Trent cautioned 
that the drug development 
process is a long and uncenain 
proce ·s, he pointed out that 
this program was pO£entially 
trimming years off the discov­
ery phase of the process. The 
Brown Cancer Center at the 
Univer ity of Loui ville now 
boasts one of the largest 
pipelines of potential new 
drugs of any cancer center. 

The University of 
Louisville has been u iog the 
Dataseam Grid, which con­
nects computers in 52 
Kentucky school districts to 
help researchers accelerate 
important discoveries. Floyd 
County Schools participate in 
the program locally. 

In addition to the re earch, 
Dataseam Executive Director, 

Brian Gupton, outlined the 
education and technical pro­
grams supported by the nearly 
I 0,000 school computers. 
"New computers and associat­
ed programs help teacher pre­
pare students for careers in 
Kentucky's 21st century econ­
omy," according to Gupton. "It 
is vital that we home-grow our 
next generation of scientists 
here in the state." 

School Superintendents 
who attended the lunch earned 
their school district five new 
computers to support research 
and local education efforts in 
the classroom. They also 
learned about hundreds of 
additional computers now 
being distributed to schools 
along with information on a 
cholarship program specifl­

. cally for schools participating 
in the Kentucky Dataseam 
Initiative.

Kentuckians participating in a 
telephone survey. 

In short, the goal of the 
research was to determine the 
impact of the current economy 
on hou eholds in Kentucky. 
The urvey began after 
Election Day and concluded 
the week prior to the 
Christma. holiday, recogniz­
ing that this is a period when 
many family rituals and expec­
tations might place further 
strain on already strapped indi­
viduals. 

Some of the study's find­
ing are detmled below: 

• The current economic 
situation L taking tts toll on 
families. When a ked how 
they were feeling about the 
effect of the economy on 
them elves and their family, 
35 percent reported feeling 
"okay for now, but do not like 
it." Yet. 22 percent reported 
"feeling sad, blue, or worried" 
and 26 percent reported being 
"unhappy or concerned." 
Only 17 percent responded an 
optimi. tic "think about it, but 
know thing· arc fine." 

• A large majority of 
Kentuckians arc personally 
feeling the effects of tlle econ­
omy. nearly 60 percent report­
ed their financial well-being as 
okay for now, but concerned, 
while 22 percent are either at­
risk of big financial problems 
or desperate and not sure what 
to do. Twenty percent 
de cribed their tinancial well­
being as fine and they believe 
the economy will work out 
okay. Furthermore, 48 percent 
of the ample reported their 
family as worse-off financially 
than one-year ago, while 38 
percent are in the arne finan­
cial condition and 14 percent 
betlcr-off. 

• Nearly 70 percent of 
tho e responding reported a 
change in lifestyle due to the

economy. Many familie arc 
cutting back, only purchasing 
nece sities instead of luxury 
item . The most commonly 
reported cutbacks include 
reducing the amount spent on 
clothing, entertainment. travel, 
hobbies and recreation. 
Furthermore, many people 
have reported eating out less 
often, with 54 percent eating 
less fast-food and almost 60 
percent eating out le s at a 
res taurant compared to this 
time last year. 

• fifty-three percent of 
Kentucky households with 
children reported having trou­
ble buying things they want 
for themselves or their chil­
dren. With the holiday eason 
approaching. about I 0 percent 
indicated havmg trouble buy­
mg holiday gifts. However, 
item. such as groceries, insur­
ance, clothes. and a college 
education were cited frequent­
ly also. 

• National attention has 
focu ed on four primary fac-

tors affecting the economy, 
including high gasoline and 
die. el fuel prices, declining 
stock values. limited credit 
availability. and a failing mort­
gage loan market. To mea ure 
the extent to which these prob­
lems are being felt in 
Kentuc~. respondents were 
asked if their families had per­
sonally experienced problems 
as a result of each of these 
is ucs. Over 70 percent 
responded they had experi­
enced problems from high 

gasoline or diesel fuel prices, 
followed by 48 percenr experi­
enced problems as a result of 
declining stock prices. 
However, mortgage loan and 
credit availability have had the 
least impact, where 11 percent 
and 14 percent experienced 
problems. respectively.

