PRESTONSBURG - Roger Nelson has 
held the position of coroner in Floyd County for 
27 years. and on Tuesday, Dec. 30. his long 
legacy of dealing with death as a county official 
came to an end with hi resignation. submitted 
to Judge-Executive R.D. "Doc" Marshall. 

Nelson said that the major factor in his deci­
sion to re ign is a reduction in his retirement 
benefit 1f he waited two more year before 
leaving the po ition. 

"I've tried my be t since day one;· Nelson 
. aid. "I worked till the last da). I was out last 
night. Above all , 1 value the fact that I a,lways 
offered my honest opinions on cause of death. I 
valued honesty above everything." 

NeLon said. "The winter is always a busy time 
for coroners. also. with a lot of elderly people 
dying because they tend to try and do too much 
during this time period." 

Nelson went on to talk about the training 
program for coroners in Kentucky. crediting the 
training as one of the main reason · that he feels 
like he was succe. sful at his job. 

"The training program for coroner in 
Kentucky is one of the top program in the 
nation," Nelson said. "That's why we were 
a ked to go to Louisiana after Hurricane 
Katrina for ass1stance ...

l new approaches 
to retirement 

FedEx, Motorola, General Motors. 
Tho e are some of the large American companie that have 

recently announced they are uspending contribution to employ­
ees' 40l(k) plans. Their announcement , and others, have come 
since September as the global financial crisis worsened and, in 
particular, credit market seized up. 

A companie trugg1e to find ca h for operation . capital pro­
jects and debt service, it i under tandable that they consider 
trimming or eliminating the matching payments they make to 
worker ' self-directed retirement accounts - mo t typically 50 
cents on the dollar up to a maximum of 3 percent of pay. 

Such cuts, of course, are a blow to many worker. ' retirement 
plans, already walloped by the tock market' precipitou decline 
over the last 14 months. 

Traditional pension plans - in which an employer promises a 
defined benefit paid over time or in a lump urn - have been on 
a path to extinction for orne time. They have been replaced by 
401(k)s, named for the ection of the tax code that authorized 
them, which allow worker to inve t pretax income. usually 
accompanied by a company match, into a basket of tock, bond 
and money-market funds. Workers Lhen bear the burden of man­
aging those investments, something that probably eemed 
unthreatening to many until the arrival of the punishing bear 
market. 

In any case, with the disappearance of traditional pen ions, the 
government' paralysis on refonning Social Security and 
Medicare and now the nascent trend toward reduced 40l(k) con­
tributions, wqrkers are facing radical changes to the way they 

t plan for re · ement. 
Our pre erence is that one reward of every long working 

career be a secure retirement, through some combination of 
employer contributions, Social Security and individual savings. 
But market forces are at work here. If private employer judge 
that 401(k) cut are necessary to urvive and thrive, so be it. In 
fact, if such cuts allow them to avoid layoff , that is to be wel­
comed in these difficult time . When the economy eventua1ly 
improves, we trust that many of the e companie will be com­
pelled to reinstate 401(k) matche and other retirement benefits 
or risk losing quality employees to those that do so. 

In the meantime, worker looking toward their golden year 
really have only one choice: self-reliance. As difficult as it may 
be just now, they must save, and ave aggre ively.

If. on the other band, I rae! i bei 
honest about wanting peace. then 
urge you to persuade its leaders to 
cease with this continued, counterpro­
ductive policy of oppression and inhu­
mane treatment of Palestinian and 
the u urpation of their land by illegal 
·ettlements and government land 
grabs. 

If we don't take action. our country 
i sure to go down in hi tory as 
Israel' biggest partner in extinguish­
ing an entire indigenous population. Is 
that what we want? 

This is not a legllcy that I a an 
American citizen wi h to hare. 

Please do something to top these 
air strike on Gaza. These people ha " 
already suffered beyond our compre­
hension.

