PIKEVILLE A Pre. ton burg man ii 
behind bars in Pike Count) after police took 
him into custod}' following an armed robbery 
of Castle's Jcwdry in the Weddington Square 
Plaza at Coal Run. 

According to police. Gregg Callas. 42, of 
Hammonds Road in Prestonsburg. entered the 
jewelry store just after 3:30 p.m. Wednesday 
with a handgun and struggled with an 
unnamed female employee. 

After the struggle. wbich wa. reported to 
state police dispatchers at 3:49 p.m .. Calla. 
then sped off south along U.S . 23 in a 2001 
Ford Taums. 

Kentucky State Police Trooper Brad Austin 
located the vehicle from the description and 
followed it to Wai-Part parking lot in ne.trby 
Pikeville.

Literally thousands of trees started falling on state roads throughout Highway District 12 on 
Tuesday, January 27. Limbs covered with ice and snow looked like nature's chandeliers, but 
motorists should not be misled by their sparkling beauty. Low-hanging limbs may cause 
body damage to vehicles, and can shatter windshields. Even on roads where the trees have 
been cut back and moved, often only one lane is open to traffic. Kevin Damron, Chief District 
Engineer, strongly advises motorists to stay off the roads, particularly after dark. 

Monday,'' George said ''lf this 
comes about. we could have 
up tO SJX inches or SnOY. in 
some places. We strongly urge 
people Lo seek sheller !hal is 
warrn and stay there. If your 
home doe n't have electricity, 
heat, or water. fi nd relatives or 
friends to stay with until your 
utilities arc restored. And do 
this before Sunday evening. If 
the rorecast is accurate. you 
wHl not want to be on the 
roads Sunday night or 
Monday." 

Kevin Damron, Chief 
District Engineer, said that the 
lirsl priority for all crews is Lo 
get the road<; in pa-;-,able con­
dition. "The second pnorit) is 
to get the roads cleared of all 
trees and debris. For an 
extended period of time these 
roads will be hazardous, espe­
cially if a vehicle drops off the 
shoulder or goes into a ditch· 
line . Even v.hen both lane.~ are 
open. the roads are not neces­
sarily safe. Low-hanging 
hranchcs can . till do body 

damage to cars and trucko; and 
cause motorists to be distract­
ed lo the point where they may 
adually have a crash.'' 

Damron warned that warm­
ing temperatures over the 
weekend coulu also cau,e mud 
and rock <;lidcs. "When you 
are coming upon a curve and 
you can't <;ec he yond 11, the 
safest thing to do 1s slow 
down. Tf there is a tree in the 
road or a slide JUSt around that 
curve. you want to be ahle to 
stop quickly and safely.''

Americans from 

unsafe food 
Once upon a time. Americans were con<.:emed about unsafe 

food being sold to the public. So they created a food protection 
system thai was the envy of the world. 

Then one day, -.omeone decided government isn't the siJlution 
to our problems, government is the problem. Armed with this 
belief, Congress began cutting budgets and reducing ta.xes. 

Before long, spending on food safety at the U.S. Food and 
Drug Administration and the U.S . Department of Agriculture was 
failing to keep pace with the rapidly expanding workload. fn 
rcsporu c. federal agcncic. announced plan. to have industry 
police it-;elf, and to use employees from cash-starved state gov­
ernments to supplement in:-.pection efforts. 

While federal food safety efforts lagged. the number of 
record-breaking "voluntary recalls" rose. Tons of ground beef, 
proce ·sed pork and chicken were taken off the market after being 
linked to outhreal..s of serious food-horne illne .. e . Ditto for 
spinach and tomatoc. , peppers and peanut butter. 

Still. the hits keep coming. 
On Friday. lederal onicials took the rare step or publicly dis­

closing a criminal investigation into a food safety problem, this 
one involving contaminated peanut products shipped by a 
Georgia processing plant. 

At least 529 people in 43 stales have heen sickened -- and at 
least eight have died -- after eating products produced at the 
Ptanut Corporation of America' · Blakely, Ga .• plant. 

La-.t October. a state inspector round unsanitary conditions at 
the facility It wa'> the second such finding in three months. 

The inspector gave company officials two weeks to clean up. 
But Georgia doesn't have enough inspectors to make quick fol­
low- up vtsits"to plants. The next inspection actually occurred ear­
lier this month. after federal officials had linked it wirh an 
unfolding salmonella outbreak. 

Even though the FDA depends upon state governments to per­
form food sal'et) in pecl1ons. 1t rarely checks the qualil> or that 
work. Nor docs it require companie. to disclose prohlcms uncov­
ered by their own testing. 

