FRANKFORT ­
Preliminary statistics indi· 
cate that 1 2 people died in 
11 separate crashes on 
Kentucky roadways from 

• Monday, Feb. 2, through 
Sunday, Feb. 8. 

Ten of the crashes 
involved motor vehicles 
and seven of those victims 
were not wearing seat 
belts. The seat belt status 
of one victim is unknown 
at this time. 

Single-vehicle crashes 
occurred in Grant, Harlan, 
Henderson (2), Lawrence, 
Pendleton, Pike (2) and 
Simpson counties. Three 
of these crashes involved 
the suspected use of alco­
hol. 

One double-fatality 
crash occurred in Trigg 
County.

Classrooms in Floyd County a1e finally 
filled with students once again. after wintry 
weather kept the doors of schools closed for 
almost the entire month of January and part of 
February. 

Due to the snow and icc. Floyd County 
canceled 22 days of classes during this school 
year. The troublesome weather arrived just a 
few days aft~r students returned to class from 
fall break. 

A bill filed last week in Frankfort suggests 
giving the option of waiving I 0 makeup days 
to the school districts that wen: <Jt:clared in a 
state of ~mergency due to the weather. 

regard to making up days, which could 
include altering or canceling spring break. 

With the return to school on ~onday, offi ­
cials are considering their options to help 
make up for the lost instructton Lime. 

"Our focus is going to be on efficient use 
of every minute of our time," said Supt. Henry 
Webb. ''Our board has been very proactive 
with the calendar and we are also looking at 
the legislature and consideration for relief in 
that area." 

Schools in Kentucky are required to be in 
session for 177 instructional days. The nation­
al average for instructional days for schools is 
180. 

As of right now, schools in Floyd County 
arc scheduled to go out of session on June 10, 
but Webb said that the date may change based 
on the measures the board decides to take in 

With school bacJ... in session, it would 
appear that most students were ready to get 
back in the regular educational groove that 
wa~ interrupted by Mother Nature.

"I had got a tip on this two months 
or so ago and followed up on it," said 
Blackburn. "We estimate the value of 
the marijuana to be in the range of 
$75,000 10 $100,000."

drying out at the time of the bu t. 

with others already stored in several 
hags for distribution, all of which 
was eized Tue ·day for evidence. 

"They had it set up in here:· con-.

lights they adjusted from hangers as 
the plants grew to a fuller size." 

In a closet of the small bedroom 
were numerous bags of fertilizer and 
black garbage bags were taped over 
two windows of the room.

Congress make sausage when it drafLs lt:gi:.lation --especial­
ly when it writes spending bills. And there i~ no bigger sausage 
than the stimulus bill now being stuffed by lawmakers. 

Now that a compromise apparently has been reached in the 
Senate, there should be quick action to move this bill through a 
conference committee and to President Bara<.:k Obama's desk. 

Most Republicans still aren't buying in. They have se\eral 
complaints. all of them hollow. 

GOP leaders have said that stimulus spending will dramatical­
ly boost the nation's budget deficit. While true, the absence of 
business acrivity forces the government to fill the gap. There i · a 
real risk of a deflationary spiral that would make the current 
downturn look like a soft landing. Unemployment nationally 
climbed to 7.6 percent in January and may be headed north of 10 
percent. The chief of the Congressional Budget Office recently 
said that without a stimulus, "the shortfall in the nation's output 
relative to potential levels will be the largest-- in duration and 
depth-- since the Depression of the 1930s." 

Led by The Wall Street Journal's editorial page and radio 
entertainer Rush Limbaugh. Republicans have bellowed that the 
bill is stuffed with pork. Yes, questionable projects were tossed 
into the stimulus bill by members of the House during the bill­
writing process. But most of those flow have been stripped out. 
The bill is not perfect-- the reckless "buy American" protection­
ist language needs to go. But as Obama has said. let's not make 
perfect the enemy of good. Funny. we dtdn't hear such GOP bel­
lowing back in 2004. did we? 

Republicans also say that the bill doesn't do enough to stimu­
late the economy immediately. The bill should get money into 
the economy a quickly as possible, but most economists believe 
that the recession will still be with us well into 2010. If some 
spending doesn't occur until then. that' fine. In fact. more spend­
ing might be needed by then. 

Wb do some in the GOP. w nt to give less aid t ~> t · -- one 
of ke t way t'O · nf e into tlie econo 1 tates 
like consin that face constttut10nal requirements to balance 
their budgets will cut spending otherwise. A federal stopgap 
would help to avoid some of those cuts and is stimulative. 

