When all evidence was gath­
ered, police seized numerous 
bags containing powder sub­
stance authOnttes are saymg 
could be cocaine at th1s time 
Large quantities of prescription 
drugs were also found including 
Valium, Xanax, Fiorcet and 
Roxicodone. 

Various drug·related 1tems 
were found such as weight 
scales along with $18.000 in 
cash spread across several 
denominations, but most con­
sisting of S1 00 bills. 

Police sa1d the ra1d came 
after an anonymous caller led 
undercover officers to the 
Fields' home, located on Peter 
ForK in the McGarr area. 

tt Is speculated in reports 
shortly after the arrest Tuesday 
That Fields' may-have allegedly 
enlisted the help of up to three 
to four dealers working for h1m 
in the region. 

Fields appeared In Pike 
County District Court 
Wednesday where he was 
ordered held on a $50,000 cash 
bond.

Officials 
sued over 
jail beating

PIKEVILLE - The niece and legal 
guardian of a man who says he was beaten in 
a holding cell at the Floyd County Detention 
Center last . ummer has filed a federal lawsuit 
pointing a finger at county and jail officials. 

The lawsuit. filed late last week by Tina 
Green. the niece of 55-year-old Terry Fisher, 
of Wheelwright. names Floyd County, Jailer 
Roger Webb and three unnamed jail employ-
ee. a. defendants. · 

On Aug. I 0, 2008. Fisher wa reportedly 
found near death in the cell after allegedly 
being assaulted by upwards of 10 other 
inmates. 

According to statements at the time by Det. 
Steve Little. with the Prestonsburg Police 
Department, Fisher was allegedly subjected to 
the beatings over the cour e of three days. 

Fisher had pleaded guilty before being 
detained at the detention center to abu ing a 
minor. 

[n the federal suit filed in U.S. District 
Court in Pikeville. Green says her uncle "~uf­
fered broken ribs. a broken back, fractures of 
IUs skull and facial bones, and other injurie 
too numerous to mention," adding that when 
he wa later taken to the hospital. where he 
was placed on a venti Ialor, he had a hoeprint 
on the side of hi. head and was ''in a near-veg­
etative state." 

Floyd County Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner later called for indictments on 
charges of a sault against nine inmate -
Kevin L Woods, 22. of Allen; Stephen Jervis. 
47, of End1cott: Michael A Rowland, 30, of 
Stanton; Christopher N. New. orne. 35, of 
Harold; Matthew Lee Richie, 25, Willi burg; 
Ivan Gunnels, 28, of Eastern: David John. on, 
41. of Wayland: Ronald Spurlock. 30. of 
Wa\'erly. Ohio.; Keith Joseph Paige. 29, of 
McDowell. 

The lawsuit asserts that "reasonable di cov­
ery will . how that Mr. Fi her\ treatment by 
the Defendants was the result of policies, cu -
toms and practices of Floyd County. either 
written or unwritten.'' adding that these were 
the "moving force" behind his injurie .

FRANKFORT- Want to 
know what final action the 
governor took on your favorite 
legislation? It is now easier 
than ever to find out if a bill 
has been signed into law 
tbanks to a new notification 
system launched by Kentucky 
Secretary of State Trey 
Grayson. 

Constituents can now sign 
up to receive email notifica­
tions or Really Simple 
Syndication (RSS) feeds to 
know when the governor bas 
signed or vetoed legislation 
and flled it with the Secretary 
of State. 

"My office worked dili­
gently over the last five years 
to make state government 
transparent and accessible," 
said Secretary of State Trey 
Grayson. "We now make mil­
lions of documents available 

online with nearly all ne'v fil­
ings made available in neaJ 
real time." 

The new service is free and 
allows constituents to receive 
emails either at the time each 
action is taken, on a daily 
basis, or a weekly basis. 
Constituents can also use RSS 
readers so that the information 
is displayed on websites and 
personal homepages. 

This notification service 
follows the launch of a corpo­
rate notification service last 
fall which allows citizens to 
receive an automatic notifica­
tion any time there is a change 
in the record of a business enti· 
ty that is ftled with the 
Secretary of State. The system 
is the result ofin-house devel­
opment by Office of the 
Secretary of State program­
mers at no additional cost to 

the Commonwealth. 
Grayson was the first 

Secretary of State in Kentucky 
to make the Enacted 
Legislation available online in 
2004 . At that time, citizens 
could go online to search, in 
near real- time, legisl~on filed 
by the Governor. 

