Webb sees 
continued 
improvement

PRESTONSBURG 
Floyd County Schools Supt. 
Henry Webb introduced a 
famjljar refrain Tuesday in his 
update to the community on 
the school district, saying the 
main goal driving every effort 
of the system he heads was to 
prepare students for life after 
the classroom. 

Webb spoke of the district's 
continuing improvements and 
also of the tasks that lie ahead 
for a school system with some 
6,000 students and the state's 
19th largest staff. 

To begin with, the county's 
top school officials stated 
plainly that any cuts that might 
come in the future would not 
be related to the current eco­
nomic c]jmate but would, as is 
custom, be related to the num­
ber of students in the class­
roQm. 

And that, he said, would 
most likely be minimal and 
generally standard for any 
school year. 

"We will not be making any 
cuts," Webb said. "Any losses 
we have wiiJ be due to a drop 
in enrollment, and that I expect 
will be minimal." 

Numbers, Webb said, usu­
aJiy "don't lie," and the num­
bers are showing a gradual and 
steady climb from "What was in

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Kentucky chosen as site for proposed domestic 
batte1y manufacturing and_ headquarters facility 

FRANKFORT - Under­
scoring. his commitment to 
po~itioning the Common­
wealth as the center of the 
nation's autom()tivc industry 
of the future, Gov. Steve 
Beshear announced last week 
that Kentucky has been select­
ed as the site for a proposed 
domestic battery manufactur­
ing and he~dquarters facility. 

The National Alliance for 
Advanced Transportation 
Batteries (NAATBatt) has cho-
en Hardin County's Glendale 

as the home for a potential 
investment in excess of $600 
mi1lion to develop the first-of­
its-kind manLJfacturing facility 
for lithium-ion battery cells. 
Kentucky was selected over 
Tex.as. Tllinois. Kan as, 
Mis oun. New York, 
Pennsylvania and South 
Carolina. 

NAATBall is a not-for­
profit industry consort1um of 
more than 50 corporations. 
associations andre earch insti­
tutions dedicated to making 
the United States a world 
leader in the manufacture of 
advanced lithium-ion or Li-lon 

· battery celh for transportation 
applications. 

"Thi-.. proposal will put 
Kentucky in a prime position 
to be the country's leading 
manufacturer of the clean­
energy cars of the future." 
Gov. Beshear said Monday in 
announcing the proposal. 
"Kentucky's strong roots in 
the automotive industry. as 
wei a· its close proximity to 
suppliers, manufacturers and 
resear~hers, make it a natural 
fit for production of the next 
generation of hybrid technolo­
gy batteries." 

The 1 ,551-acre Glendale 
site, which sits adjacent to 
Interstate 65 and the CSX rail 
line. runs along what is com­
monly called "Auto Alley'" and 
will be submitted· as part of 
NAATBatt's application to the 
U.S. Department of Energy. 

Under the federal stimulus 
plan, the Obama adminhtra­
tion has set aside $2 billion for 
electric drive vehicle battery 
and component manufacturing 
projects. President Obama has 
specifically noted the impor­
tance of developing lithium­
ion batteries to ensure that the 
United States plays a central 
role in producing the next gen­
eration of clean technology 
automobiles. 

If successful in securing 
federal funding, NAATBatt 
would establish a manufactur­
jng campus in Glendale, which 
would consist of a headquar­
ters facility. a manufacturing 

· facility used to refine products 
and production processes, and 
a larger operation designed for 
mass b<tttery manufacturing. 
Total square footage of the 
campus is expected to reach 1 
million square feet. 

This one-of-a-kind manu­
facturing operation could cre­
ate as many as 2.000 new full­
time JObs w1th an average 
annual wage exceeding 
$40,000. and represent a capi­
tal investment in excess of 
$600 million in Kentucky. An 
estimated additional L500 
construction-related jobs 
would also be created for a 
period of 12 to 18 months. 

'·Hardin County' is extreme­
ly excited to have NAATBatl 
choose to locate their facility 
in our community." said Greg 
Jenkins, chairman of the 
Elizabethtown/Hardin County 
Industrial Foundation. "To be 

mvolved ill this cutting edge. 
renewable l!nergy project is a 
great opportunity for us and 
the jobs created for our citi­
zens are most \;Velcome dunng 
these challenging economic 
times."" 

NAATBatt plans to develop 
a large scale "flexible manu~ 
facturing·· facility that will 
contract to mam.1facture Li-lon 
hanery cells of various 
chemistnes. formats and 
des1gns for multiple battery 
companies. 

