Warick wa found with 114 Rox.icet 
table! . 11-and-a-half Percocets, 32 Soma 
tablets and a dozen Xanax bars, including 
two halves and 11 full bars. police srud. 

Hamillon also reported Warick aHeged­
ly had $1.792 in cash "rolled up in his 
pocket." The money was collected in sev­
eral denominations including 100-, 50-, 
20- and one-dollar bills, Hamilton said. 

Warick was arrested and charged v.·ith 
first-degree trafficking 111 a controlled sub­
!->tance, as well as other drug-related 
charge. not immed1ately stipulated by 
police. He was. as of" press lime, being 
held at the Pike County Detention Center. 

The fi\ e Olher occupants w1!.h Warick at 
the time of the arrest were also taken into 
custody on drug- and alcohol-related 
charges.

Survey finds mental 
health care elusive 
If you need an X-ray, chances are your doctor can find 

some place where you can get it. But not if you need 
mental health care. 

About two-thirds of primary care doctors have 
problems finding psychiatric treatment for at least some 
of their patients, a new survey finds. That' ignificantly 
higher than the number who report difficulty finding 
other kinds of care like X-rays or hospital admissions for 
their patients. 

P ychiatric care for children was among the hard­
est to find, the survey showed. 

The reasons are varied: uninsured patient , man- . 
aged-care requirements that limit treatment or communi­
ty shortages of psychiatrists .and psychologists. 

But whatever the cause, many people who ne~d 
help are forced to go without. It's estimated that fewer 
than half of the people with serious mental illness like 
depression or bipolar disorder get treatment. 

The survey, published this week in the journal 
Health Affairs, comes as state mental health budgets-­
long underfunded-- are further threatened. The recession 
has cut state revenue , forcing legislators to look for 
places to reduce funding. 

Even for people with private health insurance, the 
level of state funding matters. Many psychiatrists and 
other mental health professionals rely on Medicaid pay­
ments to stay in busine s. Reductions in state funding can 
reduce the number of available providers and make care 
that much harder to find. 

Changing insurance rules have made primary care 
doctors the gatekeepers for mental health. Most people 
whQ need care visit their family doctor first, either 
because they don't know where else to go or because 
they need a referral to ee a specialist. 

Pediatricians were more likely than other doctors 
to report problems fmding specialized mental health care 
for their young patients. Most said the difficulty was due 
to a lack of child psychiatrists in their communities or to 
insurance company ob tacles. 

Shortages of child psychiatrists are welJ docu­
mented around the country and by parents seeking care 
for their kids. As might be expected, doctors who treat 
uninsured or under-insured patients are most likely to 
have problems fmding care for their patients. More than 
47 million Americans lack health insurance and another 
23 million or more are thought to be under-insured. 

Legislation passed by Congre s last year forbids 
insurance companies from placing more restrictions on 
mental health care than they do on other illnesses. The 
new survey. based on data from 2004, found fewer insur­
ance barriers to care in states that had similar law . 

But even with good insurance, patients can't get 
care if there aren't enough psychiatri. t and psychologists 
to treat them. Addressing tho e shortages, perhaps with 
incentives for medical students to specialize in psychia­
try. is crucial to ending the illusion of access.

Also, with reduced coal produc­
tion, everyone wtll see a significant 
increase in all of their utility bills. 
Mo t of my fellow miner ·, along with 
all of the folks mentioned above have 
been working in the 'coalfields all of 
their lives and do not know any other 
way to ·upport themselves and their 
fan1ilies other than mining. or adding 
upport to the extraction of coal.

HAZARD - As daylight 
breaks over the hilltop of 
Eastern Kentucky, shimmers 
of yellow and orange burst 
through the shadow of tree 
covering the towering 
Appalachian Mountains. 

Those living in Eastern 
Kentucky might take that 
beautiful backdrop for granted 
at times. But not Connie Giles 
of Leslie County. 

Last week, thfll awe-inspir­
ing beauty took on an historic 
and all-new vivid meaning for 
Giles, who was seeing the 
mountains for the ftrst time in 
40 years thanks to a cornea 
transplant at the Hazard ARH 
Regional Medical Center at 
the hands of ophthalmologist 
Satya V.S. Reddy, MD. 

It was also an historic occa­
sion for Hazard ARH, which 
offered the sight-restoring 
cornea transplantation proce­
dure for the first time. 

A cornea transplant is a sur­
gical procedure to replace part 
of the cornea with corneal tis­
sue from a deceased donor. 
The cornea is the transparent, 
dome-shaped surface of the 
eye that account for a large 
part of the eye's focusing 
power. A cornea transplant can 
restore vision, reduce pain and 
improve the appearance of a 
damaged or diseased cornea.

lt is a miracle surgery Giles 
admits she once thought was 
out of her reach because she 
lived in Eastern Kentucky, and 
such an opportunity was not 
available close to home. 

Last week, that perception 
changed when Giles found out 
he wa a candidate for a 

cornea transplant at Hazard 
ARH less than an hour away 

from her home, and that after 
40 years living in a darkened 
haze she would soon sec again. 

As a child. Giles su!Tercd 
from severe headache. and eye 
infections Her viswn got pro­
gressively worse and by the 
age of 12. she had become 
legally blind in both eyes. In 
the years that followed, her life 
became tilkd with sounds and 
only blurry shapes and objects 
severely restricting her inde­
pendence and overall quality 
of life. 

