Legislators need

U.S. House Democratic leaders are scrambling to secure the
votes for quick passage of a carbon cap-and-trade law, arguing
that aggressively attacking greenhouses gases will save the
planet and restore America’s standing in the international
community.

. But some of their more moderate colleagues are balking
and for good cause. .

This bill will break the budget of U.S. households.

Cap-and-trade will set a limit on the amount of carbon
manufacturers and energy producers can emit. Those that
exceed the limit would have to buy credits from those who are
under their cap. The Obama administration contends this will
create free-market trading in carbon credits that will produce a
huge windfall to offset the impact of the law on consumers.

But the American Institute for Economic Research, an inde-
pendent group, says that in places where cap-and-trade is
already in place, the market for carbon credits has been tepid.

The institute warns the cap-and trade-bill co-sponsored by
Reps. Henry Waxman, D-Calif., and Edward Markey, D-Mass,
could double the price of natural gas ... Electricity costs could
rise more than 100 percent in the Midwest.

Gasoline and diesel fuel prices could go up nearly an esti-
mated $1 per gallon just from the effects of this bill, driving
up the cost of any good that is delivered by truck or train —

meaning just about every consumer product, particularly food.

But Markey and Waxman aren’t talking about the cost of

By the fol-
lowing Wednesday, we had accom-
plished that task and balanced the
budget by passing a revised House
Bill 4 by a vote of 97-0 in the House
and 35-0 in the Senate. Most of the
remaining shortfall will be eliminated
with over $700 million in federal dis-
cretionary stimulus funds, sparing the
Commonwealth deeper cuts that
would be hard to withstand.

The cuts that the governor asked us
to make to eliminate the shortfall will
not affect public school per-pupil
funding, higher education, local jails
or Medicaid. but most other programs
and agencies in each branch of govern-

~ ment that took cut last winter in the

2009 Regular Session will face more
reductions. Most executive branch
agency budgets will be cut another 2.6
percent; The judicial branch will take a
$22.6 million cut, and more than $2.6
million will be cut from the legislative
budget. Needless to say, making addi-
tional cuts was extremely hard to do
since funding is already so limited, but
our statutory requirement for a bal-
anced budget feft us no choice.

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Rising fuel prices, uncertain economy
to dampen July 4 holiday travel, AAA says

LEXINGTON — AAA is
projecting the number of
Americans traveling on vaca-
tion this Fourth of July holiday
weekend will decrease 1.9 per-
cent from 2008, with approxi-
mately 37.1 million travelers
taking a trip of 50 or more
miles away from home.

Last year, 37.8 million
Americans traveled during the
same period; a 10.5 percent
decline from the 42.3 million
travelers who vacationed in
2007. The July 4 holiday is
typically the busiest time of
year for auto travel since near-
ly all school-aged children are
out of school at this time and,
as a result, parents are more
apt to take family vacations at
this time.

AAA said the projected
slight decline in leisure travel
is mainly due to ongoing
uncertainty about the strength
of the economy; especially ris-
ing joblessness and sagging
personal incomes. The recent
rise in gasoline prices may
also be causing some travelers
to limit or abbreviate their hol-
iday plans, although its impact
on overall vacation costs
remains minimal, AAA said.

“Many Americans remain
cautious about the outlook for
their personal finances and
these attitudes are reflected in
the slight decline in travel we
are forecasting for the upcom-
ing holiday weekend,” said
Robert L. Darbelnet, AAA
President & CEQO. “Those who
do vacation this summer will
find a plethora of attractive
discounts and special offers
resulting in some outstanding
vacation values. If you can
afford to go, this summer is a
smart time to travel.”

AAA’s projections are
based on research conducted
by IHS Global Insight. The
Boston-based economic
research and consulting firm
teamed with AAA earlier this
year as part of an agreement to
jointly analyze travel trends
during the major holidays.
AAA has been reporting on
holiday travel trends for more
than two decades. The com-
plete AAA / IHS Global
Insight 2009 July 4th holiday
forecast can be found at
AAA.com/news.

