Wal-Mart joins call 
for health reform 

The nation'.\> large t employer thinks big companies should be 
·equired to provide health insurance for their workers. 

Wal-Mart, the country's biggest retailer and the second-large t 
:orporation in the world according to this year's Fortune 500, this 
.veek endorsed the idea of a !)O-called employer mandate. 

That's a key -- and controversial -- part of President Barack 
)bama's health reform plan. It's also a feature of the bipartisan 
lassachusetts health reforms that cut in half the number of unin­

sured in that state. 
Under such a mandate, all but the smallest businesses would 

)e required to make a "fair and reasonable" contribution toward 
.vorkers' insurance premiums. 

Wal-Mart CEO Michael Duke sent a letter to congressional 
eaders and the White Hou e thi week in which tie expressed 

support for the mandate. It was co-signed by Andrew Stem, pres­
dent of the Service Employee International Union, Wal-Mart's 

llnlikely health care ally in recent years. 
Wal-Mart didn't always have such a progressive approach to 

1ealth care. 
In 2005, about a quarter of Wal-Mart workers were either 

uminsured or on state Medicaid programs with the costs of their 
;are absorbed by taxpayers. 

Half the children of Wal-Mart workers were in the same boat. 
[n part, that's because the company offered workers information 
Jn applying for Medic.aid in tead of offering them health insur­
mce. 

Wal-Mart workers who were insured were paying about twice 
he national average in out-of-pocket co ts. Four-in-10 were pay­
ng as much as 16 percent of their wages. 

That changed in part because those shameful facts were out­
ined in a letter written by a corporate vice president to Wal­
\.ofart' Board of Directors, which was leaked to reporters. 

Stung by the bad publicity and by anti-Wal-Mart campaigns 
"unded by unions trying to organize workers, the retail giant 
;hanged its ways. TOday, more than lia_Jf of its workers have 
1ealth insurance provided by their employer, compared with 

about 40 percent of retail workers nationwide. 
Wal-Mart's support comes as Obama' health refonns are 

Ltnder attack from Republicans. The GOP pays lip service to the 
1eed for change, but they have no real plan to fix the system. 

Duke indicated that Wal-Mart's support is conditioned on how 
well reforms actually control health costs. "There has to be some 
sense that the promise of the bill to reduce health costs will actu­
a.lly occur," one of the company' lobbyists told The New York 
rimes. 

Specifics of the national mandate, or even whether it will be 
enacted, remain to be een. In Massachusetts, all companies with 
ll or more workers must contribute to employee health insur­
ance premiums. They must also offer a plan that employees can 
pay for wifh pre-tax dollars. 

Companies that fail to comply face a fine of up to $295 per 
.vorker per year. That's far below the $4,700 national average 
cost of individual coverage in 2008. That makes it cheaper for 
some companies simply to pay the fine than provide health bene­
tits. 

Adult in Massachusetts also are required to get coverage. 
Those who don't lo e a substantial income tax deduction. 

: Even with Wal-Mart's support, health reform is far from a 
1
ione deal. But Duke, the giant retailer's president, got it exactly 
r:ight in his letter to the Wh.itp House. 

"Not every business can make the same contribution," he 
wrote, ''but everyone must make some contribution."

House week 
in review

We have all heard the watchwotd 
"war on the middle cla ". but hear­
ing and believing are often two sepa­
rate things. 

Ask the nation's most conservative 
talk show hosts if there is a war on the 
middle class and they are likely to 
interrupt you with a guffaw and a 
pshaw. After all. a 2007 Brandeis 
University study did define the middle 
class as a household earning at least 
twice, but not more than ix times, the 
federal poverty level-lor between 
$49,600 and $148,800 a year for a 
family of five. You could also ask the 
top five percent of wage earners, but 
the fact that they pay less taxes pro­
portionate to income than the middle 
class and working class might not 
make them very sympathetic. 

lt might be better to ask the 45 to 
50 percent of Americans classified a 
middle class--including the 30 to 45 
percent so-called lower-middle clas 
Americans that a 2005 sociology 
study described as mostly college­
educated workers with household 
incomes ranging from $35,000 to 
$75,000--and see if they feel under 
attack. You could ask the Desmond­
Zeuli family near Boston, or thou­
sands like them, who have maxed out 
their credit cardJ even though they 
have cut spending: drive old cars and 
have an combined income of about 
$60,000 or o to support themselves 
and their three kids. The couple told 

The Boston Globe in 2008 that they 
are running out of ways to ave 
money. 

"Twenty bucks isn't there anymore 
after all your expenses are paid," said 
Joe Zeuli. 

Or you could look up the Brandeis 
University study from late 2007 called 
"By a Thread: The New Experience of 
America's Middle Cia s" that uses a 
middle-class security index developed 
by the school and the Demos nonpar­
tisan pohcy center to gauge the finan­
cial health of the middle class. If you 
are middle class, the results probably 
won't surprise you. But that doesn't 
mean they aren't worri orne. 

Consider these index results: 
• Financial security eludes all but 

around 31 percent of familie consid­
ered middle class by income; 

• Over half of middle class house­
holds have no net financial as et ; 

• 21 percent of middle clas 
homes live from paycheck to pay­
check. 

