Arnold Turner, pastor of the Allen
Baptist Church, believes that the
Episcopal Church made the wrong

decision with the resolution,

to the announcement from -

“First of all, it’s my opinion that it’s
a sad and’pitiful development,” Turner
said. “I'm sure the members of the
Episcopal denomination are very sin-
cere people and 1 believe they want o
know the truth and walk following the
Lord Jesus Christ in harmony with his
teachings. This dispute is not with the
people in the pews, it’s with their lead-
ership.”

According to Turner, the resolution
goes against the teachings of the Bible
and religious history.

“The Episcopal Church has failed
their people and turned from God in
two specific ways,” Turner said. “First,
they have abandoned the clear teaching
of scripture and substituted their own
preferences that they choose to teach. It
has absolutely no authority either in the
history of the church or in the Bible.
This is what is known as apostasy.

“The second way 1§ just as serious.
They are now presenting a God that has
limited power in that they say there are

things that God cannot do, one of

which is to deliver those who believe

from the power of sin. Jesus specifical-
ly promised that with God, all things
are possible. In contrast, they are say-
ing you can’t change from sinning, so
we'll change the definition of sin.
Again, that is a failure by the leader-
ship to even attempt to direct those
who are seeking the God of the Bible.”

Floyd to get over $40K

- Ghke s Milew ! -
Minimum wages
aren’t the problem,
maximum wages are

The federal minimum wage went up 70 cents an hour on Friday,
to $7.25 an hour, the third and last of the scheduled increases enact-
ed by Congress in 2007. Let the standard arguments begin:

Con: It sets an artificial price on labor. It will drive small-busi-
ness owners to the poor house. It will drive up all wages, creating
an inflationary effect. It hurts teenagers and younger workers, with
resulting effects on crime rates. With the economy in recession and
unemployment pushing 10 percent, it's a terrible time to raise
wages.

Pro: Minimum-wage workers tend to spend everything they earn,
s0 this will have a stimulative effect. The minimum wage hasn't
kept pace with the cost of living, meaning workers still have 18 per-
cent less buying power than they did in 1968, when the minimum
wage was $1.60 an hour,

The arguments mostly were muted this time, certainly less than
in 2007, when the minimum wage rose from $5.15 to $5.85. Last
year, when the minimum wage went up to $6.55, it happened in the
middle of the economic meltdown and passed almost without notice.
There were too many larger issues.

S0, 100, this year. The Bureau of Labor Statistics says that only
2.2 million American workers make minimum wage or less (restau-
rant workers are exempt in most states). That's only 3 percent of the
hourly work force, That's probably an undercount, because some
salaried and self-employed workers also make less than the mini-
mum wage.

A bigger deal can be found at the other end of the earnings scale.
The Wall Street Journal reported last week that in 2007, "highly
compensated employees" (the 94 percent of Americans with earn-
ings in excess of the ceiling on wages subject to Social Security
taxes) took home more than one-third of total U.S. pay.

Six percent of the workers got 33 percent of the payroll. And
that's just wages and salaries, not bonuses, stock options and other
perks. Nor does it count investment earnings. It's payroll only.

In the five years ending in 2007, pay for these "highly compen-
sated employees” increased by 48 percent, double the gain for those
who earned less than $97,500, the Social Security ceiling in effect
for 2007. The ceiling for this year is $106,800.

Here's why that's a problem: Everything in the way of wages
earned over $106,800 isn't subject to Social Security taxes. If you
earn less than that, you and your employer split a 12.4 percent pay-
roll tax on it. The money goes into Social Security Trust Fund,
which is expected to go broke in 2037.

Highly compensated employees in 2007 were paid $991 billion
that was subject to payroll taxes and $1.1 trillion that wasn't. For
this year, that works out to an estimated $115 billion that won't be
2oing into the Social Security fund.

