A national ID 
Not many people may have heard of the Real (0 Act. Under 

the original law, pas ed by Congress with little or no public 
debate in 2005 in respon e to the Sept. 11, 2001, terror attacks, 
anyone who might be boarding an airliner in thi country after 
Jan. l, 2010, or entering a federal building, wtll need to present a 
''Real ID." 

As a matter of principle, having to posse s 3;nd show a stan­
dardized, tamper-resistant federal ID card is not a bad thing. It 
provides for a level of security. and it's something needed if 
workable immigration reform is to be achieved in this nation. 

The 9/11 commission originally proposed the Real ID because 
18 of the 19 Sept. 11 hijacker had obtained tate driver' licen -
es and used them to board planes on the day of the horrendous 
attacks. But since Real 10 was enacted. stales have been m open 
rebellion because of the costs of implementing the program. The 
National Governors As. ociation has estimated the costs imposed 
on tales to be as high as $11 billion. So far, 13 state · have 
passed laws refu ing to implement Real ID, and others are con­
sidering doing so. In California. Sen. Gilbert Cedi11o, D-Los 
Angeles. has introduced legislation to bring state law into com­

pliance with ReallO. 
The problem, as many others and we see it. is the proce~ures 

for obtaining a Real lD. Under the original law. every apphcant 
for a driver's license would have to present to his or her state 
department of motor vehicles a verifiable birth certificate, a veri­
fiable Social Security number. proof of adctres. and proof of 
immigration status. This and other information would have to be 
digitized and entered into a database accessible to other states' 
motor vehicles departments. · 

Here are some of the major problems: 
Fir t, verifying all the e documents would be extremely time 

consuming (meaning costly to state taxpayer ) for state DMV 
workers. Also, many American· do not have verifiable birth cer­
tificate issued in the United State . 

Second, state motor vehicle department data is fairly widely 
accessible, though orne states. such as California, have enacted 
law to limit access to these data. However, privacy rights 
experts warn that data collected by state could turn into a trem;-
UJ:e tr or id itY: thieve .. 

To avoid the r I m. a 1oclifiect program B , 10, h 
b n introduced in the Senate. It still would require a secure 
national ID card. but it would be far less costly for state to 
implement because data such as birth certificates and home 
addresses would not have to be verified. Nor would tates have 
to construct databases searchable nationwide. 

Experience tells us Real ID in its original form never will be 
implemented. The revised proposal has its own flaws. but at least 
it provides a way to move forward. Congress should debate and 
approve an amended TD law.

the issue 
A few years back J made the 

healthy, informed dec1sion to quit 
smoking Two years, five months. 
four day,, and 12 hours to be exact, 
but who's counting? The main reason 
I gave up the hahit was that I was tired 
of keeping myself awake at night 
wheezing. I thought, "Ok, if the sound 
of my own breathing is this obnox­
iou . pcrh p 1 · ould quit :.moking." 
A ccon a on, however. w~ 
that I could ee the wnting on the 
wall, and it was a "No Smoking" . ign. 

We all know smoke is bad. There i 
no one on the planet who is disputing 
this fact Sure there are those who 
debate just how bad it is. btit everyone 
agrees. it's bad. I'm not going to waste 
column space boring you to death 
with endless data and statistic . on 
why smoking is bad. Instead, I"d like 
to Lry to seJi you on another 1dea of 
why the city should pass this ordi­
nance. 

As of July 2009. 24 tatcs have 
passed statewide smoking bans. 
including North Carolina. A "No 
Smoking" sign on Tobacco Road -
who'd of thunk? There are also 19 
localities in Kentucky that have creat­
ed some form of smoking ban. 

After Lexington passed their 
smoking ban in 2004. cities and towns 
across the state started falling like 
dominos. Paintsville and Pikeville 
have both passed ome measure of a 
smoking ban, and now, after much 
urging by local activists, Preston burg 
and its leaders arc considering follow­
ing suit. That was until local leaders 
decided to start loading the ordinance 
up with exemptions in an effort to 
"protect the right~ of business own­
en •. " Their stance is that. because 
·moking is legal, establishments 
should be able to choose for them­
selves whether or not to allow iL This 
argument is simply a diversion to take 
the emphasis otT the real bsue The 
real issue i , whether or not the city 
council will continue to allow one 
segment of the population to kill the 
r~.:st of us. 

Near the tum of the 20th century. a 
radical journalist named Upton 
Sinclair traveled to Chicago to inves­
tigate the mi eric of the working 
class. and expose their plight in a 
novel. But what he is reml!mbered for 
is pointing a spotlight on the disease­
ridden condition. of the meat packing 
induslry. "The Jungle" caused a public 
outcry that would help spur Congress 
to pass the Meat Inspection Act and 
the Pure Food and Drug Act of 1906. 
Those m power looked at the industry. 
and rightly decided that there needed 
to be some regulation to insure the 
pubhc health. There was undoubtedly 
some O'Rcilly-esque conservative or 
the time who fell thes acts were an 
unnecessary regulation of capitalism. 
but [ think most or us agree, clean 
meat is a good thing. I like my steaks 
medium rare, free of tubercular bacte­
ria. 

