To be napping 
is to be virtuous 

A fmding in a new report from the Pew Re earch. Center 
about American 1ifestyles comes as a pleasant surpnse: 
One-third of all adults in the United States admit to taking a 
nap every day. 

The national napping rate i consistent between women 
and men. It extends across age group , though 52 percent of 
tho e 80 and older take a daily nap. It extends throughout 
all geographic regions. Those earning less than $3?,000 a 
year nap more frequently than more at:fluent ~enc.ans. 
Black are more likely to nap than whites or H1sparucs, but 
among all demographic groups, at least one in three 
American grabs a few Zs during the day. 

In a go-go culture that equates snoozing with laziness, 
the numbers are healthy- and reassuring. 

Power napper will tell you that to nod off is to be 
refre hed and energized, to be more productive. Among 
their ranks are some of history's highest achievers: Win ton 
Churchill, Thomas Edison, Eleanor Roosevelt and John D. 
Rockefeller, all of whom worked a snooze into their day­
time routines. 

Baseball great Yogi Berra is reported to have said that he 
nap "two hour a day"- between "1 p.m. and 4 p.m." 

One prolific ource of napping scholarship is NASA; 
a tronauts' life in space is night-and-day different from 
their earthbound routine . NASA researchers have found 
that the nap i no ubstitute for a olid stretch of sleep 
(eight hours, ideally). And people napping for too long can 
end up groggy and less productive, a condition called 
" leep inertia." 

But a time-limited snooze has been found to work won­
der for what's known as "working memory." That's the 
ability to perform one task while keeping in mind other 
ta k that need to be done. A nap make you sharper and 
Ie s prone to mistakes. 

The New York Times report of the Pew survey quote a 
"sleep expert" from Cornell University who argues that 
napping" hould have the status of daily exerci e." That 
sounds about right. 

There's much information available on the best time 
(mid-afternoon) and condition (a dark, cold room with a 
warm blanket) for a nap. But there's almost nothing avail­
able that describes how a working stiff can catch a little 
shut-eye without jeopardizing hi job. 

One how-to web ite offer elaborate advice. Much of it 
revolves around subterfuge ("take your catnap under coat 
or behind boxes") or outright lying ("say you've got nar­
colepsy if someone catches you.") 

Telling the truth was a main tenet of Robert Fulghum' 
1986 best-seller, "All I Really Need to Know I Learned in 
Kindergarten." So is the wisdom of a nap. Wise bosses 
would encourage it. 

Now if you'll excu e us, we need to find our blanket.

dies. I leaned against the cur­
rent almo t neck-high in water. 

I wanted out of 
1 hal cn:ek, hut truggling 
toward the bank was like 
swimming m qmcksand. 

After 15 minutes that 
seemed like an hour. 1 stepped 
gratefully up onto the bank. 

'llle lesson 1 leamc.:d on my 
first ~trcam wading trip stuck 
with me. Though wading can 
be a relaxing, fun way to fish 
on a hot summer day, stre.1.ms 
can also be unpredictable. 

Dave Drcve. . a fi hcries 
rcsean;h biologist for the 
Kentu~..:k} Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources, 
recalls some hair-raising wad­
ing trip in Coloratlo and 
Wyoming. Even in Kemucky. 
though, some treams rcquire 
extra precaution. 

'Tve been on Rock Creek 
down in McCreary County, 
shocking for trout, and that's 
orne tough wading," he aid. 

"It's aptly named. Everywhere 
you step, you're lipping on 
the large, rounded rock. liuer­
ing the stream bottom." 

Stream angler need good 
shoes to handle uneven crcc.:k 
bottoms. Old sneakers can 
work, as long as they still pos­
sess some tread. But noes or 
bool!> made pecifically for 

wading do a hetter job of grip­
ping rocks and keeping anglers 
from slipping. Drc.:\-cs said that 
while felt-.oled wade hoots 
have been popular for years. 
recent concerns about invasive 
plants in treams may be 
changing that. 

"Felt is ideal for tmnsport­
ing those invas1ve exotic 
species from one stream to 
anothc.:r," Drcves said. " o a 
lot of people arc going away 
from fclt and getting boots 
with cleat or spikes instead." 

A wading staff can also 
help angler· kc~p their footing 
in fast current, as well as 
allowing them to test the depth 
of the stream before taking 
their next tep. Collap ible 
models are available that fold 
up and clip onto a belt. 

Drcves cautions angler to 
carefully choose the location 
where they cross a stream. 
Current and depth can be 
much different in the nuddle 
of the stream than ncar the 

bank. 
''You want to always plant 

one foot before you lift the 
rt'ar foot. Make sure you've 
got n strong hold," he said. "If 
the gravel is loo e, the turbu­
lence around your ankle and 
lower kg can wash the grdvel 
out from under you." 

