Emergency responders take 
part in mock bus disaster

EASTERN - Smoke bil­
lowed from the impact point 
between the school bus and the 
tanker truck as the screams of 
trapped passengers mixed with 
the sirens of emergency vehi­
cles approaching from a dis­
tance. 

Thankfully, this tragic scene 
was an exercise conducted by 
the Floyd County . Local 
Emergency Planning 
Committee on Tue day, near 
Allen Central High School. 

"It's a requirement for the 
responding agencies," said 
Jane' Bond, with the Floyd 
County Health Department. 
"We have first responders and 
fire departments arriving on 
scene. We wanted to get as 
many different people as possi­
ble involved." 

Members of the Garrett and 
Maytown Fire Departments 
removed the injured from the 
school bus and secured the 
scene while waiting on ambu­
lances to arrive. Some of the 
participants were covered in 
gruesome makeup simulating 
lacerations and severe bums.

loaded the injured into the 
ambulances and tran ported 
them to two local hospitals. 

The Local Emergency 
Planning Committee holds 
mock disasters on an annual 
basis to gather and analyze data 
in an effort to monitor and 
improve the response time and 
care in these dangerous situa­
tions. 

The road in front of the foot­
ball field at Allen Central High 
School was blocked by emer-

gency personnel to make room 
for fire trucks and ambulances, 
and to imulate what would 
occur if a real dis a ter such as a 
bus crashing into a tanker truck 
happened. 

According to Bond, in the 
case of a real disaster in that 
specific area, the media would 
be asked to set up at Allen 
Central High School in order to 
avoid being in danger or 
impeding the work of rescue 
per onnel.

Lawsuit alleges 
discrimination 
at Otter Creek

The former recreation director at Otter Creek 
Correctional Center has filed a lawsuit against Corrections 
Corporation of America and Jeff Little, the warden at the 
prison, claiming that he was wrongfully terminated from 
his position. 

According to court documents, Delmas Johnson claims 
that his termination from Otter Creek on March 17 was 
unlawful and that he wa fired for personal and political 
reasons. 

The court documents include a problem-solving notice 
that li ts Johnson's alleged infraction as the reason he was 
terminated from his po ition. According to the notice, 
"From November 23, 2000, through January 8, 2009, 
Recreation Coordinator Delmas Johnson allowed an 
inmate to have unsupervised access to restricted areas 
within his department, and unauthorized access to art and 
craft supplies that were under his control, which is in vio­
lation of policy 3-3, Code of Conduct. Mr. Johnson also 
allowed the rune inmate to perform unauthorized job 
duties within the Recreational Depanment between 
November 20, 2008 and January 8. 2009, while officially 
a signed to another work location within the facility, which 
is in violation of policy 19- 100, Inmate Employment 
System." 

According to court documents. Johnson was over 40 
years old at the time of the allegations in the suit, and that 
the termination constitutes age discrimination. 

Johnson is asking for judgment against CCA and Jeff 
Little for pa t, present. future mental and phy ical pain, 
suffering and angui h and emotional distress, past, present 
and future lost wages, his legal expenses, attorney's fees 
and court costs, punitive damages in excess of the mini­
mum dollar amount in F1oyd Circuit Court and a trial by 
jury.

FRANKFORT Hou"c 
Speaker Greg Stumbo pre-tiled 
legislatiOn Thursday that he 
said would give dome tic-vio­
lence victims ''a fighting 
chance" if an offender violated 
a court order to .~tay away. 

The proposed legislation is 
named in honor of Amanda 
Ross. whose Sept. II murder in 
Lexmgton is being investigated 
as a domestic-violence ca~c. 
Her mother, Diana Ross. 
attended the pre s conference 
announcing the legi-.lation in 
the chamber of the Kentucky 
House of Repre entatives. 

"Those who fear for their 
life like Amanda need to know 

tf they are 10 imminent dan­
ger.'' Speaker Stumbo said. 
"This bill would give them that 
knowledge." 

