The 5th Congressional District, 
which includes Aoyd County, has been 
named the most unhappy district in the 
nation, based on the results of a recent 
survey. 

According to the results, the 5th 
District comes in la t out of 435th dis­
tricts nationwide in physical health and 
emotional health, 433rd in healthy 
behavior, 411 th in ba ic access and 
162nd in work quality. 

For physical health, the information 
gathered included the estimates of 
body mass index, disease burden. sick 
days, physical pain, daily energy, histo­
ry of disease and daily health experi-

Emotional health included the daily 
experience of those who responded, 
including smiling or laughter, being 
treated with respect, enjoyment, happi 
ness, worry, sadness, anger, stress and 
learning or doing something interest­
ing. 

The basic access section of the 
report measures lhe access of those 
responding to the poll in terms of food, 
shelter, health care and a safe and satis­
fying place to live. 

Work quality, where the 5th District 
responded most positively, surveyed 
workers to find out if they were satis­
fied with their job and the work they 

The results of the survey, known as 
the Well-Being Index, are broken down 
in five categories, including work qual­
ity, basic access, healthy behavior, 

Healthy behavior included items 
measuring lifestyle habits with estab­
lished relationships to health outcomes.

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Coal forum panelists, fresh from negotiations, 
say mountaintop-mine policing will get tougher

LEXINGTON - •A forum 
yesterday on the role of coal in 
Kentucky was highlighted 
enrly by a prediction of major 
changes in the way strip min­
ing is regulated, and near the 
end by an explanation of the 
changes and a debate on the 
future of how coal is used. 

• "The way coal has been 
mined over the la t 30 years is 
not gomg to happen anymore,'' 
Joe Blackburn. director of the 
Lexington field office of the 
U.S. Office of Surface Mirung 
Reclamation and 
Enforcement, told the crowd 
during the afternoon session at 
the University of Kentucky. 

Blackburn's prediction was 
echoed. and elaborated upon, 
at the evening keynote session 
by Tom fitzGerald. director of 
the Kentucky Resources 
Council. who had just finished 
talks wi.th Blackburn, state 
regulators, indu try repre en­
tatives. the U.S. 

Environmental Protection 
Agency and Army Corps of 
Engmeers. which issues Clean 
Water Act permit with EPA 
oversight- which has recent­
ly become much tougher. 

"The good news is we just 
finished a protocol that 
req~·ire area mines to be 
returned to approximate origi­
nal contour unless they get a 
vanancc," FitzGerald said. 
The public often refers to area 
mines as mountaintop-removal 
mmes, but the latter category 
requires a variance from the 
1977 strip-mine law's mandate 
to return mined land to it 
approximate original contours. 
FiLZGerald said that compames 
avoid that obstacle by calhng 
their operations area mines, 
and regulators have often 
fruled to enforce the original­
contour rule. "Jt is a mockery 
of what Congress intended in 
1977," when the Surface 
Mining Control and 
Reclamation Act was passed, 
he said. "Some coal industry 
people are sick and tired of 
having to defend some of the 
practice that are going on." 

He aid the new procedures 

will reduce the dumping of 
blasted and excavated material 
mto heads of hollows; or nar­
row valleys. and requue coal 
operators to u~>e the material to 
re tore the contour of nearby 
pre-1977 mine sites benches 
before placing the waste in a 
valley fill. He said the new 
plan is now in \lse by the 
Corps' Louisville District. 
wh1ch encompasses mo l of 
Kentucky's part of the 
Appalachian coalfield. 

FitzGerald and Blackburn 
were among more than a 
dozen speakers at the 
Thursday forum, sponsored by 
the university's Department of 
Mining Engineering and the 
Center for Visualization and 
Virtual Environments in the 
College of Engineering. The 
event, billed by its organit.ers 
as "a balanced discussion 
regarding the past, pre ent and 
future impacts of coal on our 
state's economy and environ­
ment," ltved up to its mantra 
for the most part. 

The morning session was 
highlighted by the assertion of 
former Gov. Paul Patton, also a 
former coal operator. that cap-

and-Lrade legislatiOn to limit 
greenhouse-gas emis!>ions and 
climate change IS an attempt 
by Northeastern politician to 
ra1sc Midwestern energy 
prices to meet those in New 
England and maintam their 
region's economic compel i­
tivcnes . "A lot of the debate 
against coal is purely regional 
economic selfishness," Patton 
said. 

