N:ew survey shows 
weaknesses in 
U.S. primary. care 

If you're planning to get sick outside of regular business hour , 
you'd be well advised to do it in the Netherlands. 

Almost. every Dutch primary care doctor- 97 percent, to be precise 
-has a nurse or physician backup who will see patients who get sick 
after hours, a new international survey has found. 

The Netherlands also is where to gt> if you want a doctor who uses 
electronic medical records. Those computerized files contain infonna­
tion on laboratory test results, treatment gwdelines and warnings about 
potential drug interactions. They also allow doctors to write and submit 
prescriptions without worrying about errors caused by bad handwriting. 

More than 90 percent of Dutch pby icians, as well as those in 
England, New Zealand, Norway, Sweden, Australia and Italy, use elec­
tronic medical records. 

Fewer than half of U.S. primary care doctors use them. And just 29 
percent of American family doctors have pedal arrangements for 
patients wbo get sick after hours. Here, ill patients often are sent to wait 
m overcrowded emergency rooms, where they're seen by a doctor with 
no access to their records and no familiarity with their medical histo­
ries. 

Access to high-quality primary care always bas been a big issue, but 
health care reform is pushing il to the forefront again. 

Americans spend about twice as much per person on health care as 
the average of other industrialized countries. Yet the care we receive­
from routine doctor visits to lifesaving interventions- often is no bet­
ter than in other industrialized countries. Somenmes it ts demonstrably 
worse. 

The new international srudy of primary care, from the nonpartisan 
Commonwealth Foundation, is further proof of uneven quality. 

The report showed strengths and weaknesses in care provided by 
doctors in each of 11 countrie tudied. American doctor were more 
likely to use guidelines outlining the best treatments for diabetes, asth­
ma and high blood pressure than doctor in France or Germany. 

American doctors were less likely to say patients faced a long wait 
for diagno tic te ts or to see a specialist than doctors m those countries. 

But doctors in England, Sweden, Norway and the Netherlands were 
even more likely to use treaonent guidelines. English doctors reported 
even shorter waits. 

American doctors were far more likely than those in other countries 
to report problems with patients paying for medications or treatment. 
And they're more likely report spending sigmf1cant amounts of time 
getting insurance approval for their patients' treatments. 

As Congress considers adding health coverage for about 36 million 
people who now are uninsured, the United States still has no national 
primary care policy. 

Most family doctor work alone or in smaU practices. Most deal 
with multiple insurance companies, each offering different plans with 
different coverage restrictions. 

That makes it more difficult to implement basic step shown to 
improve quality, like paying doctors more to achieve better outcomes. 

Even something simple sucb as electronic medical records is fraught 
with pitfalls in the U.S. system. It represents a major expense to indi­
vidual medical practice . And when it's done, there is no guarantee that 
the computers in doctors' offices can exchange information with those 
in nearby hospitals. 

Expanding access to doctor is an important goal. The next big chal­
lenge for reformers is to improve quality. That probably will prove even 
more difficult.

In 
facl, o[(icials say depression 
and anxiety are found in greater 
numbers al'lcr tbe Iirsl of lbe 
year while many begin to rJan 
their new yem and se1 objec­
tives for the coming year. 

At Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, Behavioral 
Heal1h Director Steve Triplet1 
waffled lbal mental bealtb 
issues which affect many dur­
ing this time of year arc issues 
to be taken seriously. "Coiling 
with stress is never an easy 
!bing to do," he explained. "For 
many, the feelings of fatigue, 
stress and depression can 
become overwhelming. Suicide 

rates are signilicautly lligber 
during and immedjatcly fnl­
lowiog tbe boliday season.'' 

The MHA also noteJ that 
some people suffer from sea­
sonru affective dismder (SAD), 
rcsuliing from being exposed to 
few hours of sunlight during 
the winter months. It also 
points out a number of tips 
regarding coping w1d1 stress 
and. depression during Lhe holi-

days, including: 
• Keep expectations man­

ageable dwing tbe holiday sea­
son. Try to set realistic goals 
and he reasrmable about expec­
tations you place on yourself. 

• Be realistic about what 
you can and can not do. 
Remember thai activities can 
he spread out over the entire 
holiday season 

• Leave "yesteryear" in the 
past and look. toward rbe future. 
Every season is different and 
life does, in facl, change. 

drinking will only increase 
feelings of dcpressjon. 

• Try new ways to celebrate 
the holiday season. 

• Spend time with caring 
and supportive people, includ­
ing reaching oul to make con­
tact with someone you haven't 
beard from in a while. 

• Save Jjme tbr yourself.

You may be facing one of 
those "Jerichos" in your life

resources you have. 
So this one's for you 
and for me. Joshua 5 
says. "When Joshua 
was near Jericho, he 
looked up and he saw 
a man standing tn 

front of lum with a 
drawn sword. Joshua 
went up to him and 

·eem to get over the. Kim Little Frasure 
hurdle, heanache, ill-
ness or grasp hold of 
enough faith to keep your head 
held high with a mile on your 
face. -

Maybe you feel like the 
world is at arm's reach. but 
just a you get ready to stick 
your hand out there and grab 
hold, BAM! - another wall 
erupt out of nowhere and 
there's fiery dans· shooting at 
you and sticking so sharp in 
your body your mind is in a 
whirlwind of what to do, 
where to turn or how is it 
going to end, or will it ever 
end?

asked, "Are you for us or for 
our enemies?" 

