PRESTONSBURG - Police are investigating a
double stabbing on Cormn Fork Road that occurred

early on New Year’s Day.
According

to information provided by
Kentucky State Police, Pikeville Post 9 received a

call from a female around 4 a.m. saying that a male
subject had been stabbed by another male who then
fled the scene. Trooper Cassandra Mullins arrived on
the scene and determined the Christopher Hayden
and Ben Sheppard had both been 'stabbed. The
injuries to both men were determined not to be life
threatening.

“We have tonflicting statements, so the case is
going to be presented to the grand jury instead of

the

charging somebody right off without the evidence to
back it up,” said Trooper Mike Goble, public infor-
mation officer for Pikeville Post 9.

According to Goble, it is possible that several
other people were present when the incident occurred
and different stories have been presented to the inves-
tigating officer in the case.

The stabbing is currently under investigation by
Trooper Cassandra Mullins.

GARRETT - For the past
two years, the Garrett Volunteer
Fire Department has asked for
funding, and for two straight
years, they have received just
that.

REGINA — The Regina
man accused of fatally
shooting his niece late last
week has pleaded not guilty
to a charge of murder in Pike
County.

According to reports

She was pronounced
dead at the scene by Pike
County Deputy Coroner
Denver Bailey.

House week
in review

by REP. HUBERT COLLINS

The start of the new year once
again signals the start of a new legisla-
tive session, but few of the issues state
lawmakers will face over the next
three-and-a-half months are new.

Our budget problems are not new.
Neither is the underfunding of our
top-heavy state retirement system,
which needs approximately $17 bil-
lion over the next 10 years to cover
the nearly half a million Kentuckians
who rely on it. The state retirement
issue is the first issue facing the 2010
General Assembly I wish to share
with you this week.

State retirement systems

State lawmakers voted to increase
state contributions to the ailing retire-
ment systems in 2008. We did so by
creating a funding schedule that
would lead to full funding of whatev-
er state contribution is recommended
by those who calculate the state’s
risks and premiums. The state needs
to pay an additional $72 million into
the state retirement systems through
2012 as part of that funding schedule.

We want to make the payments. We
need tg make them. But, with a possi-
ble $1 billion state budget shortfall
once again plaguing us through 2012,
the question is, can we?

Some folks, including some state
lawmakers and officials with the
Kentucky Retirement Systems, say
the state’s obligation to make the pay-
ments should be met despite state
budget problems. One retirement offi-
cial told the media recently that put-

ting off the obligation would only
make chronic underfunding of the
retirement systems worse by limiting
growth of fund investments.

Similar concerns extend to the
Teachers Retirement System. About
half a billion dollars of the pension
fund has been used to pay for health
insurance for retired teachers over the
past six years or so, although the
retirement system has not taken a for-
mal position on what should be done.
Lawmakers will have to begin formu-
lating our position soon if the retire-

-‘ment systems are to receive the sup-

port they need this session.

School content and testing

It was about a year ago that the
General Assembly voted to do away
with the CATS (Commonwealth
Accountability Tesfing System) test
and its troublesome writing portfolio
requirement and instead formulate a
new test that would ensure Kentucky

-students are learning at the same level

as students in other states. State edu-
cation officials are soon expected to
take action on new content standards
in math and language arts that would
ensure our P-12 curriculum is similar
to what students are learning in
around 47 other states. Testing on

those standards would come in the -

2011-2012 school year, and lawmak-
ers will likely take a look at the pro-
posed standards this session.

Corrections and the Penal Code

A group of lawmakers called the
Subcommittee on the Penal Code and
Controlled Substances Act has spent
the past year studying the state’s crim-
inal code and drug law. It plans to use
what it has learned to work this ses-
sion by decreasing the number of peo-
ple in jails and prisons *through an
increase in pretrial diversion, proba-

tion and parole, drug court, mental
health court, teen court and other
means of reducing crime and its costs.

Lawmakers will need to give care-
ful consideration to recommendations
made by this group that could revolu-
tionize our system and give relief to a
state budget that is buckling under the
weight of Kentucky’s half-a-billion-
dollar corrections budget. | .

