WHEELWRIGHT · Female 
inmates at the Otter Correctional 
Complex will be removed from the 
faci lity later this year, following 
announcement of a plan from Gov. 
Steve Beshear this week. 

Beshear said Friday he plans to have 
the female inmates moved beginning 
July I, the beginning of the new fi ·cal 
year. The inmates will then be housed 
at Western Kentucky Correctional 
Complex, a state facility in Lyon 
County, according to Beshear's office. 

"Moving these female prisoners out 
of Otter Creek and into facilities oper-

ated by the state is the right thing to 
do." Beshear said. "As a result of the 
troubling allegations and incidents that 
Otter Creek experienced in managing a 
female population, we instituted more 
stringent operating and reporting 
requirements, and limited the ex(ension 
of their contract to the end of the cur­
rent fisca l year so we could review 

their progress and a:.sess our options." 
Th.at review bas now resulted in the 

removal of the inmates, something 
Beshear calls a "bold" plan a step clos­
er to a long-term solution as to how to 
manage female .imnates

PAINTSVILLE - Midway 
College announced Monday its 
plans to locate the Midway 
College of Phanoacy in Johnson 
County, with plans to open in the 
fall of next year. 

A host of Midway representa­
tives, as well as local and state 
leaders , . gathered for the 
announcement at Johnson 
Central High School Monday 
morning. 

Johnson County Judge-
Executive Tucker Daniel, some­
one who has long worked for 
such a school in his county. said 
he couldn't be happier Monday. 

''This has been three years in 
the making," Daniel said. "It's 
not been a fast-moving thing, 
but this will mean a great eco­
nomic boost for this region." 

Daniel was also one of the 
local officials who aw Johnson 
County passed over for location 
of Pikeville's School of 
Osteopathic Medicine. 

For now, the new pharmacy 
school will make a home on the 
Mayo campus of Big Sandy 
Community and Technical 
College, while taking the next 
steps in gaining accreditation. In 
the meantime, a period that 
Midway President William B. 
Drake Jr. expects will be about a 
two year·, the process of con­
structing a building of their own 
will.

May primary 
ballot keeps 
filling up

Local races saw the flrst filing of this election for a 
city seat, a Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin filed h.is 
paperwork Monday to seek re-election. 

Fannin. who has served for mor than a decade as 
the city's mayor. was challenged during his last btd for 
office by local busines man Burl Wells Spurlock. 
Before Spurlock ftled to run for the seat, Thoma 
Hereford, an old opponent of Fannin's in the previou 
elcctton, had also filed. However, Hereford dropped 
from the race and endorsed Spurlock, upon the latter's 
entry into the race. 

As of yet, no other candidate has filed for eats in 
Prestonsburg or any of Floyd County's other cities. 

Only three other Floyd Countian~ tossed their hats in 
the ring for the May election over the past week. includ. 
ing Ronald "Ronnie" Stewart. of Hi Hat. who will run 
for District 3 magistrate; Larry "Boss" Jarrell, of 
Prestonsburg, who will seek the position of District I 
com table; and Zeb Ousley, of Garrett, who filed papa­
work to seek vote for Di. trict 2 constable. 

Also, Greg Stumbo tiled Thursday to retain his long 
held seat as 95th District state representative. Stumbo 
just last year settled into his role as Kentucky's Speaker 
of the House and has held the job of Kentucky's 
Anomey General, as well as working for nearly three 
decades as a legislator in Frankfort. 

In the judicial races. recently appointed Family 
Court Judge Dwight Stacy Mar hall flied this past week 
to have his name on the ballot in May to secure that 
appoinunent by election. 

U.S. Rep. Hal Rogers picked up another challenger 
in James E. "Jim" Holbert, a Democrat from London, 
this past week for his scat representing Kentucky' 5th 
District in Washington. while five candidates in total 
have flied to run in May for Kentucky's seat in the U.S. 
Senate. 

Those senatorial candidates are to date: James 
Buckmaster, a Democrat from Henderson; Bill

City looks to fund numerous projects with grants

PRESTONSBURG - Brent Graden 
has big plans for Prestonsburg, and 
Graden, director of economic develop­
ment for the city, appeared before the 
city council on Monday to ask for 
approval to seck multiple grants to fund 
various projects. The counci l voted to 
approve each resolution relating to the 
grants. 

The resolutions included: 
• The approval of grant applications 

for the Urban and Community Forestry 
Gram with a minimum of $1 ,000 and a 
maximum of $ 1 0,000. 

