f''RANKFORT - The Senate 
put its stamp on a plan to boost 
ow-performing schools 

Wedne. day. sending it to the 
governor's desk in time for the 
state Department of Education 
to apply for millions in federal 
funding. 

House Bill 176. sponsored 
by Rep. Carl Rollins, D­
Midway, gives those school 
d1soicts four options, ranging 
from principal replacement to 
school closure, for chools that 
sec their graduation rates stay 
below 60 percent over iliree 
years or that fail certain No 
Child Left Behind thresholds. 

Among the available 
options arc one where tbe 
school would replace half or 
more of its staff, and another 
where management of the 
school is transferred to an 
organization selected by the 
local school board and 
approved by the state school 
board.

Reform can be pretty 
in retrospect, but 

\ 

ugly in the making 
Watching health care rcfonn wend through Congress never is prct ty. 
Deals are cut behind closed doors. Leading politician , anxiously 

eyeing the polls, change~ ides at the last moment. Unpr~;:cedented 
amounts of money are spem to influence the voting. 

And to what end? Medicare, for one. 
II took live years, an electoral landslide and a last mmute change of 

heart by U.S Rep. Wilbur Mill , D-Ark., chairman of the House Ways 
and Means Committee, to secure its passage. 

1£ also took a lot of back-room arm twisting. The American Medical 
Association, which strongly opposed Medicare, set aside $3.5 million in 

' 1964- the equivalent of $24.4 million today -to light it. 
Today, the stakes are higher: health insurance for about 94 percent of 

all Americans. MedJcare supporters didn't think Umt could he achieved 
in 1965. 

Opponents' war chests are larger now than they were 45 years ago, 
too. 

Nearly 2,300 health industry group are regi tered to lobby 
Congres . HeaJth care professional , including doctors, gave ')95 mil­
lion to candidates for federal office in 2008. ·n1ey've tnce contributed 
another $22.3 million, according to the nonpartisan Center for 
Responsive Politics. 

Reform opponents lately have been complaining about a lack of 
. tmn parency. They've seized on President 13arack Obama's promise to 

conduct health care negotiations in front of C-SPAN cameras. ·n1at will 
not happen. Congressional Democrats arc meeting behind closed doors 
for "informal bearings'' m wh1ch the bill' final language is being ncgo-

• tiatcd. 
As a matter of policy, tbe president was correct - if, perhaps, a bit 

naive. He's wrong not to do everything in his power to fultill his prom­
i c. 

As a practical matter, however, it's difficult to see how televised 
, negotiations would work or av01d prolonging the process. They certain­

ly wouldn't prevent deals from being cut any more than they do during 
· regular Congressional essions. 

In tead, they would more likely become a platform for grand tand­
ing by both supporters and opponents of reform. 

They also would provide the last, best chance for opponents to delay 
and kil111eallb care refom1, just as Medicare opponents k1llcd an early 
version of the bill in 1964. 

Mr. Obama's change of heart i dlsappointing. But Republican oppo­
nents' sudden and convenient embrace of government transparency is 
downright comical. 

Their llth-bour convet ion is perbaps best illusLrated by the last 
major health care reform approved by Congrc s: the Medicare prescrip­
tion drug henefit. It was approved in 2003, when Republicans con­
trolled both Congress and the Wbtte House. 

The bJII queakcd through the House on a rare 3 a.m. vote that wa. 
extended so supporters could strong-arm enough votes to win passage. 

Afterward, some House Republicans complained that much of the 
bill's language wa written by pbarrnaceutical industry lobbyists. 

Mewcarc's chief actuary later testified that he feared for his job after 
being threatened by White House official.. They warned him not to 
release his estimate that the bill's true cost would exceed ·what it~ sup­
porters predicted. 

Excesses of the Bush administration and Republican-controlled 
Congress, like those of the Johnson administration and its Democrat­
controlled Congress, provide context to the current debate. 

However, they don't excuse Mr. Obama from breaking Jus pronuses. 
Like. ausage-making, politics can be stomach-churning to witness. 

But in the end, both are judged by the product produced, not tbe 
proces that bore i 1.

Type 1 diabetes goc. by many 
names, such as insulin-dcpcnllclll 
d1abetes mellitus or juvenile diabetes. 
This form of dmbetcs most often 
starts during childhood, and nearly 
always before the age of 30. Type I 
diabetes is a lifelong condit10n in 
which the pancreas stops produc.ng 
insulin, which is necessary for the 
body to process glucose. one of its 
mam energy sources A rype-1 dia­
betic must instead take insulin to con­
trol blood ugar kvds.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 

My fnend and I have an ongo­
ing discussion about how we 
catch colds. I believe the only 
way i by being exposed to a 
germ. My friend agrees, bur 
al o says you can become 
chilled, and that results in a 
cold. Please settle thi once and 
for all. -· L.G. 

Ai'\TSWER: The only way to 
catch a cold is Lo meet up with 
a cold virus. But let's kick tlllS 
around a little while it lies there 
quivering. 

Rbinoviruse are responsi­
ble for many colds. This viru 
i passed from one person to 
another most often via the 
hand. and tingers. An infected 
person invariably will have 
v1rus on his or her hands and 
lingers. If that person touches 
another per on's hand or fin­
gers, the virus is transferred. 
ALI the second person has to do 
is touch his or her nose or eyes 
and the virus has found a new 
home. (The drainage channel 
for tears siphons viruses into 
the nose.) It's also possiblt: to 
spread a cold through sneezing. 
or coughing. but that's a ec­
ondary route. 

Many colds are preceded by 
a body chill. That's part of the 
infection ymptoms, and that 
might be what your friend 
refers to. 

a cold? 
Onl:e a virus lands in a per­

son' no e, the time till the 
development of cold symp­
toms is shon -- eight to 12 
hour . Runny nose. na aJ 
tuffines-. scratchy throat, 

cough and neezing are typical 
symptoms. 1 hey peak in 48 
hour and are gone in about 
one week. A person i most 
contagiou during the first 
three days of symptom~, when 
nasal discharge is at high vol­
wne and when it contains the 
most viruses. 

If by "cbillmg" your friend 
means being in a cold blast of 
air or getuog your feet wet in 
fngid weather and shivenng a 
a result, she has a slight point. 
That kmd of chilling con tricts 
the nose's blood vessels and 
decreases mucus production. 11 
might, therefore, permit cold 
viruses to mount a more effcc­
tJVe allack and can contribute 
to Lbe east! of catching a cold. 
AJI the same. without the viru 
there is no cold.

am 34 and have been jogging 
for lO years. I do it year-round.
