Police have identified 
the woman killed when 
she struck a coal truck 
head-on along U.S. 23 
late last week as 33-
year-old Valerie 
Spurlock, of David. 

Spurlock was killed 
when at around 10:30 
on the morning of Jan. 
21, she crossed the 
median in her Kia 

• Sportage and into 
oncoming traffic along 
the interstate, striking an 
18-wheeler coal truck 
dnven by Harold Hall, of 
Printer. 

Spurlock was pro­
nounced dead at the 
scene, and police said 
her vehicle was thrown 
some 75 yards after the 
initial impact, later 
catching fire. 

Eyewitnesses said at 
the scene that it had 
appeared as if Spurlock 
had crossed into the 
southbound lane of U.S. 
23 and traveled along 
the wrong side of the 
roadforseveralseconds 
before colliding with 
Hall's coal truck. 

Pollee have not yet 
released any further 
information on the 
events surrounding the 
fatal crash and the 
wreck continues to be 
investigated by the 
Kentucky State Police.

Johnson 
seeks shock~ 

probation

PRESTONSBURG - Russell 
Johnson, the Wheelwright business 
owner found guilty of dealing drugs 
late last year, is awaiting a decision 
later this week to see if he can be grant­
ed shock probation after serving only 
three months of a 1 2-year prison sen­
tence. 

Johnson remained in custody at the 
Floyd County Detention Center as of 
Tuesday, where IS serving a 12-year 
sentence after pleading guilty to five 
counts of first-degree trafficking in a 
controlled substance and three count 
of second-degree trafficldng in a con~ 
trolled substance this past September. 

Part of that plea stipulated that the 
fonner pool haJJ and gas station owner 
serve at least eight years of that sen­
tence, with the remaining four year 
probated. 

However. Floyd County 
Commonwealth's Attorney Brent 
Turner, who e office orchestrated the 
plea deal, said Tuesday that John on 
had been asking for shock probation 
throughout his proceedings. 

The Wheelwright man finally 
appeared in court this past Friday 
before Floyd Circuit Judge Johnny Ray 
Harris for a shock probation hearing. 

"He (Johnson) made his argument 
and we objected to it obviously," 
Turner said. "The judge said he would 
rule later, which could be sometime this 
week." 

Between January and May 2008. 
Johnson sold prescription narcotics on 
six different occasions to law enforce­
ment officers from Operation UNITE 
and the Kentucky Attorney General's 
Department of Criminal Investigation 
Lnit The drugs purchased included 
hydrocodone, oxycodone and 
methadone. 

Officers from four agencies went to 
Johnson's residence on Route 306 in 
Wheelwright on Aug. 6, 2008, to serve 
arrest warrants. Johnson was located

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Number of meth labs in state soars 
K~ntucky State Police released the 

::!009 methamphetamine lab statistics 
last week. and tht.: numbers are !-.Oaring. 
KSP reports that there wcre 716 meth 
labs in the state last year, \\ hich is an 
all-time high for the state, increasing 
60 perc~.:nt over the 2008 totals. 

'll1c lnsl rt.'cord was set in 2004, 
"hen 6<X> labs were discovered. The 
production of rncth in Kentucky 
dropped after a 2005 law went into 
cf'fcct requiring that purchases of pseu­
doephedrine ( P El tablets be made at 
ph,mnac) counteJ s. This • pharmacy 
log' statute had tm immediate effect by 
substantiall) reducing mcth lah'i in the 
~talc b) 50 peu.:enl over a three-year 
pe1iod. 

Major Joseph W1lliams. commander 
tor the KSP Special Enforcement 
Troop. att1ibutes meth 's popularity to 
the relatively easy cooking process. the 
highl} addJcti\'e nature of the drug and 
the ease of obtaining pseudoephedrine. 

"With a small investment consisting 
of supplies bought from neighborhood 
store,, dealers can easily cook up hun­
dreds of dollars worth of a drug so 
addtctivc that users qUickly descend 
into an abyss of violence and crime to 
get to their next high." said Williams. 
"This l"rightening scenario is the reality 
of methamphetamine. a dangerous drug 
that is sweeping Kentucky, spa\\ ning 
crime and ripping apart !neal commu­
nitic-. - not tu mention the huge tinan­
cial burden it yields.' 

