SiX killed

on state

_ roadways
‘last week

FRANKFORT -

Preliminary statistics indi--

cate that six people died in
five separate crashes on
Kentucky roadways from
Monday, Jan. 25, through
Sunday, Jan. 31.

All of the crashes
involved motor vehicles
and three of those victims
were not wearing seat
belts. Single-fatality crash-
es occurred in Bell,

# Daviess, Jefferson and
Pendleton counties.

One double-fatality
crash occurred in
McCracken County and
this crash involved the sus-
pected use of alcohol.

Through Jan. 31, pre-
liminary statistics indicate
that 55 people have lost
their lives on Kentucky
roadways during 2010.
This is two fewer fatalities
than reported for the same
time period in 2009.

There were 49 motor

‘vehlcle fatalities and 29 of
those victims were not
wearing seat belts. Six
pedesirians have been
killed. Six crashes involved
a commercial motor vehi-
cle. A total of 12 fatalities

have resulted from crashes -

involving the suspected
use of alcohol.

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Pill abuse presents enforcement problems

With nearly 160,000 prescriptions
for controlled substances such as
Oxycontin, Xanax and Valium handed
out in a single year in Floyd County,
prosecutors like Floyd County
Attorney Keith Bartley say the task of

securing convictions are becoming
more and more daunting.

Bartley, who recently characterized
the drug epidemic around the region as
a “plague,” said that DUI cases.in par-
ticular are some of the hardest to bring
to justice for both prosecutors and law
enforcement officials alike.

“Drug-related DUI cases are harder

to prosecute than alcohol-related DUI
cases,” Bartley said. “*Number one,
with alcohol cases most would submit
to a breathalyzer test and you’ve got an
instant result.”

Bartley said with drug-related cases,
the situation is much different.

“In pill cases they have to get urine
or blood tests and then it takes six

months to get an answer,” he said.
“That creates all kinds of problems
across Kentucky.”

In fact, Floyd County stands as.a
typical example for most of the state’s
120 counties. In 2007, the most recent
year for which complete figures are

City gets
to locate

PRESTONSBURG - Prestonsburg
City Utilities now has two new high-
tech tools to detect natural gas leaks,
thanks to a $26,000 grant from the
Department of Transportation Pipeline
and Hazardous Materials
Administration.

“These units will allow us to be more
efficient and effective in detecting natu-
ral gas leaks and performing gas line
surveys,” said Dwight Slone, with

new tools

Prestonsburg City Utilities.

The first tool purchased with the
grant is a remote methane leak detector
produced by the Heath Company. It
uses laser technology to quickly and
efficiently detect leaks from up to 100
feet away.

“It will allow us to detect leaks in
hard to reach areas, such as detecting
gas inside homes without having tc
enter fenced yards and busy roadways,”
Slone said.

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Campaign urges Super Bowl fans
to make the right play to save lives

FRANKFORT — The
Kentucky Office of Highway
Safety announced last week
that it is teaming with the
National Football League, the
National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration and
other state and local highway
safety and law enforcement
agencies to remind everyone to
designaté a sober driver if they
plan to be partying with alco-
hol on Super Bowl Sunday,
Feb. 7.

“We want everyone who
will \be celebrating to remem-
ber that Fans Don’t Let Fans
Drive Drunk,” said KOHS
Division of Highway Safety
Programs Director Boyd
Sigler. “Please designate a
sober driver before the Super
Bowl party begins, and leave
your car keys at home.”

In an effort to take the mes-
sage directly to the public, the
KOHS distributed posters to
businesses statewide including
liquor establishments, restau-
rants and bars. The poster not
only promotes the use of a des-
ignated driver but shows sup-
port for those taking on the
important responsibility.

“We are asking all party
hosts and bar owners to take
special care of designated driv-
ers,” said Sigler. “By making
sure these drivers know how
much they are appreciated, this

year’s celebration will be extra
special — and extra safe.”
Super Bowl Sunday is one
of America’s biggest and most
entertaining national sporting
events as friends and families
gather to socialize and watch
the Big game. Yet, it has also
become one of the nation’s
most dangerous days on the
roadways due to impaired driv-
ing.
Nearly a third of all motor-
vehicle fatalities in 2008 — 32
percent — occurred in crashes
attributed to alcohol impair-
ment — meaning a driver or
motorcycle, rider had a blood-

. alcohol concentration of 0.08

or higher, according to
NHTSA research. But that rate
jumped to 49 percent — nearly
half — in the period of Super
Bowl Sunday, Feb. 3 to 5:59
a.m. on Feb. 4.

