Change in law allows jail to add 20 beds

FEATURES WRITER 

PRESTOI'.SBURG - The Floyd County 
Detention Center will soon have 20 more 
beds after legislation pas'\ed to reduce the 
square footage required for inmates from 
50 feet to 40 feet. 

Jailer Roger Webb asked for a new bed 
adjustment based on the legislation and the 
request was approved. · 

"Hopefully with these new beds and 
keeping our county inmate. down, we will 
be able to add more . tate mmates," Webb 
said. "We will get an estimated $18.000 
more each month from the state." 

Also, WestCare. the dmg rehabilitation 
program utilized by the jail. will receive 
more beds. State mmatcs arc n.:qlllrcd to 
attend the program before they are consid-

cred for parole. 
A large number of the beds will be 

acquired from the old jail located on the 
third tloor of the Floyd County 
Courthouse. allowing Webb to increase the 
amount of inmates without an immediate 
overhead charge. 

Stattmg in 20 ll. the ja1l will receive an 
additional $9 a day for state inmates, 
which will rai'ie the total from $50.000 a 
year to $65,000. 

"The additional space that can be creat­
ed, along with the support of Jailer Roger 
Webb, will help offset the added expense 
our jail currently incurs," said Judge­
Executive R.D. ''Doc" Marshall, who is 
super\iising the project. "'It is an excellent 
opportunity for money to come into the 
system and make a difference in the quali ­
ty of our jail sci'\ ice."

All in all, 
a good fttst step 

So, how is everybody handling all of the mi ery and suffering, 
the flames shooting from the sky and the plagues of frogs and 
locust , now that the world bas ended? 

That is what wa suppo. ed to happen. once health care reform 
passed, isn't it? 

But, of course, it didn't. Like many things in this hyperactive, 
hyperbolic political atmosphere we now hve in. both the pros 
and con of the debate were vastly over tated. 

While the ver ion of health care reform that pas ed Congress 
late Sunday and was igned into law on Tuesday will probably 
satisfy no one. it was a necessary first step toward corralling run­
away health care cost that. if left unchecked, would threaten to 
bankrupt every state, local and federal government body in the 
country. and place undue burdens on businesses and individuals. 

While the new law does, on the surface, appear to be very 
costly, what critics failed to realize is that we already are paying 
those costs for a flawed system. 

The United States spends double per person what any other 
industrialized nation spends on health care, and in return has had 
a system in which costs _ kyrocket eve!) single year and individ­
ual can be refused coverage or dropped from coverage if they 
do something un eemly. like getting sick and needmg the insur­
ance for which they have paid. Those abuses will end under the 
new law. Once fully implemented. insurance companies will no 
longer be able to drop or refuse to cover sick people. 

But the additional costs we pay for health care reform now 
will ultimately pay dividends down the road. The nonpartisan 
Congressional Budget Office has e timated that the new law will 
result in savings of $143 billion over the next decade, and even 
more in the years that follow. 

But all the talk about the costs and savings of health care 
reform cheapens what should be the true goal of all involved­
to save lives. The new law should do ju t that. simply by man­
dating health coverage for nearly all Americans. Thousands ctie 
early death every year, ·imply because they could not.afford 
health insurance. 

No, we do not believe the new law will be the an wer to all 
that ails us, but it was a necessary first step. Hopefully, once all 
of the partisan hubbub about it on both side dies down, we will 
be able to make the additional adjustments needed to make 
health care a reality for all American .

We anticipate moving the budget bill 
out of the A&R Committee to the 
Senate for a vote early next week. 

There are projects and initiatives 
important to our region that I am 
working to include in the final budget. 
I am looking for ways to ensure that 
the plan gmdes the State through lt. 
tough budget crisis, while protecting 
the programs and serv1ccs 
Kentuckians depend on every day . 

Next week will be busy. as mem­
bers appointed by each chamber meet 
in a conference committee to work out 

House week 
in review

Reaching a state budget agreement 
io this economic climate in Je. s than 
nine working days may seem about as 
likely as finding a pot of gold at the 
end of the rainbow. but la\\makers 
hope to have a rwo-year spending bill 
signed, sealed and delivered to the 
governor for his own ignature in that 
amount of time or I e. s. 

