Robte Lee Miller, the Marlin 
man who pleaded innocent 
tti killing 24-year-old Joseph 
Salisbury along a strip mine 
last year, pleaded guilty this 
past week to a lcsscm:d 
charge of first-degree 
manslaughter. 

Miller. who was original­
ly ~.:h<nged with murder, was 
set to go to trial for the mur­
der this week, said Hoyd 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner.

In March of last year.

Union general of the Civil War. 
Lincoln had been saddled with inept 
and meJTeclive generals who were out­
maneuvered by the lesser-equipped 
Southernct. a£ every tum--until Grant 
showed up. His victory at VIcksburg 
(along with Robert E. Lee's virtually 
Simultaneous defeat at (icnysburg) 
sealed the Confederacy's fate . 

As hi-'>torian Sean Wilentz pointed 
out rcccnlly in The New York Times, 
Gram -as president became a !!reat 
champiOn of dvil rights, not onl} for 
freed slaves but for Native Americans. 
It was he who ended the reign of terror 
that the Ku Klux Klan visited upon the 
South after the war. 

He also achieved ratification of tbe 
15th Amt:mlment, which banned di -
enfranchisement on the ba~is of race, 
as well as passage of tht: Civil Rights 
Act of 1875, which prohibited racial 
discrimination in all public accommo­
dations. For that he was vilified b~· his­
torians who felt that the wrong side 
had won the Civil War. 

His presidency was eventually 
brought low by corrupt advisers and 
his nai've tmst in them. Most of his leg­
islative achievements were \\iped 
away. 

Still, compared to Reagan be was a 
giant. 

The late Alexander Haig. Reagan's 
f1r t Secretary of State, had tbi to . ay 
about his old boss: "Reagan wa~ a 
cipher."

Bowl. At Trinity High School, 
be was named "Mr. Football" 

'I' for tbe state of Kentucky in 
1988 after leading the 
Shamrocks to a state champi­
onship. He was also named the 
Kentucky High School Player 
of the decade for the 1980s. 
Brohm spent time with six dif­
ferent NFL teams, as well as

Cornelius "Buddy"

L1llie Mason (Stockton): A 
former Kentucky "Miss 
Basketball" from Olmstead 
High School, Mason is the all­
time basketball scoring leader 
for Western Kentucky 
University. amassing 2,262 
points in her four-year career. 
She is a three-time All­
American, who set 19 WKU 
women's basketball career, 
season and game records. 
Mason is the Lady Topper's 
only Kodak All-American 
(1986), was twice n~d All­
Sun Belt Conference, was the 
league's 1986 Player of the 
Year and was named to three 
AU-SBC tournament squads. 
She also was the NCAA 1985 
Mideast and 1986 East 
Regional tournament MVP and 
helped lead the Lady Toppers 
to their frrst two NCAA tourna­
ment Final Four appearances, 
in 1985 and 1986. 

Dan Neal: Neal is a Former 
University of Kentucky offen­
sive lineman who was team 
captain in both his junior and 
senior seasons.

Fast heartbeat sometimes. 
a family affair 

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 
What is SVT? What causes it? 
What is heart ablation? 

My grandmolher, my moth­
er and I all bavc had SV'T' 
episodes. T required heart abla­
tion. - J.P. 

ANSWER: "SVT' is short 
for "supraventricular tachycar­
dia." Tachycardia is a fast 
heartbeat . "Supraventricular" 
indicates that the fast beat aris­
es in the upper heart chambers, 
the ones above (supra) the 
ventricles, which arc the 
heart's pumping chamhcrr. . 
Those upper chambers arc the 
atria. 

SYT covers many different 
conditions. Since you spoke of 
"episodes," r assume you had 
P"lVT, paroxy. mal supraven­
tricular iachycardia - fast 
heart-beating that comes on 
sudden I y, doesn · t last tO<J long 
and slops abruptly. 

Causes for PSVT can 
mvolve the little e lcc1ric gen­
erator that delivers a small jolt 
of electricity that initiates the 
heartbeat. Or it can come from 
an extra pathway that the elec­
tric impulse takes on its way to 
the lower heart chamber . 
Both conditions can be there 
from binh. and both can be a 
family affa1r, one controlled by 
genes. [t sounds like yours i 
the genetic kind. 

Medicines often can keep 
supraventricular tachycardia 
comrolled. Your treatment, 
ablation, is a permanent cure. 
Literally. "ablation" means ·•a 

taking away." In the case of 
supraventricular tachycardia, 
tissue that initiates lhc fast 
heartbeat js destroyed. That's 
done with a catheter - a soft , 
!bin tube advanced into the 
heart from a surface blood ves­
sel. The catheter emits radio 
waves. When it reaches the 
place that gives rise ·to the fast 
beats, tbe radro waves arc 
turned on, and that bit of tissue 
is erased, ablated. 

Ablation is successful in 
preventing resumption of fast­
heartbeat attacks in a high per­
centage of cases. I trust your 
procedure was succe sful.
