Awarding these funds to 
Floyd, Martin. Pike and 
Letcher counties follows on 
the heels of legdation that 
adds' to the 2008 legislation 
establishing the Colon Cancer 

creening Program. The 2010 
leg1slatwn permits the 
Kentucky Department for 
Public Health to establish an 
income-based fee scale for 
colon cancer screenjngs if 
funds become available. the e 
arc the first funds allocated for 
the program. 

"Colorectal cancer is a 
killer across the country, 
across the commonwealth and 
aero s Ea tern Kentucky." said 
tate Sen. Johnn) Ray Turner. 

"It i the econd leading cause 
of cancer death in the state and 
the nation and it shou ld not be 
claiming so many lives . 
Regular colorectal creening 
test on everyone age 50 or 
older could reduce the number 
of death from cancer by one­
third ." 

House Speaker Greg 
Stumbo said statistics illustrate 
why Kentucky has a higher 
ri k of colon cancer. 

"In Kentucky. only about 
50 percent of people who 
hould have screening tests 

have them done," Stumbo said. 
" It 's not surpnsmg that 
Kentucky claims a ignificant­
ly higher than national rate of 
invasive colorectal cancer." 

Turner aid there i no doc­
umented evidence as to why 
colon cancer i more common 
in Eastern Kentucky than the 
re t of the state. but aid stud­
ies attribute it to genetics or 
the em ironment. 

In Floyd County. the colon 
cancer incidence rate in 2000-
06 -was 49 .43, compared to the 
tate's incidence rate of 45 .

2 Republican, to ay: "I 
hope that he can separate the theoret­
ical and the interesting and the hypo­
thetical que. tions that college stu­
dents debate until 2 a.m. from the 
actual vote we have to cast ba ed on 
real legislation here." 

That's Washmgton-speak for 
"Quiet, dummy." 

But Paul. like hi father. is not 
merely a Libertarian but a 
"Paleolibenarian." He believe in a 
government so small you hardly 
know it's thete. 

In common with most of those 
extrem~ con crvatives. he is an hon­
est man who docs- not mince words. 
And he's as crazy as a tJck. 

In a world dominated by gigantic 
global corporations with virtually" 
unlimited funds to influence elec­
tions, the belief that per. on a! free­
dom lies in a weaker government is a 
form of insanity. 

The problems of the tea particr:.. 
however. are just beginning. Should 
they start winning actual elections. 
they will be placed in the position of 
the dog who. after cha&ing cars all 
day. finally catches one. What' he 
uppo ed to do with :t? 

Tea parrier want to cut the deficit. 
Well of course. Don't we all? 

But they don't want to raise taxes. 
OK, but then they're going to ha\ e to 
cut government spending. fine. 

They are a lot of things you can do 
to cut government-abolish the 
Education Department, get nd of the 
Federal Reserve, do away with subsi­
dies to fanners and small busines es.

A A "brain attack" is a new 
and increasingly popular 
tenn for a stroke. and it's 

catching on among physicians and 
the general public. 

the two dicea e processes are 
quite simila~ as you know from 
your nur ing days. In a heart 
attack, the arterres that carry 
blood to the heart muscle either 
rupture or become blocked. In a 
brain attack, the arteries servicing 
the brain rupture or become 
blocked. Once these critical 
arteries fail, the heart or brain is 
deprived of blood, and therefore. 
oxygen. Without oxygen, heart 
and brain cells both begin to die. 

Although the cause of stroke 
and heart attacks are similar, the 
symptoms differ widely. Heart 
attacks cau e shortne s of breath 
and pres ure, queezing or pain in 
the chest and upper body. A brain 
attack or troke, on the other 
hand, u ually cau es sudden, par­
tial paraly is and/or an inability to 
walk, talk, eat or wallow. 

Any of these symptoms should 
be viewed as medical emergen­
cies. even if they fade away with­
in hours or even minutes. 
Immediate treatment can prevent 
a full troke - and potentially. 
death or permanent loss of func­
tion. 

One possible problem with the 
terms "heart attack" and "brain 
attack," is that while the phra es 
sound erious and familiar, they

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: 
l have had acid rctlu:x for 
quite some time, and doctors 
have prescribed different 
medicines, the la t being 
omeprazole. Medicines 
were not relieving the burn­
ing pain. The best advice 
came from an online mes-
age board tbat aid to 

"sleep on your left side." 
Figuring it wouldn't burt to 
try this method. I began 
lecping on my left side. 

Once my body learned to 
stay in that position, the pain 
does not bother me now at 
all at night. Why don't doc­
tors share such simple meth­
ods for relief rather than pre­
·cribing medications? 
Please pass this information 
on to other . -- N.S. 

ANSWER: When it 
works, a change in leeping 
position is a imple way to 
deal with a big problem.
