PAINTSVILLE - Terry Ward, the 46-year-
old Johnson County constable indicted earlier
this year on charges of doctor shopping and
later pleading guilty to those charges, was
given a probated sentence Tuesday.

Ward pleaded guilty on Aug. 6 in Johnson
County Circuit Court to four counts of unau-
thorized procurement of a controlled sub-
stance, a class D felony.

Tuesday he was sentenced to three years in
prison, which was included in an overall five
years of probation. As part of this probated
sentence, Ward will be given the option to
either serve 90 days in the county jail or enroll
and complete an in-house rehabilitation pro-
gram.,

A Johnson County grand jury indicted
Ward on April 15 on charges that he attempted
to. obtain hydrocodone from multiple doctors
throughout Johnson County. Paintsville City
Police and UNITE officers arrested Ward
without incident the following day.

The beginnings of the investigation against
the former constable kicked off by Attorney
General Jack Conway’s Drug Investigations
Branch with assistance from UNITE represen-
tatives and was ongoing for six months,
Conway said Tuesday.

“I appreciate the hard work of my Drug
Investigation’s Branch and our continuing
partnership with Operation UNITE as we
crack down on prescription drug abuse in
Kentucky,” Conway said in a statement the
day of Ward’s sentencing. “By working
together, we can put a stop to a problem that is
shattering families across the
Commonwealth.”

There are two sides to every debate, otherwise there i
would be no debate. When it comes to the debate over [
tobacco, there’s very little reason to have one. |

Over the past three weeks we’ve reported on some local

~ issues regarding tobacco; the high rates of smoking in the
Kentucky River Area Development District, the adverse
effects of its use, and the debate on restricted smoking
bans in eastern Kentucky. As a result of the interviews and
research, we've come to one conclusion that may at first
seem rather obvious: [UthLU is not good for you. But that
conclusion comes W ith & very obtrusive caveat — without
tobacco, we're missing a large part of our national econo-
my, especially in states like Kentucky and North Carolina.

Here in Kentucky, though it's behind marijuana as a
cash crop. tobacco still accounts for a large portion of the
economy. Farmers make their living and support their fam-
ilies growing this plant that has very little use other than as
a smoking or chewing agent. We're utterly dependent on
its inclusion in the financial sector to the point that without
the taxes generated from its sale, Kentucky’s financial
woes would be more akin to those in California. Frankly,
that’s a shame.

Tobacco can be attributed to more deaths than motor
vehicle accidents, homicide and drug overdoses combined.
Smoking tobacco is the leading cause of preventable death
in the nation. And despite all of these warnings,

Americans, especially here in the Kentucky River Area "
Development District, light up frequently, even in the face |
of increasing cost to both health care and cigarettes,

vice president of public policy and communications for the
Bluegrass Institute, whose opinion s seen often on this
very page, is correct in that we're taxed enough already
when it comes to tobacco. In fact, smokers are hardly
taxed enough, especially considering the burden placed on
taxpayers whose taxes are used to treat health problems
caused by smoking.

« In a 1998 report from the University of California, ciga-
rette smoking came with a $72.7 billion annual cost to pro-
vide care for smoking-related health problems, and that
was 12 years ago.

For smokers themselves, they can look to pay high
taxes for their habit, along with higher health insurance
costs for lighting up. It just doesn’t pay to smoke.

Yet the tobacc companies are continuing to, Jaugh all
the way to the bank as more of their customers continue to
die from using their product. Despite continuing to pay out
millions in tobacco settlement money in exchange for
Congress not suing the bigwigs of the industry, these com-
panies continue to rake in the profits. And that’s good for
them. It’s the way a free market is supposed to work. As
long as there is a demand, there will be a supply.

Ultimately, though, smoking is about choice. Americans
have the freedom to choose whether or not they want to
smoke.

In all honesty, tobacco should be just as illegal as mdn-
juana. After all, many more people die from tobacco use
than marijuana, but that’s not something we care to think |
about. And if we're really going to talk about freedom to |
choose, then certainly substances like cocaine, heroin and
meth should be just as legal as tobacco. But they're not,
and for good reason. They addict and kill people. Sounds
familiar.

required to increase their contribu-
tion rates through 2025, at which
time they will be required to pay 100
percent of their share of the cost.

pathetic in the manner of middle-
aged men yeammg to get close to an
athletic glory they could only dream
of.

fingers afterward) — far outweighed
any public virtue he might have pos-
sessed.

He was given credit for being a
great businessman and he did, after
all, turn an $8 million investment
($100.000 of it his own money) into
a $3 billion sports empire. But he did
a lot of that by threatening to move
the Yanks to New Jersey, thereby
extorting a $1 billion subsidy for a

the system to make very high payouts
over the next three decades.