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THROUGH THE LENS 

Keeping 
the roads 
clear 

by ERIC THOMAS 

Salt, or sodium chloride, is a versa­
tile mineral. It is an essential in our 
diets, used in the manufacturing 
process of countless products, and it 
tastes good on my french fries. But 
have you ever thought about how it is 
used in clearing our roads and walk­
ways of snow and ice? 

Last year, according to the 
Kentucky Transportation Cabinet 

website, road 
crews used 
more than 
250,000 tons 
of salt to keep 
the state's 
roadways 
clear. This 
year the cabi­
net has over 
320,000 tons 
of salt and 2 
million gal-

Eric Thomas Ions of liquid 
chloride 
stockpiled for 

use should winter weather conditions 
require it. The KYTC uses three types 
of salts to keep Kentucky's roads 
clear; Sodium Chloride, Calcium 
Chloride, and Brine. 

Water freezes at 32 degree 
Fahrenheit. Salt, or odium chloride, 
works to melt ice by lowering the 
freezing point of water. As the salt dis­
solves in water it breaks into individ­
ual atoms of sodium and chlorine. The 
sodium atom is positively charged and 
the chlorine atom is negatively 
charged. When atoms have an electri­
cal charge they are call ions. These 
ions moving in and around the water 
molecules make it harder for them to 
combine to form ice crystals. 

When salt is applied 10 ice, a brine 
solution forms and the freezing point 
of the melt water is lowered. A solu­
tion of 10 percent salt and 90 percent 
water lowers the freezing point of 
water to 20 degrees. Add enough salt 
to make a solution that is 20 percent 
salt and 80 percent water and the 
freezing point drops to 2 degrees. The 
freezing point of water c~ be lowered 
as far as -6 degrees with the addition 
of salt until the olution reaches 25 
percent salt and 75 percent water. At 
this point though, the addition of any 
more alt will not lower the freezing 
point any further. 

While sodium chloride salt is 
effective in melting now and ice, in 
practical applications, the rate of melt­
ing slows con iderably as the road 
temperature reache around 15 
degrees. Below this temperature a cal­
cium chloride solution is used. As it 
absorbs moisture, calcium chloride 
releases heat which speed up the 
melting process. Calcium chloride 
also dissolves into three ion , one of 
calcium and two of chloride. Becau e 
there are three ions, the melting rate is 
not only faster, but calcium chloride is 
able to lower the freezing point of 
water more than sddium chloride, 
melling ice and snow at colder tem­
peratures down to - 15 degrees. 

The third salt product the KYTC 
uses is brine. Brine is odium salt dis-
olved in water and is used to pre-treat 

the roadway when a winter torm is 
expected. lf the roadways are dry, thi 
salt water solution is applied prior to 
the arrival of a winter storm and 
appears as the light colored parallel 
lines you sometimes see on lhe roads_ 
By pre-treating the roadway, now 
and ice arc kept from forming a bond 
with the pavement making removal 
ea ier. 

The trucks used to apply these salts 
to the roads have" also gone high tech. 
ln talking with Sara George at the 
KYTC District 12 office in Pikeville, 
she informed me that the tmcks now 
use on-board computers to control the 
rate that the salt are applied to the

W 
hen most people think of 
"the hungry," they tend 
to think of those in poor, 
third-world countries. 
Or the homelc s. Or poor 

people that live "somewhere else." 
In reality, millions of Americans are going 

hungry in every community in the count1y. 
Families are living one catastrophe- such 
as the loss of a job, a car repair or a family 
illness - away from hunger. 

Marci is a single mom living in Iowa \' ilh 
a nine-year-old daughter. Marci had been a 
manager at McDonalds for 13 years before 
switching jobs to be a caterer at five John 
Deere cafeterias.