House week 

in review

The 2009 Regular Se~sion starting 
in less than a week will gjve tate law­
maker the chance to address new 
issue like rap1dly dwindlmg re erves 
in the tate unemployment trust fund, 
but "old" i sues that we were unable 
to address in session this year or in 
past year will also likely crop up. 

Some of the e old i ues are tied to 
legi lative successe this year, partic­
ularly Ia t summer's reform of the 
state pen. ion y tern. You will 
remember that last June we pa ed 
major pen ion reform that extends the 
year. of service new state employees 
are required to work, increa es the 
amount that employe pay into the 
overburdened tate health insurance 
y tern and makes other change that 

we expect will eventually 'ave the 
tate retirement sy tern nearly $500 

milhon. Matter relating to tate 
retirement that were not able to be 
addressed in the June pecial se ion 

including improving system 
investments and the pos ibility of 
offering employees a defined contri­
bution plan for retirement rather than 
a traditional benefit plan only- have 
either been under study by a state 
working group thi ummer or are 
found in leftover bttl · from 2008. 

Beside considering any recom­
mendations from the working group 
that are drafted into legi lation. law­
makers will likely rcvi it the idea of 
extending what is called a "retirement 
window·· - or a timeframe that 
aJlow. employees to receive enhanced 
benefit if they retire by a certain date 
-for many tate and county employ­
ees. Hundreds of employees have 
taken advantage of the current retire­
ment window. which expire on Jan. I, 
2009. leading some lawmaker and 

tate agencie affected b~ the retire­
ment to eek an exten ion of the Jan. 
I deadline to keep experienced 

'employees. 
The issue was Ia t addressed in the 

2008 Regular Ses ion through Hou e 
Bill 53 but never got out of commit­
tee. There could be a few reasons for 
that. One reason could be concern 
among some lawmakers and other, 
that extending the window would not 
save the ailing retirement system any 
money and only temporarily delay the 
lo ' of experienced employee . 
Another issue is whether the bill i 
really necessary: Based on recent data 
from the retirement sy terns, fewer 
and fewer employees are eligible for 
the retirement window since o many 
have already retired. As of late June, 
only 3,800 total tate employees were 
eligible for the window. along with 
1,196 county employee . 

Still, I believe we will at least 
receive an introduced bill similar to 
HB 53 to consider in the upcoming 
e ion, whether or not it goes any­

Health issues like increasing phy -
ical activity in school and including 
vaccinations again 't the human papil­
lomavirus among school immunjza­
tions for young girl which have not 
been re olved in past se ions are ure 
to come before u again in January. 
But they are not the only issues we 
face in the health arena. Another i ue 
we may consider that i particularly 
noteworthy i how involved the tate 
hould be in expanding health insur-

His deci­
sion to retir~ 1s a personal one.

ment with Bristol-Myers 
Squibb (BMS) resolving con­
tentions that BMS violated 
court orders in two earlier law­
suits blocking the company 
from entering into collusive 
agreement · with generic drug 
competitors. 

In settling, BMS acknowl­
edged its responsibility, agreed 
to pay $1 . I million, including

Jackson of Cia} County hold:-. 
Kentucky's new state rec:.ord 
for a non typical bull elk. 
Jackson's 8x8 bull, shot Oct. 
4 in Harlan County. officially 
scored 367 7/8 in the Boone 
& Crockett Club's :;coring 
system. The bull beat the pre­
vious non-typical record of 
349 3/8 held by Andy Ktdd of 
McCreary ounty. 

"When I got drawn for a 
bull permit, you can ask my 
wife, I was like a kid," 
Jackson said. "That's the first 
ltme I· e fell that way ~incc l 
was seven years old." 

J acJ...son decided not to 
hunt in tits home count}', opt­
ing in:.tcad to try a county 
with a larger population of 
elk. He began scouting Harlan 
County 111 July. 

''I wa n' t after a state 
record or anything," said 
Jackson, who had previously 
hunted elk in Colorado. 'Tm 
kind of a meat hunter every­
thing 1 harvest. I enjoy it." 