A do;en limes tn 2007 and 2008. internal sample · of products 
from the Blakely plant tested positive for salmonella. The com­
pany 'Wasn't required to alert federal or stale officials about the 
test results, and it didn't. Nor did it clean its production lines. 

Instead. it hired an out ·ide company to retest the samples. 
When that company said Lhe samples were uncontaminated. 
Peanut Corp. shipped those products to buyers around the coun­

try. 
On Monday. President Barack Obama promised a new review 

or food safety program · run by the FDA. He said Americans 
should he able to count on the government to keep children . afc 
when they eat peanut butter. 

Food safety programs at the FDA and USDA must he modern­
ized to reduce duplication and centralize accounrabiliLy. 

Laws need to be updated to ensure adequate warnings arc 
received ami acted upon. Safety efforts mu::.t be adequately fund­

ed.

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Mid-February deadline looms for college financial aid 
In the current economy, it's 

easy to look at a college educa­
tion as an expen e. But in 
reality, the time spent earning 
a college degree is an Jnvcsl­
ment - and one that has a good 
deal of financial upport avail­
able. 

"There is still significant 
funding avatlable for students 
to attend college," says Lynda 
George, director of Student 
Financial Aid at the University 
of Kentucky. 

"The best way to gain 
access to that money is for stu­
dents to complete the Free 
Application for Federal 
Student Aid, also called the 
FAFSA," George said. 

lf they haven't already 
inve tigated FAFSA. interest­
ed students need to act quickly. 
The priority deadline for fLiing 
a FAFSA is Feb. 15. 

"If they meet that deadline, 
then they wiiJ receive con id­
eration for all of the various 
funding sources available to

FRANKFORT The 
Kentucky Cabinet for Health 
and Family Services (CHFS) is 
helping Kentuckians who 
receive food stamp benefits 
recover from the recent winter 
storm by making food stamp 
assistance more easily available 
this month. 

CHFS' Department for 
Community Based Services 
usually issues electronic month­
ly food benefits on a staggered 
schedule during the first 10 days 
of the month. 

But because of the storm, 
recipients who had not already 
received their food benefits 
allotment for February rece1ved 
access to benefits on their elec­
tronic benefits transfer (EBT) 
cards Monday. 

"This is one way we can 
assist customers who have lost 
food items because of this dev­
astating storm," DCBS 
Conunissioner Pat Wilson aid. 
''We want to be sure every food 
stamp recipient who needs gro­
ceries has the means to purchase 
them." 

Retailers that accept EBT 
cards will be able to process the 
transactions if their systems are 
available. 

The Kentucky Grocers 
Association is assisting retailers 
with information regarding 
issues with EBT transactions. 

Food stamp recipients who 
have had food spoilage because 
of the winter storm can apply for 
replacement benefits at their 
local DCBS family support 
office. 

Recipients have 10 days after 
the food spoilage occurs to 
apply for replacement benefits 
of up to their monthly allotment.

Most DCBS offices that 
were recently closed because of 
power outages have reopened, 
but several offices rema10 
closed.

"Applying online is much 
easier than with a paper appli­
cation.

"The online application 
proces 1 al. o faster. If tu-

dems complete their applica­
tion online before midnight 
Feb. 15, they won't miss the 
deadline. Jf they send a paper 
application, 1t must be 
received at the cemral proces­
sor by Feb. 15," she said. 

The FAFSA application 
requires ~udents and their par­
ents to prov1de 2008 federal 
income tax information. If 
parent. haven't completed 
their tax return , they may pro­
vide best estimates available 
from 2008 year-end pay stubs 
or from the 2007 tax returns tf 

their incomes didn't change 
much from the previous year. 

"Students and their parents 
should complete the FAFSA 
even if they don't have their 
2008 taxes complete. It's bet~ 
ter to use estimated informa­
tion and meet the Feb. J 5 
FAFSA deadline," George 
emphasized. 

When 2008 tax returns are 
completed, parents and stu­
dents must go online and 
update their FAFSA applica­
tion with the correct informa­
tion, she said. 

George noted there are pro­
grams, Web sites and private 
individuals who offer to assist 
in completing the FAFSA- for 
a fee. 

"You should never pay 
someone to fill out your 
FAFSA. If you need help. just 
call the UK Office of Student 
Financial Aid at (859) 257-
3172," George said. 

In addition to federal, state 
and college or university fund­
ing sources that provide finan­
cial aid, students should also 
consider seeking pnvate schol-

arships. 
"Students must do a little 

research to find these cholar­
ships, but they're out there. 
Potential applicants need to 
start looking soon if they want 
to get the financial aid for the 
upcoming academic year," 
George said. 

She noted a free Web site, 
www.fastweb.com, lists a wide 
variety of scholarships. 

"These private scholarships 
require separate applications 
from the FAFSA system," 
George said.