Finally, Republicans argue for additional tax cuts and less 
spending. The best approach is a combination of spending and 
tax cuts in the range of $800 billion to $1 trillion, economists 
say. Such a Keynesian combination of tax cuts and spending has 
been used with success. Even -- gasp -- Ronald Reagan applied 
Keynesian economics durin"g the early 1980s when he cut taxes 
and led a big buildup in defense spending. Coupled with infla­
tion-busting interest rate increase under the leadership of then­
Federal Reserve Chairman Paul Volcker. the recess10n ended. and 
the nation went on to enjoy a robust recovery. 

But the mix of tax cuts and spending matters. The idea is to 
spend money and spend it as quickly as possible. Tax cuts for the 
rich don't accomplish that. But tax cuts targeted to low- and 
moderate-income Americans do help, and that's what a stimulus 
bill should provide. 

The economy is falling off a cliff, and Republicans are argu! 
ing over how thick the re. cue rope should be. Enough. 
Government spending is needed -- now. Get this sausage on the 
grill.

Additionally, there is a cost to busi­
nesses of $2.1 billion in lost produc­
tivity. For this reason alone, the low 
cigarette tax rate and the high smok­
ing rate make Kentucky a less than 
desirable place to do business. 
Certainly this is the crux of the reason 
that the Kl.!ntucky Chamber of 
Commerce supports a higher tax rate 

House week 
in review

lee and snowstorms that paralyzed 
the state have passed for now, but 
Kentucky lawmakers who returned to 
Frankfort for the second act of the 
2009 Regular Session la t week still 
have to face some cold, harsh realit ies 
when it comes to state budget matters. 

Foremo t in our mmds is how to 
address a $456 nullion state budget 
shortfall this fiscal year "ithout deci­

' mating state agencies and programs. 
With the exception of Medicaid, 

corrections. per-pupil funding for edu­
cation and a few other areas, mo~t 
agencies were facing cuts of around 
four percent in mid-January that 
would net the state around $ 150 mil­
lion in savings by the end of the fiscal 
year on June 30. But in recent days. 
agencies bc12an determining if they 
could make det.:per cuts in case legls­
lation ro raise new revenue us pro­
posed by the governor and others is 
not pas. ed this session. 

Gov. Steve Bcshear made his case 
for raising rc\ enue to prevent deeper 
cuts on Wednesday night in hi'i State 
of the Commonwealth addre-;s in the 
House chamber. With House and 
Senate member~> gathered in joint scs-
ion. the governor said new revenue 

could offset a good portion of the 
shortfall if. lawmakers agree to his 
propo~al to raise taxc on tobacco 
products. . 

Most of the new tobacco tax rev­
enue would co.me from a proposed 70-
cent increase in the pcr-pat;k tax on 
cigarenes, which \vould raise that levy 
from 30 cent~ to $1 . State budget ofti­
cials have said the new h!\enue and 4 
percent agcnc) cuts would (;Omprisc 
nearly half of the governor's $475 
budget reduction plan, with the 

on crgarettes. 
Second, if we truly care about low­

income smokers' pocket books, let's 
help them quit smoking so that they 
can spend their money on more 
important items than cigarettes. The 
70-cent increase is predicated on the 
fact that many smokers want to quit 
and a high cigarette tax increase is 
proven to give them the incentive to 
finally break the habit. For this rea-
on, the only tax increase that is truly 

burdensome to smokers is one that is 
low enough to not provide any eco­
nomic incentive to give up a costly 
habrt. · 

Thir it's time to fairly distribute 
be costs of smoking. Currently, all of 

us ---. smokers and non-smokers alike 
- pay the cost of smoking. We pay it 
in our taxes that provide Medicaid for 
smoking-related illnesses. We pay m 
higher health premiums. And we pay 
because Kentucky is a Je s than desir­
able place to do business. [n fact, the 
low state tax rate acts as a subsidy to 
encourage smokers to continue their 
habit. A 70-cem increase would go a 
long way towards having those who 
choose to smoke pay the real cost. 

Fourth, let's be honest - a Ciga­
rette Lax rate any lower than 70 cents 

remaining $247 million drawn from 
state fund transfers. using a portion of 
the state's budget reserve rainy day 
fund. and a proposed three-day fur­
lough of 'state employees that would 
net around $8 million, according to 
.stale budget figures. 