Taking· office five years 
ago, Secretary Grayson 
became k11own as an innovator 
and transparency champion. • 
Since that time. the Office 
launched over 25 new online 
services. Earlier this year, 
Grayson launched Fa~tTrack, 
an online business registration 
system that reduces the num­
ber of .days it takes for compa­
nie~ to begin conducttng busi­
ness in Kentucky. 

No'Y, a vast majority of 
services that the Office pro­
vides can be found online. 

Currently, thl;ee million docu­
ments are available on the 
Secretary of State's website, 
and nearly all new filings are 
made available online in near 
real time. 

In addition to providing 
more transparency, this new 
service will also reduce the 
amount of staff time dedicated 
to providing copies of enacted 
legislation or responding to 
requests about when filings 
occur. 

''These latest changes will 
nor only serve as a great bene· 
fit to tbe constituents of our 
office, but they will allow us'to 
use our personnel more effi­
ciently in the wake of the deep 
cuts our office bas expenen ced 
over the last 14 months," 
remarked Grayson.

Ending 
prescription 

drug trafficking

Flonda is a great place to \ 1s1t and 
vacation: JUSt ask lf1e thousand of 
Kentuckians who travt'l there each 
year to enjoy the white sand beaches 
and ocean views. But for some 
Kentuckians, heading south bas taken 
on a compktely dtfferent and dan­
gerous - mearung. 

It's no secret that m some areas of 
Kentucky the appetite for prescription 
drugs has become insatiable : in 
Appalachia alone. the rate of prescnp­
non drug abuse is twice the national 
aYeragc, doubling bdween 2000 and 
2004. Kentucky leads the nation m the 
usc of painkillers for non-med1cinal 
purposes. with many of these addicts 
and drug [I'affickers travelling great 
distances to acqmre drugs for use or 
resale. 

With only 12 states now lackmg 
controlled narcotic prescription mom­
tonng laws - Honda an1ong them -
they have become popular d~strnation 
s1tes for trafficking controlled sub­
stances from these locales to other 
states. In tum, the Commonwealth 's 
close proxim1ty to Flonda i · creaung 
a precarious relationship ""1th the state 
that is impacting conmmnities from 
the mountains to the coastline. 

In "' 0\'ember 2001:1, the Lexington 
Herald-Leader tackled tlllS growing 
problem head on by callmg pubhc 
attention to an illegal drug ring 
mvolvmg hundreds of Kentucklans. 
The story profiled a Florid~ phys1cian 

and ten K~:ntuck.ians ""ho were recent­
ly convicted of acqUiring powerful 
painkillers from a Honda clime. only 
to return to Kentuck~ to sell the pl lis 
on the streets. Potential profit per 
month for these 11legal. mterstate dmg 
traffickers can average arow1d 6.400 
dollars. Whde ra1smg publlc aware­
ness is a step rn the nght d1recuon. 
more concrete action must be taken to 
revers~ this alarming. dangerous 
trend. 

As far back Js 1990. Kentucky 
realized the severity of prc~nption 
drug d1vers1on and "doctor shoppmg:· 
the term conm1only used for \JSiting 
mult1pk doctors to acqmre numerous 
prescriptiOns for the same ailment. 
1h~:se two practtces - which remain 
all too conunon m our state - are 
d1rectly hmmful not only to individu­
als h~ll to families and conmlUDJtJes 
across the Conunonwealth. 

In rc ponsc to this. Kentucky creat­
ed the Kentucky All Schedule 
PrescriptiOn Electrom~; Reporting 
tKASPER) ystl!m. KASPER became 
one of the tirst programs m the nat1on 
to provide phys1cians. pharmacies and 
law enforcement w1th electronic data 
on controlled suhstan e prcscnpt10ns. 
KASPER has greatly restncted the 
pract1cc of VIsiting multiple physi­
cians for prescnpuons and has had a 
profound. posit1ve 1mpact on 
decr~·ased drug1ratfic.:king both" ithm 
the common ... wealth a~d bet\\ een 
Kentucky and neighboring states that 
have devdoped the1r own drug moru­
tonng programs. 