NAATBatt will provide 
U.S. cell manufacturers of all 
sit.es and stages of. develop­
ment with access to a national 
resource, which they may u. e 
to enter the Li-Ion market. 

Production lines 10 both 
manufacturing facilities would 
house state-of-the-art equip­
ment with fle"ibility to pursue 
multiple production ideas and 
products at one time. Alliance 
members would have the abil­
ity to run trials to demonstrate 
and validate their own technol­
ogy on a cost-share basis with 
the rest of the alliance. 

"Over the last fe\\- months. 
the leadership in the state 
under Gov. Beshear, Sec. 
Hayes and Sec. Peters has 
articulated a clear vision to 
esLablish Kentucky a.., the cen­
ter for advanced battery tech­
nology for enabling electrifi­
cation of the nation's trans­
portation." said Sanford Kane, 
NAATBatt treasurer. ""The 
announcement last week of the 
partnership between Kentucky 
and Argonne National Lab that 
will initially focus on lithium­
ion battery manufacturing 
research and development is 
proof that the vision is starting 
to be realized. NAATBatt will 
continue the realization of this 
vision with the funding it will 
seek from DOE under the 
American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act of 2009." 

Many experts believe that . 
lithium-ion batteries will 
replace gasoline as a major 
source of energy in future cars 
and military vehicles. Today. 
United States automobile man­
ufacturers and defense con­
tractors depend upon foreign 
suppliers-increasingly con­
centrated in Asia-for lithium­
ion battery cells. 

Last week, Gov. Beshear 
announced the formation of a 
new national Battery 
Manufacturing Research and 
Development Center in central 
Kentucky to help develop and 
deploy a dome tic supply of 
advanced battery technologies 
for vehicle applications. 

The national center is a 
partnership with the 
Commonwealth. Argonne 
National Laboratory, the 
University of Kentucky and 
the University of Louisville. 

Chicago-based Argonne 
was instru11")ental in the forma­
tion of the alliance. which 
began with 14 founding mem­
bers and bas grown to more 
than 50 members today. 

The alliance is modeled 
after Sematech, which was 
formed by U.S. computer-chip 
companies in 1987 to compete 
with the Japanese. Sematech. 
now based in Austin, Texas, is 
credited with helping U.S. 
companies regain their footing 
by focusing on manufacturing 
and design advancements with 
funding from the federal gov­
ernment. 

'"We think Sematech was 
one of the best examples of 
collaborative intervention in

NAATBatt mu t ubmit its 
application to the DOE by 
May I 9, 2009, and anticipates 
a decision on awards to be 
made this summer. If success­
ful in securing the required 
funding, the Kentucky facility 
could begin 'construction 
immediately.

G u·e s t Column 
Two steps 
forward, 

one step back

Two . t p forward. One 1~ back. 
Perhaps that~ tlte best way to charac­
terize the impact of the recently con­
cluded legislative session on 
Kentucky's prospect for progress. 

Clearly there was sub 'tamial 
progress made in key area ·• but we 
fell short on some important matter·. 

First step forward 
A particularly noteworthy step for­

ward wa. the cooperation. in both 
words and actions, which marked the 
majority of the General Assembl) 's 
work. The open communication 
among the Senate, the House of 
Representatives and lhe Governor's 
Office resulted in a respectable list of 
accompli ·hments, not the least of 
which was plugging a izeable hole in 
the tate budget. 

It also provided a tark - and wel­
come - contrast to the contentious and 
sometimes minimally productive 
nature of recent sessions. Just a year 
ago, in fact, our post- ession review 
expressed the frustration of many 
Kentuckians about the often chaotic 
2008 regular session. 

Second step forward 
The re pectable list of accomplish­

ments repre ent the other step for­
ward as lawmakers enacted measures 
that will lead to progress in education. 
health and corrections. And. as is 

often the case. the defeat of bills con­
sidered harmful was actually a posi 
tive re ult for the state's efforts to 
attract and grow jobs. 

The one step back? Some Impor­
tant issues that were left on the table 
as time ran out. Among them: 

• an o erdue overhaul of the 
state's economic incentive programs 
to put a greater focus on small busi­
nes ·e . Kentucky '· exi ting compa­
nies. retooling manutacturing facili­
tres and t~hnology companies - all 
making Kentucky a better place to do 
business 

• the Kentucky Tran~portation 
Infra~tructure Authority, necessary to 
move ahead with o;everal large-scale 
transportation ptOJects around the 
state.· including the Ohio River 
bridges in Louisville· 

• legislation clarifying 
Kentucky's discrimination la,~s to 
allow companies to provide incen­
tives to encourage employees to top 
smoking

egg was buried. 