"I only left my house to go 
to the doctor.' ' Gtlcs said . "I 
always had to have help mov­
ing around." 

Just a day after the trans-

plant, Gilc was sitting in Dr. 
Reddy's office awaiting the 
bandage to be removed trom 
her left eye. 

The tear: came quickly as 
Giles reflected back pn the his­
toric moment. "When l opened 
my left eye and could actually 
see the doctor's face. all I 
could think was 'thank you " ' 

It was a moment that also 
hold special meaning for Dr.

Partnerships 
that pay off

You could think of this as the scien­
tific version of that old Zen question, 
"If a tree falls in the t'orest and no one 
hears it, does it make a sound?'": If a 
scientist invents something absolutely 
wonderful, but there's no way to get 
that marvelous invention to the market­
place and into the hands of the con­
sumer, has it really done anyone any 
good? 

I think the second question is easier 
to answer than the first one. If a won­
derful new invention never makes it 
past the lab door, I don't see how it 
could do anyone much good or be any­
thing except just another scientific odd­
ity. 

Fortunately, that's not a problem at 
the Agricultural Research Service 
(ARS), which has a very aggressive 
program of seeking out industry part­
ners to not only take a good scientific 
idea from me realm of possibility to the 
world of reality, but also to get mat end 
product into the market. 

In 2008 alone, ARS participated in 
230 "cooperative research and devel­
opment agreements," or CRADAs, 
with external partners, including com­
panies and universities. Jn that same 
year, ARS contributed research that Jed 
to 116 new invention disclosures and 
29 patents. And in the decades since 
the pus age of the Federal Technology 
Transfer Act of 1986--which requires 
federal laboratories to actively seek 
opportunities to transfer technology to 
industry. universities, and state and 
local govemments--ARS has been

would pick her wild greens. 
she'd always include dande­
lions. 

Back in the 1940s, in tho e 
days when entertainment was 
anywhere we could find it, the 
dandelions' brief appearance 
on the landscape also becan1e a 
source of amusement for coal­
camp kids, as we'd hold the 
bright yellow flower under 
someone's chin. If it reflected 
color, we'd say, "Oh, you like 
butter." It made little sense to 
me then, and even less now, 
but since grownups did it, too. 
so did we. 

We'd also reach the same 
conclusion if we tickled some­
one under the chin with a dan-' 
delion and they'd laugh. Also, 
we were very much aware that 
it was good luck for a bride to 
include a couple of fresh dan­
delions in her wedding bou­
quets, and terribly bad luck 
would folJow if you ever 
picked a dandelion in a grave 
yard. 

Then, when the flower 
would tum to eed, after it 
would moprh into a little white 
puffy golf ball-size orb, we 
could tell the future by blow­
ing on it. For instance, if we· d 
take a big long breath and 
blow, ever how many eeds 
were left is how many children 
you'd have. If you could blow 
three times like that and still 
have one seed left, it meant 
your true love was thinking of 
you. And, if one big blow 
removed all the seeds. you 
could make a wish and it'd 
come true. 

It takes about two or three 
weeks for them to run their 
course.

Inc .. now part of the 
Pfi1er Poultry Health Division 
in Durhan1, N.C. The product 
Wll!> an in-the- hell vaccination 
technique to help protect poul­
try against a costly ailment 
called Marek's disease. Since 
then. ARS has had six more 
CRADAs v. ith Embrex to use 
the same technique against 
avian coccidiosi ·. salmonella 
and other viral diseases. 

Today. ARS' East Lansing 
lab worh with a whole range 
of companies to protect poultry 
against viral di!icases: Aviagen 
in Huntsville. Ala.: Cobb­
Vantress. Inc., in Siloam 
Spring . Ark.; Hy-Line 
International in Des Moines, 
Iowa: and Hendrix Genetics in 
The Netherlands.

farmer. pcrhap Marek's dis­
ease isn't something that 
excites your interest. So here's 
another example of ARS team­
work with external partners 
that might hit a little closer to 
home. 

It's about to be cookout sea­
son (if you haven't already fired 
up the griU). But if your back­
yard is anything like mine, 
you'll find yourself sharing 
your "fun in the sun" with a 
blitzkrieg of bloodthirsty mos­
quitoes. 

ARS scientists in 
Gainesville, A a ... are aiming to 
ca ·c that situation a bit. They're 
busy evaluating a whole range 
of compounds from a large 
chemical library to figure out 
which active ingredients are 
most effective at killing mos­
quitoe · and other disease-car­
rying insects. 

Working under a CRADA 
with a chemical company, the 
ARS sclenti ts are using a high­
ly efficient analysis system to 
screen large numbers of these 
compounds in a fairly short

period. The system enables the 
scientists to quickly screen and 
test each chemical's potential as 
an insecticide. 

The laboratory tests have 
already uncovered several 
compounds that are more toxic 
to mosquitoes than the current­
ly registered insecticides, the 
scientists report. 

'This work involve not only 
industry, but the military. A 
U.S. Department of Defen e 
initiative called the Deployed 
War-Fighter Protection 
Research Program has provid­
ed funds and promoted industry 
collaborations and partnerships 
to advance this important 
research.