Air travel to increase, while
auto travel dips
Although air travel will

account for only five percent
of July 4th leisure travel, the
industry is expected to see a

4.9 percent increase in leisure

travel bookings this holiday
due to declining airfares and
pent up demand from those
who have not taken a vacation
trip by air in some time. Two
million person trips are
expected by air. Last July 4th
air travel declined steeply, so
this year’s rebound is signifi-
cant,

Although fuel prices remain
much lower than they were
one year ago, the relatively
steep price increase since May
will dampen consumer enthu-
siasm for road trips. AAA proj-
ects a 2.6 percent decline in
auto trips from 33.4 million
last year to 32.6 million in
2009. More attractive airfares
also will contribute to the
decline in auto travel.

Trips by other/multi modes,
including air/auto combina-
tions, rail, buses and water-
craft, will be the dominant
means of travel used by an
estimated 2.5 million
Americans, or 7 percent of all
travelers.

Average spending will be «
$1,160 and average distance
traveled will be 614 miles

Fourth of July travelers
expect to spend approximately
$1,160 per household this
upcoming holiday weekend.
Transportation and accommo-
dations will account for about
half of trip spending, while
food and beverage absorbs
another 20 percent of the holi-
day budget. Shopping, enter-
tainment and recreation will
account for the remaining 30
percent of spending on aver-
age.

Gasoline prices are up sub-
stantially since May, but are
still much lower than they
were at this time last year
This should encourage some
travelers to drive long dis-
tances over the holiday week-
end. Fourth of July travelers
will log an average of 614
miles roundtrip this upcoming
holiday weekend. Over one
third (38%) of travelers will
stay relatively close to home,
with expected round trips of
under 250 miles. One third of
weekend travelers will log
between 250 and 700 miles.

REMINDER: Boat safely during July 4 Ilolldav Weekend

FRANKFORT - More
boaters will be on Kentucky
waters during the upcoming
July 4th holiday weekend than
at any other time of year.
Families will head to the water
to fish, tube, water ski and
enjoy a long weekend away
from work. Boats full of vaca-
tioning friends will navigate
crowded waters to find the
best spot to watch fireworks.
In the midst of all this fun and
festivity, it’s easy to forget that
the Independence Day holiday
is often the year’s busiest and
most congested weekend on
the water.

“The one thing that we
notice about the July 4th

weekend when we go back and
look at the boating accident,
injury and fatality data is that
we seem to have more inci-
dents during that weekend
than either Memorial Day or
Labor Day,” said Sgt. John
Anderson, boating education
coordinator for the Kentucky
Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources.

That statistic isn’t meant to
scare boaters away. But it
should convince anyone who
steps into a boat to be extra
careful during the busy holi-
day weekend. Crowded lakes
and rivers demand careful nav-
igation from boaters, partieu-
larly around crowded fire-
works viewing areas.

“More people on the water

makes for more congested
waterways,” said Capt. Mike
Fields, boating law adminis-
trator for Kentucky Fish and
Wildlife. “More congested
waterways can make for more
close calls and more inci-
dents.”

Boat operators should drive
slowly in crowded areas, and
scan the water carefully for
swimmers, tubers, skiers and
personal watercraft operators.

“If I could only say,two
things to the boating public
that I knew would make a dif-
ference, the first thing I'd say
is wear your life preserver,”
said Anderson. “Ninety per-
cent of those who die’ on the
water would have lived if
they'd been wearing a life

jacket. It’s the best insurance
policy you can have.”

Life jackets are required for
boaters under 12 years old
when in the open part of a boat
that is underway. Additionally,
a life jacket must be readily
available to each passenger in
the boat.

“The second thing I'd tell
the boating public is to take a
boating education class,”
Anderson added. “People who
have completed a boater edu-
cation class are 70 percent less
likely to be involved in a seri-
ous boating accident.”

The classes are available
free of charge throughout
Kentucky, or they may be
taken online for a fee. Boater
education is required for youth

Court OKs replacing
Meade Branch bridge

MEADE BRANCH -
Floyd County officials have
given a greenlight that will see
$100,000 made available for
the replacement of the Meade
Branch bridge along Abbott
Creek. y

The bridge will run south
along Route 1427 and is being
replaced, according to offi-
cials, to provide safe and reli-
able roadway connection for
the commuting public.