Then there i a story posted by 
Reuter new ervice Ia t January 
about the effect of the 2008 deep 
recession on the middle class. Unable 
to pay the rising cost of debt they 
assumed in better financial times, 
middle class families are fmding 
themselves part of a new working 
poor characterized by college educat­
ed, middle-class wage earners. One 
young single mother in Wa rungton, 
D.C. who makes $2,200 a month as a 
volunteer coordinator at a hospital 
told Reuter she had to take a second 
job delivering pizza to make ends 
meet. 

Education typically means higher 
salaries in a healthy economy, and 
middle class Americans know it. No

matter how hard the struggle is now, 
studie typically show that it would be 
even harder without a college degree. 
But skyrocketing tuition and the 
mountains of debt that many middle 
clas parents now Jive under make it 
hard for them to save for their child's 
college education. The best option-­
student loan --seems like no option at 
all to middle cla s workers who cringe 
at the thought of their children spend­
ing years paying off debt just a lliey 
are struggling to do now. Just a k Joe 
Zeuli outside of Boston. 

"I don't want to say the only way 
they can go to college i through the 
military, or have them pay rodent 
loan until they are 90," Said Zeoli. 
Apparently neither do a lot of other 
middle class parent or their children. 

That bring. us to three key fmdings 
in a Kentucky Long-Term Policy 
Research Center study ba ed on 
Kentucky and U.S. trends in college 
attendance comparing attendance 
trend. for 18-2-t year olds for the peri­
od 1993-97 and 2003-07. Last but 
not least among the three was, and 1 
quote from a release on the tudy, the. 
discovery that "Tho e in the highest­
income group show a stati tically ig­
nificant higher probability of attend­
ing college than those in the lowest­
and middle-income group ." 

What the study tell u , in part, i 
that middle clas acce s to a college 
education ha fallen behind access 
that lowest- and highe t-income 
groups have to a college education 
nationally. Next week, I want to 
explore if the same trend analyzed in 
the Kemucky study hold true for the 
Commonwealth and, if so. what if 
anything can be done about it. See you 
next week.

Ahe~ping 
hand for hard 

workers

This is the time of year when 
things start to get wild in my back­
yard. 

No, I'm not talking about au natur­
al pool parties (we don't have a pool) 
or even high?voltage volleyball; l'm 
talking about the bees. 

Over the pa t few years, I've made 
a real effort to fill my backyard flower 
garden with plants that will appeal to, 
and attract, bees. One of the best of 
these plant varieties is monarda, also 
known as "bee balm." These are fabu­
lou plants, tall and slender with piky 
flowers in astonishing colors??and 
even before the flowers have 
bloomed, the plants themselves emit 
the most wonderful, soothing fra­
grance. No wonder the bees love 
them! 

Of course, I'm a latecomer to the 
bee balm admiration party. Species of 
monarda have been used as medicinal 
plants for centufies by various Native 
American tribes. The Native 
Americans made poultices of the plant 
to help heal skin infections and minor 
wounds, and brewing the leaves is 
said to produce a natural remedy for 
headache . 

Bee balm can work wonders for 
your vegetable garden, too, because 
it's great at attracting pollinators that 
will benetit other plants. and al o 
attracts certain predatory insects that 
hunt garden pests. If you live in an 
even wilder setting, you might be 
interested to know that deer don't like 
bee balm. so planting monarda is an 

. easy way to keep Bambi & Co. from 
grazing your garden right down to the 
ground. 

For me, though, the attraction i the 
bee . It's nothing unusual at my house 
to walk out onto the deck when the 
bee balm IS in full bloom and see a 
dozen or more bees methodically 
working their way across the blos­
soms, picking up pollen and enjoying 
themselves Immensely. 

It seems to me we should all do our 
bit these days to help out pollinators, 
especially honey bees. I'm sure you've 
read about Colony Collapse Disorder 
(CCD). an absolutely baffling syn­
drome that began sweeping through 
the nation's bee colonies in the fall of 
2006. At that time, some beekeepers 
were reporting losses of up to 90 per­
cent of their hives. 

It hasn't been that easy to diagno e 
or study CCD. You're not going to find 
a lot of dead bees lying around with 
this one; instead, a hive that's been hit 
with CCD may have no adult bees left 
at all. The bees simply .. . vanish. 

It sounds like something straight 
out of a bad science fiction flick, but 
CCD is no laughing matter. We all 
rely on bees to pollinate our food 
crops. from almonds and berries to 
fruits and vegetables. In fact, about 
one out of every three mouthful of 
food in our diet directly or indirectly 
benefits from honey bee pollination. 

Certainly rhe scientists at the 
Agricultural Re earch Service (ARS) 
are taking CCD eriously. They're in 
the mid t of a multi?year CCD Action 
Plan that focuses on a range of possi­
ble culprits behind CCD: environmen­
tal stresse , the bees' nutrition, 
pathogens and parasites. 

Among the latter, one focus of the 
ARS scienti t ' attention is an inva-
ive parasite called Nosema ceranea. 

The cientists have just finished 
sequencing the genome of this partic­
ular pest. Nosema is actually a fun­
gus?related microbe that produces 
spore. that the bees consume when 
they forage. Infection spreads from 
the bees' digestive tracts to other tis­
sues, and within weeks, the bee 
colony is either wiped out or has lost 
much of its strength. 

For years, the chief culprit in the 
Nosema family?1at least, among the 
bee in thi country??was No cma 
apis, our "homegrown" Nosema. But 
recently, Nosema ceranae, a very