It's true that Social Security benefits max out this year, assuming
you retire at age 66, at $2,323 a month regardless of how much you
earned during your career. The ceiling is there on the assumption
that regardless of the blessings of progressive taxation, a wage earn-
er shouldn't be taxed too far in excess of the benefits he can expect
to receive.

But the trend clearly is disturbing. As the rich get richer, and con-
tinue swallowing ever-bigger pieces of the total U.S. earnings, the
Social Security ceiling must be raised. Eliminating it entirely could
extend the life of the trust fund for 75 years or more, the Social
Security Administration estimates.

During the presidential campaign, President Barack Obama pro-
posed extending payroll taxes for those earning $250,000 or more.
You'd get a break between $106,800 and $249,999, but after that,
the tax would kick back in.

That proposal is not currently on the legislative agenda. As the
retirement crisis worsens, it should be.

Yes, Cronkite was
that good

Walter Cronkite died last week.
Good.

At the end he was ill, enfeebled and
suffering from dementia. He was far
too fine a man for that.

He was 92, after all, and he’d had a
hell of a run. By accident of birth and
circumstance and talent, he was front-
row center for virtually every major
event of the second half of the 20th
Century. For much of that time he was
our eyes and ears at those events.

His career was nothing short of
incredible, unimaginable in these days
of tin-cup journalism.

As a young wire-service reporter
he was one of the first journalists
accredited to cover World War I1. He
was with the Allied troops during the
North Africa campaign, then covered
the Normandy invasion and, later, the
Battle of the Bulge.

He covered the Nuremberg war-
crimes trials, then opened the first
Moscow bureau for United Press at
the birth of the Cold War,

In 1950 he went to CBS to begin a
legendary broadcasting career.

He “anchored” CBS coverage of
the 1952 Democratic and Republican
national political conventions, the first
time anyone had anchored anything,
so far as we know. He was a tremen-
dous success and on his way to televi-
sion stardom.

In the early '60s, he replaced

Edward R. Murrow, himself a leg-
endary figure, as the network’s chief
correspondent and took over the edi-
tor’s chair of the evening news,
Almost immediately the network
expanded to a half-hour format from
its previous 15-minute show, another
first.

His signature moments, those that
gave punctuation marks to the history
of those times, followed.

The most famous, certainly, was
his reporting of the death of President
John E Kennedy.

Much is made of the fact that
Cronkite was a good reporter---and he
was---but most of the good television
anchors have been good reporters.
They could all cover a fire,

What Cronkite was also was a fine
actor with a wonderful sense of tim-
ing. I remember watching him on that
awful day when we knew the presi-
dent had been gravely wounded but
didn’t know how gravely.

Cronkite was on camera reading
aloud from fragmentary reports as
they came in, when they handed him a
yet another piece of paper.

He read it to himself, then paused
and removed his glasses, his heavy,
darkly framed glasses. And our hearts
sank. We knew at that moment that
Kennedy was dead. The announce-
ment was mere confirmation. It was a
remarkable performance; no one who
saw it that day will forget it.

Then there were the other
moments: his almost childish “Oh
boy™ when Neal Armstrong stepped
on the moon, his solemn report on
Vietnam in 1968, when he stepped out
of his reporter’s role to declare the
war “a stalemate” and counsel a nego-
tiated settlement. It marked the begin-

ning of the end for “Johnson’s War”
and his presidency.

In 1972, at a time when networks
had a two-minute limit on news items,
he ran a l4-minute report on
Watergate, thereby bringing that scan-
dal to the full attention of the
American public for the first time.
Four days later, he ran an eight-minute
segment on it.

He retired in 1981, well before the
precipitous decline of the news busi-
ness, which was probably just as well.
He’d seen and been part of the best of
it.

Actually, one of my favorite
images of Cronkite dates back to the
early days of television, 1953, when
he served as narrator and on-camera
reporter for the fictional documentary
series, “You Are There.” The show
recreated - - historic  events---the
Hindenburg disaster, the Battle of the
Alamo, Waterloo---and covered them
as though they were breaking news.