Had Congress decided against reg­
ulating the mear packing industry. 
instead encouraging them to police 
their own. we would likely till be eat-

ing rouen meat. I don't know if 
you'\e followed the news in the last 
year, but American busine s doesn't 
exactly have a track record for making 
elf-impo cd changes that protect the 

consumer. If you doubt me, go take a 
look at your 40 I k to refresh your 
memory. In the history of this country. 
almost without exception. it fall upon 
the government to provide regulations 
and restrictions on business in order to 
protect the citizens. 

This ordinance represents an effort 
by the local government to affect the 
public hc:ilth for good or ill. Then! arc 
:.orne on li · council, who would like 
tu deflect the issue by trumpeting the 
rights of business owners . Don·t let 
them. It's time to let our leaders know, 
that we're done eating rotten meat.

Smoke ban 
opponents 

employ 'smoke 
and mirrors' 

A l express my opinion regarding 
the propo ed ·moke-free ordinance in 
Prestonsburg I want to make it 4uite 
clear that. as a fanner member of 
Prestonsburg Cit) Council ( 1988-
1994) l have great re peel and under­
standing for lhe eight individuals who 
now s1t on that side of the table. 1 
encourage everyone to appreciate the 
dedication and commitment required 
to serve in a capacity as the "people's 
voice" in local government. During 
my six years ~uch issue a the re~tau­
rant tax. liquor by the drink and 
Mayor-Council vs. Comnussion fonn 
of. government were all debated and 
di-;cussed and hard decisions were 
required of each of us sitting there. 
Therefore it i with a great under­
standing of your position that r wnte 
this letter. 

A · I see it. there are some clear 
i sues of disagreement. in reality two 
major arguments that are being tossed 
out against the ordinance and one 
major argument in favor of the smoke­
free ordinance. 

Fir t. those who art: against the 
smoke-free ordinance want to point to 
thi. "intrusion" by government into 
private bm.incss. The argument would 
be that anyone who pays business 

,ta:o<cs, fees and has a pcmut should be 
allowed to decide about whether to 
permit smoking in the busine. s or not. 
My an wer i<: that, a. you read the 
voluminous law. of federal, state and 
local governments, you will find 
many instances where, for the good or 
the many. the government has e tab­
lished rules and regulations regarding 
business operations. l could cite 
numerous CFR. KRS. KAR and lhe 
Uniform Commercial Cm.le 'Which 
allows the much enjoyed free enter­
prise of our democracy. But let's just 
say that government regulating busi­
ness i not anything new. And let us 
add that one of the roles of govern 
ment and its elected reprc cntatives is 
to make laws that respect the rights of 
all cttitcns. nut u select fev,. (maybe 

30 percent) who choo e to moke. The 
majority, nut the minority. deserve the 
right to breathe "smoke-free" air. Any 
decision regarding law should consid­
er the be t interests of the majority of 
resident. 

A second popular opinion is the 
entire issue of charitable gaming rev­
enues and the dependence upon these 
by deserving local charities. This 
argument contmues de pite much ~:;vi­
dence to the contrary. Surveys in com­
munities that have gone moke-free 
indicate no reduction in such revenues 
after the unplementation of the ordi­
nance Thi includes sites m Kentucky 
and in Delaware. The e independently 
commissioned surveys measure what 
has actually occurred, not just the 
fears of those who were opposed to 
the ordinance. and the surveys were 
based upon real numbers obtained in a 
reasonable time before and after the 
ordinance went into effect The ur­
veys do take into account underlying 
econom1c conditions and are pub­
li hed in respected scientific journals. 
I eriously doubt that those who enjoy 
bingo will stop playing for the incon­
venience impo ed by an ordinance 
that would simply requrre a short 
"break" from the game. 

In ummary. arguments one and 
two are pre. ented by those who would 
usc "smoke and mirrors' ' to confuse 
the issue and to open large gap. or 
"loophole " in the implementation 
and enforcement of the law. The key 
word iu the e efforts is exemption. A 
weakened ordinance can appear to 
take small steps toward the goal but 
leave the is ·ue completely unresolved. 
A good ordinance will be strong in its 
tatemcnt that the issue is not a busi­

ness i sue, not a political issue hut is a 
public health i sue that allows no 
exceptions or exemptions beyond 
those guaranteed within private resi­
dences or facilities as named m the 
original (first reading) ordinance. 
Anything beyond thi ends the mes­
sage that ccond-hand moke i not an 
ISSUe.