Anglers can also reduce the 
cWTent's pull in deep water by 
turning sideway . facing the 
bank, rather than standing 
broadside. This creates less 
surface area for the current 10 

catch your legs rhan if you 
face It head-on. Take small, 
sliding reps rather than lifting 
your feet high lO avoid being 
pulled by the now. 

"Always wear a wader belt 
if you're using waders," said 
Dreves. "It cinches your 
waders up; that way they don't 
li II . o rapidly with water if you 
faJI. It's bard to wim with gal­
lon ot water in your waders." 

The question of tife vests is 
a tricky one for stream waders. 

Many anglers s1mply don't 
wear them because vests Call 

get in the way of tishing, par­
ticularly for ny angler. . Vests 
are an important consideration 
fur anglers wading m tailwater 
rueas, as the water may be ub­
jcct to sudden ri!.e and an 
Ullt!Xpl!Ctt:dJy SlfOllg CUlTl!nt. 

Life vests that inflate auto­
matically when they hit water 
arc lightweight and manage­
able. However, they can 
intlate when you don't want 
them to if you're wading in 
deep water. A possible com­
promise is a manually intlat­
able life jacket. When not in 
USC, the jacket IICS nat again. I 
the body. Wcan:r mu. t pull a 
cord to inflate it 1f they need a 
floatation device. 

"I can tell you from experi­
ence that when you strap it on, 
you ' re going to forget you 
have it on," said Sgt. 1 ohn 
Anderson, boating education 
coordinator for Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife. "But you have to 

have your wits about you to 
usc it. If you hit your bead and 
you're unconscious, it would 
he awfully nice to have a vest. 
The manually inflatable life 
jackeh are a compromise 
between having a ve. t and 
having nothing." 

Finally, always check 
stream conditions before you 
go wading. The U.S. 
Geological Survey website 
lisb water flows on treams 
and creeks throughout 
Kentucky. Check the site at 
waterdata. usgs.gov/n wis . 
Scroll to "Kentucky" in the 
upper right comer drop box.. 
click on the "real time data" 
bunon and tben ''statewide 
strcamflow table." 

Stream wading is a grear 
way to beat the heat and catch 
some fish this ummer.

"The deer re ource is better 
than ever acros~ the stale, 
thanks to the management pro­
gram enacted nearly twu 

decades ago," Brunje aid. 
"To continue this, we feel it is 
time to examine the state of 
our deer program and as e s 
methods for its continued suc­
cc s." 

Kentucky fish and Wildlife 
off1cials plan to revise the 
state's deer management plan, 
wllicb wa originally written 
to grow the deer berd. The new 
plan w1LI serve as a map to 
keep the.: population of deer at 
acceptable levels to the public 
while maintaining the quality 
of Kentucky's white-tailed 
deer. 

"Before we lay pen to 
paper, we need the input of our 
hunters and landowners, ·• 
Brunjes said. "They are the 
crit ica.ltool in managing deer."

Produce keeping t ps 
One place you can really get nailed on 

is buying fresh produce. Produce will 
only keep so long so you ab. olutely have 
lo have a plan to use it up. If all you do is 
buy it and let it sit in your fridge, you 
might as well start nu hing five-dollar 
bills down the toilet! 

But stil1 the question remains, how do 
you keep your produce fresh') That's a 
great question and for sure, the answer 
varie according to what you have. Let's 
tackle the most conuuon fruit and veg­
gies. shall we? 

First llp, some things you need to 
know. There is a certain chemical com-

pound called ethylene that is released as 
produce ripens. Thi ripening action 
builds up in a closed plastic bag so the 
gas make your food break down quick­
er. What I do i keep the bags open to 
avoid that too quick ripening factor. If 
you take it out of the bag , it will dry out 
so opening the bag really helps to pre­
serve it. Check too with the packaging 
you bought your produce in. Often time . 
these bag have little hole. in them to 
allo\\ the ethylene to release without dry­
ing out. 

Secondly. there are things that should 
refrigerated and there are others that

Because breastfeeding is a round­
the-clock commitment, professional 
demands and other logistical issues 
can present challenge!>. [ncreasmgly, 
lactation rooms are being added to 
offices and workplaces, bur this is not 
always the case. If you arc a mother 
returning to work or would ju t prefer 
the additional flexibility, you may 
want to purchase a breasr pump to 
store and bottle your breast milk o 
another caretaker can feed it to the 
infant. While it may take some extra 
investment and coordination, it's 
worth your efforts to give your baby 
breast milk for at least the flrst six 
months of her life.

Female facial hair 
can be honnone·related 

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 
I'm a 26-year-old woman with 
an embarrassing problem. I'm 
growing a mu tache. What 
causes thi ? I bave starred to 
shave, but I won-y that shaving 
IS going to make the hair grow 
faster and coar er. I see some 
hair on my breasts, too. What 
can I do about this? -- V.K. 