"Shortly afla Amanda's 
death, our family decided that 
we would usc our loss to help 
protect others.'' Diana said. 
· Nothing we can do here will 
bnng Amanda back to u .... 

"Toda} with thi proposal 
bearing Amanda's name, we 
begm our effort to honor her 
life while working to help oth­
ers." she added. "This lcgisla­
ti\'C ..proposal is a good first 
step. Our prayer is that once 
enacted that it "ill keep other 
families from losing a loved 

one. Perhap it will bring the 
needed attention. di cus ion 
and changes to improve the 
plight of all victims of domes­
tic violence." 

If the legislation becomes 
law during the 2010 Regular 
Session. judges would have the 
authority to require offenders 
named in domestic violence 
orders to wear an electronic 
monitor that would let victims 
know if the) were approach­
ing. 

Speaker Stumbo, D-
Pn:stonsburg. noted that more 
than a do.~:en stales already 
have similar laws. "Based on 
their experiences. we believe 

that the monitors would be 
used in about 15 percent of the 
case ,"' he said. "This would 
be targeted at those who have 
met several risk factors. such 
as violently threatening or 
stalking the victim.'' 

The co t would be paid by 
the offender. A current pro­
gram being run in Fayette 
County to track prisoners on 
probation co. ts the offender 
$7.50 per day. 

"Cost is certainly a factor, 
but let"s not forget the tremen­
dous costs already cau<;ed by 
domestic \ iolcncc," Speaker 
Stumbo said. "Natiorm ide.

Merck announced. in a press 
relea~e, that the Food and 
Drug Admini tration <FDA) 
had appro' ed Vioxx for the 
relief of o..,teuarthritis. men­
strual pain, and other form' ol 
acute pain. it failed to mention 
any reference to increased ri'>k 
of cardiovascular events when 
it listed common side effects. 

Merck was aware of the 
potential for dangerous cardio­
vascular side effect~. including 
heart attack 41nd stroke, associ­
ated with Vioxx through inter­
nal studies. including tudy 
090. which was conducted in 
1998. The result of Study 090 
were not d1sclosed to the ·DA 
or the public at the time Vioxx 
was introduced to the public. 

"Con ·umer have a right to 
know all of the risks associat­
ed with the prescription drug 
they take," said General 
Conway "Merck relied on an 
aggres ·ive marketing cam­
paign to lure consumers into 
taking Vioxx and then con­
cealed the increased health 
risks associated with the drug. 
This kind of deception puts 
consumers at risk and will not 
he tolerated in Kentucky." 

For more than five year·. 
Merck continued to market 
and advertise Vioxx within the 

Commonwealth of Kentucky. 
As part of that campaign. 
Merck represented Y10xx as a 
safer altematJVe to traditional 

on-steroidal Anti-
Int1ammatory Drugs 
(NSAIDS), such as aspirin or 
ibuprofen, even though the 
drug posed a risk of ulcers and 
gastrointestinal side effects. in 
addition to the increased ri ·k 
ot cardiovascular e' ents. 

General Conway's lawsuit 
also .tccuses :'vlerck or engag­
ing in an elaborate ·cheme to 
create or publish cholarly 
anicle. under fake or ghost 
author in order to further 
de\'clop support for Vioxx. 
These articles appeared in 
medical journals and other 
industry publications includ­
ing the Journal of the 
American Medical 
Association. 

ln 2004. Merck admitted 
that Vioxx caused serious side 
effects and pulled the product 
from the market.

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Health insurance costs 
~at U.S. businesses alive 

' In 1999, it co ·t about $5,800 to buy employer-provided family 
health insurance coverage. If premitJmS had increased at the 
s~e rate as inflation, that same policy today would co t $7,239. 

Instead, it costs $13.375. That's an increa e of 131 percent­
more than five times the overa11 rate of inflation. 