FitzGerald had a rejoinder 
for that m the evening: "Now 
is noi the time to claim a con­
spiracy to shift wealth to the 
coasts ... Now 1s the time for 
engagement, for creativity," 
which he said would flower 
"Once you give the right price 
ignal by truly valuing the cost 

of coal and the cost of other 
fuels,'' including their environ­
mental impacts. 

Fred Palmer, senior vice 
president for government rela­
tions of Peabody Energy, the 
nation's largest coal prorJucer, 
called that an abstract concept 
that has not worked in the past. 
He was echoed by Joseph W. 
Craft, president and chief 
executive officer of Alliance 
Resource Partners.

, 'A global warming bill to reduce U.S. greenhQuse gas emis­
sions finally pa ed out of a key Senate committee this week, 
but in a way that may spell its demise at least for this year . 
• By clearing its first Senate hurdle, the Kerry-Boxer bill at 
best may have achieved a symbolic victory. as Reuters news 
)lgency put it, "allowing President Barack Obama to tout 
progress in the run-up to next month's global warming talks 
ln Copenhagen." 

Only Democrats voted for the bill in the Senate 
Environment and Public Works Committee, but not even all 
of them. Sen. Max Baucus, a moderate from Montana, 
opposed reducing emissions 20 percent in 10 years from 2005 
jevel as too steep. Every committee Republican boycotted 
the vote after unsuccessfully calling for more study of the 
bill's economic effect . Normally. at lea t two opposition 
party members are required for a vote. 

Democrats' hardball tactics, said Myron Ebell, director of 
energy and global warming policy for the free-market think 
tank Competitive Enterprise Institute, ". o poisoned the atmo -
phere in the Senate that the terrible Kerry-Boxer bill is now 
ilead." CEI's energy policy expert Christopher Homer con­
cluded the "tran parent end-run around ... not only IS an 
admission that the bill's floor chances are nonexistent. but it 
further dooms them." 

The political dust-up means the Senate probably isn't likely 
to adopt global warming legislation by mid-December. when 
180 nations meet in Copenhagen, Denmark, to consider a 
worldwide treaty to curb greenhouse gases. 

The Senate difficulties passing a bill to match one passed 
by the House of Representatives in June i a microcosm of 
international ditlkulties in reaching consensus on what, if 
anything, to do about global wrun1ing's presumed threat, and 
how to allocate the costs. 

As the Canadian tourist bureau touts the benefits of a 
~mer Canada while the National Oceanic and Atmospheric 

dministration reports experiencing the third-coldest October 
l ·e 1895, con ensus on whether a problem exists is becom­
g nearly as difficult to achieve as worldwide political action 

to solve a problem that so far is demon trated only in comput­
er model projections. 

Political improbabilities were underscored when Germany's 
Chancellor Angela Merkel appeared before Congres this 
week to urge the U.S. to come to Copenhagen ready to agree 
to legally binding emission reduction. because there "is no 
time to lose." However, Ms. Merkel is being lamba ted by 

uropean greens for "risking the failure of a global deal in 
Copenhagen" by blocking aid commitments for climate 
change, according to an article in Germany's Der Spiegel. 

Even global warming tea1ots concede a treaty is unlikely in 
Copenhagen, partly because China and India have agreed not 
to reduce their greenhouse ga emissions unless wealthy 
Western nations pay them for mitigation measures. 
Meanwhile, M . Merkel "enraged environmentalists" by 
opposing massive transfer payments from European Nations 
o Third World countries. according to published reports. 

As the world comes· to the end of the 11th consecutive year 
fa nonwarming trend, the issue of global warming seems to 

be cooling off. That may save us from economy-stunting 
emission reductions.

Not •all energy-efficient .

For that rea­
son, homeowners should 
che<:k the manufacturer's tax 
credit certification statement 
before purchasing or installing 
any of these improvements. 
The certification statement can 
usually be found on the manu 
facturer's website or with the 
product packaging. Normally. 
a homeowner can rely on this 
certification. The IRS cau-

tions that the manufacturer's 
certification js different from 
the Department of Energy's 
Energy Star label. and not all 

, Energy Star labeled products 
qualify for the tax credits. 