"Neither," he replied, ''but 
as commander of the army of 
the Lord I have now come." 

Then Joshua fell tace down 
to the ground in reverence, and 
asked him. "What message 
does my Lord have for Hisser­
vant?" 

Here's Joshua, a man who 
has never lost a battle. going 
face down on the ground in the 
most powerless position a man 
can be in. Joshua had never 
surrendered to anyone. But 
standing before the 
Commander of the Army of 
the Lord. he falls down in total 
surrender. Some Bible scholars 
believe this ·'Commander" is 
the Son of God making one of 
His pre-Bethlehem appear­
ances in the Old Testament. 
Face down before Jesus. 

Could that be where He 
wants you and me right now'? 
Maybe that's the only way 
we're ever going to conquer 
our Jericho: the only way

Pork fat is available at 
many grocery stores that have ' 
meat departments, or humers 
can take the tnmnungs to a 
meat processor to have ham­
burger or summer sausage 
made. Doing it yoursdf, how­
ever, is cost-effective. 

·'If you enjoyed the hunt 
and you're planning on hunt· 
ing in future yean;, you can 
just invest tn a hand-operated 
grinder," Casey said. "Most 
groceric~ and stores like 
Cabela'~ have; them for $20 or 
$25. You can grind the meat 
right al the kitchen table." 

Fi11ally, check !he Internet 
for venison recipes. Tbe 
amoum of meal you get rrom 
your deer m.ay seem over­
whelming at first - but the 
possibilities are emllcss once 
you gel comfortable working 
with the various cuts. Most 
importantly, the meat will 
come rrom a deer vou tu k 
yomself, and you' Ji have a 
well-earned sense of accom­
plishment and pride.

B~n following the gold and 
silver market lately'} Well if you have 
a jewelry box or lock box full of gold 
or a coffee can full of old coins you 
should be according to Ohio Valley 
Refinery spokesperson John Miller 
"The gold and silver markets have;: not 
been this strong for ove;:r 30 years" said 
Millt."T. Typically when the U.S dollar 
is w~ and the ~nomy IS flat gold 
and silver markets soar. "That's good 
news tf you are setting on a few gold 
necklares or an old class ring" says 
Miller. 

Starting Tuesday at 9am and 
every day this week through Saturday 
the Ohio Valley Rt.:finery is setting 
up a satc::llite refi.m:ry right herc in 
Pikeville at the Hampton Inn.

Got Coin? It might b~;: just the 
time to cash in. This week starting 
Tuesday and continuing through 
Saturday the International Collc:ctors 
Association in conjunction with the 
Ohio Valley Gold & Silver Refinery 
will be purchasing all typt:s of silver 
and gold coins direct from the public. 
All types are welcome and the event 
is free. 

Collectors will be on hand to 
identify and sort your coins. Then the 
quality or grade will be determined. 
The better the grad~ the more they are 
worth according to collectors I talked 
to. With the silver and gold markets 
high prices of older coins are too. Any 
coins minted before 1965 in the U.S. 
an~ 90% silvt:r ~xcept , nickels and 
penru~. 

The coins worth is determined 
by the rarity and the grade. Old silver 
dollars are worth a great premium 
right now even well worn ht;avy 
circulated one are bringing good 
premiums Franklin , and Kennedy 
halves, Washing ton quarters, 
Mercury and Roosewlt dim~ are 
all worth many tim~ the face value. 
While older types like cated Liberty, 
Standing Liberties, and Barber coms 
are worth even more. 

Gold coins arc really worth a 
lot right now according to Brian 
Ead~ of the International Collectors 
Association. This country didn't start 
minting coins until 1792 ays Eade' . 
Befort: that people would trade 
goods using gold du t and nuggets. 
Some shop ket::pers would take more 
gold than needed to pay for items 
purchased. There was no uniform 

systt::m of making change. 
The government opened the first 
mints and began distributing the 
coins in 1792. By the beginning of 
the 19th century coins and paper 
currency were wide spread and our 
mon..:tary syst~m was here to stay. In 
1933 Roosevelt required all banking 
institutions to tum in all gold coins. 

Once all banks turned in this gold 
the prcsid~nt rai ·ed thi! gold standard 
from $20.00 per ounce to $33 00 
per ounc..:. 1 his was his way of 
stimulating thu economy during thi! 
great dwpression. I lowevur gold coins 
were nev~;:r ri!distributt:d aft:t.:r the 
recalL Not all gold coms werc tumcd 
in. Many folks during that time didn' t 
completely trust the government and 
choost: to ket.:p their gold. 

These gold coins are sought 
after colh.:ctors today and bring many 
times the face value. Any gold coins 
with the mint marks of CC, D or 0 
will bring nice prc:miums. Collectors 
at the cwnt will be g lad to show 
you wht.:ru to look. Other types of 
coins will also be purchast: including 
fort:ign coins, Indian head ct:nts, two 
cent pieces, half dimes, thn;~ cent 
pi~;;ce and buffalo ruckds to name a 
few. 

Collectors warn people again 't 
trying to clt;an their coins as 
significant damage can be done and 
tht: coins value l~scned.