®
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Domestic violence b

This is not new problem, but it is
getting some renewed attention this
session with the introduction this ses-
sion of the Amanda Ross Domestic
Violence Prevention Act by House
Speaker Greg Stumbo. Should the bill
pass, state courts could order individ- -
uals to wear global positioning system
devices to monitor their whereabouts
as part of a domestic violence order.
Another domestic violence prevention
bill that has received considerable
attention this session would allow per-
sons who are dating but not cohabitat-
ing to be allowed to obtain a domestic
violence order against their partner.
Under current law, protective orders
can only be issued by the courts if the
abuser is a spouse, someone the vic-
tim lived with or a parent of the vic-
tim’s child. .

One can be sure that this and other N
domestic violence bills up for a vote
this session will find support easier to
win as the Speaker’s bill draws a spot-
light to this haunting issue.

These are just a handful of the
dozens of issues we will likely
address over this 60-day legislative
session, scheduled to end by April 13.
1 urge you to stay informed through-
out the session and make your voice
heard on any issue that concerns you,
your family or your community. Have
a great start to New Year 2010.

Oh, dear -- I hope I haven't caused
trouble in Paradise.

A week ago, I mentioned to my
friend Scott that new research by sci-
entists with the Agricultural Research
Service (ARS) has shown that dark-
roasted peanuts actually are better for
your body.

Little did I know that this was a
longstanding debate between Scott
and Tracy, his wife, who has insisted
for lo these many years that dark-
roasted peanuts are "overdone." And
never would I have dreamed that Scott
would pass along these new research
findings -- via e-mail -- to Tracy with
a defiant "Aha! Told you so!" Tracy's
reaction -- well, the last T heard, Scott
was a little nervous about what recep-
tion hé'd get at home that evening ...
and I don't think I'm invited over for
dinner anytime soon.

So please, dear readers, don't use
this information to settle any family
feuds! But yes, it's true: Dark-roasted
peanuts really are better for you.

For the skeptics among you--and
that apparently includes Tracy -- here
are the "whys and the wherefores"
(not meaning to sound like a divorce
lawyer or anything): Increasing the
roast color intensity steadily ramps up
the antioxidant capacity of not only
peanuts .themselves, but also peanut
flour and even peanut skins.

In the recent study, ARS scientists
in North Carolina roasted peanuts at
362 degrees for periods up to 77 min-
utes. Then they checked the activity
levels of both oil-soluble antioxidants
and water-soluble antioxidants in the
roasted peanut products.

The dark roasting consistently
increased both the water- and oil-solu-
ble antioxidant levels in both commer-
cially available peanut flours and
blanched peanuts. The peanut skins --
which are considered a waste product
of peanut processing, but I happen to
enjoy them -- also had remarkably
high antioxidant capacities across all
roast conditions.

If you think you've never come
across peanut flour, you could be in
for a surprise. Peanut flour is used to
add flavor and protein to a whole
range of commercial baked goods,
nutrition bars and snacks, as well as to
marinades, sauces and dressings. It's
there on your table, but you just can't
see it!

Now, we've all heard about the hor-
rors that supposedly ensue from eating
burnt toast or meat that's been grilled
a bit too long. So how could dark-
roasted peanuts be the exception?

It seems that the antioxidant
increases are most likely the result of
greater contentrations of phenolic
compounds and/or "browning reac-
tion" products. Those Abrowning
reaction@ products come from thou-
sands of complex chemical reactions
in which proteins and sugars interact,
ultimately causing the brown color
that we associate with roasting. Those
reactions, which collectively have the
elegant-sounding moniker "Maillard
browning," are also thought to con-
tribute in part to that almost irre-
sistible, gotta-have-just-one-more fla-
vor of roasted peanuts.

The ARS scientists also took a look
at vitamin E levels in the roasted
peanuts, It turn§ out that vitamin E
degrades fastest in oil from lightly
roasted peanuts, while the oil from the
darker roasted peanuts is better at
holding onto its vitamin E. This side
benefit could come from the increased
concentration of oil-soluble Maillard
reaction products, which somehow
seem to protect vitamin E against
degradation.

For such a simple little plant,
peanuts have some amazing powers.
For example, ARS scientists in
Louisiana showed in another study
that fat-free peanut flour, whole
peanuts and peanut oil all could help
protect our hearts.

In that six-month study, male ham-