• The Save America's Treasures 
Grant to be used for the restoration of the 
West Prestonsburg Bridge with a mini­
mum of $25.000 and a maximum of 
$700,000. 

• The Department of Local 
Government's Land and Water 
Con!->ervation Grant for a proposed trail 
system with a minimum of $5,000 ami a 
maximum of $75,000. 

• The Arb Builds Communities 
Grant to produce mural renderings in 
downtown up to a total of $10,000. 

• The Federal Preserve America 
Fund Grant for street-scapiog proJects 
with a minimum of $20,000 and a maxi­
mum of $150.000. 

• The PRIDE Community Grant to 
conduct a clean-up effort with a maxi­
mum cost of $50,000. 

• The DLG Recreational Trails Grant 
for a recreation trail with a minimum of 
$2,500 and a maximum of$100.000. 

• A Community Development Block 
Grant for community projects, economic 
development and public faciHties wirh a 
minimum of $2,500 and a maximum of 
$100,000.

Paul Hall and Larry Short to the Airport 
Board, and approved the StoneCrest 
Grill lease to Bobby Boyd.

Remember "death panels" and " ocialized medicmeT' Fear-mon­
gers didn't derail health reform. Now, conservative opponent are 
pinning their hopes on the courts. 

They're taking aim at the o-called individual mandate. That's a 
provi. ion in health refonn hi lis that requires all Americans to have 
inSurance. Those who don't would pay a financial penalty. 

It isn't only conservatives who dislike the mandate. Some liber­
als complain that without a strong public option to keep premiums 
in check, the mandate would benefit insurance companies at the 
expense of middle-cia s familie . 
.:. But while the left grumbles, the right is mobilizing. A small but 
vocal contingent of conservatives argue. that the mandate is uncon­
stitutional and promises a court challenge. 

Meanwhile, legislator · in Missouri and everal other states have 
i11lioduced b1Us tbat would exempt their residents from the mandate. 
• All the constitutional arguments - about the mandate or about 
the ability of states to "opt out" of federal legislation - are great 
fodde1 for people who like to argue. 

But the requirement to get health insurance coverage is designed 
to solve a very serious issue that experts call rhe "free rider•· prob­
lem. 
~ Insurance is a way to pool risk. Most people won't be diagnosed 
;with cancer or another serious illness this year. But those who are

Health insurance minimizes the risk of financial catastrophe and 
prt>vides security.

... But under health care reform, that no longer would be an option. 
'J'he alternative is an individual mandate. It has worked well under 
the Massachu etts health care reforms. 
;.. Opponents say a mandate infringes on the rights of people who 
may not want coverage. But in reality, it's those free riders who 
jilfringe on the rights of the rest of us. 
,. Free riders want to go it alone as long as they' re healthy. But 
when they get sick - and sooner or later, everyone does - they 
tum up at hospitals where the rest of us help pay for their care. 

In the past, hospitals received payment from Medicaid to care 
fi r the uninsured. Under health care reform. much of that money 
'" ould be redirected. So free riders who can ·r pay threaten to bank­

rupt hospital upon which the rest of us depend. 
An alternative to the individual mandate exists: We could allow 

free riders to opt out of the insurance system altogether. 
But it would have to be a permanent opt out. No buying cover­

age later, when they eventually grow old or sick. At that point. to 
protect doctors and hospitals, the previously free riders would have 

pay cash - in advance.

House week 

in review 

by REP. HUBERT COLLINS 

Leghlative sessions are much like 
nowflakes. They appear the same 

from a distance. bul look clo ely and 
you' 11 see each has a pattern all its 
own. 

Right now, the 2010 Regular 
Session that began in Frankfort 
Tuesday look to the casual observer 
like mo t legislative es ions held in 
eyCll-llu bered 'i ~ . It will last 60 
legi lati ~ da. Its main purpo c i to 
pass a state budget before a new two­
'} ear budget cycle begins in July. And 
legislative procedure will be the same. 
too. 

What's different this session is the 
challenge lawmakers face to pass a 
balanced budget in spite of a state 
budget hortfall of nearly 'S L.5 billion 
in the General Fund and areas like 
Medicaid for fiscal years 2011 and 
20 12. The shortfall is one of many the 
Commonwealth bas faced since 2007. 
and the second consecutive shortfall 
of nearly $1 billion or more in the past 
year. It comes on the heels of a $100-
rnillion shortfall for the remainder of 
this fiscal year that the governor has 
plugged with 3-percent spending cuts, 
fund transfer . and around $25 million 
of the $250-$300 million in federal 
stimulus dollars available to the state 
next fiscal year. 