The total co-;t to KSP la~t year to 

remove the 716 reponed meth lab1\ 

totaled $1,373.825. These co L" include 
the discovery of labs. certified lab 
responder salaries. remo\'al and u·ans­
portation of waste from the scene and 
hu~ardous waste dispo~al fees. This 
doe:- not include cost~ to social service 
organil'.ations. remediatiOn. mcarcera­
tion or medical expenses incuned. 

As the drug's popularity grows in 
the state. so does its far-ranging, devas­
tating effects: Jails arc packed with 
inmates who need health care. children 
arc being permanently removed from 
their parents, aduicts face the challenge 
of trying to kick a powerfully addictive 
. timulant and law enforcement agen­
cies struggle for r~sources to baiLie lhe 
growing number of Jabs. 

On June I. 2008. in an effort to fur­
ther reduce mcth lab production. a new 
Kenwcky statute required the pharma­
cy logs to be reported on a centralized 
database designated by state govem­
lllt!nt. This computerized system uu­
lizes an electronic PSE monitoring sys- · 
tern known a!; Meth Check. In spite of 
the new Meth Ched. ~yslem the state's 
2008 meth lab total ro e 41 percent. 

OnL notion that may be partially to 
blame for the spike in labs is the devel­
opment of a quicker. more efficient 
method for producing meth. called the 
•·one-pot" or "shake-and-bake" 
method. This method leads to a great 
deal of pressure inside the container 
and ~:an ea!>tly cau~e an explosion. The 
mixture ot toxic ingrcdiCnts in this 
process results in a chemical reaction 
which changes the pseudoephedrine 

mto methamphetamine. 
Trend analysis in Kentucky and 

other states show that meth labs are 
moving into urban areas because of the 
ease of the one-step method. 

In 2009, 240 meth labs were found 
in structures that are classified as mul­
tjfamily dwellings. which include 
apartment complexes, hotels and 
motels. Seventy-four meth labs were 
found in vehicles and over 148 labs 
were found in locations within one­
thousand yards of a school. 

"These are a big problem becaw;e 
the innocent individuals also living 
within these structures may not know 
that the production o1 meth is taking 
place," Williams said. 

Williams indicated that law enforce­
ment are f1nding larger yielding meth 
labs out in the more rural areas of the 
state. 

"Smaller scale lab within city lim· 
its are escalating while a reduced num­
ber of rural labs are increasing their 
output. It' , a lose-lose situatJOn." 

Children are not immune from the 
far reaching effects of meth. Over the 
past four years, authorities in Kentucky 
have removed more than 350 children 
from meth lab locations. The children 
found in these labs are defenseless 
against the deadly actions of parents 
who cook meth. 

Methamphetamine i. not just a 
Kentucky probl~m. Oct.:urrences of 
meth labs have been on the rise across 
the country and states are crambling to 
find solutions. According to the El Paso 

Intelligence Center (EPIC), Kentucky 
ranks number three nationally for the 
number of meth Jabs discovered in 
2009. Missouri ranked number one 
with 1,537 labs fo11owed by Indiana 
with 1,096. 

The state of Oregon has made PSE 
available by prescription only. Since 
that time, meth lab incidents have gone 
from over 400 per year (prior to the 
prescription only law) to averaging 
fewer than 20 a year. 

Oregon Senator Ron Wyden has 
committed to proposing legislation to 
take the Oregon Anti-rneth .Legislation 
nationwide, requiring all states to com­
ply w1th a PSE prescriptton only 
process. 

In Missouri, several towns and 
counties have also made PSE available 
through the prescription only process, 
with positive results. 

WiOiams said that the goal of the 
agency is to remain vigilant in prevent­
ing future occurrence of meth labs and 
raising public awareness about their 
dangers. 

"Meth labs are devastating our state 
financially, placing our officers in 
harms way, contaminating our environ­
ment, destroying families and robbing 
us of our greatest asset- our children," 
added Williams. 