If you are hosting a Super
Bowl party:

B Remember, you can be
held liable and prosecuted if
someone you served ends up in
an impaired-driving crash.

M Make sure all of your
guests designate their sober
drivers in advance, or help
arrange ride-sharing with other
sober drivers.

M Serve lots of food and
include lots of nonalcoholic
beverages at the party.

M Stop serving alcohol at

the end of the third quarter of
the game and begin serving
coffee and dessert.

M Keep the numbers for
local cab companies handy and
take the keys away from any-
one who is thinking of driving
while impaired.

If you are attending a Super
Bowl party or watching at a
sports bar or restaurant:

M Designate your sober
driver before the party begins
and leave your car keys at
home.

M Avoid drinking too much
alcohol too fast. Pace your-
self—eat enough food, take
breaks and alternate with non-
alcoholic drinks.

M If you don’t have a desig-
nated driver. ask a sober friend
for a ride home; call a cab,
friend or family member to
come and get you; or just stay
where you are and sleep it off
until you are sober.

B Use your community’s
Sober Rides program.

M Never let a friend get
behind the wheel if you think
they are impaired. Remember,
Fans Don’t Let Fans Drive
Drunk.

M Always buckle up — it’s
still your best defense against
other impaired drivers.

Energy realism

includes
nuclear power

A

One of the most encouraging themes to emerge from President
Barack Obama’s State of the Union address was an emphasis on
realism in the development of new energy sources, including
nuclear power.

The president touted *‘clean energy” jobs, saying we need
“more production, more efficiency, more incentives. That means
building a new generation of safe, clean nuclear power plants in
this country. It means making tough decisions about opening
new offshore areas for oil and gas development. It means contin-
ued investment in advanced biofuels and clean coal technolo-
gies.” '

What the president needs to do now is make sure there is fol-
low-through in his administration on the development of all of
these sources of energy — especially nuclear energy, which is
both clean and renewable. It generates no carbon dioxide, so to
the extent worries about greenhouse gases warming the atmos-
phere are accurate, nuclear power can be seen as part of the
answer for climate change issues.

The nation only gets about 20 percent of its energy needs
from nuclear power. This compares with more than 80 percent in
France and Sweden at 60 percent.

In the past 30 years, there have been almost no new nuclear
plants built in the United States, as the result of political fallout
from the 1979 partial meltdown of the nuclear generating facility
at Three Mile Island near Harrisburg, Pa., though there were no
injuries. Jittery regulators made the permitting process for new
plants especially daunting in the aftermath.

But there have been significant advances in the technology
since then and more plants are now on the way. DTE energy
began the permitting process in 2008 and hopes to obtain a
license by the end of 2012 for a new plant at its Fermi.site near
Monroe. The firm still hasn’t committed to whether it will go
ahead and build a new nuclear plant, however. That could take
an additional four to five years. That will be based on its assess-
ment of energy needs and whether some form of carbon emis-
sion tax is ultimately enacted by Congress, a spokesman said
Friday. :

The long recession in Michigan and the national slump from
which the rest of the nation is recovering may have dampened
energy needs for the near future. But if the shift to electric cars,
now so heavily emphasized both by the domestic auto industry
and the administration, achieves any momentum, the demand for
new sources of electric power will be significant.

Nuclear power isn’t the only realistic source of energy, as the
president’s remarks acknowledged, and in the short run clean
coal and offshore oil will play a role in providing for energy
needs. Solar and wind power are nowhere near the state of
development that would allow them to be more than experimen-
tal and supplementary power sources at this stage.

But if the president’s energy remarks are to be more than a
brief grace note in a long address, officials of the various regula-
tory agencies will have to take them to heart and craft pragmatic
rules on the development of nuclear and other power sources.

House week
in review

Texting and using a cell phone are
about as common today as brushing
your teeth, with one exception - most
people don’t brush their teeth behind
the wheel, while many text and talk.