The House budget bill-which we 
passed two weeks ago-is now before 
the Senate where many of it pecifics 
will surely be modified or replaced 
with Senate change·. If those modifi­
cations reach the House within the 
next week or so. there i a good 
chance that the two chambers will be 
able to go into conference committee 
and negotiate a final bill before the 
veto recess begins in late March or 
early April. Passing the bill ahead of 
the v to recess would give the 
General Assembly a chance to over­
ride any possible gubernatorial 
vetoes-something we couldn't do if 
we wait to pass a budget in the ses­
sion's final iwo scheduled days after 
the recess. 

All in all. lawmakers are hopeful 
we can get a budget passed before the 
recess and retain our override power 
for any line-item or other budget 
vetoes that might come along. 

Protecting heallh insurance for 
retired teachers is the crux of a bill 
that cleared tts first legislative hurdle 
last Tuesday when it pa sed the House 
budget committee. By increasing 
amount<; paid into the ~tate retired 
teacher·' health in1.urance fund by 
active teacher., retired reachers under 
age 65, sehoul districts, universities 
and the state, HB 540 would shore up 
the ailing fund over the next s1x year.-.. 
The bill i al ·o expected to cut the 

a compromise on the budget. 
In the meantime, we have pas ed 

other bills. including Senate Bill 214, 
whtch could send more than $60 mil­
lion ~,Jack into our economy through 
rebates to Kentucky small busine. scs.

For obvi­
ous reasons, people who cannot pass a 
drug test cannot get the job we are 
trying to bring to Kentucky. and can­
not perform the job~> if they tart using 
drugs.

The 
nation's attention was on Kentucky 
last fall when a Lexingcon woman was 
murdered. allegedly by a man . he had 
dated. That tragedy showed that 
dome tic violence knows no econom­
ic or social boundaries. lL affects all 
Kentuckians. and we need to do more 
to combat thi often-deadly problem.

Kentucky has been allocat­
ed $1,842,089 for use during 
the period beginning July 1, 
2010, and ending June 30, 
2011. At a minjmum of $60 
per studenr over the course of 
the year, approximately 
30,701 students can be served 
through the program. 

Eligible schools are those 
containing grades preschool-
6 or any combination thereof. 

Participating schools must 
agree to offer free fresh fruits 
and vegetables to all enrolled 
students during the school 
day for a minimum of three 
days per week and at a time 
other than meal service peri­
ods. 

Multiple schools from the 

same district can apply, 
although not all are guaran­
teed to be chosen. 

Schools will be selected 
based on guidance and over­
sight by the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture (USDA). 
Section 19( d) of the National 
School Lunch Act outlines 
the selection criteria for 
schools to participate in this 
program: 

• Schools must have 50 
percent or more of their stu­
dents eligible for 
free/reduced-price meals. 

• To the maxtmum extent 
possible, highest priority will 
be given to schools with the 
highest percentage of low­
income students. 

• Schools must be ele­
mentary schools or have the 
ability to separate out ele­
mentary students in a K- 12 
program. 

• Schools must operate 
the National School Lunch 
Program.

• Schools must complete 
an annual FFVP application. 

Funding for the Fresh Fruit 
and Vegetable Program is 
available for the 2010-11 
school year through the Food, 
Conservation and Energy Act 
of 2008 (the Farm Bill),

Rohl and Conn Hold Southeast ;\sia Meetings 
In modem archaeological circles the Old Testament is generally believed to be 
nothing more than a work of fanciful fiction. However, one British Egyptologist 
and Ancient Historian disagrees. David Rohl has proposed that the blind 
acceptance of now-proven false.assumptions has led to this erroneous conclusion. 
Rohl suggests that several hundred years have been mistakenly added to the 
conventional chronology of established Old Testament history. This error has 
prevented archaeologists from finding evidence as to the existence of the people 
and events from the Old Testament period. In short, archeologists have been 
looking in the right places but in the wrong times. 