Retirees and employees who read
the KRS’ spring 2010 MemberNews
bulletin know just serious the state’s
pension trouble is. (The bulletin
reported that KRS “has approximate-'
ly thirty four cents in the bank for
every dollar we owe over the next 30
years in pension benefit ...for (most)
state retirees”) They also know that
further economic ups and downs —
like another recession — could be a
disaster. Even with a slow economic
recovery like we have today, the KRS

+ said it will take years for the pension

system to replace income it lost dur-
ing the last two years, “much less
restore funding to a healthy level.”
What the KRS is telling lawmak-
ers and state employees is that the
state cannot cure this threefold prob-
lem with investments or a quick ben-
efits fix. “Many years of concentrat-
ed effort and multiple changes on

.many fronts” will be needed, pension

officials say, and lawmakers are lis-
tening.

We are also working on the issue
in committee and will continue to do
0 with hopes of coming up with one,
two or maybe three ideas to improve
our pension situation by the next win-
tér session. I will share some more on
pehsion struggles in Kentucky and
other states in my next column. Have
a good week.

St. Louis 6, Cincinnati 1:
Reds aced out again

CINCINNATI - Some eyebrows were raised when the Reds pursued ace pitcher
Cliff Lee at the July trade deadline.
Cincinnati has plenty of capable starting pitchers, too many for the rotation right
now, in fact. Why pay a hefty price for another, some wondered.
The past three days at Great American Ball Park, the St. Louis Cardinals supplied
the answer. It is a good thing to have pitching depth. It is much better to have aces.
Adam Wainwright yesterday became the third straight Cardinals pucher to shut
down the Reds in their showdown for the National League Central lead.
Wainwright’s pitching and Colby Rasmus’ grand slam off Bronson Arroyo gave
the Cardinals a 6-1 victory and series sweep to take a one-game lead in the division,
With Wainwright and Monday victor Chris Carpenter, the Cardinals have two
bona fide aces. Rookie pitcher Jaifme Garcia, who was Tuesday’s winning pitcher,
was dazzling early this season and remains formidable.
“They say good pitching beats good hitting, and they had good pitching the last
three days,” Reds manager Dusty Baker said.
Wainwright used pinpoint control and his outstanding curveball to shut out the
Reds through seven innings. He allowed two hits.
“He keeps the ball out of the middle of the plate,” Reds third baseman Scol;li
Rolen said. “He has a great breakmg ball and he’s hitting spots. He’s been consis-

tent all year.

Wainwright (17-6) basn’t allowed a run in 21 innings.

“They've got three of the best guys in the National League this year," Arroyo-
said. “I knew going out there I neeged to put zeroes on the board for six or seven
innings to even have an opportunity for a win because getting more than two runs
off Wainwright was going to be tough.”

He did for four innings before it all came undone in the fifth. With two outs, Jon
Jay doubled. Arroyo mtentlonally walked Albert Pujols and missed on four strangbt
pitches to cleanup hitter Matt Holhday

He almost got out of the inning when Rasmus hit a flare down the left-field lme
on an 0-and-1 pitch.

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Proposed ban on death penalty for severely
mentally ill reviewed by state legislative panel

FRANKFORT
Lawmakers reviewed a pro-
posal Wednesday that would
eliminate the death penalty
for severely mentally ill per-
sons who commit capital
crimes in Kentucky.

House Bill 16, sponsored
by House Minority Whip
David Floyd, R-Bardstown,

and Rep. Darryl Owens, D-.

Louisville, stalled in the
House Judiciary Committee
during the 2010 Regular

Session. The bill would have .

defined “severely mentally
ill”  defendants  under
Kentucky law and eliminat-
ed the death penalty for
those defendants while leav-
ing courts the option to hand
another sentence down in
those cases. Seriously men-
tally retarded defendants in
capital cases and those who
commit capital crimes when
they are under age 18 are
already exempt from the
death.penalty in Kentucky.

Sheila Schuster with the
Kentucky Mental Health
Coalition told state lawmak-
ers on the Interim Joint
Committee on Judiciary that
severely mentally ill persons
are not deterred by the threat
of the death penalty and that
“it is time to remove this
small group from (those eli-
gible) for the death penalty”
while still holding such per-
sons accountable for their
crime.

Severe mental illness,
according to testimony by
psychologist Dr. Russ
Williams, affects only 2.6

percent of the population

and includes such disorders
as schizophrenia and delu-
sional disorder, he said. A
person with such a disorder
often has non-reality based
beliefs which Williams said
may include thoughts that
the individual is a king or a
queen, or even a major reli-
gious figure. “They have no
basis in reality of what’s
going on,” he said.

"“We’'re not asking that
these people not be prose-
cuted,” said Williams.
“We're asking that the death
penalty be taken off but they
still be held accountable for
their actions.”

Execution of the severely
mentally ill is still legal in
most death-penalty states
despite a 1986 Supreme
Court ruling that execution
of the insane violates a ban
on “cruel and unusual pun-
ishment” set out in the
Eighth Amendment of the
U.S. Constitution. The 24-
year-old ruling did not man-
date procedures for states to
follow to determine a per-
son’s legal sanity.