Local residents helped 
Jackson locate elk, and he 
received permission to scout 
and hunt on private land 

"I well! to people m a little 
place they call Grca. y;' 
remembered Jack on. ''They 
told me where they've been 
seeing elk. When I found the 
herd. there were 22 cows and 
seven bulls. I stayed behinJ a 

big mound of dirt to watch 
them. up into August, I'd go 
there once a week to watch 
them " 

Jackson's work paid off. 
As he . tudied the herd's 
behavior. he prepared to take 
a long-range ·hot. 

"They were m a field. and 
if you approached them, they 
would leave," Jack. on said. "I 
practiced shooting long-range 
because I figured I' d have to 
do that." 

Jackson took the bull at 
465 yard with one shot from 
h1s 300 Remington Ultra 
Magnum. The bull' antlers 
had to dry for 60 days before 
official scoring could take 
place. 

Jackson's elk is the largest 
non typical bull officially 
scored and reported to the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Re ources for 
the 2008 season. 

"Thi. bull i an outstand­
ing example of what conser­
vation can accomplish," said 
Tina Brunjes. big game pro­
gram coordinator for 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife. 
"A little more than a decade 
ago, Kentucky had no wild 
elk. Today. we have a large, 
healthy herd that consistently 
produces quality animal that 
any hunter would be proud to 
take home." 

Kentucky Fi h and 
Wildlife intends to 1 ·sue 
1,000 quota elk hunting per-

mit. for the 2009-10 season. 
The state· herd is now esti­
mated at 9.000 animal. 

"Our restoration program 
has reached a management 
stage," Brunjes said. "It will 
take the help of hunters. along 
with ound, science-ba ed 
managemem decisions, to 
maintain the kind of elk herd 
that produce· such an excep­
tional bull." 

So far thi sea on. no 
hunter has reported a typical 
bull larger than the 371 0/8 
elk taken last year by Greg 
Neff of Kenton County. 
Archery season for elk, how­
ever, continues through Jan. 
19. 2009. 

Elk lottery applications for 
the 2009-10 hunting season 
are on ale now through April 
30 for $10 online at 
fw.ky.gov. Kentucky Fi h and 
Wildlife will conduct a ran­
dom drawing in May to award 
the quota hunt permit . The 
department plans to i ue 250 
bull and 750 cow elk hunting 
permits.

of vcni. on. I pack the cooled 
jerky into plastic bags with 
various marinade labels. and 
can't wait to give them to 
friend , family and co-work­
ers. 

Jf I eem over-enthusiastic 
about making jerky. it's prob­
ably because I can't cook. My 
attempts have led to mall 
kitchen fires, burnt breakfast 
pastries and even my Mom' 
cia. ic dtnner-table comment, 
''Well. at least we have a good 
des ·ert." 

My point i , if I can make 
jerky. anyone can. 

Entire books rue written on 
this ubject, and there are 
many ways to do it well. But 
there are a few things I wish 
I'd known when I started. 
Through trial and error I've 
learned to use a lot of meat, 
clean it well, cut it consistent­
ly. marinade it for just a few 
hours. and dry it longer than it 
eem to need. 

It takes a lot of deer meat 
to make a small amount of 
jerky. Ever heard the saying 
that our bodies are mostly 
water? The same i true of 
deer. Ten pound of venison 
becomes about two pounds of 
jerky after drying. So set 
aside plenty of meat if you 
plan to share. It's amaLing 
how quicJcJy your jerky will 
disappear. People Jove this 
stuff. 

The cleaner your meat, the 
better your jerky will taste. 

Remove the whiti h mem­
brane. or • il ver earn', from 
the outside of the meat, as 
well a all the gristle and 
sinew that you can cut off. If 
you don't plan to make jerky 
right away, wrap the meat 
tightly tn butcher paper and 
freeze it, then move it to the 
refrigerator a couple of day 
before you're ready to begin. 
Meat that is still partially 
frozen i far ea ier to cut than 
completely thawed meat. 