Reaction to the governor's revenue 
plan has been mixed. Many observers 
\aid in recent weeks that the gover­
nor's tax proposal faced likely diffi­
culty in the Senate, but top Senate 
Jcadcr.ship indicated last week that 
while a 70-cent increase is not likely 
to pass. a smaller increase in tobacco 
taxes and maybe alcoholic beverage 
taxes might be po~sible . Still . the plan 
must first get past the House, where 
the full 70 cents also faCe$ an uphill 
fighc But leaders have said lawmak­
ers want to avoid solely relying on 
deep budget cuts that could badly 
debili tate state programs, so some 
form of cigarette tax remains on the 
table. 

The governor made no mention of 
expanded gaming in his speech . 
although legislation that would allO\\' 

\'ideo lottery terminals - or VLTs -
at Kentucky racetracks has been intro­
duced in the House by House Speaker 
Greg Stumbo. The Speaker told a 
Hou ·e committee in January that the 
hi II is projected to raise $1 .2 billion in 
new gaming revenue. with approxi ­
mately $700 million generated in the 
tirst year of operation. 

The Hou~e Licensing and 
Occupations Committee could \ ote on 
the VLT proposal in coming days.

calls him up from New York to 
tip him off that Sam's dad is' 
going to build a plant in 
Roche ter to make plastic out 
of oy beans. (George gets Lhe 
girl, but misses out on the big 
business score--of course.) 

It turns out that Sam's dad 
wasn't far off the mark, 
according to ARS scientists in 
Peoria. They"ve been busy 
lately testing defaned soy flour 
as a "green" filler for tires and 
other natural rubber product!>. 

Soy flour 1s primarily used 
in cooking and baking, but the 
ARS scientist. say it could 
also serve as an inexpensive 
alternative to today's carbon­
black tire fillers. Carbon black 
is the name for petroleum­
based panicles used in rubber 
to tmprove the rubber's tensile 
strength and resistance to 
wear. 

The ARS scientists dis­
persed defatted soy flour in 
water to form aggregates, 
which they then added to rub­
ber latex and freeze-dried. 
This caused the aggregates to 
form a tight interconnecting 
network throughout the rub­
ber. 

The results? ln tests of 
material elastictty, _composites 
contaimng 30 percent soy 
flour scored 20 times higher 
than rubber with no filler at all. 
but a little lower than the 
scores for rubber reinforced 
with carbon black. So no brass 
ring yet, but we'll get there! 

• If you're an aficionado of 
the "extreme weather" shows 
on TV, here's an interesting 
tidb1t: Extreme weather makes 
for more than just dramatic 
pictures. In a collaborative 
study with University of 
Maryland scientists. ARS 
researchers have found that 
weather and climate change 
play key roles in the levels of 
certain antioxidants, called 
tocopherols, tucked away in 
soybean seeds. 

Tocopherols are a family of 
W antioxidants that protect bio­

logical membranes. Among 
this family, alpha- tocopherol 
is the active form of vitamin E 

one of those icc balls, I ran into 
a parked C&O coal gon and cut 
a nasty gash over my eye.

in humans. Soybean seed'> are 
a major source of vegetable oil 
in the U.S. diet, and conse­
quently a major contributor to 
our intake of tocopherol. 

Incidentally, the 
Recommended Dietary 
Allowance for vitamin E for 
men and women aged 14 and 
older 1s 15 mJ!ligrarns. But it 
may surprise you to learn that 
more than hatf of American 
adults don't 'get adequate 
an1ounts of vitamin E. 

The ARS scientists looked 
at the content of tocopherol in 
soybean seeds grown at sever­
al locations in Maryland 
between I 999 and 2002. 
Although the weather in those 
locattons was relatively nor­
mal between 1999 and 200 l, 
in 2002 there was extreme 
drought and warmer-than-nor­
mal temperatures. 

Since soybeans mature at 
different rates, the scientists 
looked at approximately 18 
soybean lines representing dif­
ferent maturing groups. They 
saw small but significant 
increases in alpha-tocopherol 
levels in beans from the same 
genetic line grown in the 
warmer, full-season locations 
aloeg Maryland' 

1
Eastern 

Shore. compared to beans that 
matured under slightly cooler 
conditions. 

But when temperatures and 
drought really heated up in 
2002, the early maturing lines 
of soybeans had up to three­
and-a-hill£ times more relative 
alpha-tocopherol content, 
compared to the other years 
when rainfall was adequate. 

These studies demonstrated 
how the nutritional properties 
of crops can be dramatically 
affected by weather--and 
pmentially by global environ­
mental change.