Yet instead of restmg on these suc­
cesses. Kenn~eky must continue to 
curb the drug p1pdmc mto the 
Commonwealth aero s other state 
lmes. hcgmntn!! with Ilonda. 

TwiCl~ m re~ent vears the FlonJa 
legJslature has Ul~d ~d fa~l~:d to pass 
legtslauon establtshmg a prescnpllon 
monitonn\! progn1111. HoweYer. 2009 

ts poised to be the year when this 
tmporr.ant lcg1slatJon finally succeeds, 
with multiple bills in the Florida 
House and Senate takmg aim at this 
pressmg 1ssue. 

Along with the Kentucky Office of 
Drug Control Policy and the Inspector 
General of the Cabinet for Health and 
Fam.lly Services. I am workmg close­
! y "ith Florida health" ofticials to help 
make prescnptlon morutonng legJsla­
tion a reality. I have high hopes that 
this leg1slatwn will be made into real­
tty withm the near future. Too many 
llvl·s are being lost to this epidemic 
both in Florida and at home m 
Kentucky 

The Importance of mcreased. inter­
state conuuumcatJOn through techno­
logtcal means 1s mtperahve not only 
for drug traffickmg, but for all oereas 
of he;lthcare . Thts is why. in 
Kentucky. we arc currently workmg to 
develop a national model for the cre­
ation of an electronic bealthcare - e­
health - network. I expect the 
KASPER progran1. Florida's poten­
hally stmllar system. and the larger e­
health network m the conm1onwealth 
to not only saYe Jives and reduce the 
cost of healthcarc. but also 1mprove 
the quality of life for citize-ns day in 
and day out. 

W1th K,\SPER a proven and 
effecuve prescnpuon monitoring pro­
urarn as a model. Florida has the 
~pport1rn1ty to put m place th1s leg­
ISlative session a life-saving prescrip­
tiOn drug monitoring system.

Letcher coroner resigns as part 
of plea to 'doctor shopping' case 

FRANKFORT - Attorney 
General Jack Conway and his 
Office of Special Prosecutions 
announced last week that 
Letcher County Coroner John 
Cornett has entered a plea of 
guilty to seven counts of 
unlawfully obtaining a pre­
scription for a controlled sub­
stance by fraud. commonly 
known as "doctor shopping.'' 

The coroner was required to 
resign from his elected position 
Friday as part of the plea. 

Cornett's wife. Andrea. a 
former nurse at Whitesburg 
Appalachian Regional 
Hospital, also pleaded guilty to 
four counts of theft of a con-

trolled substance. 
The Cornetts were indicted 

in November 2008. following 
an investigation by both the 
Kentucky State Police and the 
Office of the Attorney 
General's Department of 
Criminal Investigations. 

Letcher Circuit Court Judge 
Sam Wright sentenced Cornett 
and his wife to pre-trial diver­
sion for a period of three years 
and both wm undergo a 
drug/alcohol assessment and 
possible drug treatment. 

As part of his plea deal, John 
Cornett also agreed not to seek 
the office af coroner during the 
period ofllis pre-trial diversion. 

Nine ·highway deaths on 
Kentucky roads last week 

FRANKFORT 
Preliminary statistics indicate 
that nine people died in nine 
separate crashes on Kentucky 
roadways from Monday. Feb. 
9, through Sunday, Feb. 15. 

Eight of the crashes 
involved motor vehicles and 
six of those victims were not 
wearing seat belts. Si ngle­
vehicle crashes occurred in 
Bourbon, Hancock, Harlan, 
Jefferson, Kenton, Larue, 
Logan and Washington {:OUn­
ties . Two of these crashes 
involved the suspected use of 
alcohol. 

One motorcycle crash 
occurred in Madison County 
and tlle victim was not wear­
ing a helmet. The crash 
occurred on Opossum 
Kingdom Road in Berea. At 
approximately 2:15 p.m., a 
motorcycle being operated by 
Bruce Mounce, age 56 of Paint 
Lick, approached a sharp 
curve while traveling north­
bound. At the same time, a 
Pike Electric Company vehicle 
being operated by Tony 
Bowling, age 44 of 
Booneville, was approaching 
tlle same curve. Mounce 

apparently lost control of his 
motorcycle and was ejected 
from it. The motorcycle struck 
the side of the truck, and 
Mounce was then pinntd 
under the left front tire of the 
truck. The operator of the 
truck attempted to avoid the 
collision by steering his vehi­
cle into the ditch line. 