The furniture maker pulled 
off quite a feat, when he 
gave me a bed without a 

seat. 
The bet.! of leaves in which 

the egg was hidden was not in 
the county scat. meanmg thtlt 
the egg W11s not in 
Pres tonsbmg. 

"Director, director, give me 
a clue." "I'm sorny, son, 

there are no lines to cue." 
There were no lines 

because the egg was not locat­
ed near any city or county 
boundaries. 

Fans of math might be sad, 
because this year there are 

no numbers to add. 
In previolls years. the egg 

wa::. always hidden alongside a 
state highway. and a clue in 
each of those years would give 
the sum of the digits in the 
highway's route number. This 
year, however, there were no 
numbers to add because the 
egg was not hidden along a 
road wilh a route numher. 

Okay, here's a little math, 
just to be fair: Double the 

first, then look in the square.

few people. but it was strictly a 
math question referring to the 
county's magisterial districts.

that the egg was in the eastern 
end of Floyd County and 
relCr<> to the fact Lhat you mu!>t 
dJ"ive south on U.S. 23 to get 
there. 

Start as if you're going to 
see a cop, but make a turn 

before you hit the drop. 
Begin driving as if you're 

gomg to the Kentucky State 
Polit:e Post in Pikeville, mean­
ing head south on U.S. 23. 
However. to get to the egg, 
you would have to turn before 
reaching Dropping Lick 
Creek. The road right before 
Dropping Lick Creek is Ivy 
Creek Road. 

Words are best considered 
before they're spoken, for at 

the mouth a promise was 

broken . . 
To successfully decipher 

this clue, you would need to 
know a little local history. 
When the state of Kentucky 
wa~ preparing to build the 
Mayo Trail. Col. James 
Hatcher donated t.he right-of­
way at the mouth oflvy Creek, 
where he owned a large chick­
en farm. In return, Hatcher 
asked that the state build a 
memorial to the Battle of Ivy 
Mountain. and the state 
Transportation Cabinet agreed.

pose of sale. came to a head as 
officers served warrants or sum­
mon es in five Kentucky coun­
ties and one out of . tate. 
Officers in Alabama, Virginia. 
Indiana, South Carolina and 
Florida contributed to the inve.~­
t.tgation. 

Forest D. "Tony'' Hall, 69. of 
Sitka in Johnson County. 
Elbridge Cook, 62. and Michael 
Elli , 62. both of Corinth in 

GrantJ:;ounty, Jame Auxier, 41, 
of East Point in Johnson County, 
and Charles Creech.

Creech is charged with seven 
counts or cruelty to animals.

He wa. arrested 
ami faces fines up to $15.000 
and up to seven years in jail. 

The trade in foxes and coy­
otes stems from the practice or 
turning packs of fox hounds 
loo~e inside fenced enclosures 
ranging in site up to . everal 
hundred acres to chase foxes or 
coyotes. The cha.~es may begin 
about sundown and may contin­
ue through noon or . o the next 
uay. 

Otlicers say some cha<;e pen 
operator need a contmuous 
Sl}pply of foxes and coyotes and 
will pay as much as $100 or 
more for each animal. 

That sets off alarms for 
wildlife biologists concerned 
about creating a commercial 

black market in Kentucky for 
the sale of coyotes and foxes to 
running pens. 

The commercial trafficking 
of live-trapped coyotes inside 
Kentucky also runs the risk of 
spreading canine distemper. par­
vovirus. rabies. brucellosis, 
tapeworm. canine heartworm. 
canine hepatitis or mange by 
taking it from one area and 
spreading it to other wildlitc. 
domestic pets and livestock.

A desert star: 
Guayule

It's odd how the mind works, isn't 
it? A particular scent will take us back 
in time lo something that happened 
decades ago. and a simple tum of 
phrase c<tn instantly bring back the 
lyrics of a song from higb school. 

That's probably why. every time I 
heM the word "guayule" (pronounced 
"why-YOU-lee"), 1 automatically 
think, "Why not?" Because if there's 
any plant that seems less promising on 
the surface, but actually has amazing 
potential, I'd be ~ard-pressed to name 
it. 

If you stumbled across guayule in 
the desert and confused it with sage­
brush, that would be totally under­
standable, because the two plants look 
a little alike. Guayule has silvery, gray­
ish-green leaves and yellow flowers, 
and blends right into its native territory 
of the Chichuahuan Desert of the 
southwestern United States and north­
em Mexico. 