Early plans call for the
bridge to be approximately 15
feet wide and a single lane.

The county authorized
Judge-Executive R.D. “Doc”
Marshall to ask for up to
$100,000 in reimbursable state
construction funding, which
means the county would ini-
tially pay for the replacement

of the bridge and then ask for
the money back from the state
after meeting all requirements
of the agreement.

All members of the Floyd
County Fiscal Court voted in
approval of the next step in the
project Friday.

In Floyd,
there have been 1,417 inspec-
tions, with only neighboring
and much larger Pike County
showing higher numbers at
1,903.

Total registrations for fed-
eral disaster assistance in eligi-

preparation and storage to help
our residents avoid that.”

According to DPH, food
left out in the sun or in hot cars
too long ‘can become a breed-
ing ground for bacteria and
may cause foodborne illness
when consumed. This is par-
ticularly important to remem-
ber for holiday parties, when
there is increased likelihood
for exposing multiple people
to foodborne illness.

The spread of illness related
to spoiled or contaminated
food is relatively common and
can cause painful and some-
times life-threatening compli-
cations. Attention to food safe-
ty precautions, such as main-
taining a clean preparation
enviyonment, attention to thor-
ough and frequent hand wash-
ing and- proper food prepara-
tion and storage are extremely
important.

“We want Kentuckians to
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observe our recommended
food safety guidelines every
day, but it is particularly
important around the holidays
or when a party or gathering is
planned,” said  Christine
Atkinson, manager of the DPH
food safety branch. “This July
4, we hope all Kentuckians
will join us in our effort to pre-
vent the widespread outbreak
of illness.”

To avoid exposure to bacte-
ria and prevent foodborne ill-
ness, DPH recommends fol-
lowing these guidelines:

B 'Wash hands before eating
or preparing food, after using
the restroom, between han-
dling raw and ready-to-eat
items and after handling pets.
Wash with hot soapy water,
and dry with paper towels.,

"M To sanitize surfaces, use
a solution of regular household
bleach and warm water. Add
about 1 tablespoon of bleach
to 2 gallons of water for the

right concentration. Sanitize
by first washing and rinsing
the surface and then immerse,
spray or swab with the bleach
solution.

W Separate raw foods from
ready-to-eat foods. Use differ-
ent cutting boards or wash,
rinse and sanitize after contact
with raw meat, poultry and
seafood. Never use the same
plate to transport the cooked
hamburgers that was used for
the raw hamburger patties.

B Handle all cut melons
carefully, including cantaloupe
and watermelon. Thoroughly
clean the outer surface before
slicing, and keep work surface
and utensils used to prepare
the melon clean and sanitized.
Refrigerate sliced melon
promptly at 41 degrees
Fahrenheit or lower.

B Be sure to wash all pro-
duce thoroughly before use.

B Cook food to the proper
internal temperature:
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» Ground beef, 160 degrees
Fahrenheit for 15 seconds

» Poultry and stuffed meats,
165 degrees F for 15 seconds

« Pork products, 150
degrees F for 15 seconds

* Reheating leftovers, 165
degrees F for 15 seconds

M Always check the inter-
nal temperature of cooked
foods with a metal-stemmed
thermometer, and cook anoth-
er 15 seconds after the ther-
mometer indicates it has

reached the proper tempera--
ture.

B Within two hours, cool
and maintain leftovers at 41
degrees Fahrenheit or lower, or
freeze at zero degrees or lower,

Chowing
down safely

With Memorial Day behind us, pic-
nic season is in full-swing, so this
seems like a good time to renew our
acquaintance with a few simple food
safety rules to ensure your get-togeth-
er doesn’t wind up being someone’s
least favorite summer memory.

First, if you’re going to grill meat,
make sure your meat is completely
thawed before you slap it on the grill;
otherwise, it might not cook evenly.
Also, make sure you don’t put the
cooked meat back on the same platter
that held the raw meat, unless you've
first scrubbed that platter with hot,
soapy water.

And please use a meat thermome-
ter! You're looking for a reading of
145 degrees Fahrenheit with beef,
veal and lamb steaks, roasts and
chops; 160 degrees F for hamburgers
and all cuts of pork, and 165 F for
poultry.