It was a delightful show, informa-
tive, interesting and Cronkite, again
the actor, was terrific.

In 1995, 14 years after his retire-
ment, a “TV Guide™ poll ranked him
No. 1 in seven of eight categories for
measuring television anchors.

He expressed mock astonishment
that Maria Shriver had beaten him in
the eighth---attractiveness.

We shall not look upon his like
again,

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Kentucky approved for state fiscal stabilization funds

FRANKFORT —
Kentucky will receive $651
million as part of the
American Recovery and

Reinvestment Act’s (ARRA)
State Fiscal Stabilization Fund
(SESF) program, Gov. Steve
Beshear announced Monday.,

The new, one-time appro-
priation is part of approxi-
mately $48.6 billion the U.S.
Department of Education has
awarded to governors to help
stabilize state and local budg-
ets and help school districts
and postsecondary institutions
avoid severe budget cuts and
retain teachers and other staff.

Gov. Beshear and the
Office of the State Budget
Director submitted
Kentucky's application in
June. Approval of the applica-
tion was today received from
the U.S. Department of
Education.

“We are pleased with the
approval of Kentucky’s appli-
cation for these much-needed
funds,” Gov. Beshear said.
“It’s important to understand
that these are not extra dollars,
but dollars we relied on to
keep SEEK funding and high-
er education funding whole as
part of the 2010 Fiscal Year
budget.”

Gov. Beshear’s plan to fill
an estimated $1 billion hole in

this fiscal year’s budget pro-
tected critical  priorities
including the basic P-12 class-
room funding formula known
as SEEK as well as higher
education. To accomplish this
goal, 55 percent of the SFSF
dollars ($358 million) will be
used to fill the gap between
the amount of state funds
appropriated for SEEK and
the amount needed to guaran-
tee the $3,866 base per-pupil
funding.

That leaves $293 million in
state stabilization funds for
the 2011 Fiscal Year budget.
Many states used state stabi-
lization dollars to balance
Fiscal Year 2009 budgets.
Kentucky did not, leaving
funding to help address budg-
et challenges in 2010 and
2011.

Kentucky’s public K-12
school districts and postsec-
ondary institutions  will
receive SFSF funds in combi-
nation with General Fund
appropriations.

Funds are being provided
to states in exchange for a
commitment to advance
essential education reforms to
benefit students from pre-
school through postsecondary
education.

In the application for initial
funding, Gov. Beshear indicat-

ed that Kentucky will abide by
the four major criteria for
SESF monies, which include
taking action to:

M Make improvements in
teacher effectiveness and in
the equitable distribution of
qualified teachers for all stu-
dents, particularly students
who are most in need;

B Establish pre-K-to-col-
lege-and-career data systems
that track progress and foster
continuous improvement;

M Make progress toward
rigorous college- and career-
ready standards and high-
quality assessments that are
valid and reliable for all stu-
dents, including limited
English proficient students
and students with disabilities;
and

B Provide targeted, inten-
sive support and effective
interventions for the lowest-
performing schools

In addition to supporting
the prescribed school
improvement and reform
strategies, funds may be used
to pay salaries to avoid teacher
and other staff lay-offs. The
SESF program may also help
support the modernization,
renovation and repair of
school and college facilities,
particularly facilities for early
childhood education and for

the community and should
create “green” buildings.

School districts will access
their SESF through an applica-
tion process that will be man-
aged by the Kentucky
Department of Education.

Funds will be made avail-
able in two phases. Phase I
state applications were due by
July 1, and upon approval, a
portion of thé funds can be
made available. The balance
of the funds will be made
available to states with
approval of Phase II applica-
tions which will be due in
September.

Eighty-two percent of
Kentucky's SESF allocation is
dedicated to education, while
18 percent of the funds will be
distributed to other essential
government services.