Therefore let' look at the facts 
about secondhand smoke and deter­
mine who should be protected. -$­
Secondhand smoke is a tox.ic air con­
taminant. Secondhand . moke i · the 
llurd leading cau. e of preventable 
death in the United State,·. There is 
NO risk~free level of secondhand 
moke. Man) Pre ·tonsburg residents 

do not smoke, but at lea. t 70 percent 
arc regularly expo cd to sc ondhand 
smoke in workplaces and public 
places. Opponents of the :smoke-free 
ordinance advocate that citizens have 
a choice as to whether to enter a 
"smoke-free'' e tablishment and that 
the proptietor of that cstabli hment 
should have the choice wtlether to 
permu smoking. With the documented 
knowledge about econdhand smoke. 
these arguments won't "hold water." 
Government must msure that the pub­
lic can ba ·e its business choice upon 
quahl) of busitlc : product and quali­
ty of busine , service absent any issue 
of whether to walk through second­
hand . mokc in the process. Any limits 
of choke should fall upon the fe . not 
the many.

amount of greenhouse gases 
that can be emitted from coal­
fired power plants and forces 
companies to purchase permits 
for the right to burn carbon 
emitting fueL a part of the plan 
critics say could cause a dra~­
tic increase in power biiJs for 
the everyday consumer and 
make burning coal impractical 
for these companies. 

Many pre ent at Saturday' 
rally aid coal is inextricably 
intertwined in the ociety and 
economy of Ea tern Kentucky, 
and damage to the indu try is 
bad for the region. 

Mike Eversole, of Perry 
County, works for 
International Coal Group and 
aid he attended the rally to 

show h1s support for the indu -
try and the job it provides. He 
noted that he couldn't predict 
what the cap-and-trade bill 
would do to the industry, but if 
the mining of coal halts, so 
does the economy of Ea tern 
Kentucky. 

''If there wasn't coal there 
wouldn't be electricity," he 
swd. "There wouldn't be n • 
whole lot of other stuff, 
because about everything ties 
into coal. Not only that. but 
wherever there was coal mines 
in the towns, it would hurt the 
economy." 

The rally wa held on a for­
mer surface mining ite near 
Hindman. and many made note 
of the fact that the Sportsplex 
itself i being paid for with coal 
severance funds. The Perry 
County Fiscal Court had on 
display several items used 
within the county paid for by 
coal severance receipts, such as 
one of the ambulances used at 
the Perry County Ambulance 
Authority. as a display of how 
coal mining had made an 
impact on the services local 
govnemlent can provide.

"The administration in 
Washington with !he cap-and­
trade bill, they're after us. All 
they're doing is a hidden tax," 
said Democratia state Rep. Fitz 
Steele, of Hazard. "We're 
going to pay 25 to 40 percent 
higher at least in energy prices, 
not counting our food and fuel 
prices, and not counting when 
people get laid off and lo e 
jobs. We're going to have to 
help take care of them, too. 
which that means other pro­
grams will be cut on down the 
line. It will be a domino 
effect." 

State Sen. Brandon Smith, a 
Republican from Ha?ard. 
noted that party and county 
line politics didn't seem to 
play in Saturday' rally. 

"People are all together for 
one cause. that we obviously 

want to impact or shape the 
cap-and-trade issue where it 
docsn 't just wipe us out," he 
said, adding that coal could 
lead the country down a path 
to energy independence. 
"Everybody complains about 
us. wanting us to be fuel inde­
pendent, and yet we're pur­
chasing oil and borrowmg 
money from countries that 
hate us. The' only thing we 
have that every side has 
looked at and said it could 
make us independent is coal, 
and we've turned our back on 
iL'' 

State Sen. Robert Stivers, 
R Manchester, had some harsh 
words for the Democratic 
leader hip in Wa hington, say­
ing House Speaker Nancy 
Pelosi and Senate Majority 
Leader Harry Reid don't have 
the best interests of Eastern 
Kentuckians in mind. 

"There's people in 
Washington named Pelosi and 
Reid. [ want you to remember 
those names.'' Stivers tOld the 
crowd. "because anybody that 
walks up there. and they want 
to it here and say they want to 
talk the talk, and they're going 
to walk up to Wa hington and 
walk the walk with them, 
they're not walking the walk 
with us.·· 

Several other speakers were 
included in Saturday's rally, 
including Perry County Judge 
Executive Denny Ray Nohlc, 
Knott County Judge Executive 
Randy Thompson, and state 
Rep. Keith Hall. 

Haven King with Coal 
Mining Our Future noted that 
Saturday's rally was in part a 
gauge to see how much sup­
port the coal industry could 
muster for a later rally in 
Washington. D.C. According 
to King, the estimated 15.000 
people who showed up this 
past weekend illustrated that 
there is enough interest in trav­
eling to the nation's capital to 
hold a similar event. 

"We've got plans to go to 
Washington," King said, not­
ing that lhe next rally will be 
held after Congress comes 
back into session. ''They come 
back Sept. 7, so we're trying to 
plan around that and sec ...