ANSWER: Hair growth in 
females in places where it 
should be found only in male 
is hirsutism (HERE-suit-izm). 
Such areas include the skin 
above the upper lip, the chin. 
the cbe t, the thigh , the upper 
back and the abdomen. Hair in 
those places is sensitive to the 
action of male hormones. 
Common causes for such hair 
growth are idiopathic (a defi­
nite cause not found), 
menopause (when female hor­
mone production dips) and 
polycystic ovary syndrome. 

Polycy tic ovary syndrome 
is fairly common. Signs of it 
are a diminution or complete 
stoppage of menstrual periods, 
hirsutism, obesity and lmge 
ovane with many cysts. One 
of the mechanisms responsible 
for some polycystic ovary 
symptoms is an overproduc­
tion of androgen -- male hor­
mones. The unwanted pattern 
of hair growth stems from 
androgen excess. 

Idiopathic hirsutism -- hair 
growth without a cause found -
-might be a mild form of poly­
cystic ovary syndrome. That's

Vamqa cream, a prescrip­
tion item, gets rid of unwanted 
hair quite well. Birth-control 
pills work when a woman 
needs estrogen. 
Spironolactone, a water pill, 
can counter the influence of 
male hormones and is often 
useful.

ANSWER: Some vitamins 
do trickle into the boiling 
water from cooking vegeta­
bles. Keep the amount of water 
to a minimum, and bring it to a 
boil before you put in the veg­
etables. Don't cook them to 
death. Let them keep some 
crunchiness. 

Microwaving preserves 
more of the vegetables' nutri­
tion than does boiling. 
Steaming is another way of 
keeping vitamins intact.

'Back to Church' campaign to woo 'de-churched' and 'un-churched' 
SAN DIEGO, Calif. - A 

million of Americans head 
back to school, organizers of a 
ocw faith-based outreach cam­
paign hope that millions more 
will come back to church as 
well. 

The "Back to Church 
Sunday" campaign 
(bttp://www.backtochurcb.co 
m) from San Diego-based 
Outreach Inc. makes it easy for 
church members to invite their 
friends and family by creating 
a worship service specifically 
geared toward visitors. 

The program kicks off with 
national "Back to Church 
Sunday" on SepU3 aimed at 
reaching the "un-churched" 
and "de-cburcbed"- people 
who used to go to church, but 
don't any more. 

The campaign is based on a 
simple idea. If you ask un­
churched people to come with 
you to church-mostly likely 
they'll say yes. 

LifeWay Research, an arm 
of the Southern Baptist 
Convention, found that 82 per­
cent of un-churched people 
urveyed said that they'd be 

open to visit a church, if a 
friend or family member invit­
ed them. 

While most American say 
they believe in God, and many 
tell poll ters that they attend 
church regularly, only about 
20 percent of Americans actu­
ally show up in church on 
Sunday, according to the "The 
American Church in Cri is," a 
recent study of church atten­
dance. 

Orgaci:t.ers say most people 
who drop out of chw·cb haven't 
lost their faith in God. lnstead, 
they fell out of the habit of 
churchgoing. orne moved or 
had another change in life cir­
cum Lances, or had a falling 
out with their former church 
and imply drifted away. Most 
often, life simply became too 
busy. 

That means they are open ro 
returning to church. 

"Many de-churcbed people 
are a simple re-invitation 
away," says Mark Batterson, 
of the National Community 
Church in Washington, D.C. 

Inviting newcomers is only 
pan of the campaign. The 
other pan is getting the church 
ready for them to show up. 

Outreach has put together sev­
eral tools to help churches pre­
pare for visitors. 

A free downloadable plan­
ning guide offers advice on 
everything from sermon plan­
ning to in truct1ons for 
greeter . Churches are asked to 
plan for the program and to 
make sure their buildings are 
vi~itor friendly. They're also 
encouraged to pay attention to 
small details-like clear signage 
and clean bathrooms-that are 
important to visitors. 

"When people come to 
church for tile first time, or 
come back after a long 
absence, they notice every­
thing," says Nel on earcy, 
lead pastor of The Journey in 
New York City. "In fact, most 
of them form innate judgments 
about the environment within 
even second of walking 

through the door." 
Organizer point out that 

returning to church is a 
process. "Rebuilding trust with 
thi group is essential, and 
building trust requires authen­
ticity and consistency," says 

Unfortunately, said Thorn 
Rainer, president of LifeWay, 
few cburc;h members invite 
their friends and neighbors. 
"Only two percent of church 
members invite an un­
churched person to church," be 
says. "Ninety-eight percent of 
churchgoers never extend an 
invitation in a given year."