Companie don't provide hea1th benefit out of the goooness 
of their beans. 

' They do it to attract the be t workers and because healthy 
employees with healthy families are more productive. 

But when insurance co L grow at five times the rate of infla­
tion, it' worth wondering how much longer they can afford to 
do it. That question hould end hiver down workers' spines. 

Since the early 1990s, the nonpartisan Kaiser Family 
Foundation has been surveying U.S. businesse ·about the co t of 
health benefit offered to employee . Its latest survey, relea ed 
thi, week. demonstrates why health reform is o urgent. 

Let"s put premiums for family health insurance coverage into 
a uman :-.C<\le. 

A per·on who worked full time at a minimum-wage job in 
Mi souri would need his entire gross wages from January until 
th second week of November just to buy a policy - assuming 
he could get the group rate. 

For about $3,000 Jess. he could buy a new car; a base model 
Hyundai Accent e1ls for $10.665. 

Of course, that minimum-wage worker never would be 
of ered health benefits at work. That's becau e employers pay 
aoout three-quarters of the premium for health insurance that 
they offer their workers. 

That means the minimum-wage worker' company would be 
paying about $9,860 for hi famil> 's coverage. a figure equal to 
aoout two-thirds of hi annual alary. 

The cost of covering ju t that worker, excluding hi family, 
weuld equal about what he would earn for working almost 17 
weeks. 

No w nder few companies that employ mostly low-wage 
w k offer eal.U b nefits. The Kai er urve) ound ju ·t 39 
p r c t of companies w1th larg numbers of low-wage workers 
o er hea1th benefits. 

Worker· at very sma11 companies have only a slightly bener 
cliance. About 46 percent of companies with nine or fewer work­
er provide health benefits. The result is that millions of 
Americans have been priced out of the health insurance market. 

About 46.3 rnilhon were uninsured in 2008. Current e timates 
based on the unemployment rate put that figure at about 50 mil­
lion uninsured today. Covering them is one of the key goal of 
health reform. But another is to shore up the current employ­
ment-based system of health insurance. The reform proposals 
would create a so-called insurance exchange- es entially a 
giant group market that would be open to small businesses, the 
uninsured and people who buy coverage on their own. 

Propping up the current system is crucial to the 150 million­
pl~.&s Americans who get coverage through their jobs. Because if 
hoolth insurance premium keep growing at a rate anything like 
their recent pace. many people who now get health in urance 
through their job would soon be uninsured. 

Last year, consumer prices increao;ed by 0.1 percent. Health 
in• urance premiums jumped by 5 percent. That's un ustainable. 

If premiums keep growing at the rate they have over the last 
five year , family coverage will cost more than $24,000 in 2019. 

If they grow at the rate they have over the past 10 year - an 
average of 8.7 percent per year- family coverage would co t 
nearly $31,000 in 2019. If that happens, it won't only be low­
wage workers who are priced out of the health insurance market. 
Million of middle-class Americans would find themselves unin­
sured, too.

Plans to create electricity from 
wind in Eastern Kentucky and make 
fuel from plants in tead of petroleum 
at a future biodie el plant in 
Winche ter were hared v. ith ·rate 
lawmaker in mid September. 

Scott Sykes with Genes~s 
pevelopment, an Elkhorn City-based 
wind energy company that plan to 
develop large cale wind energy proj­
ects atop reclaimed or abandoned coal 
mines in Eastern Kentucky, told law­
makers on the Special Subcommittee 
on Energy that there are now 25 
gigawatts of power produced by wind 
energy in the U.S By placing wind 
"farms" atop Kentucky's moumains. 
Sykes hopes to create power for 
homes and other . rructures in the 
region-all without harming coal. 

Wind power, said Sykes, will com­
plement Kentucky's fossil-fuel indus­
try by supplementing coal power 
rather than trying to undercut it, Syke 
told lawmakers. 