Eligible homeowners can 
claim both of these credits 
when they file their 2009 fed­
eral income tax return. 
Because these are credits, not 

deducllons, they increase a 
taxpayer's refund or reduce the 
tax he or she owes. An eligible 
taxpayer can claim these cred­
its, regardless of whether he or 
she itemizes deductions on 
Schedule A. Use Fonn 5695, 
Residential Energy Credits. to 
figure and claim the e credits.

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Sports safety implementation 
right on schedule, officials told 

FRANKFORT - More 
than 8,000 coaches and staff 

., have completed a school safe­
ty course required by the 
General As embly earlier this 
year, high chool athletic offi­
cials reported to state lawmak­
ers Monday. 

House Bill 383, passed dur­
ing the 2009 Regular Session, 
mandated that at least one per­
son at every high school port 
practice and contest have com­
peted the course by the begin­
ning of this school year. Julian 
Tackett, the Kentucky High 
School Athletic As ociation's 
Assistant Commissioner, 

• reported that by next school 
year, course completion will 

~ be a pre-hiring requirement for 
all coaches. 

KHSAA official moved 
swiftly to put the online course 
in place, Tackett said. The leg­
islation required the course to 
be taught by a medical profes­
sional licensed m Kentucky, 
but ''there was no program out 
there that tit all the criteria," 
he said. The KHSAA worked 

with the Kentucky Medical 
Association to put together its 
own course. 

The onhne program will 
allow changes to be. imple­
mented quickly, said KHSAA 
Commissioner Brigid Devries. 
"We tried to build it for the 
future" despite the rush to 
bring it online guickly, Tackett 
added. Most coaches have 
completed the online course's 
seven modules in 5-7 hours, he 
said. 

Dr. Peter Bowles, who 
helped de. ign the curriculum, 
said the program is unique. 
"Kentucky is viewed as a 
leader in this area," 'he noted. 
"This is the only course that' s 
online in the entire country." 

Bowles also noted to law­
makers that the work was done 
efficiently. "We're doing a 
very good job at a very good 
price," he said. Tackett noted 
that the course was free for 
everyone who took the course. 

Members of the Interim 
Joint Committee on Education 
took the opportunity to make 

other suggestions to improve 
student-athlete safety. Rep. 
Derrick Graham. D-Frankfort, 
remarked that automated 
external defibrillators WOLild 
be a wise investment for 
schools. ·• A thousand dollars 
for a small school sounds like 
a Jot, but compared to a child's 
life, that's nothing," he said 
while pointing that an AED 
requirement was considered 
but left out of the final version 
ofHB 383. 

Rep. Charlie Miller, D­
Loui ·ville. agreed with a par­
ticular suggestion included in 
the report of the Sports Safety 
Work Group. ··we need to 
have athletic trainers in all our 
schools" he said. 

Among the other findings . 
of the work group was that the 
current curriculum for high 
school coaches would be suffi­
cient if required for middle 
school coaches as well. 
Jefferson County Schools 
requ1red all middle school 
coaches to take the course, 
Tackett said.

Nine deaths on Kentucky 
roadways last week 

FRANKFORT 
Preliminary statistics indicate 
that, mne people d1ed in eight 
separate crashes on Kentucky 
roadways from Monday. No\ . 
2. through Sunday. Nov. 8. 

Seven of the crashes 
involved motor vehicles and six 
of Utose victims were not wcar­
mg eat belts. Single-fatality 
crashes occurred 10 Bath, 
Floyd, Hardin. Jefferson. 
Letcher and Woodford coun­
ties. The crash in Hardin 
County involved the suspected 
use of alcohol. 

One double-fatality crash 
occurred in Ohio County and 
mvolved the suspected use of 
alcohol. 

One motorcycle fatality 
occurred in Bath County and 
the victim was not wearing a 
helmet. 

Through Nov. 8. prelimi­
nary statistics indicate that 657 
people have lost their lives on 
Kentucky roadways during 
2009. This is 30 fewer fatalities 
than reported for the same time 
period in 2008. 