Each round of shortfall-and-cuts 
has been painful. requiring sacrifices 
from most ·state agencic .... Very few 
areas-including base pubhc school 
funding known as SEEK, Medicaid. 
higher education. certain pubhc safety 
and mental health services-have 
escaped cuts. Public schools will have 
their non-SEEK funds cut by 3 per­
cent thts fiscal year under the latest 
reduction, but the cuts will be offset 
by 2009 legislation that ensure 
exce s SEEK funds will be returned to 
·chool districts.

We're pleased that our school dio;;­
tricts will get some relief under the 
new SEEK offset. But we arc ever 
mindful that most state programs have 
not been so lucky. Many. many agcn­
l-ie have lost more than one-fifth of 
their revenue since budget reductions 
became a yearly or twice-yearly ritual 
recently. 

Now, as lawmakers struggle to find 
out how we can stop the state's finan­
cial bleeding and avoid more dra.c;tic 
future cuts, perennial session issues 
like tax reform and expanded gam­
bling at racetracks have been resur­
rected as mostly long-term proposals 
to stitch our budget wounds. 

A:mung the tax reform proposal 
that ta akers may ~m,ider at som~ 
p provisions that would mod­
emil.e the state tax ) stem by reduc­
ing the tax burden on lower~ and mid­
dle-income taxpayers and shifting that 
burden to higher brackets. Proposals 
to create an income-tax credit for the 
tate's working poor. eliminate stare 

income taxes and remove certain 
sales-tax exempt1ons have been float­
ed for weeks if not years, &!though 
there i no biparti an agreement on 
what, if any. tax changes should be 
made. In facl, the governor ami k.ey 
legi lators have ruled out broad-based 
tax increases this recession year. 

Expanded gaming. like tax reform, 
is not a new issue. Supporters of 
expanded gaming-which would essen­
tially allow casino-style gambling via 
video slot machines at racetracks in 
Kentucky-say it could potentially 
bring more that $400 million a year 
into the State Treasury: But tho e who 
have filed bills to make that a reality 
in Kentucky propose two very differ­
em avenues for getting . lot machine 
to the tracks. 

Some la\Hnakers say they support 
allowing video lot machines at 
Kentucky racetracks upon !>implc 
enactment of lcgi~;Jation passed by the 
General Assembly. No l:onstitutional 
amendment approved by a majority of 
the state's voters or subsequent local­
option elections would be requir~?d 
under that proposal. But legislation 

requiring o;;uch voter approval has 
been introduced in the Senate. which 
has been hJstoncally unfriendly to 
expanded gaming. 

Work on all these proposals. from 
the budget to gaming. will begin in 
legislative committees in coming days 
and weeks. Some committees began 
holding hearings this week, including 
the House Judiciary Committee, 
wtucb reviewed and passed. House 
Speaker Greg Stumbo's House Bill l. 
Known as Amanda's BiH in memory 
of domestic violence victim Amanda 
Ros who was murdered in Lexington 
last fall, HB l would allow Kentucky 
couns to use GPS monitoring in some 
domestic violence cases and for pre­
trial release. HB I now ~les to the full 
House for its consideration. 

All in all, it is difticult to predict 
what will happen this session. Much 
needs to be done in the area~ of educa­
tion, workforce development. public 
safety. public health-the list goes on 
and on. But the revenue shortfall will 
likely prevent many less-pressing 
needs from being met. The be t we as 
lawmakers can do this budget session 
is work together. to provide the best 
qual1ty and quantity of services we 
can for the common gooJ. If we 
resolve to do that. our tate will be 
better off over the next two years than 
we ever thought possible. .

Queen Elizabeth J ot: England was, 
to put it mildly, a wonder. 

Not only did she reign over 
England for 45 year\, longer than the 
Lypical human life expectancy of the 
1500s, but she was a veritable fount of 
memorable quotes, from 'If I were 
turned our of my realm in my petti­
coat, I would prosper anywhere in 
Christendon1" to "I have no desire to 
make wmdows into men's souls." 

But Lhe one that alway sticks in 
my mind is her charge to her troops at 
Tilbury in 1588, as they awaited the 
arrival of the Spanish Annada: "I 
know I have the body of a weak and 
feeble woman, but I have the heart and 
stomach of a king." 