KSP advises that if you suspect 
someone is making meth or you 
encounter a meth lab, call 1-800 
DOPETIP (1-800-367-3847). Callers 
can remain anonymous.

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Restrictions on 
rpedia unjustified 
Of all of the powers of government, the one worthy of the 

most serious attention is that of execution. Whether one agrees 
or disagrees with capital punishment, surely all can agree that 
any time a tate makes the conscious decision to kill a person, 
every tep of that process should be undertaken with the utmost 
diligence, and that the Con ·titutional provision barring cruel and 
Wlusual punishment be met. 

ln order to assure that government is properly performing its 
duties when it exercises it power to execute, it i up to the pul'l­
lic to monitor the actions of the state, and to do that citizens · 
.have both a right and a need to have available as much infonna­
tion about execution a prudence allows. That i. why it is 
unconscionahle that Kentucky currently stands on the verge of 
codifying arbitrary and unreasonable restrictions on the ability of 
the media to deliver that very information to the public. 
:: The state has proposed regulations governing how it conducts 
~xecutions Included in the proposal are several restrictions on 
media witnesses to execution that will hamper the ability of 
newspaper, radio and television reporters to observe and record 
the facts. and thereby preclude society from being able to make 
an informed decision about whether the state is properly satisfy­
·ng it duties. 

....; These re trictions run the gamut. including: 
~ • The well-intentioned but misguided: The regulations go 
"nto great detail about when witnesses will be allowed to see into 
;the execution chamber. During electrocution. for example. the 

roposal calls for the curtams to be dosed as the inmate enters 
the thamber, opened for a final statement, closed again while the 
inmate is placed into the chair, reopened as the electrocution 
takes place, closed while the warden checks for signs of life, and 
f.i.rially reopened again if it is nece sary to run electrical cun-ent 
~rough the body once more. Sim1lar requirements are in place 
;for lethal inje tions. It would appear obvious that such regvla­
<ticns were wnuen out of concern for public ra te but what they 

ctually do is Qrevent the media from being able tq J·eport. 
whether the prisoner was mistreated or tf certain parts of the 
process satisfy the Constitutional prohibition against cruel and 
unusual punishment. 

• The unconstitutionally vague: The proposal would ban 
the use of audio or video recording equipment on "grounds of 
the penitentiary," 'wtthout defining precisely what is meant by 
"ground-; of the penitentiary." Taken at its most broad meaning, 
the term would seemingly bar reporters from interviewing those 
who gather on prison property to demonstrate both for and 
against the specific execution or capital punishment in general. 
Such a prohibition would clearly vtolate the First Amendment 
rights of the pres .. 

• The unexplainable: The proposal also prohibits reporters 
from being able to bring pen and paper into the witness room, 

ithout giving any justification for the ban. This is an obvious 
intrusion upon the ability of the pre to do its job, and should be 
rejected. 

A public hearing on the proposed regularions will be held at 9 
a.m. Friday, in the Transportation Cabinet Building's 
Auditorium. located at 200 Mero Street in Frankfort.

House week 

in review

Gov. Beshear's plan to balance 
Kentucky's next two-year state budg­
et with expanded gaming revenue 
look. like it will stay just that - a 
proposal. 

Lawmakers reacted coolly to the 
govemor·s bid to fund million of dol­
lars in state programs thmugh 2012 
with an estimated $780 mjlJion gener­
ated from video slot machines at 
Kentucky race tracks whe that pro­
posal wa unveil d in hi:-. uue Budget 
Address last 1'ue day. House and 
Senate member~ in joint -;ession react­
ed with tepid applause a. the governor 
explained how taxes and license fees 
from the machine!>, sometimes called 
video lottery terminals or VLTs, 
would protect funding for K-12 edu­
cation, public safety. Medicaid and 
other state priorities over the next two 
years. 