That might change soon, as text
messaging by drivers of any age — or
cell phone use by teen drivers —
could become illegal in Kentucky if a
bill that cleared a House committee
last week becomes law. :

As it stands now. House Bill 43
would ban text messaging by all driv-
ers and the use of cell'phones'by-driv-
ers under age 18. Violators would face
a fine of between $20 and $100 begin-
ning in 2011. New drivers still fulfill-
ing the 180-day probationary period
required to earn a permanent driver’s
license would have to re-start the 6-
month licensing phase from the begin-
ning.

But that would only happen if the
bill passes as written now. Floor
amendments could change aspects of
HB 43 if passed, and at least one floor
amendment has already been filed to
address concerns with its proposed
restrictions. We will have to wait and
see what happens with that and any
other possible floor amendments
when HB 43 comes to the floor for a
vote.

What we do know 1s texting and
cell phone use by drivers is on the
increase, and are proven factors in
motor vehicle crashes. Official action
to curb both behaviors been taken at
the state and federal level. Several
states have passed bills similar to HB
43, and Kentucky currently has an
executive order in effect that bans tex-
ting while driving a state vehicle. At
the federal level, a ban on texting by
drivers of buses and large commercial
trucks was issued just last Tuesday. So
whatever action is taken on HB 43 is
sure to make news.

Another big legislative question
yet to be answered this session is
where we lawmakers will find enough
revenue to fix a projected state budget

_
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approximately $50 million in bonds
for energy-efficiency upgrades of
government buildings and approxi-
mately $30 million in low-interest
loan bonds for efficiency upgrades at
businesses. The bill now goes to the
Senate.

House committees stayed busy last
week as they closed out the first
month of the 2010 Regular Session by
passing dozens of bills to the House
floor for consideration. One of those *
bills was HB 33. a corrections bill that ™
would eliminate privatized food serv-
ice for inmates at Kentucky prisons.

Approved by the House Judiciary
Committee, HB 33 would require
inmate food service be turned dver to
the state — at a cost of an additional
$5.4 million a year — to address con-'
cerns with the quality and guantity of
food provided by the current private
contractor. Poor food has been called
a major factor in recent inmate unrest,
with property damage and injuries.
The state currently pays around $12
million a year for prison food service
with the contractor. )

As action on these and other bills is |
taken in the House and Senate, more
bills will be coming to the House for
our consideration. The budget bill that
eventually makes it to the House floor
will consume much of our time, and
will attract a lot of input from the pub-
lic and private sectors. Again. law-
makers are discussing different budg-
et scenarios now and will have a pro-
posal to share very soon.

shortfall of up to $1.5 billion through
2012 and balance what is sure to be a
bare-bones state budget. Now that tax
increases and expanded gaming have
apparently been ruled out as solutions
by key lawmakers, other budget sce-
narios are being considered that law-
makers hope would both address the
shortfall and keep the basic needs of
Kentuckians at the forefront of state
spending policy. Those alternative
budget plans are expected to be
unveiled soon.

It is important to remember in any
session-particularly a budget session
like - this one-that the needs of
Kentuckians are unique. Some have
work concerns. Others have health
issues they need to address for them-
selves or someone they care about.
Most everyoneiwants to ensure a bet-
ter future for their children. And it is
our job as legislators. to do what we
can to see those needs and desires are
met.

We took a step toward protecting
health-insurance coverage for serious-
ly ill Kentuckians in the state’s high-
risk Kentucky Access pool last
Wednesday when we passed HB 165.
The bill contains changes required by
the federal government to operate
Kentucky Access, along with provi-
sions that allow employer-sponsored
health plans to have different contri-
bution rates for smokers and non-
smokers, and to offer incentives for
participation in smoking cessation
programs. The bill passed the House
99-0 and now goes to the Senate for
consideration.

Mothers would receive protection
under another bill that cleared the
House last Wednesday. Under HB
218, a fine of at least $500 would be
levied against anyone who breaks cur-
rent law by harassing a mother for
breastfeeding her child in public or
private. Breaking the law two or more
times would carry a fine of $1,000 per
offense. The bill passed the House by
a vote of 99-0 and now goes to the
Senate for consideration.

Energy legislation also made head-
way last Wednesday when the House
voted 98-0 to reenact a 2008 energy
law that authorizes millions of dollars
in bonds for energy efficiency projects
in Kentucky. HB 240 would authorize

“But they’'re talking about
the darker, stronger choco-
lates.”