Rohl has been an insider in the archaeological world and was formerly the director 
of the Institute for the Study of Interdisciplinary Sciences. Rohl has degrees in 
Egyptology and Ancient History and can hold his own against his most vocal 
critics. Rohl wants to improve man's understanding of the Old Testament time 

t r~ period but acknowledges that this is perhaps boring to some. Rohl, a realis~ 
~ ~ knows that the real importance of his work is its ability to change the view of the 
~ future--should his theory prevail-because each artifact from the Old Testament 
[~ time period potentially provides a better understanding of the historical lives and 
~ events God chose as examples for man. 
~ 

Eric C. Conn is a prominent local attorney. Conn has made his wealth by 
representing the disabled in Disabled Social Security and SSI proceedings.

Taxpayers 
should resist any temptation to 
participate in any of the varia­
tions of mis scheme. Filing of 
this type of return may result 
in a $5.000 penalty. 

Misuse of Trusts 
For years, unscrupulous 

promoters have urged taxpay­
ers to transfer assets into 
trusts. While there are many 
legitimate. valid uses of trusts 
in tax and estate planning, 
some promoted transactions 
promise reduction of income 
subject to tax. deductions for 
personal expenses and reduced 
estate or gift taxes. Such trusts 
rarely deliver the tax benefits 
promised and are used prima­
rily· as a mean~ to avoid 
income tax liauility and to hide 
assets from creditors. includ­
ing the IRS. 

The IRS hao; recently seen 
an increase in the improper use 
of private annuity trusts and 
foreign trusts to shift income 
and deduct personal expens,es. 
As wtth other arrangements, 

taxpayers should l\Cek tht: 
advice of a trusted profession­
al before entering into a trust 
arrangement. 

Fuel Tax Credit Scams 
The IRS receives claims for 

the fuel tax credit that are 
excessive. Some taxpayers. 
such as farmers who use fuel 
for off-highway business pur­
poses. may be eligible for the 
fuel tax credit. But other indi­
viduals are claiming the tax 
credit for nontaxable uses of 
fuel when their occupation or 
mcome level makes the claim 
unreasonable. Fraud involving 
the fuel tax cred1t i~ comid­
ered a frivolou~ tax claim and 
potentially subjects those who 
improperly elaim the credit to 
a $5,000 penally. 

How to Report Suspected 
Tax Fraud Activity 

Suspected tax fraud can be 
reported to the IRS using Fonn 
3949-A. Information Referral. 
Form 3949-A is available fur 
download from the IRS Web 
ite at IRS.gov. The completed

form or a letter detailing the 
alleged fraudulent activity 
should be addressed to the 
Internal Revenue Service, 
Fresno, CA 93888. The mail­
ing should include specific 
information about who is 
being reported, the activity 
being reported. how the activi­
ty became known, when the 
alleged violation took place. 
the amount of money involved 
and any other information that 
might be helpful in an investi­
gation. The person filing the 
report is not required to self­
identify. although 11 IS helpful 
to do so. The identity of the 
person filing the report can be 
kept confidential. 

Whistleblowers also may 
provide allegations of fraud to 
the IRS and may be eligible for 
a reward by filing Form 211. 
Application for Award for 
Original Information, and fol­
lowing thc procedures.outlined 
in 'oticc 2008-4. Claims 
Submitted to the IRS 
Whistlcblower Office under 
Section 7623.

I t's that frantic time of day- after work, after school, after day 
care, and after sport events- when you have to get dinner on the 
table. Overwhelming! It's more than enough to drive you to the fast 
food lane. 

But relax! You own a microwave oven! In mere minutes, you can zap a 
nutntious, home-cooked, family-friendly dinner-even if the meat is still 
in the freezer when you get home. 

The microwave oven has been called one of the greatest inYentions of 
the 20th century. Over 90 percent of homes in America have at lea tone. 
In fact, if you have ever been without one for a few days, you find out 
just how much you rely on it. But most folks are using theirs only for 
reheating leftovers, defrosting food or making popcorn. 

Loyalists testify that the microwaYe is great for cooking ground meats, 
poultry, and vegetable -three items that can make a fast, family dinner. 
The U.S. Department of Agriculture {USDA) would like to add "safe" 
to that. Microwave ovens cook food to temperatures hot enough to kill 
bacteria, but they can cook food unevenly and leave "cold spots" where 
harmful bactena urvive. 