The death penalty was.
eliminated for mentally
retarded defendants and
defendants who commit capi-
tal crimes under the age of 18
as a result of U.S. Supreme
Court rulings issued in 2002

and 2005 respectively. Emie -

Lewis with the Kentucky
Association of Criminal
Defense Lawyers explained
that mental limitations of the
two groups made them less
culpable in the eyes of the
Court.
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House Minority Floor
Leader Jeff Hoover, R-
Jamestown, questioned lan-
guage in HB 16 that states a
mental disorder that is
“manifested primarily by
repeated criminal conduct or
attributable ' solely to the
acute effects of voluntary
use of alcohol or other
drugs” would not, by itself,
indicate the person has
severe  mental  illness.
Hoover said the definition of
severely mentally ill in the
bill would prevent someone
from voluntarily using alco-
hol or other drugs, thereby
allowing mentally ill per-
sons to claim substance
abuse was the cause of their
disorder.

HB 16 would define a
severely mentally ill defen-
dant as someone who at the
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time of their crime “had a
severe mental disorder or
disability that significantly
impaired his or her capacity
to appreciate the nature,
consequences or wrongful-
ness or his or her conduct,
exercise rational judgment
in relation to conduct, or
conform his or her conduct

to the requirements of the

law...”.

Lewis said HB 16 would
have addressed intoxication
of a mentally ill person dur-
ing mitigation.

As far as competency to
stand trial is concerned,
Williams said there is a dif-
ference between competen-
cy to stand trial and criminal
responsibility. A person’s
competency can ebb and
flow, while criminal respon-
sibility, he said, is “stuck in
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time.” That segued into a
comment made by Chris
Cohron of the Kentucky
Commonwealth Attorneys
Association who said state
law already exempts legally
insane individuals from the
death penalty.

“I'm not aware of any
prisoner under a death sen-
tence (in Kentucky) who has
been found guilty but men-
tally ill,” Cohron said.

But Lewis, in response to
another comment, said the
behavior of a defendant at
the time of the crime is what
matters under the Eighth
Amendment and would mat-
ter under HB 16.

“Do they meet insanity
(standards) or significant
mental illness impairment
(as defined in HB 16)?”

-asked Lewis. Currently in
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Kentucky, Lewis said there

is a “major gap” between the

court’s treatment of a person
on trial for a capital crime
who is not insane but who is
impaired to such a degree
that the person lacks the
capacity to determine the
impact of his or her behav-
ior.

“In other words, he does-
n’t know right from wrong,”
Lewis said.

The committee also
received brief testimony on
expanding the state’s hate
crime statute to include
homicide from Assistant
Jefferson County
Commonwealth Attorney
Tom van De Rostyne and
Kentucky Department of
Public Advocacy Trial
Division Director Damon
Preston.

the headaches are very painful,
they are not life-threatening.

Cluster headaches occur, with-
out warning, and are located on
one side of the head, with the pain
primarily in the face, around the
eye. Sometimes the eye on the
affected side waters and becomes
red, and the surrounding skin may
swell. Frequently, nasal conges-
tion also occurs.

Unlike a migraine headache
where a person becomes very still
to minimize the pain, a person
with a cluster headache is usually
restless, sometimes rocking back
and forth or pacing.

For many people, the clusters

Cluster headaches: Cause not
known, but treatments exist

come almost on schedule and last
the same amount of time, both in
terms of time of day and time of
year. Sometimes, they seem to be
related to -the season. Cluster
headaches are classified as
episodic or chronic. They seem to
be more common at night. Each
headache in the cluster can last for
a few minutes up to several hours,
However, when the headache is
gone, there is complete relief, and
the sufferer is usually very tired.
While several theories exist, no
one is quite sure what causes
these headaches. Because the

* headaches tend to appear at the

same times each day, it is believed
that they are related to abnormali-
ties of the hypothalamus, which
controls the body’s internal clock.
There also is evidence suggesting
that abnormal levels of neuro-
transmitters or hormones play a

role in the condition.,

Very few environmental trig-
gers have been identified, though
nitroglycerin, which is often used
for heart problems, does appear to
be a trigger.

Cluster headaches are more
common in adult men, smokers,
African Americans and those with
a family history of cluster
headaches.

Treatment usually begins after
more serious causes of headaches
have been ruled out with CT scans
or magnetic resonance imaging.
With treatment, the pain of cluster
headaches can become less severe
and the duration and frequency ‘of
attacks can be reduced.
Prescription medications can be
used at the onset of a headache to
help alleviate the attack.

There also are some medica-
tions that have shown promise in

decreasing the frequency of
headache clusters in the long-
term. Nerve blocks help some.
people with the condition.
Glycerol injections have replaced
conventional surgery as the rec-
ommended surgical treatment for
cluster headaches.

Finally, lifestyle choices such
as avoiding alcohol, tobacco, and
nitrate medication, as well as
making sure you get consistent
and adequate sleep, can help to
decrease the frequency and sever-
ity of cluster headaches.