I use only the large muscle 
groups like hams and shoul­
der for jerky. Large sections 
of meat are ea ier to cut and 
dry more consi tently than 
smaller, more irregularly 
shaped pieces. Save the small 
cuts for stew or hamburger 
meat, and the tenderloins for 
steaks. 

Be consistent in your cut­
ting, making all strips the 
same thickness. lt's a pain to 
remove jerky from the oven 
or dehydrator in shifts, but 
that's exactly what you'll be 
doing if your meat i n't a uni­
form thickness. 

[f you like' brittle jerky, cut 
acros the grain. If you want 
chewier jerky, cut with the 
grain. Some people prefer to 
turn their veni on into bam­
burger first. then use a jerky 
gun to make uniform strip . I 
prefer the texture of cut jerky, 
but either method can yield 
good result . 

Soak the cut strips of meat 

in marinade for a few hours to 
overnight. depending on how 
strong you want the marinade 
tlavor. Turn the meat several 
times while it soaks. 
Marinating too long can over­
whelm the ta te or lead to 
mushy, stringy meat. 

An oven works just fine for 
jerky making. and many peo­
ple prefer this method. I pre­
fer a dehydrator. It takes a lot 
of the guess-work out of the 
process. I know exactly how 
long it will take to dry a quar­
ter-inch thick piece of veni­
son, and I know that every 
piece is drying at the same 
temperature. Besides, making 
jerky is me y, and I can 
throw my dehydrator racks in 
the di ·hwasher. I'd rather 
dress a deer than chisel dried, 
caked-on marinade out of my 
oven. 

Dry the jerky a bit longer 
than it eems to need. The 
jerky's surface should crack 
when you bend it, but the 
piece should not break apart. 
Moisture will build up during 
torage, and pulling it too 

soon will result in stickyjerky 
within a day. 

For marinade recipes, stor­
age tips and more, buy a good 
jerky-making book or search 
online. There's plenty of 
information out there to cre­
ate this convenient, high-pro­
tein snack. Best of all, even 
the wor t cook can make great 
deer jerky.

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THROUGH THE LENS 

The science 
* of potholes 

by ERIC THOMAS 

What do potholes and rock fall 
along our roadways have in common? 
Ice. The solid form of water, ice has 
orne very unique properties. First and 

Eric Thomas 

foremost is 
that as water 
freezes to 
become ice it 
expands. It is 
the only 
known non­
metallic sub­
stance that 
doe this. 

As ice 
expands it 
exerts an 
incredible 
amount of 
force. Have 

you ever put a glass bottle of soda pop 
in the freezer to chill it quickly and 
accidentally forgot about it? I'll haz­
ard a guess that when you came back 
to the freezer you found a shanered 
bottle and a little bit of a mess to clean 
up. 

This same force can bur t an un­
insulated water line, a I, like many 
others can attest to. This is why on 
really cold night some people will 
leave a faucet open to allow a little 
ttickle of water to escape. This can 
prevent a waterline from bursting by 
not allowing the water to freeze. 

As water freezes, the water mole­
cules go from being able to move 
about freely into being locked rigidly 
in place. When in a liquid state these 
molecules are actually a little closer 
together than when locked into ice. 
When frozen, the water molecule line 

IJ up in a rigid pattern that scientists 
refer to as a "cry tal lattice ... When the 
ice melts, this lattice breaks apart 
allowing the water molecule to move 
about freely and move back closer 
together. 

Have you ever noticed that ice 
always floats in your glass? What 
about the fact that 9/10 of an iceberg is 
underwater? This happens becau e the 
expansion that occurs as ice fonns 
increases it volume by about 9%. 
When you increase the volume of a 
substance without increasing the 
amount of the substance (scientists 
ca11 the measured amount of a sub-
tance its "mass") you decrease the 

density. If the decrease in density is 
enough, the object floats. 