Through Feb. 15, prelimi­
nary statistics indicate that 78 
people have lost their lives on 
Kentucky roadways during 
2009. This is seven fewer than 
reported for' the same time 
peribd in 2008. Of the 73 
motor vehicle fatalities, 40 
victims were not wearing ~at 
belts. Four pedestrian have 
been killed. One fatality 
involved a motorcycle. A total 
of 19 fatalit1eo;; have resulted 
from crashes involving the 
suspected use of alcohol.

Beshear and bill 
sponsor House Majority Floor 
Leader Rocky Adkins were 
joined by representatives of 
Speedway :Motorsports, Inc. to 
djscuss the positive impact this 
legislation would have on the 
future of motorsports in 
Kentucky. 

Bruton Smith, chairman 
and CEO of S~edway 
Motorsports, Inc., owner of 
Kentuc.ky Speedway, and Jerry 
Carroll, consultant to 
Speedway Motorsports, Inc. 

sai(i Tuesday that passage of 
this legislation would put 
Kentucky in position to host 
the NASCAR Sprint Cup 
Series, that sanctioning body's 
top racing series. 

"The impact of a NASCAR 
Sprint Cup Series race for 
Kentucky is undeniable," Gov. 
Beshear said. "NASCAR is 
the number one spectator sport 
in t11e United States and is 
broadca t in more than 150 
countries and 30 languages. 
I 'm excited about the potential 
of Kentucky joining these 
ranks." 

Under the proposed legisla­
tion, legacy expansion projects 
must conduct events that are in 
the top league. series or sanc­
tioned level of their type of 
event, provide permanent seat 
ing for 65,000 spectators and 
be broadcast nationally. The 
venue must have previously 

been approved for incentives 
and the expansion project must 
exceed $30 million and pre­
sent one or more '-premier 
events~ not previously held in 
Kentucky. 

"I am hopeful that Uris leg­
jslation will receive favorable 
consideration in light of the 
significant impact landing a 
NASCAR Sprint CUp Series 
race at the Kentucky 
Speedway would have on our 
economy," Rep. Adkins said. 
"TI1e governor and his staff are 
to be commended for pursuing 
this exciting opportunity for 
Kentucky." 

The legislation. which Rep.

Proportion 
The general rule for brewing coffee is two 
tablespoons of ground coffee for each six 
ounces of water. This proportion allows the 
proper extraction of the coffee' · full flavors 
and yields a rich, aromatic cup. 

Grind 
Different brewing methods require different 
grinds. Your Starbucks barista can help you 
determine which grid i right for you. For a 
coffee press. ask for a coarse grind. 

Water 
While it may not seem like an important 
ingredtent. coffee is 98 percent water. 
Alwavs use clean. fre h water that is filtered 
or fre~ of impurities - avoid soft \\ater or 
well water. Water heated to just otT the bot! 
( 195° to 205°F) does the best job of extract­
ing the coffee's full range of flavors. 

Freshness 
Coffee' biggest enemie are oxygen and 
moisture. Always store coffee in an airtight 
container at room temperature. Storing 
coffee in the refrigerator or freezer can 
result in moisture from conden ation and 
is not recommended for daily use. Coffee 
should be ground fresh each time it is made. 
Grinding ~poses more urface area, releas­
ing flavor and freshness.

Pour tn melted chocol.tte and mtx well. If butter begin to 
melt "hen chocolate is added, stop pouring and let ~hoco­
late cool further. The tim. hed mixture hould be glossy 
and smooth . 

With a mbber ·patula. gently fold in flour wntil all trace 
of white ha\ e di"<lppcared. Be careful not to oYer mix . 

Pour batter into prepared pan and bake 30 minute . . or 
until em t i dull on top and a cake tester inserted in the 
center come out "tth dark. \\ et cnnnb on it. 

Let cool in pan about I hour. Cut into square and 
remoYe with a spatula. tore in ealed pia tic containers 
for a long a · a \\ cck or freeze. 
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