The scientists of the Agricultuml 
Research Service (ARS) have been 
giving guayule a close look for more 
than a decade now. In fact, in 1997 they 
licensed a patented process to make 
hypoallergenic late~ from guayule. 

Yes, you read that right: this desert 
plant is a source of high-quality natural 
rubber. Why is that important? It's 
because some 20 million Americans 
suffer from latex allergies that can be 
triggered by using latex gloves, con­
doms or other natural rubber products. 
The symptoms can range from a rash to 
life-threatening anaphylactic shock.

Climbing Mountains, Chasing Stars

Success is a journey, not a destination. It's a 
quote we often see on motivational posters or 
desktop doodads. But for Loretta ~estner (or 
Retty Lynn, to those who know her best), it's a 
quote that summarizes her ten-year ptofessional 
progress from graduating cosmetology student to 
small-busine s owner. 

In 1994, as the single mother of two pre-school 
daughters. Loretta decided to enroll in the cosm..e­
tology program on the Mayo Campus of Big 
Sandy · Community and Technical College. 
Before that decision, Loretta had just been bounc­
ing from one job to another or juggling multiple 
pa1t-time jobs in an effort to put together a full~ 
time. wage. She bad worked in a factory, as a 
waitress, in fast-food, and photography bul he 
was intere ted in something a little more table. 
Since she enjoyed working with people and 
enjoyed styling hair, she thought she might just 
combine the two by pursuing her cosmetology 
license. That decision. however, did not make 
the path any easier. 

D~ring her two years of training, Loretta 
became pregnam with her third child and her 
boyfriend's sister was tragically killed in a car 
wreck. Exhausted from her stui:lies, part-time 
employment, and laden with morning sickness, 
Loretta admits that at one point during her educa­
tion she "got to feeling sorry" for herself and 
missed four day of school, electing ro just stay 
home. She didn't actually plan to quit her stud­
ies, she just didn't have the energy to get up and 

go . . . umil her profes or. Vanessa McKenzie, 
paid her a surprise visit. 

Loretta laughs when she remembers the visit. 
·'She (McKenzie) got one of the students who 
knew where I lived to drive her to my house,'' she 
recalls. "She asked me what T thought I was 
doing and told me to get my bun back in schooL" 

"I could have killed that student," Loretta 
note with a laugh, but then adds: "[f Vanes a 
hadn't encouraged and pushed me, I wouJd not 
have finished school.'' And when Loretta and 
her boyfriend, WiJbur Kestner, got married prior 
to Loretta· graduation from the cosmetology pro­
gram, Vanessa McKenzie and her students pooled 
their money together to purchase a two-night stay 
for a honeymoon in Tennessee. "Now, not many 
instructors would do that," Loretta asserts. 

While graduation was a milestone for Loretta. 
it was not an instant ticket to success. Getting 
your license is a two-stcfl process. she explained. 
You have to get the education and pass a state 
board exam and then you have to serve as an 
apprentice for six months before taking a second 
exam to get your license. And that'r; just the 
beginning, because becoming a succes ful stylist 
requires building a clientele, and that takes time. 

"There were times I was just taking home $50 
a week.'' Lorette admits. After her husband was 
seriously injured on the job {eventually requiring 
seven surgeries and e~tensivc physical therapy 
before he could retum lo work), Lorelta found 
herself once again being torceu to piece together 
some part-time jobs in order lo support the fami­
ly. 

Once Loretta's husband was able to return ro 

work, she was able to devote more time to build­
ing her client base, while juggling a fourth preg­
nancy and helping out during her parents' illness­
es. When the ·owner of New Millennium decid­
ed to put her shop up for sale, she gave Loretta the 
option to buy and Lor~tta's sister and dad pitched 
in Financially to make the purchase possible. In 
June 2006, Loretta became the owner of Retty 
Lynn's {New Millennium) on Broadway in 
Paintsville, nearly 10 years after graduating from 
Mayo' co metology program. 

Loretta understands that she' till on her jour­
ney. Since purcba-.ing the busifless he gave 
birth to a fifth child, continues to work 40 to 60 
hours a week, and provides a location from which 
o!fler hail" stylists can work while building their 
own clientele. Despite the professional demands 
on her time, she keeps her focus on family and 
keeps up with her busy schedule with the help of 
her two teenage daughter , assistance from her 
stepmother and dad, and comfort from ber faith. 
"l du get overwhelmed sometime ," he admits, 
"but I'm a Christian and the Lord help me." 

''I love working with people," she add , "and I 
Like domg hair. One nice client can make your 
day." 