After you've grilled your food,

@ keep it hot, at 140 degrees F or higher.

If it's hot weather-90 degrees F or
hotter—food shouldn’t sit out for more
than an hour, and even if the weather
is cooler, you should toss any food left
out for two hours. (I know, you just
hate to waste food, but which is
cheaper—a few discarded hamburger
patties, or a trip to the emergency
room?)

What about eggs? The bottom line,
according to the experts, is that you
should always properly handle and
cook eggs before you eat them. The
Food and Drug Administration advis-
es against eating any raw, unpasteur-
ized eggs, or products that contain
them. (For a great summary of cook-

® out food safety tips, visit this USDA

Food Safety and Inspection Service

ndex.asp ) .

I have to admit, I'm a real fiend for
eggs. Perhaps it’s a result of growing
up in the country with laying hens in a
backyard pen, so that we always had
plenty of fresh eggs. I can’t imagine a
picnic without deviled eggs. In fact,
I've been known to buy a whole cook-
book just to get my hands on an
unusual deviled egg recipe.

But eggs, like meat, require some
caution in handling. Food safety

 threats in eggs include both naturally

occurring spoilage bacteria and
pathogens such as Salmonella enteri-
tidis, the primary cause of egg-related
food poisoning in the United States.

Yes, you can buy pasteurized liquid
eggs to increase the food safety odds
in your favor. But even when compa-
nies adhere to all the pasteurization
protocols preseribed by the U.S.
Department of Agriculture, there are
still cases of illness related to con-
sumption of raw egg products—some
40,000 cases of salmonellosis in the
United States each year.

And that’s the number of cases that

o are actually reported. That doesn’t

even get into those cases where Uncle
Fred just swears off Aunt Marge’s
special raw-egg-laced salad dressing
forever because of the nasty after-
effects.

Fortunately, the scientists of the
Agricultural Research Service (ARS)
are busy “building a better mouse

- trap” where egg safety is concerned.

Although current pasteurization tech-
nology will eliminate heat-sensitive
pathogens, there are some heat-resis-
tant microorganisms that can survive
and spoil liquid egg whites.

The ARS team has found that a
new technology called ‘“crossflow
microfiltration membrane separation,”
or CMF, can compensate for the short-
comings of thermal pasteurization.
Not only does it remove more
pathogens than thermal pasteuriza-
tion, but it does so without affecting
the eggs’ ability to foam and emulsify.
So you could use CMF-treated eggs to
make an angel food cake or home-
made mayonnaise.

Does CMF work? Like a champ! In
a pilot-scale study, it removed about
99.9999 percent of S. enteritidis bac-

PRESTONSBURG — Visitors
to the Justice Center or downtown
businesses June 17 might have
caught sounds of banjo music car-
ried along the wind, courtesy of a
traveling minstrel on a mission to
share his music across the South.

“I heard this was a hotbed of
bluegrass music and I thought I
would drive down here,” Andrew
Bentley said during a break
between a‘ rendition of “C.C.
Rider” and one of his original
works. “I’ve noticed people here
are super friendly. I really like it
here.”

Bentley, a Wheelersburg,
Ohio, resident who paints murals
when he isn’t performing his
music, had  stopped in
Prestonsburg, just as he had in
Ashland, Louisa and Paintsville
earlier in the day, with the inten-
tion to play a couple of songs and
then continue south along U.S.
23. But once here, he received an
unexpected extended booking,
when Malibu’s Restaurant and
Lounge offered him a sandwich
and some water in exchange for
sticking around and playing
through the lunch hour.

A fan of the bluegrass music

played on radio station WMMT in
Whitesburg, Bentley said he had
often heard Prestonsburg men-
tioned and wanted to check out
the town, along with Whitesburg
and some other places.

And this same technology

. can also be used to remove

Bacillus anthracis spores from
egg whites. That finding adds
to early work by the ARS sci-
entists that showed that CMF
could remove 99.9999 percent
of B. anthracis spores that had
been deliberately put into fluid
milk. Microfiltration can also
protect milk from more com-
mon bacterial pathogens and
possibly extend the milk’s

" shelf life.