SESF is a key element of
the ARRA and is guided by
the principles of ARRA. The
overall goals of the ARRA are
to stimulate the economy in
the short term and invest in
education and other essential
public services to ensure the
long-term economic health of
the nation. Four principles
guide the distribution and use
of ARRA funds:

M spend funds quickly to
save and create jobs

= improve  student

poison ivy, I can explain how it is
possible to get poison ivy from your
pets.

More than 95 percent of people
exposed to poison ivy develop a rash,
also known as poison ivy dermatitis.
The rash is caused by an allergic
reaction to urushiol oil, which the
poison ivy plant produces. The oil is
spread to skin — or fur, in the case of
your pets — when you come into con-
tact with a damaged plant. You can-
not get poison ivy from the air unless

Pets can transfer poison ivy

the plant is burned and airborne
urushiol particles in the smoke touch
your skin,

You, can also get poison ivy
through indirect contact. This oil can
attach to nearly anything: your
clothes, your pets, your car — even a
ball that rolls into a poison ivy patch.
The oil then transfers easily from one
surface to another. This frequently
occurs when people pet their cats or
dogs. It also happens when picking
up objects that have touched poison
ivy or changing clothes that have
brushed the plant. Shoes are often the
culprit, since people often walk
through poison ivy without realizing
it. Because urushiol oil can live out-
side of the plant for many years, you
may even get poison ivy from touch-
ing urushiol-contaminated objects in
garage storage.

Once the oil comes in contact with
your skin, it typically takes up to 15

minutes for the oil to soak in. If you
touch poison ivy, rinse the affected
skin immediately — if possible with
soap and hot water — to decrease the
likelihood of a reaction. I would also
recommend that you bathe your dog
and cat, and wash your hands imme-
diately after touching either of them
in the future. ‘

Typically the allergic reaction to
poison ivy is delayed by several
hours or even days, and often it
appears on different areas of the body
at different times. This often leads
people to think that the rash is conta-
gious and spreading. Make no mis-
take: the rash is not contagious! The
rash cannot spread around your body
or to other people. Poison ivy is
spread only by exposure to urushiol
oil, through direct or indirect contact
with the plant itself.

Prevention is key with poison ivy.
As stated above, wash affected skin,

pets and objects, and — most impor-
tantly — always avoid three-leaved
plants.

Some people can have severe
allergic reactions that require emer-
gency room treatment, but for most
of us, hydrocortisone cream applied
three times a day does the trick.
Over-the-counter antihistamines also
may help. If the rash is severe or per-
sists longer than a week, contact your
physician.

Number, type of polyps
determine next exam

DEAR DR. DONOHUE;
Will you talk about colon
polyps? I had polyps removed
during a colonoscopy. My doc-
tor recommends another
colonoscopy in three years. I
have retired, and my insurer
has declined to cover my colon
because I had something
removed from it. I will have to
pay for the colonoscopy. When
I was working, the insurance
company insisted on colon
procedures for preventive care,
Please advise. -- A.C.

ANSWER: Polyps are
small growths sprouting from
the lining of many organs. In
the case of colon polyps, some
of them turn into colon cancer,
The problem is that a doctor
looking at the polyp cannot tell
if it has the cancer potential
unless the polyp is removed
and viewed with a microscope.

More than 150,000 new
cases of colon cancer occur
yearly in the United States,
and every year there are more
than 50,000 deaths from colon
cancer. Colon cancer and
colon cancer death can be
eliminated by removing all
suspicious polyps.

Guidelines urge everyone
to have a first colonoscopy at
age 50. If a polyp is discovered
that measures more than two-
fifths of an inch, if the polyp
has microscopic evidence of
dangerous changes or if a per-

son has three or more polyps,
that individual is told to have a
repeat colonoscopy in three
years. Otherwise, if all is well,
the next colonoscopy can be
delayed for 10 years.

[ don't understand your
insurer's unwillingness to
insure your colon, since the
company is less likely to lose
money on you because you
have been conscientious in
having the examination and its
follow-up. Perhaps a telephone
call to the company can get it
to change its decision.