.Alternative energy production in 
the Commonwealth was also dis­
cussed, with lawmaker- focu ed on

Dr. Bruce Pratt of Ea tern 
Kentucky Univer ity explained that 
EKU is working on a pilot plant in 
Winchester that will produce around 2 
million gallons of biodiesel a year 
from bioma like witch grass and 
com stover. The pilot plant, which is 
a partnership between EKU and 
California-based General Atomics 
a ong others, will cost around $20-25 

illion to build and will precede the 
partner hip's planned construction of 
a 50-million gallon commercial plant. 

Pratt aid the commercial plant will 
require one million metric tons of bio­
mass from within 50 miles of the plant 
(great new· for our farmers) to pro­
duce biofuel at a cost ~f $1.65 to $4 
per gallon. It' will also requue addi­
tional funding, which Pratt aid the 
partnership hopes to receive. 

The EKU/General Atomic biofuel 
project i in its first pha e of planning. 
with the first round of federal funding 
received Sept. 3. The pilot plant will 
be con tructed during the econd 
phase of the project, after the biofttel 
produced during the fir t phase is 
found to be engine-compatible. 

Besides helping the environment, 
Pratt said biofuel can improve nation­
al security by reducing U.S. reliance 
on foreign oil from politically unsta-

blc nations. In 2008 alone. Pratt said 
the U.S. spent approximately $327 
billion on foreign oil. If only 10 per­
cent of those imports were replaced 
by biofuel made in the U.S., our 
nation would save around $33 billion 
while creating jobs and income in a 
number of indu trie . said Pratt. 

One lawmaker commented on how 
many different region of the U.S. 
could use a model plant like the one 
being developed by EKU and G neral 
Atomics since some types of biom<C s, 
inoluding witchgrass. grow easily 
across the country. Fuel produced 
from biomao;s would also be les · 
expensive to tran port than fuel pro­
duced from crude oil since it could be 
produced and u ed locally. 

Other lawmakers were qUick to 
point out that while biofuel etfort are 
welcome, effort now underway to 
turn coal into transportation fuel 
houldn't be overlooked. The liquidi­

fication proce s that turn coal into 
diesel fuel can be done today. one 
lawmaker said, rather than taking 
years to develop.

ummarize the specifics of for­
eM tire season: 

• Fi re hatard seasons 
occur in the fall from Oct. 1 to 
Dec. 15 and in the spring from 
Feb. 15 to April 30. During 
these times, outdoor burning is 
illegal from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m. in 
or within 150 fe~t of any 
woodland or brushland. 

• KDF is the state agency 
re ponsible for c;uppressing 
wildfires and enforcing lire 
hazard seasons, however, addi­
tional outdoor burning laws 
and restriction may apply. 
Therefore. citizens should also 
contact the Kentucky D1vision 

• Safety precautions 
should always be taken into 
consideration when burning 
woody debris or using camp­
tires. Weather conditions are a 
contributing factor in the num­
ber and intensity of wildfires, 
therefore outdoor burning 
should only occur when the 
wind i. calm and humidity is 
high. Other precautions 
include keeping brush piles 
and campfires small and con­
tained, keeping a supply of 
water and a shovel accessible, 
and taying with the fire until 
it is completely c)(tinguished.

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EVERYBODY'S SCIENCE 

Preserving the 
past to protect 
our future 

by SANDY MILLER HAYS 
AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH SERVICE 

Agricultural research isn't all 
"sows, cow and plows," with a few 
microscopes and DNA sequencers 
thrown in. Just ask Karen Wi1liams. 

She's a botanist in the Plant 
Exchange Office of the Agricultural 
Research Service (ARS) National 
Germplasm Resources Laboratory in 
Beltsville, Md., right outside of 
Washington, D.C. But when Dr. 
Williams wants to get out town, he's 
not thinking about Philadelphia or 
New York. Her "getaway" is the town 
of Cotacachi, Ecuador, in the heart of 
what some consider one of the crad1es 
of world agriculture. 