There were 530 motor vehi­
cle fatalities and 288 of those 
victim~ were not wearing seat 
belts. Thirty-two pedcstnans 
and 5 brcyclists have been 
killed . Seventy-five fatalities 
involved a motorcycle and nr­
teen futalities involved an ATV. 
Sixty-five crashes involved a 

commercial motor vehicle. A 
total of 141 fatalities have 
resulted from crashes involving 
lhe suspected use of alcohol.

Fifteen feet off the 
ground, it's ea ier to . ee a deer 
and more difticult for them to 
see or smell you. But hunters 
need to take precautions when­
ever they usc a tree ~Land. 

"Tree stand falls are a sub­
stantial percentage of our 
hunting incident every year," 
said Will Connelly. a hunter 
training officer with the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. 

Eight hunting incidents 
have been reported to 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
this year. Two involved falls 
from tree stands. Ne1ther of the 
injured hunters was using a 
safety harness.

"The number one thmg 
hunters need to do is use that 
full-body harne s - bottom to 
top and top back down again," 
Connelly said. "For ladder and 
lock-on stand , there arc mcth-

ods to do that, but that's where 
a lot of people take chances." 

Hunters should also 
observe the three-point ruJe: 
Keep three poinL<; of your body 
m contact with the ladder at all 
times. This means while 
climbing, move one hand or 
one foot at a time, but never 
two at once. 

.. Dqn't carry anything up, 
make sure your hands arc 
free,'' Connelly said. "That 
means no heavy backpacks 
that could knock you off-bal­
ance. Use a haul line going up 
and down." 

Haul lines are attached to 
the tree stand or a sturdy near­
by limb. Hunters secure their 
bow, pack or unloaded gun to 
the line, climb the stand and 
then pull up their equipment. 
Using a haul line can help pre­
vent falls and ensure that, if a 
fall does occur. the hunter 
doesn't fall on hi or her gun 
or bow. 

Tree stands that are put up 
at the beginning of the season 
and taken down at the end are 
far safer than permanent 
stands. Nails loosen. wood rots 
and time takes its toll on 

rands left up permanently. 
"My recommendation is 

don't use permanent stands at 
all," said ConneiJy. "But if 
somebody's going to get in 
one, they need to be very care­
ful. Take a ladder and double­
check the steps without having 
to actually get on them." 

Finally. tree stands aren't 
the only way to hunt success 
fully. Hunters, especially those 
who are afraid of heights or 
have trouble physically cltmb­
mg into a stand, can u c n 
ground blind in tead.

FRANKFORT- In addition 
to decoys, shotguns, dogs, hot 
coffee and ca11s. waterfowl 
hunters need to pack the one 
thing that could save their lives 
for opening day later this 
month: their -fifcjackcts. 

"The lack of floatation 
devices is still one of the most 
common law violations among 
waterfowl hunters and the most 
common cause of duck hunter 
deaths,'' said Sgt. John 
Anderson, boating education 
cootdinator for the Kentucky 
Dep'hrtment of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. 

Statistics compiled by the 
U.S . Coast Guar<\ • ~ TOTf' 
duck hunters die every year 
from cold water shock. 
hypothermia and drowning 
than from accidents involvmg 
firearms. 

A waterfowl hunting acci­
dent on Kentucky Lake last 
Ja~ary illustrates these statis­
tics. Three young duck hunters 
died after their 14-foot john­
boat swamped - a fourth 
hunter managed to survive. 
The victims were not wearing 
life jackets. They loaded the 
boa ~ith shotguns. decoys and 
a dog. in addition to the weight 
of four hunters. . 

Kentucky law requires a 
readily accessible U.S. Coast 
Guard approved life jacket for 
every person in the boat. There 
must be one U.S. Coast Guard 
approved throwable device 
(like a throw cushion) onboard 

for boats 16 feet or longer. 
Everyone onboard must pos­
sess a life jacket of proper size 
and type. 

Manufacturers produce 
camouflage life jackets made 
with the waterfowl hunter in 
mind. "They have mesh in the 
upper body that allows you to 
shoulder a gun." Anderson 
said. "That way, you don't 
have to take off the vest when 
you shoot and it will also help 
to keep you warm when those 
cold winter winds come blow­
ing across the water." 