I've never harbored any desire for a 
crown (1 believe it was the current 
Queen of England's father who said 
there are few experiences mOI"f miser­
able than balancing several pounds of 
metal on your head while reading 
someone else's speech), but I'd sure 
Jove to have the stomach of a king. J 
don't have to actually come into con­
tact with, say, Salmonella or E. coli; 
just show me a drawing of a food­
borne bug anil I'm down for three 
days. 

So you can imagine my interest 
when I heard recently about a new test 
developed by Agricultural Research 
Service (ARS) scienti. ts that can 
detect levels of the dreaded staphylo­
coccal enterotoxin A, or "SEA." at 
levels that are an incredible one bil­
lion times lower than the current ''gold 
standard" test. 

SEA is no minor. player in the 
world of food poisoning; it's a leading 
cause of foodbome illness not onl} in 
the United States, but worldwide. 

To help public health officials trace 
the source of food poisoning out­
breaks where they suspect SEA is the 
culprit, and to help food manufactur­
ers go a bit further in ensuring the 
safety of their products, the ARS ci­
entists came up with the new test for 
finding this toxin in foods Their 
experiments with chicken, beef and 
milk indicate Lhat Lhe test can reliably 
tell the difference between active ver­
sus inactive toxins. 

The test takes advantage of the 
toxin' s "double life." Yes, SEAcau es 
nausea, vomiting, diarrhea and other 
gastroenteritis symptoms. But it aJso 
acts as a "super-antigen," which is to 
say that it stin> to action large numbers 
of immune system cells (which 
sounds nonsensical, but who ever said 
Mother Nature didn't have a sense of 
humor?). The new test plays on this 
quirk by measuring the proliferation 
of splenocytes, which are immune 
system cells produced in the spleen. 

Now, if this new te t is so incredi­
bly , ensitive and effective, ifs got to 
be incredibly expensive and time-con­
suming, right? Wrong! JL's actually 
comparatively fast and relatively inex­
pensive, and experienced lab techni­
cians can learn how to do it using 
equipment that's already sitting in 
most analytical labs in the United 
States. 

This isn' t the ftrst time in recent 
months that ARS scientists have 
stepped forward with a new test to 
protect uo; against nasty invaders in 
our food. EarLier this year, ARS scien­
tists in California announced they'd 
developed a new, improved test for 
detecting serotype A of the botulinum 
toxin. 

The toxin that causes botulism 
comes in even different serotypes, 
from A to G. But most of the food­
borne botulism cases that do occur in 
this country can be traced to either 
serotype A or serotype B. The tradi­
tional "gold standard" test for detect­
ing botulinum toxin requires laborato· 
ry mice. takes at least four days to 
complete, and it's neither portable nor 
inexpensive.

PRBSTONSBURG- A documentary on the 
1958 school bus accident that claimed the live of 
26 children and the driver of the bus is scheduled 
to premtere at the Mountain Arts Center on Feb.

'The Very Worst Thing.'" directed and pro­
duced by Michael Crisp, of Georgetown, revisits 
lhe tragedy that left a pennanent scar in the histo­
ry of Hoyd County by including mtervlcws v. ith 
several people whose lives were personally affect­
ed by what is known as the worst school hus acci­
dent ever in the United States. 

On Feb. 28. 1958, a school bus carrying 415 stu-

dents left the road and crashed i1Jto the Big Sandy 
River. The actual cause of the accident was never 
Offi lltlly determined. although an automobile in 
the ditch around a cul"\e and a wrecker attempting 
to pull it out is believed by many to have led to the 
driver of the bus swerving and lo,ing contro~ It 
took over t•vo day ' to locate the bus. . 

Marlha Burchett. one of the 22 students who 
survived the accident, il> one of the people mter­
\·iew in the documentary. Also interviewed i John 
Crum, a student who was suppo cd to be on the 
bus but dectded to stay home. Crum witnessed the 
bu;, cr.tshing into the nver.

But ARS scientists came up 
with a way to use laboratory­
built molecules called mono­
clonal antibodies to bind to the 
toxin. The idea of using mono­
clonal antibodies isn' t new, but 
the ones from the ARS scien­
tists may be the most sensitive 
ones to date, capable of detect­
ing the toxin in minuscule 
amounts. In fact, the ARS test 
is 10 times more sensitive than 
the mouse assay, it's easier to 
use, it costs less - and the 

' mice 'are eonsiderabl y happier. 
too. 

It sounds to me like, thanks 
to these ARS seientists. my 
peasant-model stomach is well 
on its way to getting protection 
fit for a J<0g!