The gmrrded reaction from law­
makers last week turnc~ into an 
emphatic 'no' the next day, wh~n 
House leaders directed the chamber":. 
Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee to start drafting a new 
budget from scratch - one that does 
nm count on slots proceeds for ongo­
ing governmcnL operations. It'. a 
daunting task. By some estimates. the 
state faces as much a' a $1.5 billion 
revenue shortfall in the coming bien­
nium. 

But if Beshear·s expanded gaming 
proposal got a chilly reccpuon from 
lawmakers. the governor's reaction to 
talk of increasing ~tate revenues 
through taxes has been downright icy. 
He said during the Budget Address 
that while he is willing to talk about 
tax reform, his budget proposal <;ays 
no to raising taxes. The governor said 
other options to balance the state 
budg~t will not do a. much as expand­
ed gaming to move Kentucky for­
ward. 

Of course, revenues from expand­
ed gaming alone could not meet the

state's $18 billion in anticipated 
expenditures through 2012. Cutting 
an additional two percent from many 
agency budgets, reducing costs by 
improving government efficiencies. 
generating $77 million over the bien­
nium through initiative like selling 
off millions in state property, lransfer­
ring funds between state program 
and debt restructuring have also been 
proposed by the governor to get the 
budget into shape. 

lt is good to know where the gov­
ernor tands on how the state . hould 
addres'> our budget challenges. But it 
will be up to us as lawmakers to 
decide what is truly the best way to 
i01 v.e • lucky forward. 

~re(Qrm i widely CQnsi~red by 
lawmaker~ to be a good long-term 
... otution to our continuing money 
problems, with a proposal for revamp­
ing the state tax code expected to be 
discu .. sed soon in the House 
Appropnation. and Revenue 
Committee. But only time will tell 
how popular tax reform is in the 
General Assembly o~erall. 

It is also uncertain at this poi~t if 
budget language to be ~ ritten by the 
House v. ill include the same proposed 
expenditure as the governor·s budg­
et. That infom1ation will become 
clearer as a House budget bill moves 
through various budget review sub 
committees, full A&~. and onto the 
House floor. 

While budget discussions are still 
in the early stages, bills that would 
help Kentucky military veterans are 
sailing through the House. At least 
three bill that would improve the 
lives of our veterans passed the House 
last week and were sent to the Senate 
for consideration.

Also clearing the House last week 
was HB 160, the higher education bill 
that would ensure students at 
Kentucky communjty college~ have a 
clear path toward earning a bachelor' · 
degree at the state's public universi­
ties by easing the transfer proces'i 
from associate to bachelor's degree 
programs. The bill passed the House 
97-0 last Thursday and is now before 
the Senate. 

With a quarter of this 60-day ses­
sion officially behind us thi week, I 
expect budget deliberations will begin 
taking center stage the House very 
~oon. to the give me House aml enate 
time w iron out its details. Writing a 
budget in the face of a massive rev­
enue shortfall will be a long. difficult 
process. There will be no easy 
an~wers. But when all is said and 
done, we-like the governor-hope to 
arrive at what i. truly the best option 
for our Commonwealth.

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Bill to ease college credit 
transfers heads to Senate 

fRANKFORT- Legislation 
that would ease the transfer of 
students from Kentucky'~ 
community colleges to its uni­
versities and help bump up the 
number of bachelor's degree 
holders in the state passed the 
House 97-0 last week. 

H'B 160. sponsored by 
House Education Chairman 
Rep. Carl Rollins, D Midway. 
now goes to the Senate for 
consideration. 

·Rollins said HB 160 will 
ensure "there is always a clear­
ly defined path to a bachelor's 
degree for those students who 
choose to start their college 
education in a community col­
lege.·· 

Under the bill, credit for 
certain community college 

courses would be fully credit­
ed to related bachelor's degree 
programs at Kentucky's public 
universitie. . which would be 
prohibited from requiring 
graduates of approved two­
year programs from repeating 
or taking additional courses to 

· earn a bachelor's degree with­
in IJ1eir major. Other provi­
sions in HB 160 include limit­
ing the number of requued 
course crt!dll hours to 60 hours 
for most state associate degree 
program!> and 120 hours for 
most bachelor's programs 
beginning in 2012. 