Researchers have reported
that dark chocolate — the
chocolates containing higher
f£ocoa solids — can help

®;cduce blood pressure and the
harmful LDL cholesterol, he
says.

“I wouldn’t say it's a health

food, because it has a lot of

sugar in it. But it also has
antioxidants” which limit the
production of free radicals that
can damage cells in a person’s
body, Perry says.

Milk chocolate and choco-
late milk, Perry cautions, do

not possess the same levels of

cocoa solids as dark chocolate.
They don’t have the same
healthful effects.

At UK, Perry has joined
with Sandra Bastin, an associ-
ate Extension professor in
nutrition and food science, in

an effort to promote the use of

Kentucky-grown and

Kentucky-marketed foods and
products.

Perry says.

“That’s what I do.”

That’s led him and Bastin to
encourage consumers to buy
ice cream, chocolates and
other products produced or
distributed by Kentucky farm-
ers and business people.

“Then put a scoop of ice
cream on a brownie. I recom-

EVERYBODY'S SCIENCE

Ferreting out
the truth about
food safety

I'll bet you.remember this one
from your childhood: “Don’t, cross
your eyes, they could get stuck that
way.” And how about this one: “If all
your friends were going jump off a
bridge, does that mean you'd have to
Jump off one, too?"

A lot of those are total nonsense—
if you’ve ever crossed your eyes, you
realized that they didn’t get “stuck
that way” (although my friend Steve
the cartoonist once drew a cartoon
along those lines that leaves me in
stitches to this day). But perhaps the
silliest of all is, “What you don’t know
can’t hurt you.”

We’ve all figured out by now that
what we don’t know about the safety
of our food supply can most definitely
hurt us. Did the person who tossed my
favorite salad dt the restaurant wash
his hands after returning from the
restroom? Was the peel of that lemon
washed before that slice was plunked
into my glass of water? To what tem-
perature was my burger cgoked?
These are questions I’d definitely like
to have answers for, and I'm sure you
would, too.

Fortunately for all of us who like to
eat, the scientists at the Agricultural
Research Service (ARS) never learned
to “leave well enough alone,” and
they're constantly dishing up new
information and weapons to help
ensure that the food we eat is not only
tasty and nutritious, but safe. Here are
a couple of their latest discoveries:

M Imagine a vaccine no, make
that two vaccines — against the
dreaded Escherichia coli O157:H7.
Actually, you don’t have to imagine
them, because they're a reality! But
this isn’t a vaccine for us humans; it’s
for cattle.

“Wait a minute,” I can hear you
saying, “E. coli doesn’t even make
cattle sick.” Yes, that’s true; this par-
ticularly horrendous bacteria can
thrive in cattle’s intestines without
causing them to ever show a sign of
illness. But in humans, E. coli can
cause repercussions ranging from
diarrhea to a life-threatening condition
called hemolytic uremic syndrome
that can shut down your kidneys.

If we can stop E. coli from prolifer-
ating inside the cow, that could help
limit contamination of meat at pack-
ing houses, and can also reduce shed-
ding of the bacteria in the animal’s
manure. That manure-borne E. coli
can hitch a ride in runoff water and
slide right into our drinking water sup-
plies, or it can end up in irrigation
water, contaminating fruits, vegeta-
bles and other crops.

One of the new vaccines is made
up of cells of a strain of E. coli
O157:H7 that is lacking a gene called
hha, while the second one lacks both
hha and a second gene called sepB.
Either vaccine causes the body to pro-
duce a lot of what are known as
immunogenic proteins. These proteins
actually trigger the immune system
response that prevents E. coli
0O157:H7 from being able to colonize
the cattle’s intestines.

In tests with Holstein calves immu-
nized with either form of the vaccine,
then given a dose of E. coli O157:H7,
the ones that received either of the
vaccines had reduced or non-
detectable levels of E. coli in their
manure within just a few days after
being challenged with the bacteria.

M Here's a family you don’t want
to invite into = your house:
Enterobacteriaceae. That’s a bacterial
family that includes all sorts of nasty
characters, including the human
pathogens Salmonella and Shigella.
Unfortunately, Enterobacteriaceae are
known to contaminate the shell-egg
processing environment.

To pin down where these bacteria
might be lurking, and how many dif-
ferent species there might be, ARS
scientists in Georgia did an unusual
kind of *survey.” They took swab
samples — at two egg processing