According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), 
not cooking food to high enough temperatures to destroy bacteria is one 
of the top two causes offoodborne illness. For this reason, it is important 
to use a food thermometer to verify that foods reach USDA-recommended 
temperatures. 

Know the wattage of your microwave 
It's important to know the wattage of your oven when using cookmg 
directions from various sources. Microwave ovens vary in wattage. and 
the higher the wattage of a microwave oven, the faster it will cook food. 

If you don't know the wattage of your microwave oven, try looking 
inside the door, on "tho bade of the<-ove , or. in the owner's manual. If you 
can't find it, read the publication "Microwave Ovens and Food Safety" at 
www.(sis.usda.gov to learn how to use a "Time-to-Boil" test to estimate 
your oven's wattage. This publication also tells how to determine if a 
utensil1s safe to use in a m1crowave oven. 

Microwave frozen convenience foods until safely cooked 
In addition to microwaving home-cooked foods safely, it's also very 
1mportant to follow handling and cookmg instructions on frozen convem­
ence foods. Some frozen foods, such as breaded chicken cutlets, can look 
fully cooked. However, many people have gonen sick from such products 
that were undercooked. Just thawing them in the microwave 1sn't enough 
to make them safe. You must microwave such foods to a safe minimum 
mternal temperature of 165°F to be safely cooked. 

Microwave Safety Tips 
Following the USDA's microwave recommendations w1ll help you 
get dinner prepared speedily but safely. 
• Know your microwaye's wattage. 

• Before freezing a package of ground beef. 
form it in a donut shape to thaw faster. 

• Remove fror.en mtat and poultry from 
· packaging before thawing to av01d chemical 

contamination. Transfer the frozen meat or 
poultry to a microwave-safe dish. 

• Remove thawed portions of ground meat and 
transfer them to a plate; return frozen portion 
to the microwave for additional defrosting. 

• When thawing chicken parts. break them apart 
as they defrost and rotate them tn the d1sh so 
that the frozen areas are to the outside of the 
dish. 

• Cook meat and poultry immediately after 
microwave defrosting becau e some areas of 
the frozen food may get wann or begm to 
cook during the defrosting time.l)o not hold 
partially cooked food to use later. 

• To remove flit from ground beef, crumble the 
meat into a hard-plastic colander set over a 
microwave-safe casserole. After microwaving, 
discard the fat that has drained into the 
casserole 

• Cover food to create st~am that helps destroy 
harmful bactena. 

• Follow package directions to make sure all 
foods reach safe internal temJll!ratures. 
Sometimes frozen foods look fully cooked. 
but they actually require cooking to be safe. 

• Microwave foods to safe minimum internal 
temperatures as measured \\ ith a food 
tbetmometer ( 165°F for poultry: 160°F for 
ground meats). 

• After microwaving, allow the food to rest so 
cooking is completed 

• Use cooke.d meat and poultry within 4 days. 
Leftovers may be frozen.

Service issued its 2010 "dirty 
dozen" list of tax scams. 
including schemes invol\. ing 
return prcparcr fraud. hitli ng 
mcomc offshore and phishing. 

"Taxpayers should be wary 
of anyone peddling scams that 
seem tuo gouu tv be Lrut:.'' IRS 
Commi 1oncr Doug Shulman 
said. "The IRS fights fraud by 
pursuing taxpayers who hide 
mcome abroad and by ensur­
ing taxpayers get competent, 
ethical service from qualified 
professionals at home 111 the 
U.S." 

Tax cheme are illegal and 
can lead to imprisonment and 
fines for both scam artJsts and 
taxpayer . Taxpayers pulled 
into the e ~chcmes must repa:y 
unpaid taxe plu interest and 
penalties. The IRS pursues and 
shuts down promoters of these 
and numerous other scams. 

The IRS urges taxpayers to 
avoid these common schemes: 

Return Preparer Fraud 
Dishonest return preparers 

can cause trouble for taxpayers 
who fall victim to their ploys. 
Such preparers derive finan­
cial gain by skimming a por­
tion of their clients' refunds, 
charging innated fees for 
rvtum preparation .~ervices and 
attracting new clients by 
promising refunds that are loo 
good to be true. Taxpayers

Such entities can be used to 
facilitate underreporting of 
income, fictitious deductions. 
non-filing of tax returns, par­
ticipating in listed transac­
tions. money laundering, 
financial crimes and even ter­
rorist financing. The IRS is 
working with state authorities 
to identify these entities and to 
bring the ownen of the e enti-

ties into compliance with the 
law. 