But what does this have to do with 
potholes and rock slides? Ever wonder 
why throughout the winter and spring 
there are more rock falls along our 
roadways? Why in the spring potholes 
eem to prout as fast as wildflowers? 

This expansion of water as it freezes is 
how nature breaks down rocks. 

Known as "Ice Wedging" or "Frost 
Wedging" water seeps into crack in a 
rock (or pavement), freeze , and 
expands forcing the rock apart. When 
it melts, the crack in the rock (or pave-

' ment) is just a little wider than it wa 
before. The next time water seeps into 
'the crack, since it is wider now, a little 
more water is able to get in; it freezes, 
expands, and opens the crack a little 
more. Repeat this over and over and 
eventually the rock breaks into small­
er pieces. 

Potholes get a little help in this 
process from us. As we drive our cars 
and trucks along the road, those tiny 
cracks get a little extra pressure from 
the weight of our passing vehicles. 
This can cau e the crack to flex and 
open a little more than it would 
through the natural ice wedging 
process, accelerating the breakdown 
of the pavement To combat this you 
may have noticed little lines of a tar 
like substance on the roadway. This is 
a measure taken by the Kenn1cky 
Transportation Cabinet to seal those 
little cracks before they become a big­
ger problem. This preventive measure 
mean a longer interval between road 
resurfacings and saves taxpayer dol­
lar over the long run. 

Ice Wedging is a part of winter's 
"Freeze and Thaw" cycle and this is

Cold poses 
more risk than 
discomfort

The weather is beginning 
to change and being on the 
lake in the winter is an entire­
ly different experience from 
being out there in the summer. 
Hypothermia is the cause of 
nearly 700 deaths each year 
and can easily be prevented. 

Hypothemua occurs when 
the body's temperature drops 
below 95 degrees. As body 
temperature drops. uncontrol­
lable shivering start , accom­
panied by progressive loss of 
coordination, slurred speech, 
combativeness and confusion. 
If your body temperature 
drops to about 80 degrees, 
functions of the body wiH 
stop. lt only takes about 15 
minutes in 35 degree water for 
a fatal accident to occur. 

Treatment for hypothermia 
is gradual warming. The best 
treatment is to seek medical 
help immediately. You should 
not rub the patient's body in an 
attempt to warm them. Instead, 
wrap the individual in warm 
blankets or use your own body 
heat to help in wanrung the 
core of the body first. Also 
warm, sweet liquids, will aid 
in heating of the core of the 
body. Dry the victim as best 
you can. This will help to slow 
heat loss. Always remember if 
you fall into the water, get out 
as quickly as possible. Even if 
the air temperature is much 
lower than the water tempera­
tun~, it is better to get out and 
dry off than remain in water 
colder than your body temper­
ature. 

Prevention begins with you 
as you start on your adven­
tures. Clothes that repel water 
during hiking or fishing trips 
keep you dry and help prevent 
hypothermia. Keep your head 
covered with a warm hat. Up 
to 40 percent of your body 
heat loss can occur through 
your head. Wear your life jack­
et on or near the water. Your 
life jacket can prevent heat 
loss and keep you from drown­
ing. Anytime you go out tell a 
responsible individual where 
you are going and when you 
expect to return. When swim­
ming always swim with a 
friend! Outdoor and water 
safety starts with you.

the initial part of the bigger 
process of erosion. The term 
"Erosion" carries with it many 
negative connotations. It is 
thought of as destructive and 
something that we need to con­
trol. If we (and by this I mean 
people in general) are the 
cause of the erosion then by all 
means we must take action to 
stop it and mitigate its effect 
on the environment. 

There is however, a natural 
type of erosion that is con­
stantly occurring. This is the 
process that given enough time 
will one day bring the Alps, 
Rockies, and Himalayan 
Mountains down to the heights 
of the hills of Appalachia. It 
will fill in lakes and seas and 
turn rocks into soil and sand. 
Try as we might we will never 
be able to totally control this 
type of erosion and 1 am not 
sure we would want to any­
way.