It has been a long journey from cosmetology 
student ro small business. owner. but Loretta 
Kestner would not claim to have reached her des· 
tination. As a bu.siness owner. hair stylist, wife. 
daughter and mother to five children. ranging in 
age from 17 years to 21 months. Loretta is still 
traveling her jourhey, tmggling to juggle the 
many demands of her varied roles . . . but uc­
cess is like that.

This allergic reaction is trig­
gered by proteins in rubber 
from Lhe Brazilian rubber tree 
Hevea brasiliensis. Tens of 
thousands of products are made 
from Hevea rubber, including a 
whole range of medical prod­
ucts including catheters and 
urgical gloves.

from guayule rubber could 
offer a safe alremative for 
Hevea allergy sufferers. 

More recently, the ARS sci­
entists took a look at guayule as 
a source of plywood-like 
boards that cou1d resist attack 
by voracious termites and 
microbes. The idea is to form

up the rocks, and when we 
could find enough discarded 
lumber and chicken wire to 
build a backstop, we really had 
a dandy ball diamond in the 
school house bottom. To be 
sure, it was no ¥ankee 
Stadium, but it was more than 
sufficient, for the rag-tag 
bunch we were. 

We • d gather after supper on 
those long summer evenings, 
without uniforms, without 
coaches, without umpires, and 
most importantly, without 
some adult calling us names 
and threatening to take us 
home because we let a 
grounder skip between our 
legs. 

We'd choose up sides. flip 
wet and dry for bats, and 
ometimes, we'd even have 

seven or eight, or even lO or 
12 on a side. Occasionally. 
we'd have four or five real 
baseball gloves, too, that we'd 
take turns using. Of course, we 
always made sure the ftrst 
baseman and catcher had one. 

If the ball got wet in the 
creek, that in some places ran 
swift and deep, no more than 
15 feet behind home plate, one 
of us would take it home at the 
end of the day, and bake it in 
the oven. If the cover came off 
(which most of the time it did) 
we'd take a roll of that black 
tape tllat miners always had in 
vest quantities around the 
house. and we'd tape it reaUy 
good. lt wasn't by any means 
as good as new, but a black 
baseball was better than no 
baseball.

the guayule leftovers into 
something similar to plywood 
or particle board. 

In tests, the ARS scienti ts 
combined component of 
guayule plants with recycled 
plastic containers used origi­
nally for milk or water. The 
resuil was a composite material 
that resists inseets and micro­
bial damage. This guayule­
composite board might replace 
a variety of woods now used in 
Ooor, wall and roof construc­
tion in homes and offices. 

The scientists say the 
guayule leftovers also can be 
processed into resin for protect­
ing wooden buildings, boats, 
decks and outdoor furniture. 
They found that pine blocks 
impregnated with the guayule 
resin resisted termite and 
wood-rot damage. Earlier U.S. 
Navy tests had shown that 
guayule resin applied to wood­
en piers thwarted several types 
of tennites and marine borers. 

This wouldn't be an "either­
or" situation, because the 
guayule composite board and 
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resin arc made from the brown­
ish-white slurry that's left over 
after the guayule stem and 
leaves have been ground up to 
extract the latex. 

Now, pardon me if l~ve 
saved the best for last. but the 
latest word from the ARS sci­
entists is that guayule could 
also be an economical, environ­
mentally friendly source of 
energy! They say the bioenergy 
can be made from the ground­
up stems and branches after the 
guayule's latex has been 
removed. These leftovers--a 
soft. light brown sawdust-like 
material called bagasse--can 
provide about 8,000 to 9,000 
Btu per pound, which is about 
the same as charcoal. 

ARS scientists in California 
have already . made small 
an10unts of ethanol from 
guayule, and an ARS scientist 
in Pennsylvania is looking into 
turning guayule bagasse into 
bio-oil or synthetic gas. 

Thi could be a real win-win 
setup, because guayule isn't a 
food or feed crop., so using it

for energy doesn't mean that 
anyone or anything will go 
hungry. And its bagasse and 
latex. are available year-round; 
the only other biofuel feedstock 
for which that's true is munici­
pal solid waste; 

Also, guayule grow in hot, 
dry spots where many other 
biofuel crops won't grow weU. 
It requires less fertilizer than 
other crops produced jn the 
desert Southwest, and the only 
herbicides needed are when the 
plants are flCSt getting estab­
lished. The shrubs can be har­
vested for the flCSt time as soon 
as two years after planting, and 
every 18 months or so after 
that. 

So now you can probably 
understand why I automatically 
think. "Guayule? Why not?"