If the company won't
budge, I'd still have the scope
exam, even if the money has to
come out of your own pocket.
The assurance that all is well is
worth every penny.

Wednesday night's class at
church, “Facing Your Giants,”
by Max Lucado, was so awe-
some 1 could hardly
wait to share it in this
week’s space.

It was the second
chapter, titled “Silent
Phones,” and oh, how
many of us have wait-
ed, walked the floors,
twisted our hair and ¢
wiped the sweat from gj
our brow waiting on a *
phone call that never
came?

We may turn the sound
down on the TV to make sure
we hear the ring, pick up the
phone and quickly check it
numerous times just to make
sure there's a dial tone, can’t
eat, can’t sleep and begin that
battlefield in our minds as we
think of every possibility and
reasoning that very important
expected call did not come.

It is a good probability we
all have experienced that “no
call” feeling, that agonizing

Lucado’s  favorite
line, *He’s out taking
care of the sheep.”
Whatever the sen-

' call doesn’t come
through. However,

“He is out taking care
of the sheep” does
bring us to the story
of David.

We’ll begin here with
Samuel, “God’s chosen priest.
mothered by Hannah, men-
tored by Eli, called by God.
When the sons of Eli turned
sour, young Samuel stepped
forward. When Israel needed
spiritual focus, Samuel provid-
ed it. When Israel wanted a
king, Samuel anointed one ...
Saul.”

Now, Saul wasn’t the king
he used to be. His heart grew
harder and his eyes even

wilder. “In God’s eyes. he isn’t
even king anymore,” Lucado
wrote.

So, the Lord sends Samuel
to Jesse, who lives in
Bethlehem, because He had
chosen one of his sons to be
king. (1Sam. 16:1 NCV)

We can only imagine the
gut-wrenching feelings
Samuel must’ve had. Walking
a trail to Bethlehem as he must
have been thinking how haz-
ardous to anoint a king when
Israel already has one, yet
even more hazardous to live
with one that isn’t a leader in
such explosive times.

After this, what had to be a
grueling trek for Samuel, he
comes to the point of examin-
ing Jesse’s boys for the anoint-
ing of King.

Lucado wrote, and this was
my favorite part of the lesson,
“Samuel examines the boys
one al a time, more than once
ready to give the blue ribbon,
but each time God stops him.

“Elib, the oldest, seems the
logical choice. Envision him
as the village Casanova: wavy

haired, strong jawed. He wears
tight jeans and has a piano-
keyboard smile. ‘This is the
guy,” Samuel thinks. “Wrong,’
God says.

“Abinadab enters as brother
and contestant number two.
You'd think a GQ model had
just walked in. Italian suit.
Alligator-skin shoes. jet black,
oiled-back hair. What a classy
king. Abinadab had the bling-
bling. But oh, God’s not into
classy.

“Samuel asks for brother
number three, Shammah. He's
bookish, studious, and could
use a charisma transplant, but
busting with brains. Samuel
was impressed, but God isn’t.
He reminds the priest, ‘God
does not see the same way
people see. People look at the
outside of a person, but the
Lord looks at the heart.” (I
Sam. 16:7 NCV)

“Seven sons pass, seven
sons fail. The procession
comes to a halt. Samuel count-
ed the seven one by one and
asks Jesse, ‘Don’t you have
eight sons?’

“Jesse answered, ‘I still
have the youngest son. He is
out taking care of the sheep.’
(16:11 NCV)

“Poor David wasn’t even
considered by his father to
stand in line alongside his
brothers. Totally excluded!
Oh, to look through the eyes of
the flesh instead of seeing one
another as God sees. David
may have been viewed by his
father and even his siblings as
a kid who just stayed out in the
pasture watching over sheep,
not even worth bringing to the
line, but God saw much
more.”