That's where Dr. Williams works 
with an international team of scientists 
to help conserve traditional crop and, 
at the same time, contribute to the 
livelihoods of the local people. 

In the communities around 
Cotacachi, tucked away in the north­
em Andean highlands of Ecuador, 
people have farmed for thousands of 
years. The crops they grow are both 
familiar and not familiar--yes, there's 
com, but there are 30 varieties of it. 
Beans? The Quichua-speaking.farm­
ers and backyard gardeners have 40 
varieties. , 

These native crops can be an 
untapped treasure trove for scientists 
seeking solutions to modem American 
agriculture's problems. Often, an 
ancient version of a crop contains 
genes that can help a modem version 
of that same crop in the United States 
overcome a pest or disease. It's just a 
matter of tapping into tho e long-ago 
genetics and incorporating the needed 
genes into a plant breeding program 
that melds old with new. 

But in Cotacachi, these ancient 
crops are more than just a genetic 
resource; they're a way of life and the 
basis of food security. Yet, as has hap­
pened in many rural areas, including 
in the United States, life is changing in 
Cotacachi. Many famiJies now rely on 
income from off the family farm, and 
the men often work away from those 
farms. 

This is where Dr. Williams comes 
in. She's been going to Ecuador since 
1995, when she first went there to help 

~ reestablish Ecuador's national peanut 
germplasm collection, fill gaps in the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) peanut germplasm collec­
tion, and strengthen U.S.-Ecuadorian 
collaborations in genetic resources. 

But her mission has expanded 
beyond that in the ensuing years. In 
partnership with an indigenous com­
munity organization called the Union 
of • Indigenous and Peasant 
Communities (UNORCAC); 
Bioversity International , and the 
Ecuadorian National Agricultural 

1 Research Institute (INIAP)--the 
~equivalent of ARS in Ecuador--she's 

helped set up and now advises a pro­
gram designed to promote conserva­
tion and increase use of local crops in 
the area. This program is funded in 
large part by USDA's Foreign 
Agricultural Service. 

What's been accomplished? 
Scientists have preserved samples of 
the area's genetic treasure trove in the 
National Germplasm Bank at the 
INIAP Santa Catalina Experiment 
Station near Quito. Farmers worked 
with the scientists to evaluate the local 
varieties of crops in a community gar­
den in Cotacachi, and a catalogue was 
produced to document the vastness of 

~ the diversity. Seed fairs give farmers 
the chance to display and exchange 
crop varieties. 

A food processing plant has been 
built to develop and package salsas, 
marmalades and other products made 
from the local crops. There's a com­
munity-run ethnobotanical garden that 
provides local midwives with medici­
nal plants, helps educate local school­
children about their cultural heritage, 
and generates income from visitors 
coming to see the diversity of locaJ

BSCTC learns about living with disabilities

PRESTONSBURG - Some students and staff 
members at Big Sandy Community and Technical 
College took part in a project that found them com­
pleting various tasks on Friday, but the e ta ks were 
much more difficult than they normally would have 
been. The students and staff had to complete the tasks 
while handicapped in a specific way, including being 
in a wheelchair, wearing special glasses to simulate 
vision lo s and wearing weights on one side of their 
body to mimic the aftermath of a troke. 

The project, under the director of Disability 
Support Services, was designed to help people under­
stand what it' like to live with a handicap on a daily 
basis. 

"The main purpose of this exercise to to make 
them aware of individuals with disabilities and the 
challenges they face," said Janie Beverly, coordinator 
for Disability Support Services. 

Th~ project included ta ks such as, "You arc using 
a wheelchair. You must go to the library and retrieve 
the book World Philosophers and Their Work. Use the 
electronic card catalog to find its location. After you 
retrieve the book. you must copy pages 34 and 35. 
Return to SC20l via the incline next to the Student 
Affairs office on the eastern side of the Student 
Center building. You have 20 minutes."