A life jacket doesn't do 
much good stuffed into a decoy 
sack if an accident occurs. 

"You j st don't have time," 

~~~- Ji.!J- ''Trying to put 
on a 1ife jacket during a boat-
ing accident would be like try­
ing to buckle a eat belt during 
a car crash." 

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
discourages hunters from 
wearing hip boots or waders in 
the boat Hunters drowned 
while trying to take their 
waders off after falling into the 
water or their boat sunk or cap­
sized. 

"Falling into deep water 
releases any air trapped in the 
boots and can have the effect 
of binding the victim's feet 
together so they can't kick or 
stay afloat," Anderson said. 
"However. if you do suddenly 
enter the water, by pulling your 
knees up to your chest, air 
trapped in the hip boots or 
waders can act as a flotation 
device in an emergency." 

Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
recommends the following 
safe~y tips for waterfowl 
hunters: 

Wear a life jacket to and 
from the blind. 

Don' t overload the boat; 
make two trips if necessary. 

Don't wear hip boots and 
waders in the boat. 

Stay near. shore. and avoid 
crossing large open water 
areas, especially during bad 
weather. 

Let someone know where 
you are going and when to 
expect you back; tell someone 
to call authorities if you don't 
rerum on schedule. 

If th boat ca ize. or 
swamp , tay wjtb )!.9~.~Ctboat 
even when filled wnh .water, it 
will provide flotation and i~ 
more likely to be seen by 
potential rescuers. 

Jt is a good idea to bring 
your cell phone along in a 
waterproof, resealable bag to 
call for help if you get into 
trouble. You can use the phone 
without removing it from the 
bag. 

Most waterfowl season 
open this month. For season 
dates and more information on 
waterfowl hunting in 
Kentucky, consult the 2009-
2010 Kentucky Hunting Guide 
for Waterfowl. available wher­
ever hunting licenses are sold.

For Chilton, the 53-yarder 
was the second longest in 
school history - as a freshman, 
he hit from 61 yards just 
before the half against Tech in 
Montgomery - and now gives 
him the five longest made field 
goals m school history.

EVERYBODY'S SCIENCE 

Saving time - at 
the expense of 
children's health

I'll be the fir t to admit it: When it 
comes to eating, it's impossible to be 
good all the time. 

My husband and I cat less fast food " 
than probably anyone in America, but 
whenever I have to run to the bank 
during a workday lunch break, I do let 
myself swing through the c.lri ve­
through at the fast-food joint across 
the street and grab a treat: small ham­
burger. small frie , small soda. 

It's so tasty that yes, I could happi­
ly eat it every day --but I limit myself 
to no more than once a month. But 
then, r don't have a 5-year-old in a car 
seat, shrieking like a banshee at d1e 
mere sight of the fast-food emporium. 

For those of you who do have that 
5-year-old, be it a child, grandchild, 
niece or nephew. what do you need to 
know about the ast food your young­
ster is about to gobble'? Are those 
"combo meals" for kids -- often baited 
with a toy -- ever really healthy for 
your children'? 

In some cases, yes. And that's not 
just my opinion, that's the word from a 
pedtatrician at the Children's Nutrition 
Research Center at Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston. Texas. The 
Agricultural Research Service (ARS) 
fun the center in cooperation with 
Lh allege and Texas Children's 

jJ tal. 
fhc pediatrician and three other 

researchers teamed up to scrutini1e 
the nutritional quality of fast-food 
kids' meals. focusing on food served 
at 10 regional or national fast-food 
chains in Houston 

We might as well start with dle bad 
news: The team found that just 3 per­
cent of the kids' meals offered at those 
eateries met seven key standards set 
by the National School Lunch 
Program for meals mtended for chil­
dren in kindergarten through third 
grade. 

The "best-choice" meals were the 
ones that offered a deli-style sandwich 
-- perhaps turkey, ham, roast beef or 
tuna -- plus a fruit, such as apple slices 
and raisins. and low-fat milk as the 
beverage. Another good choice was a 
plain hamburger, fruit and low-fat 
milk. 

The team says those meals met or 
exceeded the School Lunch Program 
minimums for protein. vitamins A and 
C, and iron and calcium, and didn't 