"So this bill will help our 
students and our families. It 
will help them get their educa­
tion and work toward a bache­
lor's degree at reduced cost, 

without a lot of hassle," 
Rollins said. 

Rep. Tim Moore, R­
Elizabcthtown. praised the bill 
for its potential to red~1ce 
tuition cosrs while making 
higher education in Kentucky 
more efficient. 

"Our job here. as I perceive 
it, is to represent folks back 
home who have children who 
are trymg to get an education 
and further themselves and our 
great Commonwealth ... ," said 
Moore. "And I think this biU 
goes a long way jn addressing 
that desire of every parent and 
of every young person who 
aspires to attend a Kentucky 
college, often limes beginning 
at a two-year comt'nunity col­
lege."

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EVERYBODY'S SCIENCE 

Shock waves 
from wings half 

a world away

Have you heard about the "butter­
fly effect"? 

Oddly enough, this has to do with 
weather prediction and a mind-bend­
ing field of science called "chaos the­
ory.'' (Well, maybe it wouldn't bend 
your mind, bul it certainly does mine.) 
Supposedly. back in J 961. an MIT sci­
entist named Edward Lore01. wanted 
to find a way to combine mathematics 
and meteorology. 

Lorenz was doing data runs on a 
mathematical model of the weather, 
using a dozen different equations. 
Two runs he did should have come out 
exactly the same, but didn't - and it 
nimed out the problem was a single 
place in the data where a number 
should have stretched out to six digits, 
but had been rounded off to just three. 
That tiny "rounding-off' should have 
been totally inconsequential, but it 
actually made a huge difference in the 
outcome of the data! 

Scientists call this "sensitive 
dependence on initial cQnditions." But 
it's also known by a much prettier 
name - "the butterfly effect'' -
which can be summed up as follows: 
A butterfly flapping its wings in 
Caracas. Venezuela. can affect the 
weather in, say, Chicago .. or New 
Orleans ... or Little Rock. 

I couldn't help thmking about the 
"butterfly effect'' when I read recently 
about some work that a scientist with 
the Agricultural Research Service 
(ARS) is doing with a pest called the 
false codling moth in Africa. Perhaps 
you're thinking, "Really? In Africa? 
Why do we care about one moth in 
Africa?" 

Here's why: If this moth ever 
makes it to the United States, it wiJJ 
wreak utter havoc in our citrus, com, 
cotton and a wide range of nuts and 
fruits (and, as the song goes, those are 
a few of my favorite things!) So the 
ARS scientist is working to fight the 
moth in Africa, in hopes of stopping it 
before it begins to head our way, and 
secondly, ensuring a future weapon 
for us to use against it if it docs show 
up on our shores. 

What's particularly intriguing is 
the method he and his South African 
colleagues are using to combat this 
pest: the sterile insect technique, or 
SIT. This technique was pioneered by 
ARS scientists over half a century 
ago, and it's been a cornerstone of 
eradication programs used worldwide 
to control not only the screwworm, 
which was its original target, but also 
the Medfly, tsetse fly and other insect 
pests. 

By one estimate, the ongoing SIT 
eradication program that's kept the 
screwworm tly out of the United 
States saves this country's livestock 
producers at least $900 million annu­
ally in potential losses. (If you'd Jike 
to read more details about how this 
amazing technique was developed,

The idea is that you irradiate male 
screwworm flies, just enough to steril­
ize them but not enough to seriously 
debilitate or kill them, and then you 
turn them loose to mate with wild 
female screwworm flies. The matings 
obviously don't result in viable eggs, 
and the screwworm population plum­
mets at an astonishingly rapid rate. 

The ARS scientist and his South 
African collaborators are using the 
same idea with a slight twist. Because 
a moth can't take nearly a~ much irra­
diation as a fly. they've backed off on 
the dosage, with the result that the 
female moths are totally sterilized and 
can't reproduce at all, and the males 
are either totally sterilized or partially 
sterilized. If the partially sterilized 
males mate with a wild female moth, 
eggs could result, but those eggs will 
be sterile, and thus ends the moth pop­
ulation! 