Zero Wages 
Filing a phony wage- or 

income-related information 
return to replace a legitimate 
information return has been 
used as an illegal method to 
lower the amount of taxes 
owed. Typically, a Form 4852, 
Substitute Form W-2 or a "cor­
rected" Form I 099 is used as a 
way to improperly reduce tax­
able income to zero. The tax­
payer also may submit a state-

• ment rebutting wages and 
taxes reported by a payer to the 
IRS. Sometimes fraudsters 
even include an explanation on 
their Form 4852 that cites 
statutory language on the defi­
nition of wages or may include

One smart 
lady

Does it ever seem to you that we've 
barely scratched the surface in terms 
of di covermg all the benefits that 
Mother Nature has to offer us? I cer­
tainly feel that way - and that also 
seems to be the ca e with the scientists 
of the Agricultural Research Servtcc 
(ARS)_ 

You might suppose that scientists 
are all into cutting-edge chemical and 
the latest and greatest high-tech toys. 
But at ARS, there's a lot of focus on 
finding ways to use Nature products 
to solve problems that prevtously 
might have been dispatched with a 
great galloping dose of some synthet­
ic substance. 

Here are a couple of the latest 
examples: 

• We all know that keeping pests 
out of stored foods is a problem. 
whether you're talking about a ware­
house or your own kitchen pantry. But 
here's a potential new solution that 
you've just got to admire: fungal 
fumes! 

The fungus in question is called 
Mu codor albus, and it was first iso­
lated from the bark of a Honduran cin­
namon tree some dozen years ago. 
Recently. ARS scientists in 
Washington state have been testing 
Mu codor fumes against the potato 
tuber moth. In its larval stage, this pest 
feed~ on the potato plant's leaves and 
the spud Itself, burrowing deep inside 
the potato unttl it's time to emerge and 
spin a cocoon elsewhere. 

Yes, there are pesticides to deal 
with these kinds of problems. but 
some of them can't be used within two 
weeks of harvesting the potatoes. And 
that can be plenty of time for the sur­
viving moths to lay their eggs on the 
potatoe before those spuds are har­
vested and packed off for storage or 
sale. 

But theARS scientists say fumigat­
ing the stored spuds with Muscodor 
fumes could offer a safe. biobased 
way to finish off those surviving 
moths. In fumigation-chamber test ·. 
the scientists report that 85 to 91 per­
cent of adult potato tuber moths died 
when exposed to the Muscodor fumes. 
and between 62 and 73 percent of the 
larvae died or failed to pupate. 

Pota.toe aren't the only crop to 
benefit from those fungal fumes. In a 
different ARS study. the Muscodor 
fumes successfully overcame the 
apple codling moth which, in its larval 
stage. bores into apples to feed. But in 
tests with stored apples, a 14-day 
exposure to the Muscodor fumes 
killed every one of the moths in their 
overwintering tage - cocooned lar­
vae- which is when they're typical­
ly the hardest to control. 

Now the scientists are looking at 
Muscodor's effectiveness in biofumi­
gaung sealed cartons of apples stored 
at various temperatures. So far. 

&; they've seen no adverse effects on the 
apples' color or ftm1ness. 

• Here's another natural wonder to + .ponder: Chinese bush clover. This is a 
common pasture plant with an amaz.­
ing power to help grazing ruminant 
animals fight off damaging gastroin­
testinal nematodes-what we non-sci­
entist types would call "worms" -
that can make the animal sick or even 
ktll Jt. 

One of the worst of these intestinal 
worms is Haemonchus contonus, the 
barber pole worm. Thts is a truly dis­
gusting creature that attaches to the 
ruminant animal's abomasal (true 
stomach) wall and feeds on the ani­
mal's blood. The female worm can 
produce more than 5,000 eggs per day. 
which are passed out of the animal's 
body in its manure. 