How many of us have
walked that same pasture of
exclusion in our own lives?
Our waistlines aren’t small
enough, our houses aren’t big
enough, the color of our skin
isn’t the color of choice, the
make and model of our cars
aren’t" good enough, the label
of our clothes, the size of our
office, the diplomas on our
walls, or the wrong gender for
the position. Hard work
ignored, devotion unrewarded

and sometimes as Lucado
noted, “cleavage over charac-
ter is chosen. All sad, yet all
have been true in one circum-
stance or another in our socie-
ty. :

We have parents in this day
and time just like Jesse, show-
ing off their “star” sons or
daughters, while leaving their
runts in the pasture. Oh yes,
the Goliath of exclusion.

When are we going to wake
up and quit caring what he, she
or they think and care what our
Maker thinks?

“The Lord does not see as
man sees; for man looks at the
outward appearance, but the
Lord looks at the heart.” (16:7
NCV)

Thank God He uses the out-
casts and misfits too.

“Human eyes saw a gangly
teenager enter the house,
smelling like sheep and look-
ing like he needed a bath. Yet,
the Lord said, “Arise, anoint
him; for this is the one.”
(16:12).

LOUISVILLE - A total of 514 in-
home care kits collected by Kentucky
Baptists will be among the thousands
of buckets delivered to Africa by
Southern Baptists this fall.

The In-Home Care Kits Project is
designed to help provide relief to mil-
lions of Africans afflicted with the
HIV virus and AIDS. Organized by
Baptist Global Response (BGR),
Southern Baptists” humanitarian aid
organization, the health care items
will be given to caregivers and disease
victims in Zambia, Zimbabwe and
South Africa.

“This project gives us opportunity
to offer the love and life of Christ to
those who have had their lives stolen
by AIDS and other diseases,” said
Coy Webb, KBC disaster relief asso-
ciate.

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Infectious diseases at school

In April 2009, HIN1, also
known as "swine flu," began to
circulate throughout North
America. With many students
having just refurned to school
from spring break vacations to
Mexico, where the virus is
thought to have originated,
several outbreaks began to pop
up in schools across the coun-
try. Many of these schools
closed temporarily 10 disinfect
the buildings.

While HINT1 certainly may
be an eye-opener for parents
and students, providing les-
sons on just how rampant
infectious diseases can be in a
school environment, flu virus-
es aren't the only infectious
diseases to be concerned about
at school. Experts say that
exposure to a variety of differ-
ent infectious diseases in a
school  environment  is
inevitable, especially at the
grade-school level.

The common cold, chick-
enpox, head lice, tuberculosis,
mononucleosis (mono), and
many other conditions can be
expected in school environ-
ments. It's important to be
aware of the necessary actions
to take to prevent the prolifer-
ation' of disease in school.
Consider these factors.

Teachers spend several
hours per day with students
and can typically be the first
line of defense when an illness
is suspected. They can view
physical and behavioral
changes that may indicate a
student is not feeling well,
especially when “symptomns”
are compared against normal
behavior for this particular stu-
dent.

Hand-washing and use of
hand sanitizers remains one of
the best ways to reduce the
spread and severity of diseases
at school. Here are other steps
students should take:

B A sick student should
remain home from school until
he or she is over the hurdle.
While having a sick child
home can be an inconvenience
for working parents, it pre-
vents other students from
potentially getting sick.

B Students should not
share eating implements,

any number of infectious dis-’
eases.

M Students should not
share towels or other personal
hygiene items after gym work-
outs. Also, it is safe to wear
water shoes or some sort of
flip-flop if using public school
showers to clean off. The floor
of locker rooms may be team-
ing with bacteria that could
lead to foot fungus.

M Inspect children for head
lice, especially if a case is
detected at school.

B Teachers can offer a
courtesy to parents when a
contagious outbreak is detect-
ed in a class, such as posting a
notice about strep throat, so
they can choose whether it is
safe to send kids to school.

M Students should be
encouraged to eat healthy, bal-
anced meals. A good diet can
keep the immune system func-
tioning properly to ward off
common illnesses.