exceed the maximum recommended 
levels for total fat or saturated fat. 

But "deli-style" was no guarantee 
of nutritional goodness. One deli­
sandwich combo flunked because of 
its mayonnaise plus oil splashed on to 
add flavor (which pushed the meal 
over the limit on fat), and its beverage 
of juice, tea or soda instead of milk 
(which left the meal too low in calci­
um). 

More than 65 percent of the meals 
that "flunked" had too much fat. And 
75 percent had too little calcium, 82 
percent had too little iron. and 85 per­
cent had too little vitamin A. 

Another way to grade Uie combo 
meals is by "dietary energy density"'­
- the number of calories divided by the 
serving's weight in grams. Several 
leading entities, such as the World 
Health Organization and an Expert 
Committee convened by the American 
Medical Association, recommend 
rcstncting children's consumption of 
energy-dense foods as a way to pre­
vent and treat childhood obesity. 

Here's the bad news on that front: 
The average energy density of the 
fast-food meals that did not meet the 
School Lunch standards was 2.3 calo­
ries per gram, compared to only 1.5 
calories per gram for those , that did 
meet the standards. ' 

Did you know that more than 16 
percent or children and adolescents in 
the U.S. are overweight? This means 
that over the past two decades, the 
estimated incidence of overweight 
among children has doubled, and it's 
tripled among adolescents. 

One factor that could be contribut­
ing significantly to this problem: the

Shannon Arts.1from the East Kentucky Science Center, vis­
ited seventh-grade students at the school last month to demon· • 
strate some of the things that crime scene investigators focus

The students were shown how to examine and interpret 
blood typing. how to read fingerprints, how to perform chro­
matography, which separates various components from a mix­
ture, and how to analy1e po"' der ·. hairs, and fibers found at a 
crime scene.

Inhaled steroids most effective asthma treatment 
LEXINGTON - Children who 

have been prescribed steroidal 
tnhalers to control asthma symptoms 
should continue to use them. despite 
questions raised by a medical study 
concerning their long-tem1 benefits. 

The study, published in the New 
England Journal of Medicine in 
2006, found strong evidence that 
steroidal irrhalers effectively control 
symptoms in toddlers at high risk for 
chronic asthma. However. the study 
found, the treatment did not ulti­
mately prevent children from dcvcl­
opi ng the disease. 

"Most experts agree inhaled 
steroids are the most effective treat­
mcm for chronic asthma," said Dr. 
Jamshed F. Kanga. a J)Cdiatric pul-

monologist at Kentucky Children's 
Hospital and professor of pediatrics · 
and chief of pediatric pulmonology 
in the University of Kentucky 
College of Medicine. 'The question 
we don't yet know the answer to is 
whether treatment for a long period 
of time \vill result in the disease 
being cured." 

Kanga says that although the 
srudy raised some interesting ques­
tions for further study, it has not 
changed treatment guidelines. 

"Asthma is a serious disease and 
children with chronic asthma should 
be on controller therapy," Kanga 
said. 

Diagnosing asthma 

Kanga says diagnosing asthma in 
young children can be difricuh 
because symptoms are often very 
similar to tho~e of viral infection. 
Howc\'cr. if the symptoms become 
more chrome and persistent. then a 
diagnosi' of asthma should be con­
sidered. 

Treatment options 
Once a diagnosis of asthma is 

made, Kanga says. the symptoms 
need to be controlled and treated to 
pn:vent damage to the airway. 
Asthma medication falls into two 
groups: rescue or reliever medica­
tion and controller medication. 

Rescue medication is a tempo­
rary tr atment and doc. not address 

inflamnmtion in the airways. These 
medications arc taken at the first 
sign of asthma symptoms, such as 
\\ heezing. Rescue medications work 
quickly to rcla. muscl s surround­
ing the ai rways. making it easier to 
bn:athe almost immediately. If need­
ed, rescue medications are some­
times taken before excrd. c to help 
prevent asthma S} mptoms. The most 
common rescue medication is 
nlbuterol. which is sold under many 
brand names. 

The second type of medic:1tion, 
controller medication, addre. ·es 
inOammation in the airways. These 
medications are used every day in an