The scientists have established a 
facility in a rural African village

Back overcomes 
challenges to 
graduate BSCTC

Big Sandy Community and 
Technical College graduate Susan 
Baclc laughs out loud when a ked if 
she would consider herself to be a 
model student. ''I'm far from being 
a perfect student," she admits. 
immediately, adding "but I am a 
hard-working student." 

It took a lot of hard work and 
sheer determinatton to come through 
all the challenges Susan has faced 
since childhooo, but all of that effort 
and drive paid off when Susan, 
dressed in cap and gown, accepted 
her diploma for an A:ssociate in 
Applied Science Degree in Human 
Services from College President Dr. 
George Edwards in December 2009. 

A~; a now- ~old ooUoge 
graduate, Susan's journey has been a 
long one and it most definitely has 
not been a steady uphJII climb. Her 
life has been a series of one step for­
ward, two steps back events, includ­
ing a few significant falls along the 
way, but her December graduation 
was a testament to her drive to suc­
ceed. 

As a 5-ycar-old, Susan was 
removed from her home after expe­
riencing signiticant abuse that she 
references but avoids describing in 
detail. She was quickly adopted but 
had violent outbllrsts that challenged 
her new family's stability. As a very 
young child, Susan was diagnosed 
with bipolar disorder, schizophrenia 
and, just a few years later. with the 
learning disability of dyslexia. 

During her second and third­
grade school year , Susan was being 
moved in and out of psychiatric 
facilitieii due to her violent behavior. 
In between hospitalizations, she pre­
sented an extreme challenge to her 
adoptive parents and a significant 
financial burden for the constant, 
ongoing psychiatric and medical 
treatments. By the age of 16 she 
wa~ living in a state-run children's 
home and from 18 to 21 years old 
she was placed in an independent 
Jiving program in Lexington that 
provided housing, counseling and 
training in independent living skills. 

With medication and support 
Susan was doing okay when, at the 
age of 2 1 , she left the home and 
moved into her own place with the 
freedom to make her own choices in 
life. Unfortunately. they were poor 
ones. The allure and availability of 
drugs and alcohol tempted Susan 
and, on her own, she felt abandoned 
with no one to care about her. Now, 
she had to battle not only mental 
health issues but the monster of 
addiction as well, a new round of 
physical abuse .. . and the challenge 
of an unplanned pregnancy. 

In October 1995 Susan gave birth 
to a son. He was with her for four 
short months before she decided to 
place him in foster care so she could 
enter a drug rehabilitation center 
with the hopes of eventually regain­
ing full custody. Susan indicates 
that she successfully worked 
through the rehabilitation program 
and was able to visit with her son 
throughout the 14 months of treat­
ment to program completion but. 
despite this success, she would not 
get her on back. The court system 
terminated her parental rights and 
her on was legally adopted by the 
foster family that had been caring 
for him. 

Susan takes comfort in the fact 
that he had been placed with a nice 

couple but the separation has been 
difficult and every October 21st that 
rolls around, his birth date. brings a 
fresh wave of pain and longing. 

"Ju. t because I can't see him 
doesn't take him out of here or 
here," Susan notes, gesturing to her 
head and her heart. ''I am counting 
down the years, the months. the days 
umil I can hunt for him." When her 
son tufns 18, she can write a letler to 
him and file it with the Department 
for Families and Children whid1 
will hold the letter awaiting a 
request for information from her 
son. But their n:union can only 
occur if he wants to find his birth 
mother. That's a big if, but one that 
hold hope for Susan. 

After the loss of her son, Susan's 
life again spiraled out of control 
resulting in another pregnancy. Her 
daughter was born in 1997 and 
Susan. working as a single-mother 
in Lexington, was struggling to hold 
it all together. With a four-month­
old daughter. Susan went home for 
the holidays to visit her adoptive 
parents with their granddaughter. 
"They loved her to death." she 
notes, smiling. 