Once those eggs hit the ground and 
hatch, the larvae moiL several times 
and wind up stuck on leaves of grass 
that the animals inadvertently gobble 
as they gra1.e, starting the whole 
vicious cycle again. 

This problem has been a major hin­
drance to goat production worldwide. 
And while there are chemical treat­
ments for these worms, the parasites

LEXINGTON - The NCAA has 
announced that the Sweet I 6 game 
between the University of Kentucky 
and Cornell University will tip off at 
approximately 9 :57 p.m.

LEXINGTON University 
of Kentucky head coach John 
CaJipari and freshman John 
Wall have been awarded the 
Adolph Rupp Cup and Adolph 
Rupp Troph , onoring the 
National Coach of the Year and 
National Player of the Year. 

It marks the first time in the 
38-year history of the award 
that a Kentucky coach or play­
er has ever won a Rupp Award; 
and it is also the first time that 
both recipients came from the 
same school. 

Thi. year marks the first 
time that Cahpan has won the 
award. In his inaugural season 
in Lexington, Calipari has led 
the Wildcats to a 34-2 record, 
the program's 44th SEC 
Championship, 26 th SEC 
Tournament championship and 
the school's fir t appearance in 
the Sweet 16 smcc 2005. 

Calipari got off to the best 
start in UK history by a coach 
in his inaugural season. leading 
the Wildcats to a 19-0 start. He 
recorded his fifth-straight 10-
win season, an unprecedented 
mark in NCAA Division I 
coaching history. 

Wall becomes the ftrst play­
er in the illustrwus history of 
the UK basketball program to 
receive any one of the primary 
national player of the year 
awards. The 6-4 freshman 
leads the Wildcats in scoring 
(16.8), assists (6.5) and steals 

(1.7). He ha set all-time UK 
freshman records in scoring. 
assists and free throws made. 

The Raleigh, N.C. native 
has five double double on the 
season. three in point:; and 
assists and two in points in 
rebounds. making hnn the fir t 
player in UK history to record 
double-doubles in points and 
rebounds and points and 
assists. 

Earlier this -;cason, Wall 
broke the UK single-game 
assist record with 16 and enter­
ing the Sweet 16 is only four 
assists shy of the UK single­
season assist mark of 232 set 
back in 1986. 

The honors are awarded by 
the Commonwealth Athletic 
Club of Kentucky. a non-profit 
organiLation established in 
1972 by former players and of 
former UK head coach Adolph 
Rupp The award are deter­
mined by a select national vot­
ing panel consisting of over 50 
sportswriter·. coaches and ath­
letic directors ref>resenting 
every major Division I confer­
ence and all geographic 
reg1ons of the country. 

Calipari named a Naismith 
Finalist University of Kentucky 
head coach John Cali pari. one of 
only two multiple Naismith 
winners, i:, among four tinalists 
for the 2010 Naismith Men's 
College Coach of the Year as 
announced by the Atlanta Tipoff 
Club Thursday. 

The first-year Kentuck)' 
coach has led h.is squad to 32-2 
record (14-2 in conference). and 
the Southeastern Conference 
tourilament championship - the 
school's Jirst since 2005. I Ie has 
no"' captured five consecutive 
C(lnference tournament champi­
onships and regular season title~ 
as a head coach. He also won 
30 •games for the fifth straight 
year. the only coach in NCAA 
Div1sion I history to do so. 
Calipari won the Naismith 
award most recently at 
Memphis (2008) and also at 
Massachusetts (I 996). The 
resurgent Wildcat<; earned the 
number-one seed in the East 
Region of the NCAA 
Tournament. 

Catipari is JOmed by three 
would-be fir t-time Naismith 
honorees in Steve Alford (New 
Mexico), Jim Boeheim 
(Syracuse) and Frank Martin 
(Kansas State). Those four 
make up the fmal ballot for the 
mo t pre tigious national award 
presented annually to the top 
men's college basketball coach. 
The winner will be announced 
in early April. 

The tinalists were voted on 
by the Atlanta Tipoff Club's 
National Votmg Academy. com­
prised or leading basketball 
journalists, coaches and admin­
istrators from around the coun­
try. The academy based its crite­
ria on coaching performances 
this season.