Susan was still struggling with 
her mental health issues and her par­
ents loved their. granddaughter. So 
together, as a family. they decided it 
would be in the be:-ot interest. of the 
child for her to be raised in a loving, 
stable home. Susan visits with her 
daughter several times throughout 
the year and notes that they have a 
"great relationship." With a smik· 
Susan describes her daughter as an 
intelligent, thriving, pre-teen who is 
a good student and on her school' 
dance team. 

In 1998, Susan's adoptive father 
died and her old addictions. fueled 
by grief and regret, once again 
entered her life. "I had done wrong 
to him," she admits, and felt like she 
had never got to make it up to him. 
This fall was a brief one though and 
once again Susan climbed out of the 
pit of addictton and proudly notes, 
"I've been clean ever since." 

A visit with friends in 2002 led 
Susan to move to Floyd County and 
m 2006 she .entered Big Sandy 
Community and Technical College 
to pursue her GED, with plans to 
stop there. "I had never thought 
about going to college:· Susan 
admits. ''I had always been told I 
would not amount to anything. If 
you arc always told that, you are 
going to believe it until you have 
someone who tells you ditferent and 
makes you believe in yourself." 
Susan credits a close friend with 
offering her that supJX>rl and encour­
agement. 

This is not to say that it has been 
easy, hence the laugh at the model 
student question . "When I fin;t 
came here, I \vas the type of student 
who didn' t like to ac;k for help." 
Susan confesses. But she quickly 
discovered that if she was going to 
succeed in this new venture, ~he was 
going to need all the help she could 
get. And. at BSCTC. she got all the 
help she needed. 

"I have never seen a college with 
the staff and faculty who reach out 
to students hke they do here," Susan 
says. "I would have to say 99 per· 
cent of the staff and faculty I know 
are here t<>r the student, not just a 
paycheck. They will go to any 
lengths to help a tudent succeed in 
life. It's been the best experience of 
my life." 

Needless to say, Su. an's journey 
from OED student to college gradu­
ate was not a smooth or easy one. 
Susan has had to repeat several 
classes and she ha. tapped every 
resource possible to help her achieve 
her goal, from the tutoring center to 
advising to disability support ser­
vices. She easily names more than 
I 0 people including a mix of tutors, 
instmctors, and staff who have sup­
ported her along the way but littJe 
does she know how much she has 
inspired all of them as well. 

"Throughout her time at Big 
Sandy CTC, Susan has been a con­
stant inspiration to those who know 
her," advisor Judy Bowen writes in 

her nomination form. "She studies 
hard, receives tutoring in the Center 
for Enrichment Resources and dtle 
work study at the college." 

"When I look at Susan," Bowen 
add . I see "pure motivation." .+ .. 

That praise is echoed by Chris 
Conley. program facilitator, who 
noted on her nomination form, 
"Susan has shown remarkable 
courage and dedication in her time 
ac; a BSCTC student. She never quit 
and was determined to complete her 
education. She is the rea. on 
BSCTC exists." 

After 36 long years of struggle. 
Susan seems to have found stability, 
inspiration, and hope. She just 
bought her first car and is working 
to cam rhe money to purchase the 
necessary insurance and pay the 
required fees that will enable her to 
put it on the road. Since 2006. she 
has been transported to and from the 
college campus by her case manager 
at Mountain Comprehensive Care, 

She is still in college. taking 
some additional classes on the Big 
Sandy campu to complete an 
Associate in Arts degree with the 
goal of eventually enrolling in 
Morehead State University to pursue 
a Bachelor's Degree in Soc1al Work. 
She has lived much of her life in the 
system and now she wants to work 
in the system to effect change in oth­
ers' lives as well , 

"People think you can't go to col­
lege or succeed in life because you 
have a disability or mental illness or 
addiction." Sman notes, "but I'm a 
prime example that you can. If you 
put your mind to it and have the sup­
port you need , you can ucceed." 

A far as her troubled past, Su an 
has come to terms with it "It took a 
lot of counseling," she notes with a 
smile. ··but I now know that you 
can't live in the past and move on 
with your. future." With a lot of help 
coupled with n mountain of determi­
nation, Susan Back has overcome a, 
troubled past to create her own 
bright future.
